Prevailed.
Further Decline of Foreign Exchange

Was a Powerful Aid in Re¬
storing Confidence.

JERSEY CENTRAL LED THE RISE.

Other Coal-Handling Railroads Followed
on the Prospect of a Settlement of

the Anthracite Troubles in
the Near Future.

Conflicting factors were struggling for
mastery yesterday in the stock speculation.
The bullish factors Anally prevailed, and
the market closed strong and higher for
most stocks. The advances in some stocks
were very marked.
In the early hours it looked at one time

as if the bull movement had culminated.
London sold all its specialties wi.th the
exception of Reading and Union Pacific,
influenced by the report that the Senate
would pass a free coinage bill. As London
had been an important factor in the up¬
ward movement, traders sold stocks liber¬
ally. The free coinage scare was also
worked in the attempt to unsettle con¬
fidence. The influences forming higher
prices were too potent, however, and
after the early reaction the market as¬
sumed a strong tone.
The most important influences were the

further decline in foreign exchange and
the prospect of a settlement of the an¬
thracite coal situation. Jersey Central
Jumped 2*4 per cent in the closing hour,
Delaware & Hudson following with a gainof 1%, nud Lackawanna with a gain of 1%
per cent. Notwithstanding heavy realizTngsales. Heading also made a net advance of
% per cent.
At the same time Union Pacific made a

sensational advance of over 2 points on
the announcement that the Kansas Pacific
bondholders had accepted the terms of the
Union Pacific reorganization. The volume
of transactions, in Union Pacific was light,but the buying element found no stock
offering and the rapid advance resulted.

WATCHING UNION PACIFIC.
The "advance in Reading has called at¬

tention to Union Pacific stock. The friends
of the stock believe that it is worth more
than Reading, which sold yesterday at 13%,
with the first assessment paid, while Union
'aciflc sold at 0%. It is pointed out that
the company lias now dropped many of
the branches which sucked the life blood
of the main road. The earnings also, on
account of the revival of business in Col¬
orado and the mining regions, must con¬
tinue to Improve. The assessment provided
in the reorganisation plan is $15 per share,
but it cannot be levied for a long period,
as the reorganization cannot be operative
until Congress lias legislated regarding
its own interest in the company.
The Grangers were not «is buoyant as

on preceding days. There wns much realiz¬
ing In this group, particularly in St. Paul,
which weakened several times during the
day on liquidation, and closed with only a
net gain of % per cent.
Sugar was advanced 1% by the pool

AFFECT BOND SALES.

Senate Declaration for Free
Coinage Might Cost Uncle

Sam Very Dear.

Such Action, It Is Said, Would Un¬
favorably Influence Intending

Foreign Bidders.

MIGHT MEAN A LOSS OF $5,000,000.

European Financial Institutions Watching
the Action of the Senate Closely.What

Leading Bankers Think of the
Situation at Present.

W all Street has discovered a new bug¬
aboo. It is that the sliver agitation in
uongress will result in a lower price being
Mid for the $100,000,(fc)0 of bonds for which
bids are now being received. According
i° the theory of certain financiers, every
free coinage speech made in the Senate
s costing L'ncle Sam good gold dollars, and
:he passage by the Senate of the Bond bill
with the silver amendment attached will
mean a loss of anywhere from two to five
millions, because of the lower bidding that
will result.
1 he alarm was first created by a report

that if the Senate expresses its approval
of free coinage the Deutsche Bank will
uot bid for the $25,000,000 on which the
big German house has fiad its financial
eye. This could not be verified, but it was
learned that the European capitalists are
asking anxiously about how free silver is
beting treated by Congress. They fear that
this country may go on a silver basis, and
that, therefore, the bonds, which are pay¬
able in coin.either silver or gold.may be
redeemed in silver.
American bankers have tried to convince

the foreigners that no matter what the
Senate does, a free silver measure cannot
go through the House, or past the Pres¬
ident: but the men who hold the money
on the other side of the sea argue that
the Senate is the chief legislative body of
America, and that, therefore, an opinion
it expresses by legislation represents the
feelings of the country.

FOREIGN BIDDERS WART.
Because of the uncertainty, the Deutsche

Bank and other European Institutions have
asked to be kept fully informed. At least
one institution has given notice to its rep¬
resentatives that if the amended Bond bill
goes through the Senate it will not send
in a bid for bonds that it had been count¬
ing on making, other houses have Indi¬
cated that If the Senate goes on record as
favoring free coinage they will bid at
lower prices than otherwise.
It is generally admitted that the bidding

in this country will not be affected to a
great extent by the action of the Senate,
because Americans have faith in the credit
of the Government, whether it is on a gold
or silver basis. There is do doubt, how-
ever, that If the Europeans bid low or re¬
frain from bidding, financial houses of this
country will take advantage of the situa¬
tion by hammering down the price. Per¬
petual croakers even assert that the Gov¬
ernment is in danger of losing from two
to live points on the bonds, just because
the Senate will not switch oft on some
other subject until after February 5.

