RESPONSIBLE FOR THE SILVER.
Now, It Is a rule of the company that

the dining-room stewards are responsible
for all the silver and table linen used.
They receive a fuil complement of all
things uecesfearv for the passage before
the ship casts q£f, and all losses due to
carelessness are deducted from their pay
at a pro rata rate.
Second Steward Powell is awaiting the

decision of the company on this matter
of making the stewards pay for the stolen
articles before raking any action. The
library books, mauy of which have been
carried away, are all bound in Turkey
morocco, and are expensive editions. The
total loss from trifles is roughly esti¬
mated at about $1,500. The stewards are
not responsible for the glass or chinaware,
or anything which might be broken by the
lurching of the vessel.
One of the missing articles, a silver

mounted decanter stopper, with the in-
scription "International Navigation Com¬
pany" on It. was picked up yesterday
by a pedestrian on Broadway. Thinking
it might be part of the property stolen
from Pier 14, North River, on Thursday,
he showed It to a policeman, who advised
him to take it to the Church Street Sta¬
tion.
Sergeant Byrne was at the desk there

and referred the finder, who refused his
name, to the company's offices at No. 6
Bowling Green. Several of the steward®
eal(f yesterday that if the company insists
upon holding them accountable for the
stolen articles they will not only have
no money to draw as wages for the pres¬
ent voyage, but will be brought In debt
to the company and held In pawn for
some time to come.

TUGS' WORK WAS IN VAIN.

A Southeasterly Breeze Arrived, but It Was
Not Strong Enough to Help

the St. Paul.

The situation of the liner St. Paul, which
is aground off Long Branch, was not per¬
ceptibly changed yesterday, although the
ship is said to have been moved about
three feet during the morning high tide,
about 8 o'clock. Yesterday's tides were
the highest of the Spring tides, but as

they were accompanied by little or no

breeze they were useless so far as any as¬

sistance In floating the St. Paul was con¬
cerned.
With the high tide that came at 8:40

o'clock last night a southeastly breeze of
about eight miles an hour sprung up. but
It had no apparent effect on the depth of
the water about the ship. Captain Merritt,
of the wrecking company which has charge
of floating the St. Paul, said last night that
he hoped this breeze would keep up until
this morning's high tide and Increase to
twenty miles an hour.

It would then blow the water Into shore
to such a depth that the St. Paul could
easily be hauled out of her muddy bed
into deep water. An hour's work with
tugs, cables aud steam wrenches, while
the tide was highest last night, was of no
avail, and at 9:30 o'clock the work was
abandoned until this morning.

"If the storm that is predicted for to¬
morrow arrives at the proper time," Cap¬
tain Merritt said, "there will be no diffi¬
culty in getting the ship off the bar. But
If the storm should produce a heavy sea
during low tide It will not only assist in
moving the vessel, but will, if fierceenuogh, damage her severely or break her
to pieces." A tug from this city wentalongside the St. Paul yesterday after¬
noon and unloaded a lot of provisions forth#» officers and crew of the steamer.

JACK TAR GEn'S HIS RIGHTS
Mate Sullivan of the Ship Willie Rosen-

feld a Fugitive from Justice.
More Pay for Sailors.

As one result of the investigation into
the treatment accorded the crew of the
American ship Willie Rosenfeld, a warrant
was issued yesterday by United States
Commissioner Benedict for the arrest of
Chief Mate Sullivan, of the Rosenfeld.
Sullivan, however, heard that he was

wanted, and disappeared. It was saiQ he
went to Bostoa, but he is believed to be
in hiding in this city.
The warrant was issued or jinplaint of

Seamen Thomas Gavin and .,.uratio Gould,
both of whom were beaten almost to in¬
sensibility.
Six seamen from the Rosenfeld testified

before Deputy Shipping Commissioner
Keenan in the Barge Office building yes¬
terday. These men corroborated the testi¬
mony given Thursday. They had been
beaten, kicked, ill fed and overworked and
cheated out of their advance in wages.
Chief Mate Sullivan, in the forenoon, de-

riled the testimony or' tne uh
brutality on shipboard. He might have
shoved some of them, he said, but he only
struck a man once. That was when he
knocked Horatio Gould down after the
sailor was brought back from the ship
Allerton in Caleta Buena. Gould had a

knife, the mate said.
Deputy Commissioner Keenan found that

the men had been repeatedly assaulted
by Mates Sullivan and Oilman, and that
the Captain* William H. Dujiphy, was cog¬
nizant of these assaults, bnt refused to in¬
terfere. Deputy Keenan also found that
the vessel was short of provisions and the
men did not receive the amount they were
entitled to. Further he decided that the
$10 mentioned in the log-book charged as
"allotment" was a direct violation of law.
The wages of the men shipped at Port

Townsend were found to be $15 per month,

an<? ft was ordeted that In addition to this
Captain Dunphy pay each man $5 as a
penalty for short provisions. The total
allotment allowed was $25 instead of $35.
as the Captain claimed. The charges of
assault were referred to United States Dis¬
trict-Attorney Macfarlane. Most of the men
accepted the ruling as to wages and were
paid off.

