WHY PETER LOOKER PLEASED.
Peter was simply at peace with himself

MAHER TALKS OF HIS CHANCES.

a short wait Sam Fitzpatrick and "Kid"
Lavigne arrived. McAuliffe and Lavigne
shooK hands warmly, and after some dis¬
cussion the agreements were signed by
both the principals.
McAuliffe wilt start in training to-mor¬

row at Bath Bcach. In speaking of the
coming contest he said: "i'his will be a

good nght. If I did not feel that 1 could
whip Lavigne yon can bet that 1 would not
make the match. I am in better condition
to-night tha_n I was when I fought Billy
Meyers at New Orleans three years ago."
Lavigne will make a flying trip to his

home in Saginaw, Mich., returning here by
February It;. He will then go into training
at Oceanic, N. J.
After the men signed and while In the

hotel, Barney Michaels, the well-nown
bookmaker, offered to bet Sam FitzpatricK
from $50 to $5,000 that McAuliffe will de¬
feat Lavigne in the coming bout.

Mayor Wurster's Action in the Glen-

more Avenue Bill Is Further
Discussed.

FAVOR THE BICYCLE BAGGAGE BILL,

And Resolutions Were Passed Calling
Upon the State Legislature to In¬

sure a Speedy Passage of
the Measure.

The Good Roads Association of Brook¬
lyn does not intend to allow the proposed
bill providing for a return cycle path from
Coney Island to share the fate of the Glen-
more avenue measure, which Mayor Fred-1
erlck W. Wurster has flagged by stating
that there are no funds on hand to carry
out its provisions.
At the meeting of the Executive Commit-!

tee of the association, held Monday night
In the Eagle building, Norman S. Dike,
the chairman of the Return Cycle Path
Committee, stated that the matter would
be brought before Mayor Wurster at a
conference to be held at the latter's office
within a few days. Mr. Dike is certain
that if the Mayor will favor the bill, it
will be passed by the Legislature.
D. B. Van Vleck reported in behalf of

the committee appointed to watch the
progress of the Glenmore avenue bill. He
said there was little hope for its passage
in Its present form, and, as announced in
the Journal last week, the Mayor had de¬
cided not to approve any bills that provide
for an expenditure of money, as the debt
limit had been reached, and there was no
money except for absolute necessities.
Under these circumstances it is not like¬

ly that the Mayor will look with any de¬
gree of favor on the return cycle path
idea.
President A. H. Angell is ill, and was not

present at the meeting. F. P. Share, of the
Long Island Wheelmen, occupied the chair.
Xo definite headquarters for the associa-
tion have yet been selected, though the
ground floor at No. 1217 Bedford avenue Is
considered a feasible location.
The bicycle baggage bill now before the

State Legislature was indorsed by the fol¬
lowing preamble and resolution:
Whereas. There Is now pending in the State

Legislature a measure known as the Armstrong
bill, which provides that bicycles shall be carried
free as baggage on the railroads of the State
when thej- are accompanied by their owners;
therefore, be it
Besolved. That we hereby indorse the measure

and urge upon the State Legislature its speedy
passage.

MUST CONTROL WATERWAYS,
i-

Otherwise the State Protection of Fish Is
Defeated.

The annual report of the State Fisheries,
Game and Forest Commission has been filed
at Albany. Among other things, It recom¬

mends that power be conferred upon the
Commission to close streams or other
bodies ,of water in which it has planted fish
when it shall become necessary to protect
the same until of sufficient size.
The Commission also recommends that

all bills relating to the fisheries, game and;
forest Interests be referred to them for
consideration.
Experiments have shown that the waters

of the Hudson River are well adapted to
the propagation of salmon, but the unlaw¬
ful depredations of smelt fishermen have
conspired against the river becoming a self-
sustaining salmon stream.
During the year ending September 30,

1895, the State planted 11)0,247,840 fish of1
various kinds and ages, 8,627,908 of which
were brook trout, brown trout, rainbow
trout, land-locked salmon, sea salmon, f.ius-
calonge and black bass, the others being
white fish, pike, perch, tomcod, smelts,
ciscoes, shad, bullheads, frost fish and other
commercial or "food" fish.
The Commission asks that two bodies of

water in the Adirondack region be set aside'
as stock supply waters.

