$76,000,000 at a fixed price of 110.073,
which nest about 3% per cent, and an ad¬
ditional $10,000,000 at a lower figure.
The number of small bids was quite re¬

markable. The fifty-dollar offers' ran up
into the hundreds, and at fairly good
prices, and over one thousand srhall banks
and private individuals made offers at the
highest rates of acceptability, the amounts
bid for ranging from $500 up to $8,000 or

$9,000. The offers by the classes of small
bidders below the 110 and a fraction limit,
which seems to shut off the issue, were

still more numerous. An encouraging fea¬
ture in these offers was that so many of
those of large amount, ranging In many
cases up to one or more millions of dollars,
came from fiduciary institutions, wihch
thereby indicated that they had a better
outlet for their money than that offered
by the United States bonds at the prices at
which they will undoubtedly be awarded.

THE TREASURY OVERWHELMED.
The Treasury Department was simply

overwhelmed by the enormons number of
bids received, with fifteen expert clerks at

work scheduling the bids at 6 o'clock to¬

night, they having worked incessantly since
8 o'colck this morning. One thousand two

hundred bids remained unscheduled. Thej-
wlll be copied to-morrow.

It will take many hours of hard work to

straighten out the tangle as to the bids re¬

ceived and the exact prices offered. In
spite of the care exercised by the commit¬
tee which opened the bids many unavoid¬
able errors were maid in announcing the
bids. As proof of this is may be mentioned
that a number of the offers from prominent
Eastern financial institutions, all apparent¬
ly acting in concert, were read out as be¬

ing at 110.75. This had progressed for some
time when the correction was suggested by
one of the parties in interest that all those
bids were at 110.075. In future readings
they were so announced. The oftk! an¬

alysis of the figures will determine the re¬

sult and this will be necessarily a week
of great labor.

MORGAN SYNDICATE'S SHARE.

Comptroller Eckels said to-night that the
"Morgan syndicate," as the combination
represented by J. Pierpont Morgan is
called, would get about 60 per cent of the
entire loan of $100,000,000. He estimated
that the bona fide bids at a price above
that offered by Morgan would comprise
about forty millions. There was, he said,
only one thing for the Treasury to do after
awarding bonds to the bidders offering
them more than Morgan.that was, to sell
the remainder to Morgan.
J. Pierpont Morgan, the head of the syn¬

dicate, was seen at the home of S. S. How-
land to-night, and said:
"I believe that the bankers whom I rep¬

resent will yet secure about one-half of the
loan. A very large proportion of the small

bidders have offered too low a premium
and cannot receive consideration. I am

very glad to testify to the success of the
loan. It affords nobody more pleasure
than myself."
"Charles R. McLean, of New York, wa»

seen at the Arlington. As the legal repre¬
sentative of several bidders, he expressed
the utmost delight with the outpouring of

popular good-will.
Ex-Congressman Combs, of Brooklyn,

3aid: "The result astounds me. I was

prepared to see the loan fully subscribed

for, but to find that it had been nearly
six times bid for shows that the people
of this country want a popular loan. In
my judgment now is the time to build our

The bonds, which are redeemable In coin,

will be issued in denominations of $50, or

multiples of that sum, as may be desired
by the bidders. Only United States gold
9r gold certificates will be received in pay¬
ment of the bonds. Under the terms of the
Secretary's circular calling for bids, the
first, payment of 20 per cent and accrued
Interest must be made upon receipt of
notice of the acceptance of the bid. The
remainder of the amounts bid may be paid
In Instalments of 10 per cent each and ac¬

crued Interest at the end of each fifteen
lays thereafter.
Accepted bidders, however, are allowed

to pay the whole amount of their bids at
the time of the first Instalment, or at any
time previous to the maturity of the last
Instalment, provided that all previous In¬
stalments have been paid. The bonds will
be dated February 1, 1895, to run thirty
rears from that time, and will, therefore,
mature February 1, 1925.

HISTORY OF THE ISSUES.

