A New [nvention Tried at Harvard, with
Apparently Important Results
In the ‘Stroke.

M. F. Davis, a prominent oarsman, of
Portland, Me.,, In the seventies, but who
now devotes his entlre attention to Invent-
ing new rowing appiances, visited Conch
Watson, of Harvard, a few days ago, to show
hima new oar, which he'bns designed. and
to give him an opportunity of testing Its
merits. Kindred Inventions werealso brought
along by Mr. Davis, who belleves that thiey
will revdlutionise the rowlng world, mak-
ing a difference of two mloutes, or even
wore, 1 a Ayemile race.
