The Asgembly Hxelée Committee hns ap-
polnted a sub-commitiee, of which Assem-
blyman Allds 18 chulrman, to coufer with
Senator Radlues and the Senate Taxation
Committee with reference to the numerous
ninendments which have been suggested
from all pavis of ‘the State. Both comimit-
tees will meéet thls week to conslder thein,
Benalor Higglng 15 of the opinlon that the
i il be perfected il put In shape to be
reported fuvornbly by the lntter part of the
weak, or certainly before the mididle of next
woek, The two important principles of the
bill, high license wnd o division of the reve-
ties, 4o 4% to provide thot half of the exless
fees nhinll go lota (he State Treasury, ave to
be ratuined.
