ARE EFFECTIVE,

Prof. Doremus Finds the Spark
from a Holtz Static Machine

Has Penetrating Power.

Without Tube or Bulb He Succeeded
in Procuring Results Ascribed

to the X Ray.
IS THERE LIFE IN CATHODE BEAMS?

A Drowned Mouse Resuscitated After an

Hour in Their Effulgence.Edison
Sseks Rays of a Higher

Power.

While Thomas A. Edison Is preparing for
his experiment in the photography of the
living human brain by the new process of

Roentgen photography, scientists in New
York have by no means left the entire
field of cathode ray experiments to the
sage of West Orange. While Edison has
been busy perfecting tubes as a substitute
for the1 expensive Crookes tubes that have

heretofore been deemed indispensable in

securing photographic results, Dr. R. Og-
den Doremus, and his son. Dr. Charles
Doremus, of the College of the City
of New York, have proved that the pho¬
tographic reproductions can be secured
without tubes. To accomplish this result
an ordinary Holtz static machine is used,
ind the brush rays flowing between its two

poles have been found to possess the pene¬
trating power of.thexray in a degree suffi¬
cient to pass through seemingly opaque
substances and have photographic effect.
A longer exposure is necessary than with
a Crookes tube, but the same results have
been attained, and the theory that the

mysterious rays alone possess the penetrat¬
ing power is disproved. Dr. Doremus says
that so far his achievements are not re¬

search, ibut amusement. He considers it

He has discovered that the brush spark,
or ray from a Holtz machine, lias a pene¬
trating power similar to the X

unprofessional to make the result of his ex¬
periments public while they are not com¬
plete, and he will not give the details of
Ills experiments. He says, however, that
his photographs were taken without tubes,
and that there are possibilities in that di¬
rection that may eliminate the tubes en¬
tirely.
The discovery that the brush rays dis¬

charged from a Holtz machine will find
their way through the Efemingly opaque
,ubstaiices is more or less of a puzzle to
scientists. They are said to be a different
sort of ray from the cathode rays within
the Crookes tube that the scientists said
didn't do the business in piercing the
siolecules of opaque matter.
Concerning the whole matter of cathode

ays. Professor Doremus said:
"My dear sir, we don't know a thing

tbout it. The thing is in Its Infancy. We
ion't. know what the light is that does it."

EXPIANATION OF THE X RAYS.
Professor Pupln, of Columbia College,

Fays that the cathode rays within the tube
were projected with tremendous force
against the glass of the tube, and that the
X rays, the penetrating rays,\ were born
at the glass, w here it became luminous
from the continued bombardment of the
ralhode rays. That would mean, he said,
that the cathode rays themselves played
hut a secondary part in the shadow pro¬
duction. and were in reality in parental re¬
lation to the Raentgen light that affect¬
ed the sensilized plates through opaque
substances. The brush rays of the I-Ioltz
machine are by no means an unknown
quantity, as are the X rays, and yet Pro¬
fessor Doremus finds that their penetrating
and photographic power in as great.
Roentgen, in his definition of the rays

that bear his name, maintains that these
are not cathode rays. Yet the rays with
which Dr. Doremus produces photographs
are cathode rays, and are essentially dif¬
ferent from the X rays.
Dr. Doremus says he does not know

whether any one else has succeeded in
photographing with the brush rays, unas¬
sisted by the Crookes tube. Whether or not
it may prove of more value than the photo¬
graphing with the X rays must remain a
matter of conjecture. Experimenting with
them will, it is said, be less expensive than
with the Crookes tubes, or even the Edison
substitutes for tlfem.
The one Holtz machine can be used for

thousands of experiments; no Ruhmkorff
coil Is necessary, nor is other apparatus es¬
sential. /-i
The machine used by Dr. Doremus is of

New York make and is capable of produc¬
ing a voltage of 52,000. It has six plate-
glass disks set upon a common axis and en¬
closed within a box set upon an insulated
table. The object to be photographed is
placed beneath the two poles In the face of
the machine and as near them as is pos¬
sible, without danger of contact with the
brush discharge. An ordinary camera plate
holder containing the sensitive plate is
placed directly beneath the object through
which the rays are to find their way. Good
results are produced when the machine is
turned at even a very low rate of speed.

