
NATIONS FIGHT FOB COLO,
Europe Got All the Yellow Metal.

Mined in the Past
Five Years.

(Holdings of New York Banks During
That Time Have Constantly

Decreased.

THE RESERVE IS NOW GOING UP.

Payments at the Sub-Treasury on the Bond
Issue Are Rapidly Being Made.Fi¬

nanciers Are Speculating on

the Result.

The surprise to New York financiers in
the bond awards was the small amount
given to Western capitalists. Before the
Issue was made it was calculated that be¬
tween $7,000,000 and $10,000,000 would be
taken by Chicago houses. The entire West
gets but three and a quarter millions, how¬
ever, in comparison with little New Eng¬
land's $9,000,000.
The subject was discussed from a humor¬

ous as well as financial views by the
brokers who met at the Windsor Hotel last
might, and it was generally concluded that
the joke is on the Western people, who
have been talking about the lack of patriot¬
ism of New York financiers.
Although the result of the issue will be

of incalculable benefit to the interests of
the country, it is claimed that Uncle Sam
would have made probably $4,000,000 by
fixing an upset price, say 115, for the bonds.
That all the bonds would have been taken
at 115 or better is made evident by the
big oversubscription.

It is expected that by this evening
$10,000,000 more in gold will be paid into
the Sub-Treasury, thus bringing the reserve

up to between $60,000,000 and $70,000,000.
The future of the reserve is still a mat¬

ter for a discussion. In this connection
George Iiutledge Gibson yesterday gave
the following interesting information:
"The last five years have witnessed a

struggle for gold among the nations, and
Europe has obtained possession of the new
supplies of the yellow metal coming from
the mines, and besides a part of our Treas¬
ury and bank reserves. The aggregate
gold holdings of European banks covered by
monetary statistics at the end of each year
beginning with 1890 is as follows.

"Here is an almost continuous increase

in the gold resources of these banks, while
the gold holdings of our associated banks
of New York and the net Treasury hold¬
ings have declined during this period as
follows:

"Thus we see that in the race for the pos¬

session of gold within this period the Ku-
ropean banks have increased their holdings
from $970,900,000 in December, 1890, to
$1,532,000,000 in 1895, or a gain of $561,000,-
000, while our chief depositories have lost
over $9(5,000,000. Europe not only relieved
us of this amount of gold, but of all the
gold produced during that period within our
borders not consumed here in the arts. The
production of gold in the United States in
vhe years 1891-2-3-4 and 5, according to
Wells, Fargo & Co.'s estimates, was $189,-
506,000.
"These figures tell a tale of gold grabbing

in Europe, distrust there of American se¬
curities and their return here in vast quan¬
tities, of immense sums spent abroad by
travelling Americans, large payments- to
foreign ship owners for passengers and
freight, and of the utter lack of any power
in the American banks or Treasury to at¬
tract and accumulate gold. The scramble
for gold which has been a monomania In Eu¬
rope, is doubtless partly the result, of the
general preparations for war by the greatState banks, particularly those of France,Germany and Russia."

Supremacy of England and
America in Cotton Manu¬

facture Challenged.
The Industry to Be Developed in

the Celestial Empire with
Government Sanction.

SEVEN NEW FACTORIES IN SHANGHAI.

English and American Capital Becoming
Largely Interested, Natural Conditions
and a Near Market Favoring the

Growth of the Business.

The supremacy of the cotton manufactur¬
ing cities of England and America is chal¬
lenged. The future country over which
King Cotton will probably reign will be
China, and already plans are on foot for
the immediate erection and operation of
several factories in the various large cities
of the Mongolian Empire. This enterprise
has the sanction of the Emperor and his
court, and is largely due to the efforts of
Li Hung Chang.
Major J. Samson, a resident of Shanghai,

who is in New York, Is largely Interested
in the development of the resources of his
adopted country, and when seen at the
Marlborough Hotel, spoke in very optimis¬
tic language of the prospects.
"Within the past three months," Major

Samson said, "land on the outskirts of
Shanghai has doubled in value. The cause
of the sudden increase in price is found in
the fact that English and American capital
in large amounts is seeking investment
there in the cotton industry.

