“When our fathers had organized our
Government, they at onee undertook the
work of securing our industrinl and com-
mezrelal Independence. They gecomplished
their purpose by applying the prinecipies of
protection to both land snd sea. Wo are
al famillar with the wonders wrought
In the developiment of olr  resources
through the ngeney of protective daoties
oti {mports, But apparently only the limited
few nre aware that our achievemenfs at
home had thelr complete counferpart on
the water. The basie proposition of the
fathers was that It shonld e made ad-
vantugeons to carry goods 1o American
built shlps. To this end they diseriminated
io tonoage ahd tarlf dutles.

“The result was a phenomennl develop-
ment of ship bullding and A marine that
carried under the Amerdean flug at one
time more thon 90 per cent of our im-
ports and almost as large n percentage of
one exports,  Bgr unfortunately they had
the theorist in that day, a8 we bave him
In this, nnd free tradoe was then, as now,
hig favorlte theme, The Congress llstened
tof him, and by varlous ennctments, ending
In 1828, American shipplug was removed.

“Diecline gr once set in, and 30 per cent
of our carvlage lLad been lost when the
war camp that swept awny 25 per cent
moie of It.

PUNISH NO MORE:

Westchester Home Managers
Submit to the Order of the
° Board of Charities,

If the Mandate Is Disobeyed He May
Be Adjudged Guilty of a
Misdemeanor.

LAWS REGULATING THE SUBJECT.

They Give the Stats Board of Charities
Maore Powers Than the Goyernor
Possesses, Who Would Remove

" Pierce if He Could,

Albany, Fab. 12.—The guestion of what
shall be done with Superintendent Ilerce,
of the Westchester Home, Is glving Gov-
arnor Morton and the State board of Churi-
Hes food for thought. The Goyernor, It is
snid, has not the power to remove Mr
Plerce, If he had, und the faet wis ad-
mitted bewond cavil, Mr. Plerce, it muy
safoly be suid, would not now be In chinrge
of the Westchester Home,

It will be reealled that Governor Wlower
declined to literfers in the case of Super-
intendenit Brockway, of the Himira IHe-
formatory, oy the ground that the Gov-
ernor dld not have the power (o reoye
Brockwny. Inasmiich as the Blmira He-
formatory lg n Stute lnstltution and there
was a guestlon ag to the Governor's power
in that respect, the bellef s held here
that the Governor could not remove the
hend of the Westchester Home, which is
a ‘private eorpotation, even If ‘the State
Board of Charlties has supetvisory powers
over that home. The State Board of Char-
Itles, however, has lndleated Its disapprov-
ol of Mr. Plerce's conduct by demanding
that corpornl punighment with 1t para-

water baths aud-other revolting fentures
be discontinued. The State Board pro-
mulguted this order several days ago, and
last evening it received a typewrltren lot-
ter from the president of the Roard of
Managers of the Westchester Home, stat-
Ing that the order bad been obeyml. In
view of- the notorlety wlhich the Plerce
administration of the Wostehester Home
has given this Institutlon, a review of the
laws bearing on the subject will prove
Interesiing.

On the subject of Investigations by the
ftate Hoard, the law says: “The Board
may by order direct an Investigntion by a
cominitiee of one or more of Its members of
the affilrs and management of nny Institu-

‘tlon, soclety or assoclation subject to Its
sulrery!-lcm. or of the eonduct of any of It
offlcers of employes, and the Comtnlssloner

or Cemmissloners #o defig

The law goes still farther on this point
and says: “The Htate Board of Charitles
shnll enll the attentlon of the trustecs,
directors or managers of all sueh instifo-
tions, socletles or assoclations subject to lts
gupervislon, In such manner as the Board
may see fit to provide, to any abuses, de-
feots or evils which may be found therein
and such officers shall take proper actlon
thereon, with a view to proper remedies,
in mecordance with the adviee of the Biate
Bonrd of Charities,™

The law, It will be noticed, says nothing
ahout the power of the State Board of
Charltles to remove the superintendent of
an institotion managed ns n private cor-

amtion. The wording, lhowever, of the

w Is taken to indicate that the State
Board of Chiritles hes the power to re-
move Pleree If It should see fit, because of
these significnnt worids:

STATR BOARD SUPREME,

“The State Doard ghall call the attention
of the managers of any institutlon, In any
manter, as the Board may sce fit to pro-
vide, to any nbuses which may be found
therein, and such officers shall take proper
actlon theteon In accordance with the
advice of the Siate Board of Charitles.

In other worls, the State Board of Charl-
ties, necording to the law, Is supreme, and
the law states that its recommendations
must be followed by the loeal bouml of
managers. If the State Board recommends
Plerce's removal the managers of the
Home wounld have fo exceute the recom-
mendation.

Seeretnry Lyon, of the State Board of
Charities, sald to-lay thut the Board in it8
condlderation of the Westchester Home
eune diseuksed methods and systems and
refrained from suggesting any changes ns
to the personnel of the executiye st of
the Westehester Home. .

“In view of the testimony that has been
eiven relative to Superintendent Plerca's
Cruelty, oconld not the State Board of
Charitles remove him?" was asgked.
