State Commission's Report
Recommends Certain

Modifications,

The Permanency of the Sport
and Breeding Wiil Then Be

Established.

The Safeguards Thrown About It by
the Percy-Gray Law Improves

Its Standing.
GOOD WORK BY THE JOCKEY CLUB.

The Bulk of the Money Distributed Re¬
mains in the State.A Big Falling Off

in the State's Revenue from
the Various Associations.

Albany, Feb. 17..The State Racing Com¬
mission, composed of August Belmont, Ed¬
win D. Morgan and John Sanford, pre¬
sented to the Legislature to-night their
first annual report as expected. It is a

lengthy document, and shows that every
detail of their duties have been carefully
discharged.

It presents in plain words and figures
the results of a season's racing under the
Percy-Gray law and recommends some

changes, two of which will undoubtedly be
the subject of legislation.
The first will be an amendment of section

18, so that it may be possible for the sev¬

eral racing associations to discriminate in
the price of admission they may charge to
certain portions of their ground, where
certain privileges may be enjoyed, pro-
Tided always, of course, that these privi¬
leges are no<t contrary to law and do not
contemplate pool selling or bookmaking.
The second amendment will be designed to
make Impossible in future any such at¬
tempt to violate the law as that which was

designed by De Lacy and others in the
Maspeth bogus fair of last Fall.
In accordance with a strong letter ad¬

dressed them by the Coney Island Jockey
Club, the Brooklyn Jockey Club and the
Westchester Racing Association, the Com¬
mission recommends that the Legislature
should lighten the burdens imposed by the
State tax of 5 per cent on the gross re¬

ceipts to the extent at least that such tax
shall neither create nor increase a deficit.
The Commission suggests some alterna¬

tive proposition on the subject, but it is
understood that while it concedes the argu¬
ment of the associations It does not feel
riled upon to Introduce legislation in the

n tter.
A strong feature of the report Is con¬

tained in the appended copy of the judg¬
ments of the several courts In which the
constitutionality of the law was upheld.
The report says in part:
The enactment by the Legislature of chapter

670 of the laws of 1895, being the so-called
Gray-Percy bill, was a new and radical depart¬
ure for th<> conduct of racing within this State.
For the firsst time in the hl3tory the attempt
¦was made not only to remove racing from sur¬
roundings which were not conducive to its
highest development, but, through the State
Racing Commission, and the Jockey Club, to
"rovtde safeguards against the recurrence of

lilcti in the opinion of many of its sup-
* terg had become associated with the turf.
The commission is convinced that the

experiment of racing under its new condi¬
tions is a decided success.
The men prominently identified with the

Jockey Club had determined by legisla¬
tion, if necessary, to regulate racing of
horses under auspices and conditions
where it could be controlled. The adop¬
tion of the constitutional amendment af¬
forded the opportunity, and they were
prominently identified with the advocacy of
the passage of the Gray-Percy bill.
The safeguards thrown about racing by

these provisions have been found to work
as well in practice as in theory. The rac¬
ing itself has been of the highest order,
and many persons prominent in the com¬
munity who have not of late been in sym¬
pathy with racing have returned to or have
for the first time become Identified with
the turf. Unfortunately, however, the net
returns to the racing associations have
been very disappointing. In nearly every
Instance a financial loss has been sus¬
tained. Excessive or even large profits
from racing are doubtless things of the
past, but the associations must not only be
self-snpporting, but must secure reasonably
liberal incomes in order to offer the premi¬
ums sufficient in importance to induce the
maintenance of breeding establishments
and racing stables, which are at best ex¬
pensive luxuries.
During the year the commission issued

licenses to the following associations: The
Coney Island Jockey Club, Brooklyn Jockey
Club, Saratoga Racing Association, New
York Steeplechase Association, West¬
chester Racing Association, Queens County
J<x;key Club, and Brighton Beach Associa¬
tion. They have in all respects complied
Vrith the requirements of the law.
There were inall 847 races run last year

under the auspices of these associations.
To the owners of the winners of those
races the several associations paid out
$792,453. About eighty per cent of these
premiums was won either by horses owned
in this State, and in many prominent ein-
stances bred within a radius of one hun¬
dred miles of ew York city, while of the
amount won by horse owners who are res¬
idents of other States, it is estimated that
fully thirty per cent remained here in the
form of money expended in the mainte¬
nance of horses and men, jockey fees,
transportation and other incidental ex¬
penses necessary to the equipment and con-!
duct of a stable.
The Commission calls the attention of

the'Legislature to the sweeping change in
the earning power of the racing associa¬
tions. They appended a comparative state-

This letter the commission discusses at

some length. To continue to impose too
great a burden upon the associations would
be to destroy racing, which the Legisla¬
ture has taken too much pains to reha¬
bilitate and contiue under conditions which
bid fair to accomplish all the good results
anticipated.
In commenting on the breeding interests

the report says:
'An examination of the sales at public

auction of the yearlings of 1894 and 1895
brings out strongl ythe fact that the
horse-giving evidence of only average merit
lias no longer a value at all equal to that
vhicli prevailed under the old order of
hlngs. His value is governed by the
mount of money that he may be able to
¦am as a contestant for the reduced stakes
ind premiums now offered by the several
acing associations. Any condition, there

fore, which will tend toward a further
reduction of stakes and premiums will have
its effect upon the market value of the
horse, and therefore upon the genera!
breeding industry.

