Seven Hundred of the Strikers

Will Go to Work at
Increased Wages.

Fifty Contractars Agree to Recognize

the Union and Give Cash or
Real Estate Bonds.
WHISKERS PULLED BY FACTIONS.

Non-Utiion and Union Men in Ona Shop
Sware in Several Tongues and Fought
Until They Wera Exhausted, and
No One Was Much Hurt.

The striklng punts msliers, who are ont
aguinst starvation woges In New York,
Brooklyn and Brownsville, galoed a partinl
victory yesterday.

Fifty contractors signed up agrecment
restoring the former prices, and seven
bundred pants mukers who were employed
by thom will return to work to-duy. An
equal number of women and gitl fnlshers
who were thrown Idle by the strike wiil
algo go back to work. Tlhls action of con-
tractors mepns that the manufhicturers who
pupply the work to the contractors have
tecalled the sweeplug reductions In prices

which cauvsed the steike.

Yhe reductious were mude to the con-
tractors, and the only way in which the
operators and pressers, who were paid so
mnoch less by the eontractors, could get
the prices restored was by striking. Bach
eontractor slgned an egreement, giving as
security from £350 to $100 cash, or $200 In
real estate bonds, for the Tulfiiment of the
agreemont.

By the terms of thls new contract only
uilon men must be employed. The opera-
tors are to be pald from 035 to 16 cents
per palr of trousers for shop work, und
{rom 18 to 30 cents for custom wotk,

cents per palr for sliop work, and from 12
to 25 c¢euts for custom work. Ten hours In
wll cuses are to constitute o day's work.
