Bome few, however, In
definnce of the religlons wave that Ju
gweeplng over the community, refused to
rlose up for the hour asked by the church
people and the Mayor® The few gave as
their reason for nok closlng that Mayor Ap-
pelgate was mot I sympathy with the
church people @nd was making pollitical
capltal ont of the revival,

This view of the Mayor's action had
many supporters, even among the church
peaple. Mr, C. Wi Bhoemaker, of the
Cumberland Glags Compsny, and one of
the foremost men In the revival meetings,
snld to-day: !

“Some. who are not golig to close say
that 'Mu)'ni' Appelgate sevured his election
by the use of rum, I myself do not belleve
it. Mr. Appelgate may bave bgen ap-
proached by some of the men working in
his interest and giyen them §5 or §10 for
expenses, and then theése men have bought
drinks and said: ‘These are on Mayor Ap-
pelgare, boys." "

A NOTABLE CAREER ENDED.

Major De Bentley, Once a Promi-
nent Figure in English Poli-
tics, Dies in Newark.

He Served in the Army, and Is Cred-
ited with Having Elected Graves
to Parliament.

LED DOCK LABORERS TO THE POLLS.

Upen His Arrival in This Country He Lost
His Fortune and for Many Years,
It Is Said, He Lived in
Poverty.

Newark, I'eb. 18.—George Dia DBentley,
better known ns “Major De Bentley," who
at ons ‘time was 8 prominent figure o
Daglish poltics, and who, It Is clalwed,
wis the son of Lady Corrigan, & nolle
ITvishwomnn, died yesterday at the Clty
Houpltal, here, of a complleatlon of dla-
easee, He had been at the Institution sitee
January 28, and It |z declared by some that
his eondition was due to starvatlon, which
ha pride would net permit him to reveal.
His friends, however, deny this. He sel-
dom spoke of his record in Great Britalu,
but friends here aver that he was wenlthy
at one tlme and wns the intimate of the
present Duke of Devonshive, then the Mar-
gnis of Hartington,

Jereminh Spatéher, Benjamin Shepherd
nnd John Nungesser, three Nowarkers, have
taken charge of the body and purchased a
lot In Waodland Cemetery, where the in-
terment will take place to-morrow. These
men will also commanicate with the dead
man's son, who 'Iz somewhere out West,
and with his danghter, who |8 in BEngland,

His wife dled two yedrs ago. {

De Bentley wus sixty-nlne years old and
came to this country in 1878 or 1579 with
bis wife sand two children. He had money
and went to Teéxas, lving at all times ih
excellent gtyle. He clalmed to have beep
an officer In the Sixth Dragoon Guards and
to have seen service in Indla. He was a
splendid specimen of manhood and was o
skilled swordsman and rider, For bome
years mfter he was lnpstructor at the riding
gchool In Orunge. As the “Major” lost a
farge sum of money he sent bls wife and
daughter home to Ebpgland. Thay corre-
gponded with him regdulaviy, but he always
decliued to retorn home, resolving oot to
do so until he had amassed a fortune, which
he never dld. By degrees lhe lost every-
thing, and for geveral ycars past his only
revenue wns what he derived from the re-
palring of bliflard-table cloth. He never
complalned, and 1t Is now knowd that he
was often !n wani. He made hls home
with a man named Osbome, on Mulberty
gtreet, but the latter knew very llitle about
the “Major's” past.

The fow Englishmen whom he assoclated
with always clulmed that he was of noble
birth, but 1t Is a pretty well known fact
that he was born In, the County Wicklow,
Ireland, and that he was of Norman d»
scent. He enlisted In the army when
young and went abroad. On his return he
retlred and Ilved on i small estate not far
from Dublin, snd later marrled 1 lady
named Clark, of Little Grimsby, Louth,
Lincolnabive, England. 4

thai he was baptized at Malta.  After
leaving the English a the Major ralsed
the F_Ffth Hoynl Laneashive Volupteers, at
Liverpool, to-a strengih of 700, mostly labor-
ere. - He wis the drill mnster, and at the
election of Samuel R. Graves to Parlinment
the first time e Bentley was credited with
the suceess.
