The Latter Stock Was Depressed by
the Poor Showing of the Quar¬

terly Income Report.
FATE OF COAL TRUST UNCERTAIN.

Prospective Legislation Depressed Jersey
Central 1 1-4 and Reading 3 4 Per

Cent..B. &. O.'s New Collateral
Trust Loan Anxiously Awaited.

Wall Street, Tuesday, Feb. 18.
A little character was given to*the mar¬

ket to-day by purchases for foreign ac¬

count in St. Paul and Louisville & Nash¬
ville. This buying was inspired by the

favorable report of earnings by the
_
St.

Paul for the second week of February,
and the inside information that the report
of Louisville & Nashville, due to-day,
would be equally favorable. Outside ot

London operations the market had the
same narrow professional tone that char¬
acterized it yesterday.
In sympathy with the international

stocks prices advanced somewhat in the

morning. In the afternoon the weakness
of Missouri Pacific and Burlington stimu¬
lated selling by traders and the market

closed very irregular, wltn advances and
declines equally distributed. Burlington
was depressed by the anticipation that the

quarterly dividend would be declared to¬

day and poor showing made by the quar¬
terly income report.
The stock closed with a net decline of

% per cent. Missouri Pacific, after advanc¬
ing Vt point, dropped 1%, closing with a

net loss of % per cent. The sales were

based on the information, whether true or

false, that the annual report would show
less Improvement in earnings than has been
the case with other great railroads in 1895.
Both the cotton and winter wheat crop

were short in 1895, while the low price of
corn has retarded the movement of that
cereal. It is asserted, moreover, that the
Missouri, Kansas & Texas Railroad, through
its new branches, notably the Kansas
Eastern, has cut into the business of the
Missouri Pacific. There has been liquida¬
tion in this stock for some reason anu per¬
haps the real reason has at last* been
elicited. ,/

AFRAID OP INVESTIGATION.
The apparent determination of the New

York and New Jersey Legislatures to press
tne investigation ot tne Coal Trust depressed
Jersey Central 1% and Reading % per cent.
Insiders profess to believe that the inves¬
tigations will come to naught.
Northern Pacific preferred was firm, and

advanced Vz for the reasons given in this
column yesterday. There was good buying
of Long Island Traction stock on account of
increasing earnings, resulting from better
management of the system. ,

The other
stocks were erratic in movement and not
worthy of note.
While there were rio dealings in Baltimore

& Ohio, there is much interest in the meeting
of directors to-morrow, when some definite
information regarding the new collateral
trust loan may be made public. An expert
is at work upon the books for the new man¬

agement. It may be stated that while no
irregularities in bookkeeping, such as was
discovered in the Atchison investigation, by
the same expert, have come to light in Bal¬
timore & Ohio, many charges which proper¬
ly belong to operating expenses have been
v- <r> construction account, and advances
i*. oranch Hnes. This method of apparently
Increasing the net earnings has been used by
a majority of railroads during the trying
times of the past two years.
The excessive reduction in operating ex¬

penses of many roads can be explained in no

other way, and it will be developed that
the actual net profit of operating the Bal¬
timore & Ohio is much less than has ap¬
peared in the official reports.

were not used for this purpose on account of
unsuccessful bids.

INTO MR. MORGAN'S NET.

Bonds That Escaped Weaker Fishermen
Will Be Caught by the

Syndicate.
According to statements made yesterday

by well informed persons in Wall Street it
has practically been decided that the for¬
feited bonds of the new Government Issue
will be awarded to the Morgan syndicate.
At the Sub-Treasury no confirmation of the
statement could be obtained. As far as can

be learned, the total amount of forfeited
bonds will be about .$5,500,000.
Deputy Assistant Treasurer Muhleman,

assisted by a corps of clerks, is now busy
on a detailed statemen' showing the trans¬
actions at the Sub-Treasury in connection
with tJie new bond issue. This report will
probably be ready to-day.
The receipts of gold at the Sub-Treasury

amounted to about $2,500,000. Of this sum

$737,957 was definitely turned in on account
of bonds and the greater portion of the re¬

mainder will be placed to the same account
later. At the Assay Office $2,250,000 was

received for examination. This gold is said
to belong to J. P. Morgan & Co. and will be
deposited later on bond account.
Zimmermann & Forshay withdrew their

customary $50(1,000 gold from the Sub-Treas¬
ury yesterday. It is said that a large por¬
tion of the withdrawals of this firm ulti¬
mately finds its way into the vaults of well-
known Milks and other institutions which
do no^vish to figure directly in the matter.
The Ward Line steamer Seguranca, from

Havana, yesterday brought $(500,000 In
Spanish gold to the Western National Bank.
The shipment was madte by a big banking
and commercial house in Cuba. It was re¬
ported that this gold, together with other
recent small shipments, was sent here for
safe keeping and belongs to persons in Cuba
who wish to get a portion of their posses¬
sions out of the island.

IMPORTANT B. & O. MEETING.

New Yorkers to Be Put on the Board of
Directors.

Baltimore, Feb. 18..Much Interest is
taken in the meeting to be held to-morrow
by the directors of the Baltimore & Ohio
Railroad Company. It is expected that
some action will be taken looking to the
organization of the Baltimore & Ohio
Northwestern system, which will include
the lines now controlled by the Baltimore
& Ohio Company between Pittsburg and
Chicago. Should the new organisation be
effected, Vice-President King would, it is
understood, retire from the parent com¬
pany and become president of the new
company with headquarters at Pittsburg.
The Board will confirm the election of

Mr. Oscar G. Murray as first vice-president
of the Baltimore &. Ohio, succeeding Gen¬
eral Orland Smith.
Another promised feature for to-morrow's

meeting Is the possible further changes in
the Board of Directors. At the special
meeting held January 24, when Mr. John
K. Cowen was elected president of the
road, Mr. George C. Jenkins temporarily
retired from the Board in order that Mr.
Edward R. Bacon, president of the Balti¬
more & Ohio Southwestern, could be elect¬
ed a director. It was then announced that
Mr. William F. Burns, who has been a
member of the Board for many years,
would offer his resignation at the February
meeting. Mr. Burns now says that he does
not know what he will do.

It is also said that Mr. Maurice Gregg
will retire from the Board to make way
for a New Yorker or some one In close
sympathy with the New York interests.
Mr. Charles F. Mayer, late executive

head of the Baltimore & Ohio Railroad
Company, will also be retired from the
presidency of the Consolidation Coal Com¬
pany. Mr. Charles K. Lord, third vice-
president of the Baltimore & Ohio Railroad
Company, will succeed Mr. Mayer as presi¬
dent of the coal company. The selection
will be made directly by the stockholders.

Both His Feet Frozen.
Newark, N. J., Feb. 18..A young man

named Messier, while driving from New
York to Brookdale, on Monday night, had
his feet badly frozen and was taken to the
Essex House, near Bloomlield. Later he
was sent to his home, as it is thought
one of his feet will have to b amputated.
