“Ivis utterly imposshie Tfor ma to pretend
to say what Mr. Cléveland will or will not
do, What I stated tb the representative of
& newspaper who called upen me a day or
two ago was that the President would
promptly let the country know his deter-
mination regarding a third term whenever
be made up his mind to say anything, A
long interview was made out of the faw
words that I employed In making thet
simple statement.

“1 did not say, or intend to convey the
ldea that Mr. Cleveland had talked the
matter over with me, or that he had given
me any lmpression that he Intended either
to do or say anything, Theugh he Iz n
wirm personal friend, he don’t take even
his friends Into his confidence, or inform
them of his intentions regarding publie
mitalrs.

BLACK SNOW IN CHICAGO.

A Singular Meteoroclogical Phenomer n
Which Washington Weather Sharps
Easily Explain.

Qhicago, Feb. 10.—Chicago was visited by
the most singular meteorological phenom-

enon last nlght that hes ever come under

the observitlon of the local weather ob-
REI'VErs, Black snow, yéllow spow  and
brown snow fell in blinding clonds over
the entire city, and reports from suburban
towns brooght the news that the wvarl-
colored storm was not an exclusive Chi-
cago production.

Washiogton, Feb, 10—Willis L, Moore,
Chlef of the Wenther Buresu, says that
the black snow that has fallen Iln Chi-
cago and the Northwest 1s entirely slmilar
to the great fall of January, 1895, the na:
ture of which was thoroughly investigated
by the Weather Bureau at that time. Not-
withstandlng the theoretical suggestion
that the black deposlt of last Janoary
might have come from beyond the earth,
and might ba meteorle or cometle, or
might even be the voleanle dust from
Alaska or Japan, carefnl Investigation
showed that It was due to none of these
CHUSesE,

On the eontrary, microgcople examination
proved that the black deposit contuined
abaut four per cent of the most dellcats
organic structures (such. as dintoms and
spores) and about ninety-slx per cent of
the finest possible Inorganle matter, suel
as make up the ordlnnry fine sllE and clay
solls, Al this flne material 1s  easily
caught up by the dry winds whenever they
exceed twenty miles per hour, sud Is ear
ried to great distances before it has time
and opportunity to settle on the ground.
