El Paso, Ter., Feb. 19..Up to date over

a dozen bona tide battle grounds, each hav¬
ing the name of Dan Stuart indelibly
stamped on the wrapper, as it were, have
been located by the Smart Alecks who are

trying to spy out the carnival manager's
mystic ring site, 'the trouble of it is that
Stuart buttonholes each discoverer as lie

crops up and Intimates to him in a crest¬
fallen way that he, of all others, has hit
upon the exact spot.
There is something ludicrous in the man¬

ner in which Stuart suggests to each inland
Columbus in turn that if he (Columbus) lets
even his dearest friends wrest his secret
from him, all further efforts to bring Maher
and Fitzsimmons together might as well be
abandoned.
The boldest conjecture made yet Is that

the fight party is to take train for Galves
ton, Tex., and then journey out on the broad
bosom of the deep on a tug, where Maher
and Fitz will try to adapt themselves to the
ground swell and the kinetoscope bearings
while punching championship aspirations j
out of each other. When asked if there was

anything in this startling story, Stuart, as

usual, fenced with the question. He said
there ought to be "something In it, which
to my mind is the most convincing proof
that there is "nothing in it."

I am sceptical enough to believe he does
Hot know himself to within a circle of
miles where the ring will be pitched.

MANY POSSIBLE RING SITES.
In former dispatches I told how I had

reason to think Stuart was causing to be
erected several decoy rings, so as to throw
rangers, rurales and other carnival pre¬
venters off the scent. One of these decoys,
or It may be a ring site that he really in¬
tended to use. was situated near Fort Han¬
cock. a Texan post on the Rio Grande. Ac¬
cording to the discoverers, there was a lot
of ring paraphernalia on a high bluff across
the river from the fore, and a oontoon
bridge was also In readiness, so that the
tight followers might cross to the Mexican

Stuart received warning to-day that a
number of Mexican soldiers were congre-,
gated hear this point.
"I hope they'll remain on watch in that

locall'v," he muttered, and when I heard
I made up my mind that there would be

no mill near Fort Hancock.
Stuart evidently resorts to deeoys in other

things besides ring sites. I am informed on
good authority that late last night three
cars, supposed to contain ring equipment,
were sent out by him, of which two were
dummies. There is no doubt that, so far as
the sleuths of Texas. New Mexico anif Old
Mexico are concerned, as close a watch as
possible will be kept on those cars, but It
Is just possible that the one which reallycontains the fight material may be juggledoff under their noses.

STUART TO ASSESS THE RANGEItS.
Stuart Is said to have talked pretty

straight to Adjutant-General Mabry last
night. According to all accounts, he said
tu' that high official:
"You people have endeavored to hamper

me a good deal, and I guess you've suc¬
ceeded In keeping many people away from
this tight. I have told you before, and I
tell you again now, that I have no inten¬
tion of fighting In Texas, and I don't see
that any of your rangers will have any
right to board my train when It leaves
here.

, ..."If they do Insist upon going with us,
they will have to pay their fares, and It
will cost not less than $12 per ranger."
Mabry said his men would keep watch

until the last moment to prevent any in¬
fringement of the laws of Texas. There
is scarcely a doubt that the rangers, as
Well as certain Deputy Sheriffs and United
States Marshal#, will Insist on riding with
tlif special until It passes out of the sec¬
tion they are supposed to guard. Such be¬
ing the case, there Is likely to be a lively
scone at the tralu side.
Stuart has given out that some time to¬

morrow evening he will inform all who
are entitled to see the fight what train to
take, and what time they are to be aboard.
The general impression Is that the train
will pull out between 8 and 10 o'clock In
the evening, and that the fighters and ex¬
cursionists are booked for an all-night
ride. I know that Maher and Fitzsimmons
have been warned that they will have lo
spend to-morrow night on the train, and
that they both demurred.
"You will each have Pullman berths and

be made as comfortable as the circum¬
stances will permit," said Dan. "There is
no set out of it, for you must sleep on
the train."
FITZ TALKS OF A WILLING PLUNGER.
"Has any one heard of any betting on

SAW THE BATTLE GROUND.
Warren Lewis Says the Ring Will Be

Pitched in Texas and Tells of
Plans for Evasion.

