{t Was Some Hours, However, Before
They Arrived at a Conclusion as
to Young Wagner's Guilt.

RECOMMENDED MERCY FOR HIM.

A Pathatic Scene in Court When the Ver-
dict Was Announced—S8rockway Alone
Remained Unmoved—An Ap-
peal to Be Taken.

Trenton, N. J., Feb. 21.—The jury in the
Brockway counterfeiting  trial found el
{hree of the defondants guilly, but sup-
plemented  their verdiet with a recom-
mendation to merey in the case of William
Wagzner.

The jury's verdiot was announeed at 7:20
o'clock, about three hours after Judge
Green hod cloged his charge. The jury
renched a conclusion #s to the gullt of
Brockway and Mrs, Emith, immedintely
upon reilring, but they dellberated some
time before declding Wagnoer gullty, and
then they only did so after agreelng to
recommend him to the merey of the Court.
Judge Green in receiving the vérdiet thank-
ed the jury, and sald that the recommenda-
tlan to merey wonld be taken into eonsid-
erntion.

There wers 8 number of persons in the
rourt room when the verdiel wag rendered,
und the scene was lndeed a pathetle one.
Mrs. Smith wns weeplng, und was leaning
on Wagner, who was valsly trylng to con-
sole her. Mrs, Wooton, Brockway's grand-
daughter, and Edward L. Smith, Mrs:
Bmith's son, were also present and were

A TWOFOLD  CELEBRATION

From Morristown’s Tall Liberty
‘Pole the Stars and Stripes
Will Float To-day.

Salute, Procession, Patriotic Songs
and Addresses Will Be Feat-
ures of the Occasion.

MEMORIES OF THE LATE REBELLION,

The Cap and Eagle That Adorn the Pola's
Top Are Relics of War Times—Pub-
lic Schools Honor Washing-
ton's Memory.

Morristown, Feb. 21.—The principal fea-
ture In the celebratlon here to-morrow of
Washington's Blrithday will be tie Oying af
the flag from the new liberiy pole on the
Gireeu, This Iz the third liberty pole that
tas been erected here. The fivst one, affer
stnnding a dozen years, was blown down
on Moy 1, 1861, Its successor was valsed
ol May 22, of the same year. In honor of
the ocension (here was & parade of the
Boonton Ngtlongl Guaards, t(he Morris
Guards, the Ringgold Actillery and a com-
pany of war veolunfeers. They were po
viewed by General J. W. Revere. When
the flng wis fung to the broeze a salute of
thirty-four guns was fired and the church
bells were set a-ringing. A meeting was
organized, at which tliere were prayer,
musie, epecches and the singiog of ""The
Star-Spangled Banper,'

Thle second pole was taken down De-
cembir 19, 1804, The thlvd and present one
Is what Is called a Michigno spar mast. It
was popt down stream to Lake Michigan,
thence rafted throngh to the Erie Canal and
thenoe borpe down the Hudson River te
Brooklyn. The maln and top wasts et dirie
Basln on lagt Tuesday morolng and reached
here &t noon next day. The pole was
placed o position by Jahn Denman and his
sous, Theodore and Wllllam, on Thurdday
afternoom.

The mninmast |8 80 feet 8 inches long,
but nine feet of it are uander ground. The
erpgstraes ave of seasoned white oak. Ten
fept from the ground the ptle eASUTeS
22 lnches in dlameter. The topmast is of
spruce, 53 feet long.  Atop of the pole are
the pointers, with Nberty cup and le
und vane, The llb_erlg cap and eugle were
carved by Capialn ‘Wheedon, of New. York,
and were intended for n Sonthern trading
\'esaeli But when the ship rea Galves-
ton, Tex., it was just after the firing upon
Sumter, and she was nol  permitied to

land because of the red, white and blue
decorations of the cap. :

They
found they eonld make but little headway
dgainat the tide and wind, and were almost
i hour making the shore, A laniding was
finally ninde near the Cold Spring Life Sav-
ing Stition.

Bhe would have upset
had not the life savers seen her condition
and gone to the aid of the pllots wnd the
mwen In the hoat.
