
Flames Put an End to the
Suffering of a Young

Brooklyn Girl.

Oil Stove in the Bedroom of Lillie
Lyons Starts a Fire Which

Results Fatally.
THE MOTHER CRAZED WITH GRIEF.

Was Present at the Time of the Accident
and Doctors Fear That Her

Reason May Be Shat¬
tered.

Lillie Cecilia Lyons, who had been bed¬
ridden all her life, was burned to death at
her home In Brooklyn yesterday. She was

fourteen years old and lived with her
parents at No. 112 Ninth street. Daniel
Lyons, the father, is a cooper by trade.
His family consisted of his wife Mary, a

fifteen-year-old son named after himself,
and the dead child Lillie.
The house of the Lyons family Is a frail

looking two-story frame, standing by itse f

at the end of a block. Oft the front par¬
lor, on the first floor, there Is a small
bedroom, and here Lillie Lyons passed the
greater part of her life in bed. Mrs.
Lyons always kept a kerosene stove In
the room during the winter, so that her
invalid should not suffer from the cold.
Mother and child were alone in the room

yesterday afternoon.Lillie In bed, the
mother seated by her side reading a news¬

paper. Whether the kerosene stove exploded,
whether it was accidentally overturned or

whether its flame darted forth unexpectedly
and set fire to something inflammable in
the bedroom is not known, because Mrs.
Lyons was in too hysterical a condition to
give any rational or connected account of
the calamity.

MOTHER GAVE THE ALARM.
This much only is known: that at 2:40

o'clock Mrs. Lyons ran screaming out of
the house with her hands and face and part
of her clothing blackened and burned, and
then, pointing to her home, which was
ablaze, the woman shrieked out the nauie
of her child and then dropped unconscious
on the sidewalk.
People carried her into the house of a

neighbor and turned in calls for the fire
engines and an ambulance. The engines
came first. On being told that a bedridden
child was inside the burning house, several
firemen plunged into the stifling smoke
that filled the front parlor and fought
their way through a blaze to the little
bedroom.
But the bedroom had disappeared. The

flames had devoured it. In its place was a

shapeless mass of timber burning as fierce¬
ly as a bonfire in a gale.
When at last the smoke had cleared away

and the flames were under control, a fire¬
man picked out of the ashes of the bed¬
room something that looked like a small
bundle of burnt black clothes. It was the
body of Lillie Lyons. The unfortunate
child had been burned almost beyond recog¬
nition. The remains were taken to a police
station, whenee they were shortly after¬
ward conveyed to a Court street under¬
taker's.

GRIEF OF THE PARENT.
Meanwhile the ambulance had arrived

the ambulauce surgeon had restored
Mrs. Lyons 10 consciousness. She asked
for her child. The neighbors bowed their
heads and made no reply. The distracted
mother knew what that meant and she at
once became hysterical.
"Oh, my Lillie.my poor little Lillie!"

she cried. "I did my best to save her. The
flrf came like a flash of lightning. I ran
to the bed. I caught Lillie In my arms. I
lifted her up. I rushed to the' door. I
couldn't see anything for the smoke. Some¬
thing tripped me up. I dropped Lillie.
thntrs all.'*
Mrs. Lyons was conveyed to the home

of a married sister last night. Her
wounds, though serious, are not mortal.
The chief concern of the doctors Is for
her brain, which they fear may be af¬
fected by the experience of Sunday after¬
noon.
Daniel Lyons and his son were out walk¬

ing when their home caught fire. They re¬
turned in time to see the engines at work
on a smouldering heap of ruins.
"We don't c*re much about losing the

old house," said the younger Lvons last
night as he gazed at the ruins, "but we do
carp about losing poor little Lillie. She was
boru an epileptic. She suffered more than
most people ever suffer. She was good and
kind and loving and patient. After all,
she is better off now."

A YOUNG HUSBAND MISSING.

His Wife and Five-Year-Old Child Left
Penniless in Williamsburg.

