AN ANTI-AMERICAN CAMPAIGN.
It is not a little singular that, just as
the troublesome Venezuela question
seems cn the way to paeclfic séttlement,
a determined campaign agailnst the
bullding of the Nicaragus Canal by the
United States should have been organ-
ized. Certain of our Intal contem-
poraries take the lead In this. attack
on one phase of national expansion
with an enthusiasm which they would
hardly maaifest if they could see that
they are perforging an unpatriotic
work. Such journals seam to reflect
Einglish rather than American senti-
ment, and to be worklng for the ex-
tension of British rather than Ameri-
pan trade. Who can accept seriously
the “#sgartion that anpy Interocesanic
canal on this slde of the Atlantic must
‘be a source of weakness, both strateg-
jcally and commercially, to the TUnited
States? Will the greal merchants and
shippers of San Franclsco and New
York City. with their views of the vast
triade to be opened with the Orient
when the Nicaragus Canal is openad,
aceept any such view as this? Wil
the bankers and business men of this
metropolis, who know that the Nicara-
gua Canal, in cur hands, would bring
New York nearer to & dozen gi'eat
Orfental ports than London and Liver-
pool are vin the Suex Canal, conzent to
accept any polley of hostility toward a
measure whtg‘!}: mora than any one
thing, will contribute to make this the
first commercial clty of the world?

The attempt to deplet the creation of
the Nicai:agua. Canal as & national
peril must be relegated to the dark
closet where all the sllily and unsub-
stantial “bugabods” are kept. If there
Is a certain danger in a too stalwart
“jingoism,’ there is also peril o! na-
tional abasement in a Jelly-fish paucy
There is not much room for doubt
that our pld frfend John Bull I§ be-
hind these dfmonstrations of alarm
about affafrs in Nicaragua. He has
been busy there ever since he trained
his guns on Corinto. His agents have
been trying to purchase railroad privi-
leges thers, and they have been spread-
fng with diligence the report that Con-
gress would not sanction the canal To
them also is due something of the
spirit of rebelllon maniféstad in certain
proviness in Nicaragua. If England
ware @ble td announce at the same
time that she had gracefully climbed
down from her lofty perch with regard
to Venezuelan boundaries, and had
succeaded in preventing Uncle Sam
from bulldinig the Nicaragua Canal,
she would conslder that the victory be-
longed tofher. In point of faet she
would have got the best of the bar-
giin.

Congress has heen strangely neglect-
ful at this session of a matter of such
far-reaching Importance as the Nicara-
gua Canal. Perhdps a little more zeal
would have been dlaplsyed if New,
York City had harself. mnirested a
deeper interest in ft. Supine disregard
of grandioss opportunitiss will bring
rivals Intp the field. An eloquent volee
should be heard In Congress condemn-
‘Ing the absurd theory that England or
gsome other forelgn Power might be
tempted to selze the Canalif we build
it. We proposs to construct the Inter-
oceante Cdnel and to own it; and we
intand to be strong enough on land and
sen to defend it should it &ver become
necessary to do so.

Everything in such
an asylum should be conducted In &
spirit of tendernsss and love, The
Westchester Institution is not a reform
school. Yet this man Plerce seems to
have made It a hell upon earth for
children, whose only offence was the
prankishneéss inseparable from thelr ex-
treme youth.

To retain such a man inthe very face
of enraged public opinion is in a cer-
tain measure to sanction his abominai
ble course, which decency and charity
alike gondemn. The Loy who exhib-
fted, &t the hearing on Monday, ths
scars of the brutal lashings glven
him by Plerce furnished testimony
which cught 1o condemn the man. To
defend him ls absurd; the avenging
scars ery out against himu.
