Evidence in Jesse M. Gregory's
Case Will Go to the

Jury To-day.
Lawyer Levy Fails to Weaken the

Evidence Tending to Prove
the Prisoner Sane.

BOTH SIDES READY TO SUM UP.

Limited to One Hour Each.Recorder
Goff Hopes tRe Jury Wiii Be Able

.to Agree Upon. Their Ver¬
dict To-Night.

The taking of testimony in the case of
Jesse M. Gregory- who is charged with the
murder of his wife on April 5 last, was
concluded before Recorder Goff iu Part
IV. of the Court of General Sessions yes¬
terday, and the case will go to the, jury
to-day.
The whole of yesterday's sessions were

absorbed in the taking of testimony in re¬

buttal or the defense's plea of insanity
and the keen cross-examination of the wit¬
ness by Lawyer Levy.
Dr. W. H. Theben, of St. Vincent's

Hospital, /in whose care the prisoner had
been after his attempted suicide and ar¬

rest, was first called and swore that he
had observed nothing' in the prisoner's
demeanor inconsistent with perfect sanity.
Then Dr. Robert Stafford Newton was

recalled for cross-examination. In vain did
Mr. Levy attemp tto shake the positive
opinion expressed the previous day that
there was absolutely no trace of insanity
In the prisoner.
Standard works upon mental diseases,

written by Dr. Manderley and Dr. Mann,
were brought into requisition and pitted
against the witness in an effort to dis¬
credit his scientific knowledge of the' sub¬
ject on which he claimed to be an expert,but little impression appeared to be made
upon the jury.

GREGORY'S CASE ONE OF FOUR?.
It was brought out that Dr. Newton had

represented the District-Attorney's office
in the position of expert in alienism in a
score of cases. In sixteen of these he had
reported the mental irresponsibility of the
patient, and only four had he found to be
of sound mind. One of these is Gregory."Can an insane man be a free agent in
eny one thing?" was asked.
"No; that is opposed to the idea of in¬

sanity." was the reply. "The will is notdormant, bit subjective, and if a man socontrols his will that he exercises the func-tions of that will he cannot be insane."Dr. James A. Kelly deposed to examiningGregory twice on the 17th of this month.The prisoner then said that he did not re¬member killing his wife, but added: "Oh,
a man will do anything for a woman'?,sake."
"He exhibited but a scintilla of locomotor ataxia." said the witness, 1 gaveno evidence whatever of being ^rangedmind."

NOT AN EPILEPTIC.

"°aly such lapses of the memory or irre-
sible unconscious period^ occur in the
ptic form of madness," continued the

witness, "and these are always attendedwith convulsions such as have never beenexhibited by Gregory."The hypothetical question, that had been
answered by all the experts for the de¬fence with an opinion in favor of the pris¬oner's insanity, was characterized by thiswitness as a great conglomeration of chaffwith very little grain, in it.
"There is absolutely nothing incom¬patible witli sanity in all the actions there¬in recited," said Dr. Kelly. "The actionsof Gregory before and at the time of themurder appear to have been the result ofpassion and not insanity. Passion is per¬fectly natural in a human creature."
Dr. Geoghegan. formerly physician to the

/Albany Penitentiary, had examined the
prisoner in the Tombs during December
last, and testified that he considered him
undoubtedly perfectly sane. To thehvpnethtical question he also gave the
same answer. He held with Dr. Kellythat epileptic mania was the only form of
insanity characterized by sudden fits of
unconscious violence.

A DRAWN BATTLE'
Lawyer Levy in his cross-examination

tried to discredit the witness's testimony,
but with little success, and at the con¬clusion of the session the defence had suf¬fered severely.. For the last two days thetrial had lapsed into a battle of medical
experts with equai numbers on each side,and resulted in a decided draw.
At 4:40 p. m. all the testimony was inand Recorder Gofi requested Mr. Levy to

sum up for the defence. Upon the prom¬ise that he would not occupy more than
flu hour, the case was adjourned until 11o'clock this morning. At noon AssistantDistrict-Attorney Osborne will speak forthe prosecution, being limited to the periodbefore recess, and Recorder Goff announcedthat then he would present the case to thejury, in the hope that they would be able/to agree upon their verdict at an early hourthis evening.

HIS TYPEWRITER ELOPED.
Feared It Has Gone with a Fascinating

Burglar Who Scorned the
Health Goods.

