Tn  the
midst of them all the speaker's volee broke,
sl puried bei face In the silken, Ambrican
flag bandkervchlef, and her slight, glrlish
figure was convulsed with sobs, The nolsy
eries ‘of “Pralse. the Lord,” and “Amen,
dear Lord,” were stopped, and In awed
sllence, broken only by the glel’s sobs, the
Salavtionlsts walted, Then a Salvation los-
sle Began the song:

MRS. BOOTH AN INVALID.

Strain of the Past Two Weeks Was Tao
Much for the Commander's Wife
and She Collapsed.

the past two weeks, Mra. Balllngton Booth
collepsed at her bome In Montelalr, N, T,
yesterday, and Is now confined to her ryom
under the constunt cure of physiclans, Her
Husbind, who is subjéct to hemorrhages, Is
tn but little better condltlon, and it is
feared that his troubles may bring on an-
other attunek.
_The last time he was sttacked by the
tronuble he was with his father making =a
tonr of the Western States, and it came
near ending his Hfe, All callets at the
Booth residence were denied admisslon yes-
terday. A membear of the Balvatlon Army
In that place stuted yesterday that it is
not llkely that the stutement which the
Commander has promlséd to make publie
Saturday will contaln anything concernlng
the establishment of abh Amerlean army.
“Commander Booth and his wife," he
sifd, “will take a rest for at least » year,
and then, If their health permits, they will
stort ypon an evangellstic tour. It ls man-
datory that they take a good, long rest if
they expeot to do any work for the Mag-
ter in the future.!

GREGORY CULTY
0F MANSLALGHTER

Wife Murderer Sentenced to
State Prison for Seven-
teen Years.

Vertct Brought in by the Jury at
840 o'Clock Last
Night.

LAWYER LEVY'S ELOQUENT PLEA.
Recorder Goff, in Pronouncing Sentence,
Said That the Prisoner's Crima Was
One of Murder—Considered
That He Was Sane.

Jesse M. Grogory was found gullty of
munelanghter lu the firgt degrée In Part
IV. of the Court of Generil Sessions yes-
terday for killlng his wife, Clara, on April
5 lnst, und way gentenced by Recordér Goft
to seventeen years ln the Bunte prison.

The trinl lasted for nosrly three weeks,
during which the testimony of nearly half
a hundred witnesses was taken. The de-
fence set up by Abraham Levy, counsal
for the prisoner, was that of lnsunlty, and
a remarkoble feature of the tridl waa the
dlametrically opposed testlmony of expert
medical witnesses called respectivaly by!
the defence and the prosecution. Asslstant
Distrlob-Attorney  Osborne couducted the
case for the peopla,

Throughout the trial the venerabla father
of the priconer saut by his son, but when
the verdice wus given st 8:00 o'clock last
night be was not present. The news of
lils sou’'s escape from the electrle chalr
was lmmedintely conyeyed to bhim by mes-
senger.

Lawyer Lery commenced to sum up for
the defence when the court opened, a few
minutes after 11 o'elock, In course of
an hour'a oin%ue'ut appeidl he laid great
Btiess upon the fact that while a sane

orion 18 accountable for his gctions to the
aw, that same law provides that If his
mind be affected to such a dégtee that his
perception of right and wrong ls gone he
ghitll be accounted an lnnocent man.

He reviewed the evidenie, which he
clafmed tended *o show that the prisoner's

Spenking pathetieally of the spectacle of
that little child publicly upon the witiess
stand regurding ler wish thit ber father
should dle dn lgnomitlods death la the
electric chinlr, ha implored the jury to hesl-
tate before they would accept such bhlased
testimony as true.

AMr. Levy called nttention to the gray-
halred father who had sat thronghout the
ordesl, boping against hope thet his
wretehed son's Mo might yet be apared. He
spoke of an aged mother who, slek and gur-
rowing, walted in her little conntry home,
praylng for the lfe of the boy she
nursad aud loved.

Durlng the latter part of Tawyer Levy's
apeech the elder Gregory and hls daughter
wore much affected, and wept upon cach
other's shaulders. The prisoner himself
malptalied hid usaal position, with hls hand
burled {n his long gray hulr, and evioced
do emotlon whatever,

Assletant Diastriet-Attorney Osborne fol-
lowed for the people, and confinsd his re-
marks chlefly to combatting the theory of
Gregory's insanity. In sposking of the
;r;un}lnrled wo&ﬂ?.dﬁe defended h&dehamc-

CHARGE 'TO THH JURY.

Recorder Goff, In charging. the jury,
pointed out that the fact of the kllling was
admitted, and that the Inw demanded an
angwer Yor that act. The answer glven'
wa# that the man was insane at the time.
It thed rested with the defente to prove
that insanityto the jury's satlsfactlon.

He spoke of the absolute difference of
aplnlon of the experts, and sald it wis lfor
the jury to decide the value of such con-
ﬂle}ln: evidence. h

“It does not follow,'” said tle Recorder,
“that If a man of imorbid propensity, or

of gloomy nature, acts from passlon or

rago that be is insane.”

If & mgn commlts dn offence agalnst
the liw By reason of ruge or for motives
of vengeatce in ﬁ:nding his wife in an act
of infidelity, it may mitigate the crime; but
there 18 no evidenee thut the prisoner did
thls, He had condoned lor offence, I any.
His last request was thoat she would re-
tarn and Uyve with bim."

The Recorder then lusirncted the jury In
the four degrees of homlcide, and nt 4;20
the jury retlred to cousider their verdet
It wils not untll 8:43 that an Inthmation
wad glven that mai had ngreed.

The prisoner wus Lronght i Iunklnfg very
anxlous anid pale. He ]mmeci.mtalr eanpd
over to bls counsel and sald:

T waut to tell you that T am eatlsfied
that you have done all you could for me.'
PHen he velupsad lhto Mié nsnnl actitude,

When the usunl guestions hind been asked,
the forenmian of the jary sald:

“We find the prisouer 'umﬁ- of the ¢rime
of monsluughter in the first degree and we
strongly recommend bim o the mercy of
the Court.'”

The prisoger seemed greatly vefleved and
stpod up hefore the bar in nn upright and
cheerful posltion. Lawger Levy, In askin
for lenlency, sald: “This mon is a p \rsic'ar,
If not a mental, wreek, and T agk for ad-
ditlonal merey on bLehull of Nls suffering
family, against whose name there his never
been a staln,”

GOFFF  CONSIDERED IT ' MURDER,

“Jesse M. Gregory, yon fare one of the
mpat fortunate of men,'" sald Recorder Gofr.
“The jurors' minds have evidéently been
mora bied with' the clement of merey
than the slement of -,itrar,alce. Posalbly for
the salke of your children sull vour aged
father they have been influenced in' thelr
verdict more thian by any other consldera-
tion. T eannot but recognize the faot that
Fon w‘fre gullty of murder.

“You were dibsolutely sane and vesponst
ble at the time yon killled yotr wife, and
you mny congratulate yourself upon thé
extreme mercy the jury has shown. The
maxhmun g»enalty for your orime 18 twen-
v yenrs, but bearing in mind the recom-
metidation of the jury I shall send you to
Btute prizou for a term of sevénteen years."'
CAfter a request by his counsel that w}h?
prigoner might femuin Ih Lhe Potabs wit
next week to afford opportunity to see his
pelutives had been granted, Gregory wis
led pway. He wallked briskly, and wos
entirely frés from that nervous manner and
appearance that bas churacterized his de-
meanor throughout the long trial.
