Fought Shy of the Bankrupt
Road's Paper.

THE BURLINGTON'S POOR SHOWING.

Indication That the Next Dividend Will Be
at a Reduced Rate.American Tobacco
Common the Conspicuous Feature

of the Market.

Wall Street, Monday, March 2.
The stock market surprised Wall Street

to-day by failing to respond to the receiver¬
ship of the Baltimore & Ohio. An outpour
of stocks was generally expected as a result
of the Insolvency of this system. Even Lon¬
don paid but little attention to it, and was

apparently a purchaser of stocks.
Another reason, perhaps as potential as

any already pointed out, developed to-day.
All of the large banks have been suspicious
of the Baltimore & Ohio for nearly a year,
and have been refusing to purchase the
paper of the company. As the Baltimore &
Ohio loans are held elsewhere, its bankrupt¬
cy had no influence upon the local money
market.
London had been forewarned of the event,

and had sold stocks short in our market Fri¬
day and Saturday. The buying to-day was
merely the covering of the shorts put out
last week. London's attitude, and indeed
much of the buying here,was actuated by the
near approach of the declaration of the St.
I'aul dividend, which is due next Thursday.
The dividend will be increased to at lwist 2
per cent, and it is not impossible that 2%
per cent will be distributed. The house
which floated the Baltimore & Ohio loan due
in 1925 also helped to mitigate the effect oi!
the receivership by promptly offering to
puivhase the coupons upon these 5 ped cent
bonds at maturity.
The developments of the day in Baltimore

& Ohio affairs were decidedly unfavorable,
and. tlthough meagre, only give a foretaste
of the unpleasant reading preparing for the*
security holders of this corporation. It was
learned from official sources that the 10 per
cent scrip upon the £>0,000 shares of Western
Union, originally held by the company, had
been sold.

MORE SECURITIES SOLD.
This scrip dividend amounted to $500,000.

It was also stated from trustworthy, but
not. official sources, that $1,000,000 ad¬
ditional of the $5,000,000 Western Union
stock had been discovered by Expert Little
to have been sold a year ago. The question
arises. How much of the proceeds figure in
the alleged earnings of the company? It
would be better for the company and the
security holders for the directors to make
public the complete report of Expert Little.
It will certainly leak out by peacemeal,with exaggerations, doing infinite^ more
damage than If given frankly 1o the public.
The market naturally opened below Sat¬

urday's closing on account of the Baltimore
& Ohio receivership and the outbreak
against the United States in Spain. Heavv
covering prevented any decided break, anil
the factors already mentioned contributed
to a rally in prices. The rally was stopped
temporarily by the statement of the Bur¬
lington for January showing that fixed
charges were not earned, and that an in¬
crease of only $80,850 as compared with
the barren January of 1805. when the short
corn crop of 1894 in the territory of this
system was working havoc to its "income.
The statement issued to-day indicates

that the next dividend of the Burlingtonwill be at a reduced rate. Even the Bur¬
lington directors will realize at last the
folly of borrowing money with which
to pay unearned dividends. Conservative
policy would dictate the postponement of
dividends altogether until the 1896 crops
are in sight and the management know
what Income can be positively counted
upon.
In the early afternoon the market became

strong, but again reacted on the advance
in foreign exchange and the anticipatedaction of the House on the Cuban question.
The close was weak and slightly above thelowest prices of the day. Baltimore &
Ohio stock recorded a loss of 3% per cent
It. was down 5% at one time, but rallied on
covering of short contracts.

AMERICAN TOBACCO'S RISE.
American Tobacco common was a con¬

spicuous feature. It advanced from 78Y*
to 79% on covering, was based on thetheory that the effectual blockade of Cuban
ports in the event of the acknowledgedbelligerency of the insurgent*, would givethe tobacco market exclusively to Ameri¬
can producers. It then dropped 2% percent to 77% on the announcement that the
war of the outside plug tobacco manufac¬
turers had been resumed. The net loss atthe close was 1% per cent.
Burlington closed with a loss of %, while

the good buying of St. Paul caused it to
close with a net gain of %. The two stocks
are now 1 point apart, and it is probablethat St. Paul will cross Burlington this
week. The general tendency of the market

mamma sent me to my married sister, Mrs.
Mary Gallagher, at No. 404 Pleasant ave¬
nue, to get $4 which she had box-rowed. I
got the money and was hurrying back with
it in my hand along the avenue, when a
man with a pail of beer ran up behind me.
I turned and saw it was an Italian. I
started to run, but he overtook me." 'Don't scream,' he said, 'or I'll kill you.'Then he pulled a coal sack out of his
pocket, put it over my head, and dragged
me over half a block into a cellar. He took
a rope from his pocket and tied my hands
behind my back and then to a post in thecellar.
"He kept telling me that If I screamed

he would kill me. After he tied me he took
the beer upstairs and came back. When
another man came into the cellar the one
who tied me ran away. I was untied and I
wentv home. I carried the .$4 in my hand
until I got into the cellar and then I stuffed
it in my shoe. I thought the Italian saw
the money in my hand and wanted to rob
me."
Baunneca lives on the second floor of No.

