NOW SAYS HE REMEMBERS NOTHING,

The Wounded ‘Man Brought from Wee-
hawken, Whers the Shooting Was
Done, to Roosevelt Hospital
Slight Chance of Recovery.

Willlam G, Wattson, superintendent of
the Hudron River Division of the West
Shore Rallrond, was shot by Detective Hid-
witrd Clifford In hiz offlee .at Weehawken,
N. J., shortly after 3 o'clock p. m. yester-
day. The motive was revenge, Clifford
having bteen notited by Mr. Wattson on
Wednesday night thet his services would
no longer be reguired. Dwink was sald te
be the cause of the discharge and glso led
to tle shootlhg: One witness, J. V. Skane,
Mr. Watteon's privale secretary, wWas pres-
£t wlien the ghooting wik done.

When Defective Cliflord recelved Super-
Intepdent Wattson's notlee, he became sule
len and morose, but mafde no threats. Farly
yekterday morning he 1eff the bouse of M,
Mary Hasbrouck, No. 18 Boulevard, Wee-
bawken, where he boamded, and went to
the West Shore Denor, at the foot of Forty-
second strecot, Weehaswken., He spoke to
several employes, none of whom knew
that he had been discharged. Daring tlie
morning he dtew hls salary, then way fof
seen In the locallty of the depot untll
shortly bBefore the ghootlng.

BEGAN T0O DRINK HEAVILY.

Climord, It 18 sald, spent most of the
morning th a siloon on the top of Lhe hill,
drinking hesvily. ‘The vevolver which he
was entltied to carry as u specinl police of-
ficer was in his hip pocket.  Batisfying bl
gelf that [t was il rendy for uge-lie left the
suloon after he hnd become desipernte, nnd
wilked down to the, West SBhore Rallroad
depot. Entering the, bulldlng he passed
through the walllng room Into the hallway
legdlng up to the secoud floor, where Watt.
son's office Is slinated.

[ty of lils presence. His face was #llghtly
flushed, but his drinking hablls wete wen-
erglly known, and no ode luipgined that hiy
vigit wis one of revenge.

London, March 5.—General Baratierl, who
fought a madman’s battle, In the hope of
winning and convinelng his ecountrymen of
thelr'mistake In superseding him, is & mid-
dle-aged man and the son of a Tyrolean
magistrate, educated in & Franciscan mon-
aS1ery.

He jolned General Garlbaldl when a boy,
enlisilng In the Marsala Thousand. He
next became a captain In the Itallan Army
and wias wounded in the war with Austria.
His next performance was to join an ex-
ploring party In the Soudsn, and whon he
came home he was made editor of the
Rivista Mlilitare, of Home.

Baratler] nfterward served as military at-
tache to Berlin and Vienna. When Gen-
eral Gandolfi was sent to the Red Sea
const he took Baratierl, 28 he was one of
the few Itallans who koew Afriea thor-
oughly.

Under General Gandolfi Baratierl dis
tingulshed himself in his operations asginst
fhe Abrssinians, the Bomalis and the Der-
vish tribes, snd om Gandolfi'§ retirement
he was maide Governor-Commander in Chief
of the Ttalian Colony.

His fall seems now complete, for the
Itnllan papérs are alyeddy suggesting thnt
be ought to be ghot. He cuts o wretched
fizure at present In the torn of the dice of
foriane, but Menelek; who weorsted him, is

specticle of the modern stiage.

It was no contemptible foe which de-
fented Baratlerl. Menpellk 11. claims to be
‘descendad In direct line from Menellle 1.,
Emperor of Ethlopia, son of King Solomon
by Queen Sheba.  He sueceeded to the
throne in 1889, at the death of John TI.,
and concluded in that year & treaty with
Jtaly which placed his Kingdom under an
Italian protectorate.
