The genernl tendency to sacriflce stamina
for spoed has been much commented on by
experiy, anid the fact that the long-dlstance
plen who have won honors In the Ameri.

Many suthoritles are of the opinlen that
the American cllmate la detrimental to
ptuminy. T am of the opinion that the
dearth of  lang-distance ronners in this
country 8 owlng to a comblnntion of elr-
cumstanees too npmerous Lo menlion now,

enconragement given to this partlcular
t braneh. When It was proposed that the
