Caracas, Venezuela, Feb. 28..The politi¬
cal situation remains unchanged. Even the
President's message did not create the
looked for enthusiasm. Venezuela awaits
anxiously for new developments. Articles
have appeared In the local press discussing
the question whether Venezuela could or

could not treat directly with England, after

having solicited the friendly Interference of
the United States. Some claim that Venez¬
uela could deal with England, withdraw¬

ing the power of attorney she gave to the
United States, for, after all, the Inter¬
ference of the United States is as much for
the Interest of that country as for Venez¬
uela, based, as it is, on the Monroe doc¬
trine's fundamental principle, "America for
the Americans." and that even if this re¬

public were willing to cede her territory to

England, the United States, In accordance
with the Monroe doctrine, would Interfere.
Others, and the majority, insist that re¬

sumption of relations with England would
mean the return to first principles, when
"le perfide Albion," before the States' in¬
terference, disdained to notice the weaker
nation's claims. To break with an ally
so strong and powerful as the United
States would be perfect folly and would
place Venezuela at England's mercy.
On the 23d inst. the President's message

was read to Congress. The Minister of the
Interior read the message, of which the
following are the most important points:
In resuming the Administration's work during

the past year, I regret being obliged to mention
the most unexpected and unjustified revolu¬
tionary movement which took place in the
early part of November last. In such a short
space of time did the Government's timely ac¬

tion upset the sinister work that the notice of
the revolt was immediately followed by the
good news of the complete re-establishment of
peace. t
After commenting on the folly of such

attempts, "based on misguided ambition,"
just as the country is settling into peace
and prosperity the President made the fol¬
lowing statement:
In these moments, when the country requires

of its sons unity of action, when the Govern¬
ment has no other aim, thought or care, than
the national honor, the mere disagreement of a

citizen should be a crime, and consequently all
future revolutionary attempts should be classed
as the greatest of crimes.treason against the
country.
This paragraph has called forth a great

deal of criticism. For. as its critics say,
though unity is absolutely necessary for
successful action, how can the mere dis¬
agreement become a crime?
This claim of the President Is contrary to

all constitutional guarantees. If a differ¬
ence of opinion constitutes a crime against

fault with the actions of the Government,
and what would become of the liberty of
the press? Who will fight against the
actual Government's candidate, and whose
liberty of person will the authorities re¬
spect, when without restraint they can de¬
clare as criminals and traitors those who
differ with them in politics?
With regard to military armaments and

defences the President said:
The militia enlistment count Is still un¬finished, but gives us already some 200.000 menBesides, the necessary amount of rifles, severalbatteries are needed, both for mountain andfield work, and some heavy guns for our forts,besides a number of torpedo boats for the de¬fences of our ports and navigable rivers.
The paragraphs referring to the presentAnglo-Venezuelan controversy were await¬

ed with interest, but the result is disap¬pointing. They are merely repetitions of
known facts, only enhanced in value bytfceir official character. They read as fol¬lows:

In speaking of our boundary dispute with
British Guiana, I must express my deepest grat¬itude * * 'after the act of noble justice exercised
by the Great Northern Republic, to settle a differ¬
ence whose dangerous effects are extending dayby day and constitute a grave menace to the
integrity of the American nations. ? * .

The efforts of the Government I represent to
place a peaceful solution on the ancient and
arduous boundary question with the Demerara
Colony are receiving to-day powerful aid by the
¦olicited interposition of a friendly State, whose
advice and acts cannot be construed by Her
Majesty's Government as being derived from
anything but a laudable desire to end a per¬
petual conflict contrary to the laws of Inter¬
national equilibrium. . » .

It would not be worthy of modern civiliza¬
tion that a republic, for lack of population or
other resources, should be denied the power to
discuss or settle its territorial titles, or to de¬
fend the same in the usual manner adopted by
all.
Crespo concluded his remarks on this sub¬

ject with the following sentence:
For such a high service (the interference of

the United States) we owe Washington's coun¬
try the homage of gratitude, which all Venezu¬
ela has expressed, and I ask of you a joint ex¬
pression of the national sentiment.
In regard to Crespo's request for an ex-

firesslon of the national feeling by Congress
n session a committee has been appointed,
which will shortly present a memorial for
that body's approval.
Crespo made the following remarks on

the Cuban question:
The island of Cuba has again risen to assert

its independence of Spain. Naturally this has
caused expressions of sympathy from inde¬
pendent America, creating in Venezuela popularmeetings of a peaceful character. Those inter¬
ested in the cause have sought to get some
recognition for it from this Government, whi'-h
the duties of strict neutrality have made im¬
possible.

RAINES ON HIS PET BILL.

Discusses Features of the Excise Measure
and Points Out Where Law-Abid¬

ing Saloonmen Wili Be Protected.