It is known that representations have
betu made to Senator liilV aad otner~Seh-
ators by Wall Street bankers that, in order
to get good prices for the bonds, it would
be a good idea for the Senate to consider
the tariff or some other measure until after
February 5, but Senator Jones has posi¬
tively declined to consent to any such ar¬
rangement. There was some talk in the
Street yesterday of further efforts being
made, but the opinion of many was that
the best way Wall Street can influence the
Senate is by keeping quiet.

PRESIDENT HEPBURN'S VIEW3.
President A. B. Hepburn, of the Third

National Bank, said there was no use In
trying to do anything at Washington. This
silver agitation is most unfortunate," he
said. "It is particularly bad because we
are depending on foreign houses to take a
big block of the new issue of bonds. For¬
eigners will naturally be influenced in bid¬
ding by the standing of the country'scredit. In order to judge that standing,
for the future as \frell as the present, they
are watching the current of feeling with
regard to silver.
"If our public men would just keep quiet

on the question now, there would be no
alarm, but the debate In the Senato that is
promised for the end of the week will stir
up the smouldering suspicion in Europe.
The passage of the amendment by the Sen¬
ate would undoubtedly deter many from
bidding, and it would influence bidders to
name a lower price than they would other¬
wise.
"I think, too, that the bidding by Ameri¬

can buyers would be higher if there was no
silver agitation. This and the Venezuelan
Question will probably keep down the pricethat would otherwise be as high, possibly,
as 123. The same Government 4s sold at
this figure at one time, and the new ones
would bring as much were it not for dis¬
turbing influences. As It is, It Is Impossible
to make a guess as to what the bonds will
bring. Successful bids may range from 100
to 112, but that Is only a guess. We are
getting inquiries from all parts of the coun¬
try, showing that the entire financial world
Is at sea with regard to the loan."
Mr. Thallmann, of Ladenberg. Thallmann
&rePf^uting many German houses,
said: "I think the. situation is understood
better abroad than people here think it is,
but still, the silver agitation i« unfortunate.
No one believes the measure will go through
and I have not even informed my foreign
customers that It Is pending in the Senate
I should not deceive them In buving bonds
however. It is impossible to saV what the
effect will be until after the Senate acts."
Edward D. Adams, wh6 represents the

Deutsche Bank, and who will put in the
bid for a qui rter of the Issue unless the
foreigners become panic-stricken between
now and February 5, said:
"My relations are of such a confidential

character that I cannot reply to a question
as to whether, in the event of the passage
of the silver measure by the Senate, I have
been Instructed not to bid for bonds All
I can say is that the action of the Senate
Is generally regarded abroad as of more sig¬
nificance than that of the other branch of
Congress "

WHAT RUSSELL SAGE SAYS.
Rhssell Sage confirmed a report that he

had discussed the bond Issue with Senator
Elklns, and then he added:
"Although the silver agitation is not ben¬

eficial, I have no doubt of the success of
the issue. The bonds will all be taken but
the price may not be as high as some an¬
ticipate. I am afraid the foreign takings
will be small. Foreigners do not like this
continual pushing of silver to the front It
keeps them uncertain of what we may do
with our finances, although well informed
people abroad know we will maintain our
Integrity."

J. Harsen Rhoades, president of the
Greenwich Savings Bank, said:
"The best thing that could happen to the

country would be for Congress to adjourn
and stop this free sliver agitation. That is
the disturbing element. I believe the Gov¬
ernment loan will be a success, in so far
that the bonds will all be taken, but as to
the price the Government will realize I
have no idea. This silver agitation is not
apt to encourage foreign bids for bonds "

The bright side for the bond issue yester¬
day was that no gold was withdrawn for
shipment to-day. This was due to the con¬
dition of exchange, which was influenced
first, by the fact that there is a good sup¬
ply of loan bills in the market, and. sec¬
ond, because the supply of commercial bills
is decidedly increased. Grain bills In par¬
ticular are almost plenty. The result of
this has been that without the offering of
a single sold bill the exchange market has
fallen below th* exporting point. This
means that the exports of gold for the
time being are not to lie feared. Small
amounts may go from time to time, but
the backbcne of the exchange market has

evidently been broken by the loan bills ai-u
the better supply of commercial paper.