NEUBART WAS BOUND TO DIE.

He Turned on the Gas, Was Discovered,
Then Shot Himself.

"After the ball is over, after the dancers
are gone."
That was the obituary that Henry Neu-

bart wrote just before he killed himself in
the Eauitable Hotel, at Grand street and
the Bowery, yesterday morning. An hour
later he was dead, though he had been in¬
terrupted" in one attempt to end his life.
His body is at the Morgue and will prob¬

ably be buried in Potter's Field.
Neubart was a machinist, thirty-three

years old, and came from Rochester recent¬
ly. He went to the Equitable Hotel about
midnight and secured a room. About 4
o'clock yesterday morning a strong smell
of gas was noticed, and Neubart's room was
found to be full of gas. Neubart w-as
asleep. Clerk Murphy awakened him and
Xeubart said the gas must have been blown
out.
Murphy told Neubart. he would have to

leave the hotel. As he did not leave the
clerk went back and found the man on the
bed. As Murphy entered the roofn Neubart
pulled a pistol from under a pillow.
" Murphy ran from the room, and as he did
so he heard a pistol shot. When he went
back he found Neubart dead, with a bullet
hole in his right temple.
On a table in the centre of the room was

a memorandum book, on a blank leaf of
which Neubart had written the lines from
"After the Ball."

Booth from the United States.

DR. NORRIS TALKS OF INSURRECTION.

He Thinks That at Least the Auxiliary
League Will Demand a Voice in the

Disposition of the Money That
It Contributes.

Dr. Norrls, of No. 51 Palisade avenue,
West Hoboken, an active worker in the
Auxiliary League of the Salvation Army,
said yesterday that he believed that unless
the order by General Booth for the recall of
Commander and Mrs. Ballington Booth was

revoked it would eventually result in the
secession of the American branch of the
Salvation Army from the main body.
"I do not expect that the order will be re¬

voked," he said, "and that it will result In
the eventual division of the army I have no

doubt. Great dissatisfaction with the order
exists, especially among the members of the
Auxiliary League, who have absolute confi¬
dence in Commander and Mrs. Booth. The

auxiliaries especially have reason to be dis¬
satisfied. The astonishing growth of the
league of from 3,000 members a year ago to
double that number Is largely due to the
personal influence of the Commander and his
wife.
"It may be that General Booth thinks

that the lagging auxiliaries in England need
building up, and that the Ballington
Booths should be recalled to accomplish
that end. However that may be. not many
of the auxiliaries will be disposed to. give
their money until they know who is to have
the disposition of it. Each of the 6,000 aux¬
iliaries has of necessity to give $5 a year,
That in itself means $30,000 a year, and as
many of the members give more than $5, it
is to be presumed that a much larger sum
than $30,000 will be cut off from the Army'sIncome."
The mass meeting to be held in CarnegieHall Monday night promises to tax the

capacity of the building to its utmost, and
friends of Commander and Mrs. Booth from
all over the country will be present. Chaun-
cey M. Depew will preside and there will
be speeches by Mayor Strong, the Rev. Dr.
Cuthbert Hall, Bishop Andrews, R. Fulton
Cutting, the Rev. Dr. Josiah Strong, Will¬
iam E. Dodge and the Rev. Dr. Bradford,
of Montclair.
Miss Grace H. Dodge, of the committee,

says that the meeting is a testimonial only."We do not dare protest," she says. "An
order is an order, but we are at perfect
liberty to meet to show our appreciation of
the good work of Commander and Mrs.
Ballington Booth and the good accomplished
by the Army under their leadership. Cor-
tatnly there is a great deal of dissatisfac¬
tion with the order, but I believe it has
not gone so far that it would prevent the
successor of Commander Booth from receiv¬
ing the hearty support and co-operation of
the auxiliaries."
The meeting has been arranged for with¬

out the knowledge of Commander and Mrs.
Booth, and had it come to their knowledge
In time they would have probably protested
against it.

New Concern Takes in the. Diamond's

Manager, but Combination Is Denied.
Not Aimed at Gould.