Trotting: Meet at Saratoga.
Saratoga. N. Y., Feb. 4..The three days' meet

of the Saratoga Trotting Association began at

Saratoga Lake to-day. There was a fair ft-
tendance. The only race run off, however, was
for a purse of §100, and it brought out live
starters. The winner turned up in Will Eng-
lish. b. g.. owned by Dr. Grey, of Greenwich,
N. Y., who came in first in each of the three
heats. The time of each heat was 2:30, 2:32,
2:34. W. J. Fitzpatrick acted as starter.
Plenty of Hacing for Kentucky.
Lexington, Ky., Feb. 4..Athough the

Graziani bill, which is about to become a

law, prevents pool rooms from operating In
Kentucky, and limits each track to thirty
days' racing, there will be plenty of the
sport lu the State this season. A number
of sporting men have formed a combination
and have already secured the consent of
eighteen fair associations to hold running
anil trotting races in connection with their
fairs. A meeting of representatives of
these fairs will be held at Louisville on

February 18, when details will be arranged.

NO CHANGE IN RACING BILL
Officials of the Jockey Club

Deny Any Knowledge of
Alteration.

Turf Magnates Doubt the Wisdom of
Amendment to the Percy-

Gray Law.

BUT THE TAX MAY BE MODIFIED.

The Racing Commissioners Will Recom¬
mend That the Impost Be Applied

to Net Instead of
Gross Receipts.

The reports from Albany that the princi¬
pal racing associations in the State have
prepared a bill that will alter the reading
of the Percy-Gray Racing law in a way
that will do away with the tax now im¬
posed on the gross receipts of the various
associations seem entirely without founda¬
tion.
The officials of the Jockey Club, as well

as the officers of the principal tracks,
deny the rumor, and it is probably based
on the story sent abroad a couple of weeks
ago to the effect that in the report of the
State Racing Commissioners a suggestion
will be made that the State's tax be im¬
posed on the net in place of the gross re¬
ceipts, or if it must be retained on the
entire receipts that the percentage be re¬
duced.
No attempt will be made to force a bill

to this effect. If one is presented it will
be by disinterested parties, and the Jockey
Club will not make any effort to get it
through.
Its passage would of course be of great

benefit to "the associations over which theyhold jurisdiction, but those in charge real¬
ize that it would not be wise to attempt
to push such a measure, as it might mean
much trouble for the rest of the existing
laws on the subject of racing.
August Belmont, James R. Keene and a

number of others prominent in racing cir¬
cles stated yesterday that there was abso¬
lutely no truth in the rumor that such a
bill had or would be prsented in their in¬
terests. Some of the trotting people are
willing to support such a measure, but it
is very probable that they will be made to
realize the danger of such a step, and rest
content to let matters take their course.

If the Legislature sees fit to adopt the
suggestion which the State Racing Com¬
mission will make, it will go a long way
toward enabling the associations to make
ends meet.
The total receipts of the Coney Island

Jockey Club last season were $183,189.80,
of which the State 'will receive $9,159.49.
This sum is more than a quarter of the
season's losses, and with a tax on the
not receipts it would mean the saving of
the entire* sum.
In 1894 the receipts of this same club

were $552,157.92, the falling off of the first
year under the Percy-Gray law being $368,-
968.12. In the old days the payment of the
tax was an easy matter, but under exist¬
ing circumstances it comes pretty close
to being a hardship.
Another story going the rounds is that

if the reduction of the tax is made efforts
will be made to obtain concessions that
will bring other benefits in the way ot
revenue, but this, too, is denied in official
quarters.
So far as returning to the old systems of

the ring, it is a certainty that even if the
laws were modified so as to permit book-
making as of old, the better class of asso¬
ciations would not avail themselves of it,
as they believe that racing can be kept
at a higher standard under the system now
in use.

STAKES CLOSED YESTERDAY.

Entries Promise Well for Morris Park
and Bennings.

The stakes of the Westchester Racing
Association, the Washington Jockey Club,
and the New York Steeplechase Associa¬
tion closed yesterday.
Mr. H. G. Crickmore, who has charge of

the entry lists, was unab.le to give anyfigures, in fact, it will be several days be¬
fore the work will be completed, as it is a
regular tiling for owners and trainers to
wait until the last minute to send in the
names of their candidates. As many of
these lists were only mailed yesterday, it
will delay the completed official announce¬
ments until the latter part of the week atleast.
Judging from those on hand, the- pros¬pects are exceedingly bright. There is

hardly a stable of prominence in either theEast or West that will not be represented.Many believing that the fact of its be¬ing the first meeting of the season In thispart of the country, would tend to reducethe number or entries, but from presentindications they will be more numerousthan either those of Gravesend or Sheeps-head Bay.
For the Bennings meeting the prospectsare equally bright. The "pick" of the dif¬ferent stables will not be sent on, but onthe whole the lists will show quality andquantity enough to assure a high class ofsport.