The present issue of bonds is the fourth
since February 1, 1894, all of them having
been made ostensibly to maintain the
Treasury gold reserve. The several issues

There were 238 separate bids, received
for the first loan of $50,000,000 5 per cent
ten-year bonds. The prices at which they

The bid of 117,077 was made "all or

nothing" by a New York syndicate, and

this bid was accepted. On February 8,
1895, the third Issue of bonds was award¬
ed under contract to the Morgan-Belmont
syndicate. It was $62,315,400 four per cent,
thirty-year bonds, and the price paid foi
them was 104.4909.

duane street cave-in.
The Heavy Rain and Melting Snow Washed

Away the Earth Under the
Paving,

The roadway in Duane street opposite
No. 88 caved in at 3:30 p. m. yesterday.
The corner of Broadway is not more than
ten yards away and there Is a great deal
of heavy trucking going on thereabouts.
The melting snow of the day previous and
the subsequent rain, which washed away
the earth under the paving and exposed a
hole twenty-fiv6 feet deep, caused the ac¬
cident.
The break occurred directly In the mid¬

W.hen the accident occurred word was

They sounded the
hole and discovered that it was no ordi¬
nary washout, but a more difficult matter
to deal with. Carts were sent for and
filled with ashes, that were dumped into
the hole.
There was delay In getting them around,

as most of the city's wagons were being
used to remove the snow. Meanwhile
traffic was congested and the cross town
cars stood id'y in a long line. They were
eventually moved over by unhitching the
horses and using long ropes.
At 8 p. m. some thirty cartloads of ashes

had been dumped in and the cavity was
nearly filled.

NIHILISTS NOW RESORT TO POISON.

General Wierokin, Warsaw's Chief of Police
and Most Hated Henchman of the Czar,

Succumbs to a Dose of Strychnine
Administered in His Food.

Berlin, Feb. 5..Hardly has the world

had time to recover from its astonishment
over the wonderful discovery of Professor

Roentgen in the sphere of photography,
when the news is wired from Brandenburg
of an epoch-making discovery which al.

ready excites the deepest interest in scien*

tific, commercial and industrial circles.
The world of art, also, is threatened with

another formidable competitor.
The inventor is Dr. Selle, a practising

physician of Brandenburg. He has con¬

trived a photographic instrument whicli /
will in minute details reproduce the vari-'
ous colors of objects, persons and land,

scapes brought within a specified range of

the camera.

What is most surprising In this new ex¬

perience is that on the photographs the

colors lose none of their original brilliancy
and shade.

Connoisseurs speak with the greatest en¬

thusiasm of Dr. Selle's remarkable work.
He has sent to a number of exports for ex¬

amination beautiful photographs n colors of
rose bushes, pea cocks, crazy quilts and

some delicately finished tropical butter-

flys, which, on account of their soft tint,
draw the special admiration of all who have
seen them.

WORKS LIKE A CHARM.
Dr. Selle's apparatus does not require any

more time in the perfecting of a colored

photograph than is used for the colorloss
reproductions by ordinary cameras.

Selle's instantaneous colored photog¬
raphy, as it will most probably be called,
forms the subject to-day of the leading
journals of the German metropolis. The

inventor keeps the most important factors

of his experience a secret. In an address
to the Freie Photographische Verelnigung,
he only admits that his instrument con¬

tains three very thin gelatine films placed
at equal distances, which all three receive

the same Impressions of the objects within

the range of the camera, with this dis¬

tinction, that on the first the various tints

of the red, on the second of the blue aad

on the third the yellow are received.

WARSAW'S CHIEF OF POLICE SLAIN.
From Warsaw comes the report that the

Nihilists are now resorting to poison in¬
stead of dynamite to dispatch their enemies.
General Wierokin, the Chief of Police, died
to-day from the effects of strychnine ad¬
ministered in his food in some unknown
manner.

Thus far only his trusted servant has
been arrested, the police having learned
that he had maintained for some months
secret intercourse with certain well-known
Nihilists. In all Russia there was no

man more thoroughly hated by the
anarchistic fraternity than Chief Wierokin.
He had the reputation of being the most
cruel henchman of the Czar. Thousands
owe their exile to Siberia to his unexorable
regime, and he did not hesitate to apply
mediaeval torture to jjrisoners, in order to
force confessions.

FAMOUS POLITICIAN'S DEMISE.

Ernst Kapp, a German American, who
was at one time a leading politician In
the State of Texas, expired suddenly to¬
day In Berlin.
He was a nephew of the celebrated his¬

torian Frederick Kapp, whose descriptions
of the Germans In America are of interna¬
tional renown. The latter, after taking an

active part in the Frankfurt revolt of 1848,
went to New York, where he practised
law until 1870.
The following year he returned to Ger¬

many. He was a member of the Reichstag
until his death, which occurred in 1884.