SEES ITS FUTURE VALUE.
Dr. Doremus has faith in the practical

utility of shadow projection photography
and believes that It will be of incalculable
value in medical science. Since the first
news of Roentgen's discovery was cabled
to this country he has devoted much of his
spare time to the work, but until now he
has looked upon it as amusement rather
than sei'lous research.
Dr. Lewis Sayre has asked him to experi-

in photographing the bones in club

feet and malformed knee joints, and he will
comply. One of his assistants, whose up¬
per arm was badly fractured and afterward
broken aealn in an effort made by a physi¬
cian to ascertain how strongly the bones
had knit, will submit the arm to photog¬
raphy, and it is hoped that the negative
will i-eveal the present condition of the frac¬
ture.
Dr. Doremus says that there are many

hitherto unthought-of ways in which the
new art can be utilized, but he is somewhat
doubtful of its efficiency in photographing
the human brain in the present experi¬
mental state of development of apparatus.
Max Osterberg, fellow of Columbia Col¬

lege, in a series of experiments in the col¬
lege laboratory, has discovered what may
prove to be a wonderful and unknown prop¬
erty in the X rays. He attempted to photo¬
graph a mouse, and the mouse, having been
supposedly drowned, was resuscitated while
in the radiance of the X rays under circum¬
stances that led to the belief that the rays
may have had something to do with it.' The
live mouse in a wire trap was placed in a

pail of water and left there seventeen
minutes with a weight on the trap.
The appai-ently dead mouse was left in

the trap fully an hour before the experi¬
ment was attempted. Then the mouse was
laid on its side 011 a sensitized plate, and
the end of a vacuum tube placed two inches
above the body. The ray-producing current
was turned on and continued for an hour,
when the operator discovered that the
mouse was kicking. He pushed it away and
it struggled as if trying to get back into
the rays of light. It was put back in the
trap and gradually revived, until it seemed
normally active and healthy. It is still in
the laboratory and will be used for future
experiments as to the possible revivifying
effect of the X rays.

ENTHUSIASTIC INDUSTRY.
Mr. Edison did no active work yesterday

and rested, after nearly seventy hours of
active experiment. It was found yesterday
that he has been working with the most
meagre knowledge of what was actually
accomplished by Roentgen, and that he
had not until Saturday read the Wurtzberg
professor's report of his discovery, as

printed in the European newspapers and
cabled to this country.
Mr. Edison began his work out of niere

curiosity, he says, but he has become so
interested and has accomplished so much
more than he anticipated, that he new
finds it hard to tear himself away from
his bulbs and Ruhnkort coils, even to eat.
Saturday he ate sandwiches incidentally

as he worked, and his assistants, who
have caught the fever of his enthusiasm,
did not leave the laboratory for meals or
anything else. They are all eagerly await¬
ing the result of this experiment in brain
photography to-day, and there is rivalry
among them as to which shall be permitted
to furnish the brain for the test.
Mr. Edison is not over sanguine of the

result of this experiment, but he has five
tubes that he is convinced are the best he
can make with his present knowledge of
the art, and he hopes for the best.
In selecting the tubes for the experiment

the utmost care has been used. As each
tube was completed it was tested in photo¬
graphing strips of steel, zinc, lead, cellu¬
loid, aluminum, glass and hard rubber.
Out of a score or more the five having the
most powerful photographic effect after
penetrating the strips were selected. Mr.
Edison kept exact memoranda of the
vacua produced in those that proved to be
the best, and he now hopes to make good
ones invariably.

NOTHING ENTIRELY OPAQUE.
"There is nothing new," says Mr. Elli¬

son, "in penetrating steel. Roentgen did
that. The fact is just this: The rays will
penetrate any known substance in some de¬
gree. It is simply a question in this brain
photography as to whether they will pene¬
trate the skull in sufficient volume. I hope
that they will, and if they don't I shall
try to make some that will."
Mr. Edison's mail is full of letters from

surgeons and scientists all over the country
who are interested in the experiment, and
many more have asked for the privilege of
being present than Mr. Edison can possibly
accommodate. The result, if successful, in
the shape of a photograph, can be seen by
any one.
The young man who submits himself to

the experiment will not be subject to pain
or inconvenience, and it is doubtful, Mr.
Edison says, if it ever produces a head¬
ache. He will be placed on the laboratory
table with his head on the sensitized plate
for an hour for each exposure, and several
exposures will be made with varying ^ olt-
age and vacua in the tubes.
"If I do succeed," says Mr. Edison, "art

terms will be badly mixed. One now speaks
of an 'interior' and of a 'portrait.' We will
have to add to the dictionary of art the
term 'an interior portrait.' ".

A PRACTICAL EFFORT.
The Presbyterian Hospital Preparing for

Surgical Use of the New
Photography.

To the surgeons of the Presbyterian Hos¬
pital will fall the honor of being the first
medical men in the city to use l'rof.
Roentgen's cathode rays in the treatment
of cases of broken bones and lost bullets.
For several years Dr. George W. Stevens,
an enthusiastic member of the Camera
Club at No. 814 Fifth avenue, has been
engaged by the hospital to make photo¬
graphs of difficult and interesting surgical
cases that the hospital physicians desired
to preserve.
Saturday the physicians called upon Dr.