SEVEN NEW FACTORIES.
"At the time of my departure from

Shanghai, about a month ago, seven sites
for factories had been selected and build¬
ing operations had already been started.
"The importance of China as a cotton-

growing country is now fully appreciated.
The rich, delta lands are productive of the
linest grades of the staple, and the cost
of production is very small. The use or
fertilizers and phosphates is unknown, as
the rich alluvial soil is very fertile. Here¬
tofore the manufactured cotton goods
which have been consumed in China and
Japan have come from England.
"The raw material can be purchased

there far cheaper than in America and
Europe; the cost of labor is materially less,
and the market at European prices is con¬
stant in its demand. The machinery will
be brought from England &nd America.
The coolie labor in the mills will be
success.

PREJUDICED AGAINST MACHINERY.
"The objection to the cotton machinery

at one time threatened to prove the failure
of the enterprise. There is no national or¬
ganization of wage-workers, as there is in
America, but each district has a guild, to
which belong the laborers who reside in
the vicinity. If help is wanted applica¬
tion is made through the guild and it is
supplied. The guild objected strenuously
to the introduction of machinery, but
finally were persuaded to withdraw their

OP"Tho1<export of cotton to England has
been increasing annually for some time
past and last year amounted to se\^raithousand bales. It was shipped to Eng¬land, then made up into cloth, reshippedand sold in Japan and China. The greatsaving by manufacturing the cloth where
the stapie is produced and the manufac¬
tured article sold is obvious.
"Shanghai, so far, bas been the centre

of the proposed new industry, although it
is very probable that other cities will per-irlt similar enterprises to locate within
their limits. The Chinese are almost as
much in favor of Western ideas and
methods, since the war, as they were pre¬viously opposed to it. The native capitalists
are subscribing liberally to stock in the
manufacturing enterprises and are givingthe promoters every possible support."

THINKS A $1,000 FEE TOO BIG,
Lowenstein Got Mrs. Slade Clear.Her

Husband Calls the Bill Exorbitant.
Jamaes Slade, superintendent of the

Yonkers Gas Improvement Company, has
refused to pay a $1,000 attorney's fee
claimed by Lawyer Louis Lowenstein, of
No. 110 West Tenth street, for securing
the dismissal of the charges of shoplifting
on which Mrs. Slade was arrested Decem¬
ber 20, and the lawyer has begun suit for
its recovery. Mrs. Slade was the myste¬rious woman whose appearance in the Jef¬
ferson Market Police Court caused so much
comment. Of middle age and richlydressed, she looked out of place among the
other prisoners, and the fact that she gave
a false name and made every effort to
hide her identity added to the mystery.
Mr. Slade lives with his wife and family

at Woodworth and Ashburton avenues,
Yonkers, where he said, last night:
"I certainly shall not pay the sum de¬

manded by Lowenstein. My wife was in¬
nocent of the charge, as would have been
proved had the case come to trial, rhe
facts fo the case are these: She went shop-
nine one Fridav in December, and did not
come home that night. I was greatly
alarmed, and feared she might have met
with an accident. Early Saturday morn¬
ing I sent my son to the city to see if he
c ould find his mother. While he was in the
Jefferson Market Police Court, asking the
police for information, she was brought in,
charged with shoplifting. There was no
evidence against her. but she was so fright¬
ened by her position and her detention
by the police all night that she was hys-
tl
"While in this condition she accepted the

advice of the police and employed Lowen¬
stein. Nothing was said as to the fee. In¬
stead of making a defence, Lowenstein
waived examination, and my wife was
held for the Grand Jury. Then he secured
her release on parole. On Monday Lowen¬
stein had the case taken before the Grand
Jury, where the truth was learned and the
charge against Mrs. Slade was dismissed.

DRINK CAUSED HIS RUIN.

Martin Was a Waiter in Good Families,
but He Wanted to Die.