'In 1892 there were sold in public mar¬

kets 1,515 thoroughbred yearlings. These
realized the sum of $809,795. In 1895 there
were 1.237 sold for $385,359. The average
price realized by the breeders in 1894
was $534.51. In 1895 it was $311.52. In
other words, there was a decrease of nearly
forty-two per cent in the value of year¬
lings, and this depreciation in values fell
entirely on the breeding industry. The
prosperity of the breeding industry and
of racing association are inter-dependent.
The breeder depends for his returns upon
his sales, and these are naturally gov¬
erned by the earning capacity of the
horse, which in turn is almost exclusively
dependent upon the premiums which the
association are able to offer."
On the subject of special entrance fees

the commission says:
The la of 1895 punishes certain kinds of bet¬

ting by a civil penalty, which is the exclusive
penalty. It is, in the opinion of counsel to the
commission, and to th» several associations,
doubtful whether the associations had any right
to interfere with the interchange of monev any
more than ith such bettings Itself. The re¬

quest as made by the commission, and acqui¬
esced in by the associations and by a large num¬
ber of those who frequent the race tracks, that
there should be no exchange of money, lest
under cover of the payment of money the ex¬

change of tokens, which is made a crime by
other acts, might take place. Such prohibition,
however, has made it necessary for the associ¬
ations to provide a very large police force to
compel the attendance at the race course to ac¬

quiesce in the decision of the commission.when
a much smaller force ordinarilv would have
been suffieietn.
Many frequenters of tte race track, it

seems, having in view the benefit to the asso-

ciations, have expressed themselves as willing
to pay special entrance fees to certain parts of
the grounds here there would be special privi-
leges, such as the paddock, reserved seats, etc.,
but the associations, at the request of the
commission, have, for the reasons explained,
refrained from having such inclosure or accept¬
ing such special entrance fees.
The associations are of the opinion that they

could get a very substantiol return from such
an enclosure. During the past season there has
been charged a general admission fee of $2,
a sum in excess of the former charge for admis¬
sion, and this has operated to cause reduced at-
tendance. Many have been unwilling to pay this
increased amount, while others who would have
been willing to pay for special privileges, have
not had the opportunity afforded them.
The commission is in sympathy with the

views of the associations that any such Inter-
pretation as might be put upon section 18
should be made impossible by its amendment.
It is suggested, therefore, that an amendment
substantially as suggested in tbe communication
from the associations, be passed by the Legis-
lature applicable, not only to racing associations
but to county fairs.
The provisions in regard to fairs should be

amended so as to avoid the repetition of such
performance as was attempted last year at

the Maspeth track, and the consequent expense
attending Its suppression. It will be remem¬
bered that trotting associations and fairs are
not required to secure licenses from the com-
mission, so that it is possible for unworthy
persons, under the guise of a fair organization
to conduct a disreputable running race meet-
ing. A simple amendment to the act to the ef¬
fect that the grounds of no fair organization
should be used for more than a Ave days' meet¬
ing would correct the evil. It might well have
been, without the great diligence used by the
commission.assisted by the co-operation of a

fearless Judge.that the race meeting at Mas¬
peth, with its attendant evils, could not have
been suppressed.
ur^alvif,g that po°' rooms by the so-called
\vilds bill are dealt with as a menace an devil
to the community and to the sport of racing,
the commission feels it incumbent upon itself
to expend a great deal of time and considera¬
ble money collecting convincing evidence to sup¬
press them. This evidence was placed in the
hands of the Police Department for the pur¬
pose of prosecution of the offenders. Though
the result was not all it should have been .still
the commission believes that with the co-oper¬
ation of the Police Department in the future it
is possible wholly to eradicate the pool room
evil.

the legislature will so amend
the Gray-Percy bill in the particulars sug¬
gested, it is the view of the commission
that the permanency of racing is re-estab-
llshed and its consequent incalculable bene-
fit to the industry of horse-breeding.not
on its old lines or with its former profits.
but re-established as a great sport, af¬
fording a safe Investment for large sums
of money, employment to thousands of
worthy persons, and, what should not be
lost sight of, an innocent diversion to our
citizens." i

After the presentation of the report. As¬
semblyman Austin, of New York City in¬
troduced a bill for the purpose of carry¬

ing out the recommendations made by the
Commission. If adopted, it will end all
chance of another attempt to evade the
law, such as was made at Maspeth last
Fall, and will give the racing associations
the opportunity of increasing their revenue
by exacting extra charges for the privileges
of certain reserved portions of their
grounds.

Slated to Wield the Flag on the

Jockey Club's
Tracks.