Warren Lewis, the Brooklyn sporting
man and hotel keeper, who was one of a

party of New Yorkers that left for El
Paso' to witness the expected fight be-1
tween Maher and Fitzslmmons, returned
home yesterday, after an absence of eleven
days, nearly a) poorer than when he left
here. When asked last night if he had any
idea where the contest would take place,
he said that he believed there would be
no trouble In pulling off the fight If Maher
insists upon going into the ring. Contin¬
uing, he said:
"Joe Vendlg took me to the battle

ground, which Is between twenty and thir¬
ty miles from El Paso, on the banks of the
Klo Grande, and on the Texas side. The
railroad runs along the river, and Stuart
Intends to take the fighters and spectators
there by a special train. It will stop near
the battle ground, and the men will be car¬
ried across the river by Mexicans. The
river at this point is very shallow, and
reaches only to the knees in the deepest
places.
"After reaching the Mexican side of the

river, all w^ll be compelled to walk a short
distance, and then be carried back to the
Texas side. The ring will then be pitched
and the fighters will get down to business.
This is Stuart's plan, and he says he can
easily evade the Texas and Mexican au¬
thorities by it."

Big Presidents Confer.

Will Demand More Protection in the
Matter of Players, Who Are

Now Shuttlecocks.

GIANTS' PRELIMINARY SCHEDULE.

Local Season to Open at Polo Grounds
with Jaspers April 4.Jersey City's
New Team to Get Two Exhibition

Gam«s of the Series.

When the National League of Baseball
Clubs meet in parlor P, at the Fifth Avenue
Hotel, next Monday, to receive the reports
of the Rules and Schedules Committee and
to attend to other affairs that will tend
to elevate the national game, representa¬
tives of nearly all minor leagues will meet
in another part of the hotel for the object
of making a combined request of the Na¬
tional League, through the National Board,
for special protection.
The minor leagues claim that they are be¬

ing unfairly treated in the matter of pro¬
tection Dy the big body, and for the wel¬
fare of the younger organizations the
national League will be asked to give
them tinner recognition.
The minor leagues will ask that when a

.National League club drafts a player from
one of the minor leagues at the end of the
season, that club shall be made to pay for
the player in the usual way.
Heretofore the major league clubs have

gobbled up many State minor league play¬
ers at the end of the minor league sea¬
son, which closes September 15, and given
them a trial before the National League
season closed, on October 1. Unless the
players drafted showed up to expectations,
they were turned loose, and the clubs
from which they were drafted were forced
to take them back into the fold.
President P. T. l'owers, of the Eastern

League, has sent letters requesting presi¬
dents of all the minor league clubs to send
a representative to the meeting on Monday.
The Spring schedule of games between

the New York and minor league and col¬
lege clubs has been finished. The Giants
will open the season at the Polo Grounds
with the Jaspers, of Manhattan College,
April 4. April 6 they will open the groundB
at Bergen Field with the Jersey City Club,
of the Atlantic Association. April 7 they
are to meet the Syracuse team, of the
Eastern League, at the Polo Grounds,
and April 8 the Jersey City team crosses
over to this side of the river. The Brock-
tons, of the New England League, play
here April 9; Pawtuckets, of the same
league, on April 10.
On Saturday, April 11. the Princeton

Tigers will cross bats with the Giants
at the Polo Grounds, and on April 13
(Harry Wright Day) the Jersey City teain
will again make its appearance at the
Polo Grounds. Th"» entire receipts of this
game will be turned over to the committee
in charge of the Monument Fund. Yale
plays the Giants at the Polo Grounds on
April 14. On the 16th, the regular league
season will open, and the Giants will prob¬
ably have the Wa Ellingtons for opponents
at the Polo Grounds. .