Henry Loeffler, a real estate agent who
lived with his young wife and five-year-old
child at No. 22 Graham avenue, Williams¬
burg, has been missing since Thursday.
Since his sudden flight detectives are said
to have been trying to get some trace of
his whereabouts. Just why he is being
sought after by the authorities is not
known.
Loeffler is twenty-six years old and the

son of Charles Loeffler, a wealthy builder,
living in Williamsburg. He first met his
wife seven years ago at a theatre, and
after a brief courtship they were married.
Mrs. Loeffler is a pretty woman, twenty-
four years old. According to h$r story her
domestic life was not a happy one, on
account of her husband's constantly ab¬
senting himself from home evenings. Then
again she says she was given but little
monev to provide for the household, while
Loeffler, who always seemed to be well
supplied with cash, would spend It freely
on others.
On the morning of Loeffler's disappear¬

ance he kissed his wife and child and then
got Mrs. Loeffler to sign a paper. She
did not ask what the contents of the docu¬
ment were, she says, and did not know
until told the next day by a friend that the
paper said that she was the owner of a
house. Why her husband got her to sign
such a document she doesn't know, as she
Is penniless. The disappearance has not
been reported to the police.

FOUND DEAD IN HIS BED.

When the Servant Went to Arouse Him
Weed Was Cold in Death.

A middle-aged man, supposed to be Alan-
son Weed, was dead in his room at No. 291
Adams street, Brooklyn, yesterday morn¬

ing when the servant went up to arouse
'aim. He had died from heart disease dur¬
ing the night.
Weed hired the room last October, and

he went In and out, having little to say to
the other occupants of the house. Once he I
stated that he had a wife who owned con-
siderable property living somewhere in
Brooklyn, but they could not agree.
The police heard last night that Weed's

wife lived ou Gates avenue, near Stay-
ve&ant.

FOUGHT OVER A TICKET.

Commission Merchant Seifert and a Trans¬
fer Agent Have Trouble.

Joseph H. Seifert, a commission irer-

chant, living at No. 1173 Putnam avenue,
Brooklyn, was arrested Saturday night ou

complaint of Jot'.i D. Shuller, a railroad
transfer agent, at Myrtle avenue and
Broadway, who charged him with,*assault.
The trouble grew out of a dispute between
he men over a transfer ticket, which

Seifert was entitled to, and Shuller refused
to give It.

Avenue Station House, the sergeant refn<«d
to entertain the rfcarge l>ecnr.-:e the poiicc-
icws had not witnessed the assault.

THREE TROLLEY VICTIMS.
A Wagon in Collision, a Man Thrown from

a Car and Another Victim Struck
and Bruised.

Three trolley accidents wore reported
yesterday in Brooklyn. One of Caterer An¬
derson's wagons was struck by car No.
983, on Third avenue,, in Bay Ridge, tohn
Dempscy, the driver, was thrown out and
the v/agon was considerably damaged.
James Connors, twenty-eight years old,

of No. 527 Kosciusko street, was thrown
from a Greene avenue car Saturday night,
and his scalp was cut badly.
James Devine, thirty-five years old, living

in Roosevelt 6treet, New York, was

knocked down by a Fifth avenue car on

Fifth avenue and Sixth street. He was

cut on the head and face and bruised
about the body. No arrests were made.

CLUBBED BY A POLICEMAN.

Ryan Was Badly Hurt and Covered with
Blood When H® Was Dragged into

a Brooklyn Station House.

James Ryan, thirty-eight years old, of
No. 1066 Flushing avenue, Williamsburg,
was arraigned In the Lee Avenue Police
Court yesterday charged with Intoxication
and assault on an officer. Ryan's head was

swathed in bandages and it was with diffi¬
culty he was able to stand. Ha was weak
from loss of blood.
Ryan had been arrested by Policeman

Fannon, of the Vernon Avenue Station, at
an early hour yesterday morning. When
Ryao was dragged into the station house
by the policeman he presented a sorrowful
appearance. Blood was flowing from sev¬
eral cuts about the head from blows struck
by the policeman's club. Fannon told the
sergeant that he had been first assaulted
by Ryan without any provocation. Ryan,
he said, had thrown him down and then
kicked him. As soon as he was able to
gain his feet he used his club to protect
himself from any further assault.
Ryan denied the charge and said that

the policeman had addressed him in a gruff
manner while he was walking along Tomp¬
kins avenue, and, because he asked him
what he meant, struck him several times
on the head until he fell helpless to the
sidewalk. He was then dragged off to
the station house.
An ambulance surgeon from the Homeo¬

pathic Hospital, who was called, spent an
hour stitching and bandaging Ryan's
wounds.
Justice Goetting adjourned the examina¬

tion and paroled the prisoner. Policeman
Fannon. who is over six feet in height,
has been on the force only a few years.
Ryan says he will prefer charges against

Fannon before Police Commissioner Welles.