For only one short month did Manager
Albert Turner, of the Health Culture Com¬
pany, enjoy the society of his pretty type¬
writer. They occupied adjoining tables in
the office of the company at No. 30 East
Fourteenth street, where their relations,
always of a purely busluess character, were

most agreeable. But some one has stolen
his treasure away, and Mr. Turner is all
but disconsolate.
Manager Turner is a fine appearing man,

with a wealth of iron-gray hair and whisk¬
ers. That he sadly misses his aide is evi¬
denced by the mournful tone in which he
speaks of his loss. He is almost certain
that the absent one is now basking in the
society of a younger mail, a condition
which only adds rage ro his grief.
The missing typewriter was ornamental

as well as useful to the office of Mr. Turner.
He says that he would not have willingly
parted company for $100 spot cash. Often
and often, during those short four weeks
the old gentleman turned a tender, soul¬
ful eye upon his trim associate, but his
soft glances were never returned. If con¬
scious of the charm exerted iu that quiet
office, the typewriter gave no outward
token of the fact. And Mr. Turner did not,
of course, openly express bis admiration.
The first intimation of the crushing blow

that' had fallen upon Mr. Turner was con¬
tained in a note from him, received at this
office. That brief epistle .said, among
other things:
"My new typewriter has been stolen."

An investigation held in the Health Cul¬
ture office, disclosed the harrowing fact
that the table lately occupied by the type¬
writer in her lovely japanned tin case was
vacant. She was a brand-new Remington,
too, and valued at $10fy.
What bothers Mr. Turner more than any¬

thing else is that none of his health cul¬
ture goods, worth far more than the type-
writer, were taken. From this he infers
that, the burglar or burglars were alto¬
gether too healthy. His office was broken
into some time between Saturday night and
Monday morning, by some one whose sole
aim was to elope with Mr. Turner's type¬
writer. The thief even scorned a few
dollars in money lying in a drawer, but
thoughtfully abstracted a pair of cheap
scissors and a paper cutter. All sorts of
massage rollers, brushes, expensive health
garments, and exercising appliances re¬
mained untouched.
Mr. Turner sells these things, and the

fact that a professional burglar studiously
refrained from stealing any of them, fill's
the mind of Mr. Turner with a torturing
doubt. He has notified the police and the
typewriter firm of the loss of the machine.
The scissors may never be recovered.

DIED ALONE IN HIS HOV£L.
Purcell Was an Odd Character and Had

Recently Taken to CKnk.
William Purcell was one r,t the odd char¬

acters of the Fifth Warj, Brooklyn. He
was a truckman, who nad saved consid¬
erable money, and cvned valuable prop¬
erty, but he liv$5 all alone in a little
tumble-down shinty at No. 4c Green lane.
He ate his ip^als in the house of his sister,
who lives across the street. The sister is
married, and has a daughter who was Pur-
ceir? only pet. The child's name is Annie
0' .ell.
Purcell owned three valuable houses in

the Fifth Ward, and had $1,700 in the
bank. Itecently he sold one of his houses
and began to drink very heavily. He
spent a good part of the money received
for his bouse for liquor. His health broke
down, and he remained in bed a good deal
of the time. Every morning, however, his
niece calked him, and he went across the
street to his breakfast.
Thursday morning Annie went over to the

shanty to call her uncle. She hammered
on the door for a long time, but there was
ao response. Then a policeman was noti¬
fied. He broke in the door with his club
and went to Purcell's sleeping room in the
rear. On the bed, which was almost the
only furniture in the room, the old man
lay. The policeman saw iu an Instant that
he was dead.

It is believed the man died of heart fail¬
ure.

A VANUERBILT SKY-SCRAPER.

The Building at Nassau and Beekman
Streets to Be Remodelled.

The Vanderbllt building, at the south¬
east corner of Nassau and Beekmau streets,
is uot to be left far behind in the list of
sky-scrapers. Messrs. Cornelius and Will¬
iam K. Vanderbllt yesterday filed plans for
alterations to the building costing $400,000.
These alterations will elevate the Nassau
street front to a height corresponding with
that of the addition made some time since
on Beekmau street, which is fourteen
stories high. Mt-Kim, Mead & White drew
the plans for the new front.
The Vanderbilt building is the oldest of

the office buildings that cluster about the
intersection of Nassau and Beekman
streets. Brownstone was used in the con¬
struction of the fronts of the old building,
but the remodelled structure will be made
to correspond in appearance with the light
brick addition on iieekman street. It Is
the intention of the Vanderbilts to fit up
the practically new building with all the
modern improvements uow found lu the
up-to-Uate sky-scrapers.