440 East One Hundred and Fourteenth
street. It was into the cellar of that house
the girl was taken. Gerry Agent Perazzo
learned that Baunneca had run away on
Saturday evening and remained away all
night, that he wore a brown hat and that
he had gone for beer and brought it home
at the time the girl said he did.
Yesterday morning Baunneca was stood

up in line with a dozen Italians in the Har¬
lem Court, but Winifred failed to identifyhim. The police, however, asked l'Or an¬
other day in which to complete their case
against him. He and Guilano were held
for examination to-morrow.

BLACKBURN MAY HOLD OVER.
Failure to Elect a New Senator Will Result

in This.
Frankfort, Ky., March 2..The withdrawal

of Congressman Hunter from the Sena¬
torial race has not materially strengthened
Joe Blackburn's position, as five Demo¬
cratic members of the Assembly have
steadfastly refused to vote for him on ac¬
count of his silver views. These five re¬
fused to take part In the caucus which
nominated Blackburn, and to-day are as
determined as ever to stand their ground.
It is the opinion of leading Democrats here
that should Blackburn withdraw a goldDemocrat could easily be elected, but
Blackburn positively refuses to entertain
the idea of withdrawing, and announces
that if any Democrat is elected it must be
himself.
The passing of Congressman Hunter has

set the Senatorial bee to buzing in the bon¬
nets of many prominent Republicans, chief
among the number being Judge W. H.
Hoit, of Fraukfort, and late of Appellate
Bench; olonel Sam J. Stone, of Richmond,
the new State Auditor, and Congressman
John W. Lewis, of Springfield. The latter
is said to be Hunter's choice for the nom¬
ination, and it is supposed that his friends
will push Stone forward at the Republican
caucus which convenes this evening. An
effort is being made in the House to un¬
seat twp or three Democratic members so
as to assue the election of a Republican
United States Senator, but this action is
being bitterly opposed, and Democrats
threaten to retaliate by unseating three
members of the State Senate, thus insur¬
ing a continuance of the deadlock. But
fifteen davs more of the present session
remains. Should the Assembly fall to elect
within time Blackburn will hold over until
his successor is named at the session two
years hence, and many well posted politi¬
cians believe that such will be the outcome.

BOY WRECKERS AT THE BAR

Taken from Utica to Rome, Where They
Stand Indicted for Murder in

the First Degree.
Rome, N. Y., March 2..The late Fred

Bristol's three companions, J. Watson
Hildretb, Theodore Hibbard and Herbert
Plato, were to-day brought here from the
Utica jail and arraigned in the Supreme
Court to plead to indictments charging
them with murder in the first degree,
Judge E. W. Scripture presiding.
The court room was crowded when the

boys were led in. Thc.y looked pale and
appeared ill at ease. The prisoners were
called before the bar by District-Attorney
Klock and the indictments read, charging
them with murder in the first degree, in
company with "the late Fred Bristol." The
indictments contained eight counts. The
boys were indicted first under the com¬
mon law and then under various statutes.
Two indictments were found against each,
one for the killing of Engineer Nathan Ha-
ger and the other for the killing of Robert
Bond, a tramp.

One was Charles Menzel, a Milwaukee ave¬
nue storekeeper, who says the body may be
that of a cooper named Gottlieb Abel, of
Michigan City, who left MenzeFs home
with the latter's brother on Friday, since
which they have not been seen. Miss Mag¬
gie Madden, a servant, called at the
morgue and said her brother Michael is
missing. and that the description of the
body tallied generally with her brother's
appearance. She would not view the re¬
mains. Her brother was assistant foreman
for Armour & Co., at the stock yards.
The police do not believe the body is that

of either Abel or Madden, as the hands and
general appearance do not indicate that the
man was a laborer or a mechanic. Police
officials still incline to the theory that the
murder was the result of a husband's ven¬
geance. A careful examination of the body
this morning proves that the wounds are
bullet wounds. One is located In the
throat, another In the left groin and an¬
other in the ankle. This would tend to
show that the man was shot while running.
Dr. Yeager, who made the first examina¬

tion vesterday. said not more than four
days had elapsed since the body was thrown
into the water. This opinion is disbelieved
by others, who say that the body may have
been in the water" sevcrqf weeks.

A Supposed Attempt to Blow Up a Factory
Superintendent.

New Haven, Conn., March 2..There is a

feeling of great uneasiness in the home of
John Gardner, superintendent of the car¬

tridge department at Winchester's factory,
because of a large quantity of dynamite
found this morning upon his veranda, and
the discovery of what seems to be an at¬

tempt to blow up his residence.
Mr. Gardner's residence stands back from

the street. Four steps lead up to the ver¬

anda, and on these the colored man who
takes care of the place found a queer bun¬
dle when he got around to sweep the snow
off at 8 o'clock this morning. Lying on the
third step were three sticks of blasting
dynamite bound together with tightly
colled wire and with two fulminate per¬
cussion caps fixed to the outside. The caps
were fixed so that if the bundle were
turned either way, or rolled Over, they
would be under the dynamite. The caps
are delicately constructed, so that it re¬

quires but a slight jar to explode them.
Police Officer McQueeney was sent to the
house. The policeman gingerly picked up
the dangerous bundle and walked on tip
toe with it at arms length to the station
and handed it to Captain Wrinn.
"Take it out of here," cried the Captain.

"Take it to the Fire Marshal."
"I can't imagine who could have left it

there." said Mr. Gardner. "I haven't an

enemy In the world as far as I know."