Albany, March 8..Senator Raines is very
decided in his opinion that the Raines
Liquor Tax bill iWill jsass the Senate and
Assembly and be sent to Governor Morton
for his signature in its present form, as it
was agreed upon in the Republican Senator¬
ial caucus.
Speaking of the provisions of the law the

Senator said: "Four grades of licenses are

provided for. First, the regular saloon and
hotel license; second, upon the business of
trafficking in liquors in quantities of less
than five gallons, not to be drunk on the
premises; third, for pharmacists, by whom
liquors can only be sold upon a physician's
prescription, and fourth, for transportation
companies.
"The tax under the first grade is $800 in

New York, $650 in Brooklyn, $500 in cities
of between 50,000 and 500,000 inhabitants,
$350 in a city or a village of between lit,000
and 50.000 Inhabitants. $30 in places of be¬
tween 5,000 and 10,000 inhabitants, $200 in
places of between 1,200 and 5,000 inhabit¬
ants, and $100 for all other places.
"The fee for the other grades in the vari¬

ous localities divided as above are:
"Second grade.First group, $500; second,

$400: third, $3.00: fourth, $200; fifth, $100;
sixth. $75; seventh. $50.
"Third grade.First group, $100; second,

$75; third, $50: fourth, $30; fifth, $20; sixth,
$15; seventh, $10.
"The fee of $200 is charged under the

fourth grade for each car, steamboat or ves¬
sel licensed.
"Next in importance In the bill comes the

feature providing for a direct vote in towns
by the local voters as to whether the sale of
liquors shall be authorized in such towns or
not. The question will be as to the exclu¬
sion or non-exclusion of sale In such towns.
No local option is provided for cities or
wards.
"The penalties for excise violation Involve,

among other things, the forfeiture of the
tax receipt, and, consequently, the right to
sell.
"For the first time in this State it Is pro¬

vided that a portion of the revenues derived
from the tax receipts shall be paid into the
State Treasury. The feature of the present
law whch requires saloons to be closed on
Sunday is retained in this bill, and the hour
which has hitherto been called the "magic
hour,' between 12 o'clock Sunday night and
1 o'clock Monday morning, is now a close
hour.
"The main features of the bill are the

abolition of Excise Boards, a State tax with
a division between localities and the State,
which tax, though not as high as some would
desire, means that those engaged in the
traffic, so long as they obey the law, need
have no fear of being disturbed by demands
from any source for blackmail."
Senator Raines denied that he was to be

appointed by the Governor under the bill as
the State Commissioner of Excise.

ORGANIZING FOR M'KINLEY.

Clubs Forming to Support Him in Western
New York.

Niagara Falls, N. Y., March 8..The Mc-
Kinley men seem to be on top at this end of
the State, with good prospects of remaining
there until after the caucuses have been
held. A Buffalo Republican paper recently
interviewed people from all over Western
New York and showed conclusively that Mc-
Kinley has the sentiment with him and that
the people were against the machine rule
and the Morton boom. McKinley clubs im¬
mediately began to spring up in all the cities
and towns and a perfect boom for the Ohio
statesman was the result. Last night
Niagara Falls fell In line and a McKinley
club with two hundred members was formed
here. There is also a club in Lockport with

Pitiful Efforts of a Wife anc

Mother to Secure a Pardon
for Their Loved One.

President Ignores the Recommenda¬
tion of United States Judge

and District Attorney.
ONE OF ANTHONY COMSTOCK'S CASES.

A Flatbush Man, Convicted of Violating
the Postal Laws, Serves a Term

Within a Few Blocks of
His Home.

For nearly two years two women.one a

mother whose hair is silvered, the other a

wife who Is bardlp more than a girl-
worked unceasingly In the hope of obtain¬
ing the pardon of a young man convicted of
offences against the postal laws of the
United States and confined In the Kings
County Penitentiary. They failed. Having
served out his sentence of three years, ex¬

cept the time allowed for good behavior,
William Scott. Jr., will be released on

April 1. The young wife and the aged
mother who have struggled so hard for him
are feverishly anxious for his release, as

his father is dying and may not live to see

the son, who was his Idol, and who brought
sorrow upon those who loved him.
William Scott. Sr., owns a little home at

the corner of East Eighth and Montgomery
streets, Flatbush, where he and his wife
have lived for twenty-two years. The son,
who was an agent for a billiard manufac¬
turer, married Lillian Stevenson, a pretty
little woman of eighteen years, in January,
1893. Eight months later, on September
22, the young husband was arrested,
charged with sending "French pictures"
through the mails. Anthony Comstock was

the complainant. The young man pleaded
guilty and was sentenced to three years at
hard labor by Justice Benedict. He was

confined in the Penitentiary within a

stone's throw of the house in which his
loved ones lived.
The blow to the wife, mother and father

was stunning. For a time they let the mat¬
ter rest and then the two women began the

struggle for the boy's pardon.
They were inexperienced, and when a

man who was said to have influence in

Washington was recommended to them as

a desirable agent they at once engaged him.