The Standard Match Company filed arti¬
cles of incorporation at Trenton yesterday.
The capital is $5,000,000. The concern, ac¬

cording to Its statement, will have the
whole world for its field and deal in all
the material used in the manufacture of
matches. The principal American offices
will be in this city, Chicago and San Fran¬
cisco. Tlieri will be ofiices also in all the
cities of Southern Europe and Asia and
Africa.
The incorporators are Thomas Oliver,

Beverly G. Sanders and George Prior John¬
son, of this city; Clom B. Mears, of Jersey
City, and Edmund F. 'Harding, of Brook¬
lyn. Oliver is a purchasing agent and com¬
mission merchant at No. 33 Chambers
street, and one of the firm of Oliver
Brothers. Sanders is the secretary of the
ltipson & Newland Fur Company, at No.
133 Bleecker street, and Johnson is the
president of the same concern. But Mr.
Johnson does not devote his energies to the
fur business alone. It is merely a side is¬
sue. He has made his reputation in the
match business, with which he has been
identified for many years. He is the
manager of the Diamond Match Company,
whose offices in this city are at No. SS
Hudson street. Mr. Johnson declared yes¬
terday that the only connection the $5,000,-
000 concern would have with the Diamond
Match Company was that the new concern
would use the Diamond's machinery.
In some quarters it was thought that the

incorporation of the Standard was a
scheme on the part of the powerful Dia¬
mond to make it less liable to competition.

PRISONERS TO BUILD ROADS.

A New Method Proposed for the Employ¬
ment of Convict Labor.

Albany, N. Y., Jan. 31..Assemblyman
Hobble (Rep.), of Washington County, to¬

day introduced a bill authorizing the Su¬
perintendent of State Prisons to employ
convicts confined in the State prisons on

the highways of the State. The principal
provisions of the bill follow:
"The Superintendent of State Prisons is

hereby authorized to direct the building,
repairing or improvement of at least thirty
miles of highway on some leading thorough¬
fares, outside of an incorporated city or
village, to be selected by him, in sections
of not less than ten continuous miles each,
the same to be built, repaired or improved
by the labor of convicts selected by him
from one or more of the three State pris¬
ons.
"After the Superintendent of State Pris¬

ons has designated such highways, and the
parts thereon to be improved, the State
En^tneer and Surveyor shall fix the grade
and width of such roadway, and direct the
manner in which such work shall be done.
"The sum of $20,000 is hereby appropri¬

ated for that purpose, payable by the State
Treasurer on the warrant of the Comptrol¬
ler out of any moneys not otherwise ap¬
propriated, and the Superintendent of State
Prisons is hereby authorized to use such
additional sum from the prison capital fund
as may be necessary to carry into effect
the provisions of the act."

DECIDED AGAINST RIDENOUR.

Gaynor Says the School Principal Can
Legally Be Dismissed.

Principal William B. Rldenour, of Public
School No. 43, of Brooklyn, will probably be
dismissed at the next meeting of the Board
of Education. Judge Gaynor yesterday re¬

fused to continue the injunction which re¬

strained the Board from summarily dis¬
missing Mr. Ridenour, against whom seri¬
ous charges have been made.
Mr. Ridenour had asked for the injunction

on the ground that he was a war veteran
and that the school laws entitled him to a
trial. Judge Gaynor said the veteran
clause of the law to which Mr. Ridenour re¬
ferred did not cover him. Inasmuch as he is
not holding a "city or county position." The
Department of Education, Judge Gaynor
holds, is not a part of the corporation of
Brooklyn, but "a local school corporation"
and "an integral part of the general school
system of the State."
Indirectly the decision has a bearing on

the case of James O. Taylor, the Republican
who is contesting State Senator P. H. Mc-
Nuity's scat. Taylor claims that the Senator
is ineligible because he was a member of
the Board of Education when elected.

Coghlan Wants That Verdict for. the Loss
of His Child Set Aside.

Lawyer David Walsh asked Justice GI1-

MAY PALLIATE IP NOT CURE
Dr. Yoshimatsu's Remedy for

Cancer Greatly Interests
New York Physicians,

But Doubts Are Expressed of tha
Complete Efficacy of

Carbolic Acid.

VIEWS OF AN EXPERT IN THE DISEASE.

Constitutional as Well as Local Treatment
Needed.External Cancer Only Sub¬

ject to the Action of the
» New Specific.