Stevens to make an Investigation of the
use of the new light and report as soon
as possible the benefits to be derived and
the cost of equipping the hospital with
a plant necessary for the work. It is pro¬
posed to supply a plant of such practical
value that it can be used to locate frac¬
tures of bones and bullets or any other
foreign substance that may be in the body.T)r. Stevens said yesterday:
"We know so little about this new dis¬

covery that I do not feel inclined to say
much. In fact, I have only been at work
trying to see what can be done toward
putting in a plant at the hospital. Just what
I have done I am not at liberty to state. Of
course we want to know just what prac¬
tical results can be obtained before we go
to the expense of an outfit, which I under¬
stand is decidedly costly.
"I have seen no photographs taken by the

process, but I expect to know something in
a couple of days in regard to the new light
and its possibilities.
"There was no regular meeting of the

medical staff. I was just told to go ahead
and investigate the photographs taken, and
find out what it would cost. I have not been
at it long enough to give any opinion. I
have made 110 experiments myself."
The physicians at Bellevue Hospital have

also been talking of making some sort
of an experiment with the new i.ght.
This, of all the hospitals, has the great¬
est opportunity in the city for a practical
test of the new rays in surgery cases.
While Bellevue physicians are very anx¬
ious to try the new light, the rresbyterian
Hospital, not being hampered by official

red tape, will undoubtedly be the first to
secure an apparatus.

ITS LIFE-GIVING OZONE.
The Production of the X Ray Has an Ex¬

hilarating Effect Upon Ex¬
perimenters,

Professor Michael I. Pupin, of Columbia
College, who has been making a number of
experiments with cathode rays, said yes¬
terday:

"I nless we are able to get a stronger
light from theCrookes tubes that we are now

using, I clo not see how we shall improve
much. Nobody but Roentgen has been able
to satisfactorily photograph a hand so that
nothing but the bones showed. In the pho¬
tographs obtained by myself and others
here, we show the flesh of the hand almost
as plainly as we show the skeleton.
"In Roentgen's productions no flesh

showed at all, and that fact leads me to be-
'ic^e that he has not told all that he knows

amy have discovered something that is of
great practical value.

"I myself shall make no more experi¬
ments until I am able to produce a
Crookes tube that will throw a finer light
than those I have so far used. All my ex¬
periments will be along that line.

? but to no purpose. The man
clung to the priest tenaciously and all ef¬
forts to shake him off were futile. The
man seemed gaining more strength each
moment and the priest, though suffering
great pain, did not crv out for fear of ex-
citing the children. Father Ryan, who is
a tall, powerful man. was like a baby in
the grasp of the infuriated stranger. As
tne struggle went on. however, the young
people became excited and began to
scream. A panic was averted by one of the
older children, who ran out and found
Officer Corcoran. The officer rushed to the
priest's aid, but even his assistance failed
to release fhe clergyman. A messenger
was dispatched to Station 1, and two
officers were soon on the scene When
they arrived they found both Officer Cor¬
coran and Father Ryan struggling with
the madman, who was foaming at the
mouth. After a further struggle he was
finally overcome and taken to the station
house strapped in the patrol wagon.
He gave his name as Michael O'Nell. He

is a teamster and lives at No. 627 Putnam
avenue, Cambridge. He was examined by
a physician, who advised his removal to
an insane hospital.

GIRL CLERKS, FAREWELL.

Report Favorable to the Department
Stores Adopted by the Central

Labor Union.

The final report of the committee appoint¬
ed by the Central Labor Union to investi¬
gate the conditions under which girls work
in the dry goods stores was made yester¬
day. The report was the production of
Robert Winston, delegate of the Liberty
Dawn Association of Coach Drivers, and
John J. Pallas, delegate of the Pattern
Makers' Union. Delegate Farley, of the
Hexagon Labor Club of Tilelayers' Helpers,
presided at the meeting.
The report stated that Delegates Winston

and Pallas had on January i4 visited the
following dry goods store: Hearn's, Macy's
Bhrich's and O'Neill's. They found every¬
thing in good shape, fair ventilation, good
sanitary arrangements and the employes
generally satisfied with their surroundings.
In Ehrich's the employes were paid for
overtime and given supper free when they
worked overtime.
A long discussion followed as to whether

the stores ought to be inspected by the
Board of Health Inspectors or the Factory
Inspectors. Delegate Edwards, of the
Hexagon Labor Club, referred to Factory
Inspector Connelly as a "big stuff."
The chairman demanded that he with

draw the expression.
"I wont," said Edwards, and then the

"Well, I'll say he Is a political stuff,"
he said finally.
The report was finally adopted.
Delegate Hoadley, of Electrical Workers'

I nion, said: "I have a humiliating report
to make. After striking against non¬
union men we had to settle the best wav
we could."
Mr. Hoadly said that the union had found

that strikes were fruitless. His trade
struck for thirteen weeks in 1892, against
non-union men, and again in 1894, for the
eight-hour work day and both strikes
were failures. He believed that arbitration
was the best way of settling strikes, and
proposed that the constitution of the Cen¬
tral Labor Union should be amended bv
bringing in a jilank to the effect that ail
grievances must be submitted to it before
strikes were ordered. As Delegate Hoad¬
ly spoke only for himself and not for his
union the resolution was not entertained.
He gave notice that he would come next

Sunday with the authority of his union to
stare the question.