Michael F. Martin, who was a waiter at
the houses of the Bradley-Martins and
Cornelius Vanderbllt, was arraigned in
Centre Street Court yesterday for attempt¬
ing to cut his throat at the Palma House,No. 92 Bowery. 011 February 1. Martin
said to Magistrate Cornell:

"I have worked for several families on
Fifth avenue, but lost one place after an¬
other through drink. I tried to reform
two or three times, but couldn't do it. Two
weeks ago I visited my parents at New¬
port. They reproved me for my bad habits
and we quarrelled. I returned to New York
and began drinking heavily again. I don t
remember a thing that happened aftei

A LURE FOR NEW YORKERS.
Two New Ferry Lines and Magnificent

Flats in Brooklyn Being Considered.

iamsburg, to East Twenty-third and Nine¬
ty-second streets, this city. It is also said
that a syndicate composed of capitalists
and builders in the upper section of the
citv are engaged in negotiating for the
purchase of property in the Thirteenth,
Fourteenth and Fifteenth Wards in Will¬
iamsburg. It is the intention of the s^ndi-
cite to erect several blocks of fashionable
flats and induce persons living in the ci(7
to move to Brooklyn, where rents, It is
said, will be found cheaper than in New
York.

TAILORS FUU OF FIGHT,
East Side Contingent Hot on the

Trail of the Contractors'
Association.

The Tailors Are Incensed Over the
Protracted Lockout, and a Big

Strike May Result

BROOKLYN CONFERENCE TO-MORROW

District Council of the United Garment
Workers Will Meet for Reorgan¬

ization in This City
Tuesday.

The East Side tailors are preparing for
another fight with the Contractors' Associa¬
tion when the busy season opens. Whether
a general strike, involving from eight to ten
thousand, will be precipitated will depend
on the action of the contractors within three
weeks' time.
A meeting of all the unions of tailors in

New York and Brooklyn will be held in
Brooklyn to-morrow night to discuss the
situation. Reports will then be made from
all the shops to learn the attitude of the
contractors.
The District Council of the United Gar¬

ment Workers, with which the Brotherhood
of Tailors is affiliated, will reorganize to¬
morrow, and meet the representatives of
twenty-three unions of garment workers in
Wilzig's Hall, No. 85 East Fourth street,
Thursday evening. Reports of the coi^dition
of affairs In all branches of the garment
trades will be made, and the plans of the
council arranged In accordance with these
reports.
A strike involving the tailors In a number

of shops had been decided upon on Saturday,
but late r it was concluded to postpone the
strike until the season opens, as the present
lockout is not settled and the Brotherhood
of Tailors does not want to have two fights
on its hands at once. This strike would
have brought out about 1,000 men, an in¬
significant number compared with the multi¬
tude which may be affected if a general
strike should take place.

A PECULIAR SITUATION.
The situation among the tailors Is pe¬

culiar, arising from the unexpected stub¬
bornness of the contractors who ordered the
lockout about two months ago. As each
contractor who locked the men out is
under bonds for the fulfilment of an

agreement for a year, which each individ¬
ually violated by locking out the tailors,
it was thought the lockout was only a
scare to frighten the tailors into giving
up their agreement because they were in
the midst of the slack season. It was ex¬
pected that the lockout would have only
lasted a week at the most, but only the
smaller contractors have yielded as a
rule.
There are at present about three thou¬

sand tailors Idle, including those who
would have been out of work in any event.
In all the garment trades affiliated with
the United Garment Workers, to which the
Brotherhood of Tailors belongs, there are
about twenty thousand men, women and
children employed. A general strike against
the contractors would, therefore, be the
biggest strike of tailors ever known in
the city.

SECRETARY WHITE SCEPTICAL.
Henry White, secretary of the. United

Garment Workers, said yesterday that he
thought the contractors would hardly risk
"There are $250,000 worth of bonds In

our possession," he sakl, "which will be
forfeited if all the contractors break their
agreement before August 1, when it ex¬
pires."