No Official Announcement Made, but
It Is Generally Conceded That

He Is the Lucky Candidate.

HIS RECORD ASSURES GOOD WORK.

The Fact That He Was a Member of the
Outlaw Ranks Not Considered by

Those Having the Appoint¬
ments in Charge.

Although no official announcement has
been made by the Jockey Club, it was con¬

ceded yesterday by those in a position to
know, that Tom Flynn has been selected to
wield the starter's flag during the coming
season. His name has been mentioned
frequently among those likely to receive
the appointment, but this is the first con¬

firmation of the rumors.
It is now known that he has appeared

before the committee with whom rests the
power of making the appointments, and all
that remains to be done is the formal noti¬
fication that he has been selected.
His appointment is sure to meet with

general approval, for he has established a

reputation as a flag wielder that will com¬

pare favorably with any of his craft. He
learned the rudiments of the work at
Gloucester, and despite the handicap of a

narrow track and a bad lot of boys his
starts were something remarkable. His
only appearance on the big Eastern tracks
was at Brighton during the season of 1894,
where he had some troublesome fields to
handle, but he managed to dispatch them
in excellent order, and, better still, with
promptness.
A year ago, when the St. Asaph track

went into the outlaw ranks, he accepted a

position with the management, and many
believed the step a foolish one, but he was
in need of employment at the time. That
the connection was distasteful to him is an

open secret. He was constantly at logger¬
heads with the management through his ef¬
forts to keep the racing straight. He re¬

peatedly suspended jockeys whom he be¬
lieved were parties to a steaJ, but It was a

losing fight for him, and the racing showed
no improvement.
When his application was first considered

by the Jockey Club, the objection was

made that he was "an outlaw," and some
of the stewards were opposed to his ap¬
pointment solely on this ground. On sec¬
ond thought, these objections were with¬
drawn, and in doing so a proper spirit has
been displayed.

WHEELMEN IN EARNEST,
Great Efforts Being Made to

Advance the Bicycle Bag¬
gage Bill.

Thousands of Names Have Been At¬
tached to the Petitions Sub¬

mitted by the L. A. W.

ANENT THE HEARING AT ALBANY.

Chief Consul B. Potter Will Attend and

Many Clubs Will Send Delega-
gations to Work for the

Measure.

Unless something unforeseen happens,
the measure known as the Armstrong Bag¬
gage bill now before the Railroad Commit¬
tee of the Assembly at Albany will become
a law long before the adjournment of the
present Legislature. An overwhelming
sentiment in its favor is being aroused
all over the State, and the pressure being
brought to bear upon the representatives
of the people Is becoming so strong that
even though many of them may have a

secret antagonism to the bill .they will
hardly dare to disregard the wishes of their
constituents and vote against it.
Chief Consul I. B. Potter, of the New

York State Division, L. A. W., in speaking
of the movement being made by the wheel¬
men, said:
"This bill will not be allowed to die in

committee, and every day brings us en¬

couraging news from representatives of
bath houses of the Legislature. These ut¬
terances, however, have not caused us to
relinquish our efforts to obtain its passage.
I believe that a bicycle, when accompanied
by the owner, comes under the head of
baggage, and I also believe that the repre¬
sentatives of the Commonwealth will take
the same view."
Secretary-Treasurer W. S. Bull has re¬

ceived yards of petition blanks from
wheelmen in all parts of the State contain-
ing thousands of names, and when the
hearing takes place at Albany, on Febru¬
ary 25, these will be submitted to the Rail¬
road Committee. The Brooklyn Bicycle
Club, the Cyclists' Federation of New
York, the South Brooklyn Wheelmen, the
Century Wheelmen and other organiza¬
tions in this vicinity have adopted resolu¬
tions favoring the bill, and nearly all of
them will send delegations to the State
capital. Of course, Mr. Potter and other
Division officials will be in attendance.
The Railroad Committee of the Assembly,

before whom the hearing will take place,

BULLET FOR STONENELL.

London, Feb. 17..Stonenell, once the
crack sprinter of M. F. Dwyer's stable,
was killed to-day. He was being galloped
on Sussex Downs, when a pack of fox¬
hounds crossed a field near him. He was

badly frightened, and getting the best of
his rirler, ran away, and falling, broke his
leg. He was immediately destroyed.
Stonenell was one of the Dwyer string

sent to England last Winter. He was

claimed out of a selling race at Newmarket
last May, the total sum paid for him be¬
ing $2,500. F. Hoodlass, who claimed him,
was thought to have secured a bargain,
but in the two races that he carried his
colors the horse was unplaced. He was

a very difficult horse to train, and this
probably explains his poor showing.

and individual prizes for the players on

the winning teams. The games to follow
will be the consolation rink match and
the point game match. The prizes are an

array of gold and silver trophies, etc., and
among the donors are Mayor Gleason, of
Long Island City; James B. Gillie, Simp¬
son, Crawford & Simpson; Alexander Hal-
liday, of Yonkers; T. J. Brennan, of New
York, and E. L. Thomas, of Yonkers.