MA! BOW AT SARATOGA,
People at the Spa Will Bid

High for the Four-Cornered
'Varsity Contest.

Interested Citizens Now in This City
to Negotiate with the

Committee.

FEATURES OF THE LAKE COURSE.

Advantages of a Smooth Four-Mila Stretch
to Be Urged.Non-interference

from Steamers and Ideal
Point of View.

Guy Richards, representing Columbia Col¬
lege, stated yesterday that the course on

which the 'varsity eight-oared race be¬
tween Cornell, Harvard, University of
Pennsylvania, and Columbia will take
place will be chosen within the next ten
days, but he positively refuses to state
whether it will be Poughkeepsle or Sara¬
toga.
While it is rumored that the committee,

which is composed of Guy Richards, Co¬
lumbia; Thomas Reath, Pennsylvania;
Dean "White, Cornell, and R. C. Watson,
Harvard, is divided as to the location, there
is every indication that Saratoga will cap¬
ture the prize, as well as that of the Na¬
tional Regatta. This is claimed from the
fact that Guy Richards and Thomas Reath
visited Saratoga and met a number of the
Spa's prominent citizens, who accompanied
them to the lake and went over the entire
course, and that both of the committee¬
men were much impressed, and so ex¬

pressed themselves.
On the other hand, it is claimed that

the business men of Poughkeepsie are not
over-anxious for the regatta, as they will
benefit but little from the event, as was
demonstrated last year, when the visitors
came on excursion boats and West Shore
trains, remained aboard the boats and cars,
and hurried out of town when the race
was finished. The tradesmen did little
more than their ordinary holiday business,
and it is even said that many lost money,
having calculated on an immense throng
visiting the city and remaining for two
days at least.
Those who favor Saratoga Lake assert

that the -eal opposition comes from the
West Shore Railroad, which desires Pough¬
keepsie in order to insure the transporta¬
tion. That Saratoga means to make a stub¬
born fight for the regatta is proven by the
fact that several wealthy residents are at
present in this city awaiting the arrival
of Dean White and R. C. Watson In order
to make efforts to capture the big event.
One of the Saratoglans, who is an ex-bank
president of this city, said yesterday: "Sar¬
atoga Is greatly interested in securing this
'varsity race and Is willing to do anything
In reason to obtain it. Mind, I am not in¬
teresting myself because I believe that It
will benefit business in our town, but more
because we, who are landed owners, de¬
sire to cater to all clean sports and believe
that our lake is not only suitable but
is the best rowing course in America."
"Saratoga Lake is seven miles long and

more than one mile wide; it is without cur¬
rent, and for weeks at a time Is without a
ripple. The prevailing winds are westerly,
and the only possible winds that cou'.d af¬
fect the water would be southerly, and are
of rare occurrence. We have every facility
and can handle and cater to twenty-five
thousand visitors. The lake is only three
and a half miles from our prominent hotels,
while the Fitchburg and electric railroads
run right to the start of the four-mile
course.
"While I know that comparisons are

odious, still I cannot permit Saratoga to
suffer when I hear Poughkeepsle mentioned
for the race. If we can get this race we
will provide the crews with elegant boat
houses, stake and flag the course, and wind
up the regatta with a grand collegiate ball.
Will Poughkeepsie do as inuchV I think
not."
A very prominent boating man, who Is

also Interested in Saratoga capturing the
regatta, said:
"If these college men decide upon Sara¬

toga Lake, I venture to prophesy that they
will never look elsewhere for a course in
the future. I will venture the opinion that
if last year's course is selected, and the
four crews start, they will not all finish-
some of them will swamp. Last year there
were fully forty excursion boats on the
river, and this year, with Harvard in the
race, there will be at least fiftv. These
boats will naturally follow the crews the
entire distance and crowd them.
"The wash of these steamers will un¬