A SLEEP WALKER'S FALL.
Patrick Purcell Found at the Bottom of

the Stairs with a Fractured
Skull.He May Die.

Patrick Purcell, fifty-eight years old. Is in
St. Mary's Hospital, Brooklyn, suffering
from a fractured skull, and his recovery is
regarded as doubtful. He was unconscious
all day and unable to explain how he was

injured, but it was believed that he was
hurt while walking in his sleep.
Mr. Purcell lived with his family on the

second floor at No. 491 St. Mark's avenue,
Brooklyn. It was midnight when he retired
Saturday, and he appeared to be In his
usual good health.
He was missed from his room about 3:30

vesterday morning by a member* of his fam-"ilv. A search was instituted by the mem¬
bers of the family. He was finally discov¬
ered in his night robe doubled up at the
bottom of the stairs. He seemed to be un¬
conscious, but was groaning as If suffering
intense pain.
An officer was notified and Mr. Purcell

was taken to St. Mary's Hospital. It Is be¬
lieved that he got up in his sleep, opened
the door mechanically and went out to the
hallway. He then fell down stairs.

HIT WITH A PIECE OF MEAT.
Mrs. Vatter, Who Is Dying, Declares That

Butcher Keller Is Responsible
for Her Injuries.

Coroner Nason, of Williamsburg, was no¬
tified last evening that Mrs. Margaretta
Vatter. twenty years old, was lying at the
point of death at her home, No. 885 Madi¬
son street, from peritonitis. The Coroner,
before going to the house, impanelled a

jury, and they went to the bedside of the
dying woman and listened to her ante-
mortem statement.
Mrs. Vatter told bow she had gone to

the butcher shop of Stern & Keller, at No.
1,163 Broadway. Janwary 25, to buy some
meat. She was waited on by Keller, who
cut ten pounds of mutton, when she only
wanted four. On her refusal to accept the
meat, he threatened to strike her. She
then left the store, and had gone only a
few yards when she was struck on the side
by the piece of meat. A week ago, Mrs.
Vatter says, she gave premature birth to
a child, and since then peritonitis set in.
The jury, after listening to the state¬

ment, decided that Keller was responsible
for her critical condition, and should be ar¬
rested. A warrant was then issued for his
arrest.

SAYS IT WAS AN ACCIDENT.

But the Doctor Insists That Moore's In¬
juries Were Caused by a Club.

Flushing, L. I., Feb. 23..John Moore, of
this place, met with an accident or was

assaulted about 2 o'clock this morning, and
received injuries which crushed in his left
cheek bones and also broke the bone of his
nose. His nose was half torn from the
face.
Moore claims that his injuries were the

result of a fall, but Dr. Goodrich, who at¬
tended him, thinks it was the result of a
blow from a club. When the doctor first
reached the house this morning, about 3
o'clock, he found Moore so intoxicated
that It was Impossible to dress the wounds.
He did what he could and left to return at
10 o'clock. When the doctor returned he
found Moore considerably sobered up and
made an examination of the wound and of
the broken bones. He found it necessary
to obtain some bandages and Instruments.
When he returned, twenty minutes later,
Moore bad left the house. The doctor
asked the police to look out for his patient.
Vbout 3 o'clock this afternoon Moore was
found He had obtained more liquor and
was almost as intoxicated as when the
doctor first saw him. This time, to make
sure the man woHld not escape again, the
police took him to the hospitai.
Although the doctors say the wound was

inflicted with a club, Moore persists in
saying it was an accident. He says he
reached home about 2 o'clock this morning
and knelt down to say his prayers before
retiring. He fell asleep and fell over side-
wise, striking the footboard of the bed.
The doctors say the injuries are too severe
to have been caused in this way.

HANGED HERSELF IN A CELL.

A Woman Prisoner in Williamsburg Uses
Her Skirt to Make a Rope.

Mrs. Jennie Woods, twenty-three years
of age, of No. S5 Greenpoint avenue,
Williamsburg, attempted to commit sui¬
cide last night In a cell in the Herbert
Street Police Station, where she was locked
up on a charge of intoxication.
Sergeant Snow found her hanging from

the door of her cell by a rope twisted f.'om
nieces of her skirt. She was taken uncon¬
scious to St. Catherine's Hospital.
\fvr recovering consciousness she tola

Sergeant Snow that she did not remembei
having attempted to hang herself. Sbe
will he arraign< d in the Lee Avenue Police
Court to-day, charged with intoxication and
attempted suicide.