Contest Before Justice MacLean
Over Possession of a

Boarding House.

Preacher Wants to Control the Place
and Claims Mrs. Seaton Agreed

to Sell It to Him.

WOMAN DENIES HIS STATEMENT.

She Avers That She Gave the Minister an

Option on the Property and That
He Has Paid but a

Small Sum.

A battle for a boarding house is raging
before Justice MacLean, as stakeholder, in
Part V., of the Supreme Court. The prin¬
cipals are one landlady and one Baptist
preacher, ably seconded by two lawyers,
with a scattering crowd of star boarders
and church people as spectators.
Though the challenge was issued over a

year ago, the first round did not take place
nntil yesterday. It ended slightly in favor
of Mrs. Mary L. Seaton, who runs a private
boarding house at Nos. 409 and 411 West
Fifty-seventh street.
The Rev. George Tompkins, a member

of Amity Baptist Church, claims the house
on a contract, alleged to have been signed
by Mrs. Seaton. The preacher further
avers that he held possession of the prem¬
ises frcjm July 6, 1S94, until September of
the same year, when he was wrongfully
evicted by the landlady. She would not
even allow him to remain in the constella¬
tion of boarders, he alleges. The preacher
prtys for an injunction to restrain the de¬
fendant from interfering with Sim and the
boarding-house, and als/) 'asks that Mrs.
Setton be compelled to surrender the writ¬
ten contract alje Seized at the time he was
OUS.tcu.
The landlady occupied the stand the

greater part of the day. She is a widow
and has conducted the house at the num¬
bers given for a matter of fifteen years.
In January last Mr. Tompkins appeared in
the role of boarder, and since then, accord¬
ing to her story, troubles accumulated with
more or less rapidity. It appears that the
preacher was not following his chosen pro¬
fession aft that time, but was strongly in¬
clined toward the purchase of a large
house full of boarders. Mrs. Seaton want¬
ed to sell, and some sort of a deal was
effected whereby the preacher bought,
chiefly by faith alone, if the story of the
lady is the truth, the whole truth and
nothing but the truth.
After the preacher had boarded industri¬

ously until the month of May he one day
found Mrs. Seaton taking an inventory of
the furniture. Rev. Mr. Tompkins inquired
the reason, and on learning that a sale
was contemplated, asked Mrs. Seaton why
she did not sell him the house. Being in
a position to know, the landlady expressed
a belief that the preacher had no money,
but the boarder assured the landlady that
he was In a position to make the pur¬
chase.
Mr. Tompkins produced a contract after

returning from prayer meeting in the even¬
ing of July 6, 1894. After some discussion
Mrs. Seaton signed the document, ill the be¬
lief that it was only an option on thb house,
as she understood the ct^se. By the terms
of this contract the preUcher was to pay
$6,000 for the furniture on a five-year con¬
tract at the rate of .$100 monthly. He also
agreed to pay the rent of $350 per monih
and derive such profits as might be made
in keeping boarders.
In his complaint Mr. Tompkins says that

he was evicted in September, 1894, after
making the monthly payments called for in
the contract, and he wants an accounting of
ali money due since that date. On tile
other hand, the landlady insists that there
was no written contract; that the preacher
only paid her $20 on account, und that the
contract was never carried out. Mrs. Seaton
swore on the stand that the extent of Tomp¬
kins's Interest in the house was the collec¬
tion of some bills from delinquent boarders.
She said In his presence one day that she
was a very poor collector herself. He re¬
plied that he was very good in that line,
and could always get money.
"Mr. Tompkins was only my bookkeeper,"

she said in response to questions from her
attorney. Julius Offenbach. "I gave him
some bills to collect, and notified the people
who owed the money. During the months
he claims to have been hi possession I paid
all the expenses of the house, as I have in
the past. One day in July he showed me a
card on which his name appeared as the
proprietor of the house. I asked him how
he dared have such cards printed. Some
time later I found 200 of the cards in a desk
and threw them away. kThere was also a
lot of letterheads with his name on them.
Mr. Tompkins will be given a chanee to¬

day to relate his end of the boarding house
deal.