Of what little money they had they gave
freely. At first they were hopeful, but de¬

lays saddened them, and they finally be¬
came sick at heart.

They called at the United States District-
Attorney's oflfce in Brooklyn, and had an

interview with Assistant District-Attorney
Robert H. Boy. He, uppn the report of Mr.
Comstock, had just sent to Washington a

recommendation that the young man's par¬
don be refused.
"It was then virtually too late to do any¬

thing," said Mr. Roy yesterday, "but Mrs.
Scott was so persistent and her ladylike de¬
meanor so impressed me, that I took the
trouble to investigate and reopen the case.

I believed that the defendant had received
a rather severe sentence, as compared with

Our little home
has been broken up, and my heart is very
nearly broken also."

BEARD'S BOLD BURGLARS.
Police Declare That the Colored Janitor

Has Been Indulging in Some
Lurid Fiction.

Acting Captain Vredenburgh and Detec¬
tives Lang and McNaught, of the West
Sixty-eighth Street Police Station, spent
yesterday investigating a story which ap¬
peared in a morning newspaper of how the
colored janitor of All Angels' Church,
West End avenue and Eighty-first street,
had been attacked by burglars who were
in quest of a richly Jewelled cross. The
story told how the janitor, Peter Beard,
tired three shots at the burglars and kept
them at bay for hours, while they all the
tine were seeking his life.
As the result of the investigation Cap¬

tain Vredenburgh last night reported to
Chief Conlin that, in his opinion, the story
was a "fake."
"The storm door of the church is usually

left open," said Captain Vredenburgh.
"The brass knob to the inside door is gone.
It is likely that some one did try to get in
that way and stole the knob. The noise
that Beard claims to have heard was like¬
ly this. According to his statement made
to me, Beard says that he came up the
basement steps and that he was* chased
back. That he ran in and slammed the
door. That accounts for the glass in the
door being broken. The story says that
Beard drew his revolver and fired three
times through the broken glass. If he did
so, and the bullets went 'through the nar¬
row space, they would have struck the
stone wall of the court.
"There is not the slightest evidence, other

than his statement, that any shots were

Heads of the Force to Be Given Their
First Drill To-morrow.Mounted

Men Will Practise at the
Polo Grounds.

Captains, sergeants and roundsmen, in¬
cluding the acting roundsmen recently
named by the Police Board, will receive
orders to-day to report at the Twelfth
Regiment Armory at 10 o'clock to-morrow.
Their presence at the armory will inaugur¬
ate the first of the drills through which

Captain Anthony Allaire.
He is recognized authority on military tactics on the New York police force, and

Is the drill master of the men. The police will have a street parade June 1, and
the drilling of the men will begin to-mor row in the Twelfth Regiment Armory.
Captain Allaire will first drill the officers of the force and will then give instruc¬
tions to the patrolmen.

A BOMB SENT TO ARMOUR.

Post Office Authorities Got a Fright When
They Saw It.

Chicago, March 8..The employes of the

Hyde Park Postal Station, at Fifty-fifth
street and Klmbark avenue, were thrown
Into a great state of excitement last even¬

ing by the discovery of a supposed dyna¬
mite bomb that, from general appearance,
was capable of blowing up the entire es¬

tablishment.
The object of suspicion was concealed in

a small pasteboard box four inches long
and one and a half inches in height, and

was addressed to P. D. Armour.
The officials of the Hyde Park Postal Sta¬

tion have reason to believe that the sup¬

posed bomb was the work of a practical
joker as the contents of the box were

known all about by callers before it was

opened.

With a Squad of Policemen He Will Op¬
pose the Page Pension Bill.

GOOD DRILL ROOM SECURED.
A finer drill room than that of the

Twelfth Regiment would be hard to find.
It Is as large as the Seventh's, and the
armory itself is provided with all the
facilities for conducting the drill of the
policemen, the floor being spacious enough
to permit of the entire force being as¬

sembled at one time.
It is the present intention of Captain

Allaire to mass the men for battalion
drills after they have become proficient in
manoeuvring. This will not be done, how¬
ever, until each man has been thoroughly
drilled in companies. The battalion drills
will suffice to give the men an idea of how
they must march, and in public 3,500 men

will be in line on the day of the parade.
During the battalion drills Chief Conlin

and the Inspectors will also take part and
be assigned the positions they will occupy
In the parade. r

The mounted squad will be
drilled at the Polo Grounds.