The discovery by the Japanese physician.
Dr. Yoshimatsu, of a cure for cancer, by
frequent injections of carbolic acid Into tho
cellular growth, deeply interests the medical
fraternity of this city, and the cabled story
from Tokio concerning the cure, published
in the Journal yesterday, was the subject of
much discussion. While Dr. Yoshimatsu's
high standing in his profession is admitted
by all physicians, many doubts were ex¬
pressed yesterday as to his discovery prov¬
ing to be as Important as stated.
Dr. Alexander H. Laidlaw, of No. 137

West Forty-first street, one of the best au¬
thorities on the subject in this country,
having suffered from cancer himself, said
yesterday:
"The deep-seated cancer which cannot be

treated from the outside is as yet incurable
by any known method, including carbolic
acid. Cancer which can be easily approached
from the outside is frequently cured.
"Cancer must be recognized from two

points, viz.: The local expression of it and
the constitutional condition from which
that iocal expression is produced. Without
the constitutional condition a local cancer
is impossible. All schemes that cure in¬
stead of palliating must include a method
by which the constitutional cancerous
diathesis is redeemed. It must also obliter¬
ate the local expression so deeply that no
germ of the same is left in the healthy tis¬
sue.

KNOWS OF FOUR CANCER CORES.
"The work of obliteration is best secured

by plasters applied at the surface, which
destroy the diseased tissue by sloughing.These applications should be repeated un¬
til nothing but healthy tissue meets the
eye of the examiner. I've known cures of
cancer by as many as four different medi
cal applications, but never by carbolic acid.
"In my own case it required four months

of careful external application, associated
with one year's treatment by internal
medication, to save my life. Five previous
efforts had failed. It does not follow that
what cures many will cure every one who
tries it. Methods by which success was
secured with other people failed with my¬
self.
"Carbolic aci^ alone, so far as I have

known, has never produced more than al¬
leviation. A sulpho-carbolate of soda has
been more successful. The similar medi¬
cines to carbolic acid, which are creosote
and pyroligneous acid, have sometimes
given satisfactory results. The Japanese
discovery is simply the hemorrhoidal treat¬
ment transferred to cancer. It gives local
but not constitutional treatment, and is,
therefore, defective. It does not destroy
the enemy."
"Carbolic acid in the treatment of can¬

cer," said Dr. Cyrus Edson, "is not new.
It is used in the treatment of cancer the
same as in the treatment of other diseases.
No intelligent comment on the Japanese
surgeon's discovery can be made until we
are given the strength of the solution he
used and learn fully the methods applied
and the clinical effect.
"There is a principle in carbolic acid as

applied to the treatment of cancer which,
in in\ losniuitttsu iu3 JnSco^eftffi it,jit a very efficient remedy for this disease.
Whether it cures entirely can only be de¬
termined by a long series of very careful
experiments."

DR. BILLINGS SCEPTICAL.
"I do not believe cancer can be cured,"

said Dr. John H. Billings, of No. 249 Mad¬
ison avenue. "I do not place any faith
in this alleged discovery. A victim of
cancer is sure to die."
Another important discovery In medicine

is reported from Berlin. Professor Emil
Behring, of the Berlin University, Is said
to have found a serum that will destroy
the cholera bacillus. Details of his dis¬
covery are very meagre. They are anx¬
iously awaited by bacteriologists in this
city.
"Professor Behring," said Dr. Emil Hoe-

ber yesterday, "stands high in his pro¬
fession. He was a uo-worker with the illus¬
trious Virchow. He is carrying out the
discoveries made by Roux, the distinguished
French specialist."
Dr. Biggs, of the Health Department,

said that investigations into cholera bacil¬
lus were going on all the time in Ger¬
many. Dr. Paul Qibier also said that he
knew Professor Behring by reputation, and
that he stood high in his profession. Dr.
Gibier is greatly interested in the study
of cholera, and is anxious to learn further
particulars of Behring's discovery.

Attempted Suicide in Jaili
Greenpoint, L. I.. Jan. 31..-Samuel Olsen,

who has been confined in the jail here
awaiting examinatfbn as to his mental
cond'tlon, became violently insane to-day
and attempted suicide by beating his head
against the bars of his c^l! doors. He was
discovered in time, and will be sent to an
asylum.
Grand Island Upset Prince Reduced.

St. Joseph, Mo., Jan. 31:.An order was re¬

ceived here, yesterday by Federal Commis¬
sioner Pollock from Judge Sanborn, of the
Eighth Federal District, to the effect that
the order of foreclosure and sale of the St.
Joseph and Grand Island ltallway was
amended so that the upset price of the road
may be $3,000,1)00, instead of $4,000,000, as
was at first decreed. The date for the sale
of the road has not yet been fixed.