doubtedly Interfere and cause one or more
of the boats to swamp. This condition of
affairs cannot exist at Saratoga, as no ex¬
cursion steamers will be on the lake, and
the only boats will be the launches of the
officials, and perhaps those of a few pri¬vate parties.probably not a dozen alto¬
gether. There Is a grand drive around the
entire lake, situated on a bluff, and which
will enable fully twenty-five thousand per¬
sons to witness the race. It is also the in¬
tention of the citizens committtee to ad¬
vertise the race east of Buffalo, and ar¬
range for low railroad faren from allpoints."

FOUR FRESH MEN CREWS.
Columbia, Cornell, Harvard and "Pennsy"

to Meet in June in an Eight-
Oared Contest.

Either during the afternoon of June 25
or on the morning of June 26 the freshman
crews of the universities of Columbia, Cor¬
nell, Pennsylvania and Harvard will meet
in an eight-oared boat race over a two-pille
course. Guy Richards, of Columbia, said
yesterday that he was unable to state defi¬
nitely where the race will take place. How¬
ever, Inasmuch as the boats will be pulled
over the very stretch of water that the
'Varsity crews of these same universities
will use, the youngsters will row either 'at
Poughkeepsie or at Saratoga.
For months Intercollegiate rowing author¬

ities have been dolug their utmost to bringabout this contest. Harvard, '99, and Co¬
lombia, '99, had agreed upon a dual race
over the Poughkeepsie course, while Penn¬
sylvania, '99, and Cornell, '99, had arranged
a similar competition over two miles of the
Delaware River.
When the proposition to amalgamate these

races and to Have a quadrangular test of
speed arose, Columbia and Harvard ob¬
jected, claiming that the University of
Pennsylvania acounted all first year men, In
any department, freshmen. Columbia and
Harvard, on the other hand, permit only
first year men in the schools of arts and
mines to bear that title. Pennsylvania
would thus have a manifest advantage in
the number of candidates from which to
pick a crew, over her adversaries.. Cornell
did not raise any objections to this.
The Peniisylvanians decided, however,

about ten days ago. to draft the material
for their '89 crew In accordance with the
rules in vogue at the other' institutions.
The rest of the arrangements were easilybrought about.

B. Zalamea, who holds the title of ama¬
teur champion of South America, was one
of the passengers who arrived yesterday
morning on the steamer Allegany, from
the United States of Colombia. This is
his second visit to this country, and those
who followed the New York spring circuit
in 1894 will remember the dark hued and
pleasant mannered foreigner. Zalamea
trained at Syracuse for several weeks be¬
fore htat season opened, und negotiated a

paced mile in 2:07, which was very fair
going for that year.

An
unfortunate illness, precipitated by too
arduous training, gradually caused the
South American to lose his speed, and It
was not long before he was granted the
limit In the handicaps. He Anally became
discouraged, and suddenly disappeared
from the circuit. No one knew where he
had gone, though it was surmised that he
had sailed for home, which proved, upon
investigation, to be the case.
Last year Zalamea was invincible in the

South American countries where cycle rac¬
ing has a foothold, and a yearning to try
his luck again with the speed merchants
of the United States caused him to revisit
the scenes of his former disastrous cam¬
paign.
"if I can. after a "course of conscientious

training, ride fast enough to keep warm,
I'll compete as a professional," said Zala¬
mea yesterday. "There is nothing in rid¬
ing as an amateur, and I am not here
wholly for pleasure, as on my previous
visit. My wife accompanies me, and this
is our honeymoon. How long I will re¬
main circumstances alone will determine,but I am anxious to race again with yourriders. In my home city, Bogota, we have
a third of a mile clay track, but meets are
not numerous, and there is little sport.The weather there is never extremely hot,
as the city is some distance above the
level of the sea, up among the Andes
mountains.