DANGER 0F1LKIIG FSSI,
Delehanty, White Trying to Over¬

take a Friend, Stepped Off
a Brooklyn Dock.

Kis Head Was Bowed and He Did
Not Pay Attention to Dis¬

tance or Locality.
THE COLD BATH AROUSED HIM.

Then He Yelled for Help and Two Police¬
men and a Tugboat Captain Fished

Him Out of the River.He
Is in a Hospital Now.

James Delehanty, thirty-five years old,
had a strange experience early yesterday
morning, and it nearly cost his life. He
was returning to his home at No. 73 York
street, Brooklyn, about 2 o'clock, walking
down Bridge street at a rapid gait to keep
his blood in circulation. There was a man

some distance ahead of him, and he thought
he was an old friend. The stranger was

walking very fast.
Delehanty increased his speed in the hope

of overtaking him. He bowed his head to
protect his face from the sharp wind, which
swept up from the river. Delehanty walked
on without calculating distance or locality.
He stumbled against something, and the
next instant he was over the stringpiece
and in the East Kiver at the foot of Bridge
street.
Delehanty has strong lungs and a power¬

ful voice. He yelled loudly for help, mean¬
while floundering around to keep himself
afloat.
His cries were heard a block off by Ta-

trolirf&n Donlin, of the Fulton Street Sta¬
tion. The officer ran down to the dock and
caught sight of the helpless man. Donlin
drew a revolver and fired two shots to at¬
tract the attention of the officer on the ad¬
joining post. The latter's response was
prompt.
The two bluecoats managed to get a

rope, which they threw to Delehanty.
The crew of the tugboat Hudson, Captain

Allen, which was inored nearby, had been
aroused by the cries and pistol shots, and
put out in a small boat. They reached Dele¬
hanty and hauled him on board. Patrol¬
man Donlin and his comrade lifted him up
to the dock. By this time he was exhausted
and unconscious.
An ambulance was called, and Dr. Selden

took him immediately to the Brooklyn Hos¬
pital, where he revived under careful treat¬
ment. He is a man of strong constitution,
otherwise he must have perished. He will
be all right in a day or two.

INJURED MAN LOCKED UP.
Nutt Was in a Cell for Hours Before It

Was Discovered That His Skull
Was Fractured.

Nathaniel Nutt, who is nearly* seventy
years old, was arrested and locked up In
a cell for twelve hours before it was dis¬
covered that he was suffering from a frac¬
tured skull and in danger of death. As a
matter of fact, he was the first to realize
his peril.
Mr. Nutt Is employed as a bookbinder in

New York City and he lives at No. 134 St.
Mark's place, Brooklyn. On his way home
Saturday afternoon he drank a little liquor.
The liquor went to his head and rendered
him almost helpless. He managed to reach
Smith and Fulton streets, Brooklyn, about
12.30 P. M. He fell at this point and struck
his head against the sidewalk.
Patrolman William Sullivan helped the

old man to his feet and decided to place
him under arrest. The patrol wagon was
sent for and Mr. Nutt was removed to the
Adams Street Station, where he was locked
up on a charge of intoxication.
The day passed and night came. The

aged prisoner threw himself on the cot in
his little cell and tried to sleep, but he
could not.
Half an hour after the clock had struck

midnight, Mr. Nutt rapped on his cen door,
attracting Doorman phelan's attention.

"I think 1 hurt myself," the aged pris¬
oner said. He then went on to tell Phelan
about the mishap. He said he had cut his
head slightly, when he fell on Smith street
Saturday afternoon. The doorman noti¬
fied the Sergeant in command, who called
for an ambulance. Dr. McCullough, of the
Homeopathic Hospital, promptly respond¬
ed. He carefully examined Mr. Nutt's
head, and found that he was suffering from
a compound fracture of the skull. His
condition was serious. Dr. McCullough re¬
moved him to the hospital. He was rest¬
ing somewhat easier last night.

PASTOR KERSHAW'S FAREWELL.

He Leaves His Rockaway Church Because
of Too Much Wrangling.