TO BEGIN DRILL TO-MORROW.
All of the captains, sergeants and rounds¬

men who can be spared will receive their
first instructions to-morrow morning. Many
of these men are new in their present posi¬
tions, owing to the numerous advance¬
ments, and much raw material will con¬

front Captain Allaire.
The same condition will be found In the

ranks of patrolmen, as there are many new

men and the force is naturally rusty be¬
cause of the long time which has inter¬
vened since the last drills. Captain Allaire,
however, expects to have them fairly well
drilled by Monday, June 1, on which day
the parade will probably take place.
The day following Memorial Day this

year is Sunday, and as the police parade
has always been held the day after Me¬
morial Day, It Is doubtful If the Board of
Aldermen will permit the stands used on

Memorial Day to remain up until the fol¬
lowing Monday. Arrangements maybe made,
however, whereby the "finest" can parade
the day before Decoration Day, when the
stands will be completed and used by the
public.
All of the Commissioners excepting Com¬

missioner Parker are in favor of the parade,
but his sanction may be obtained this week.

HE MADE SURE OF DEATH.
Inventor Davicco First Took Laudanam and

Then Shot Himself at His
Desk.

Edward Davicco, an Italian, committed
suicide sometime between the hours of 6
o'clock Saturday night and noon yesterday
by shooting himself under the right ear
with a revolver while seated at his desk
on the third floor of the office building No.
1180 Broadway.
Davicco was about thirty-eight years of

Louis Talley, while on his way to his office
on the floor above Davlcco's glanced
through the open transom over the door and
saw Davicco seated in front of his desk
with his head thrown back as though
asleep \\ hen he came downstairs about an
hour later Davicco was in the same posi¬
tion He hurried downstairs and notified
the janitor's son, who, on receiving no re¬
sponse to repeated rappings, summoned a

policeman, who forced open the door, and
saw that Davicco was dead. On the floor
at his feet was the revolver and on the
open desk in front of him was a two-ounce
vial and a glass. The vial had contained
laudanum, and an examination of the bot¬
tle and glass showed that Davicco had un¬

doubtedly made sure of death by first drink¬
ing a mixture of laudanum and whiskey
and had then shot himself under the right
ear.
Whether Davicco had any relatives in the

city is not known and the people with
whom he boarded on West Twenty-flfth
street know nothing about him.

SHOT HIMSELF IN THE HEAD.

William Haack Died from His Self-inflicted
Wound.

William Haack. thirty-seven years old,
janitor of a row of flat houses at No. 1652
Second avenue, shot himself in the head
with suicidal intent with a .38-calibre re¬

volver, at 12:30 p. m. yesterday.
The bullet entered the head at the right

temple and came out on the left side.
Haack was taken to the Presbyterian

Hospital and died at 8 p. m.
Neighbors of the suicide say that Haack

lias been drinking heavily of late and was

threatened with discharge by his employer.
He had also quarrelled with his wife

because she reproached him for neglecting
her and the children. On Friday he went
away from his home and remained away
until a few minutes after 12 o'clock yes¬
terday morning, when he entered his home
and. going into a room, covered his head
with bedclothes, and then shot himself.
Mrs. Haack heard the muffled sound of the
shot and aroused the neighbors with her
screams. A policeman was called and
Haack was taken to the hospital in an am¬

bulance.

PAID THE BOYS SIX DOLLARS

The Magistrate Did Not Believe Doonlief's
Accusation.

Abraham Doonllef, a tobacconist, of No.
123 West Third street, was a complainant
in Jefferson Market Court yesterday against
Samuel Palmetter, Abraham Gotlerman and

Joseph Klein, three seventeen-year-old
boys, whom he charged with petit larceny.
The boys told Magistrate Crane that they

had worked for Doonllef on Friday and
Saturday, stripping a case of tobacco.
They were to have received $fi for the
work, but when they had finished Doonllef
accused them of stealing a box of cigars,
and had them arrested. Doonlief admitted
that he had no proof against the boys.
The Magistrate roundly scored him for
making the charge on a mere suspicion,
and ordered him to pay the boys the $6
before leaving court. The boys got their
money and went home.

The commit¬
tee was requested to telegraph funds aa
fast as realized, in order that they might
be forwarded to the Armenian sufferers as
quickly as possible.
In response $10,000 will be sent on to-day

through Brown Brothers & Co., of No.
59 Wall street, who ane authorized treasur¬
ers of the Armenian Belief Fund and of the
Bed Cross. The greatest obstacle to the
work of relief now is not -from the Turks,
but from lack of funds. The distribution,
which is all done through American resi¬
dents and British consuls, is going on in
fifteen centres, under the direction of the
United States Minister, the British Am¬
bassador and Clara Barton, who are in Con¬
stantinople. The committee asks that the
gifts be immediate aud generous.

toughs.