Rockaway Beach, N. Y., Feb. 23..The
Rev. Kershaw preached his last sermon

to-night in the Little Church Around the
Corner. His subject was, "What People
Should Do." He said the people of Rocka¬
way, with few exceptions, were very self¬
ish and wanted a minister to preach as

they wished and not from his own heart.
They found fault with Mr. Kershaw, while
he was the pastor of the First Congrega¬
tional Chureh, because he would not con¬
demn liquor saloons, and he resigned. He
then went to the Little Church, and there
has been nothing but wrangling ever since,
he declared.
One of the church deacons, Mr. Overton,

who was present, after making some re¬
marks, got up and left the church.
Continuing, Mr. Kershaw said that there

were a few people at the Beach who
had tried to make things pleasant for
him, but a great many that did the re¬
verse. He shook hands with some present
and thanked them for the kindness shown
him.
The church was built about seven years

ago and a different minister has been in¬
stalled every year.
Pastor Kershaw was the most popular

pastor this place has ever had. Many of
his flock wept when he told them good-by.

Goes to Church, Visits Mrs. Dimmick and
Receives Senator Elkins.

Ex-President Harrison had few visitors
yesterday, and save for attendance at
church and a short visit to his affianced
wife, Mrs. Dimick, scarcely left his quar¬
ters at the Fifth Avenue Hotel.

up early, and after breakfasting with his
private secretary. Mr. Tibbetts, went back
to his room, where he remained until 9:30
o'clock, when he went alone to St. Thomas's
Church at Fifth avenue and Fifty-third
street. He was recognized by few persons,
and after service returned to the hotel fori
luncli.
In the afternoon Senator Elkins, of West

Virginia, called and chatted with Mr. Har¬
rison for an hour. Both men said the meet¬
ing had no political significance and was
purely of a friendly nature. After Senator
Elkins left Mr. Harrison was closeted with
his secretary for some time.
Early in the evening Mr. Harrison walked

to the residence of Mrs. Dimmick, where
he remained until 10:30 o'clock, at which
time he returned to his hotel and had lunch
with his secretary.

League Kept Tab on Those

Open Yesterday.
At the Meeting of the League Judge

William J. Gru Denounced
Mayor Wurster's Policy.

SAiD HE OUGHT TO BE PUNISHED.

President Funk Declared That the Work¬
ing People of Brooklyn Spent $112,-

500 Each Sunday in Saloons.
The Effect

The Brooklyn Prohibition League held
its regular weekly meeting yesterday
afternoon at No. 515 Fulton street, and
while the attendance was not large the
greatest interest was manifested in the
work by tbose present. These meetings
are for the purpose of creating a senti¬
ment in favor of enforcing the laws against
the sale of liquor on Sundays, and on

each Sunday a number of watchers are

sent out to inspect the saloons and report
at the meeting the names and street num¬
bers of those found doing business. These
reports are complied weekly and sent to
Mayor \Vurster with a protest against his
alleged dereliction of duty. The names,
however, are not given to the Mayor
and are only known to President I. K.
Funk and Secretary J. Fred Burgyes, of ¦
the League.
The reports made by the watchers were

dated Sunday, February 23, and went on
to say that there was no improvement in
the enforcement of the Sunday Closing
law.

.Ij "The side doors," they say. were found
open, as usual, and men, women and chil¬
dren were seen to enter and leave them,
some with pails and kettles, and no ef¬
fort made to conceal them. Drunken men
and women were seen reeling along the
streets."
President Funk then read a statement

which he said had been carefully prepared,
showing from reliable statistics the cost
of selling liquor on Sunday in Brooklyn.
He said on each Suhday the result was

fourteen deaths, three cases of insanity,
one of idiocy, seventy-live of imprison¬
ment, fifty of pauperism, and an expense
and waste of money of $112,500.two-thirds
of which sum was spent by the working
P J°udge William J. Gru, of Orange County,
was then asked to address the League. He
spoke of the duty of executive officers to
enforce laws, ahrl said if the law was am¬
biguous It should be construed by the
courts and when this was done officeis
should be made to have them executed.
The law says that the sale or giving away
of liquor on Sunday is a misdemeanor and
Mayor Wurster took a solemn oath to dis¬
charge the duties of Mayor What can be
said of a man who wilfully violates his
oath? Roosevelt has closed the saloons in
New York, and if it can be done there it
can he done ih Brooklyn.
