Senator Hale's act and that of the Spanish

Minister gave the Senate a greach shock.

SENSITIVE OB* CRITICISM.
Senator Davis, of Minnesota, promptly ob¬

jected to the reading on the ground that It

was an infringement of Senatorial courtesy
on the part of the Spanish representative
to criticise the publio acts of Members of

Congress. A few minutes of heated and

even ill-tempered debate followed. Nothing
was said that was of the slightest public In¬

terest, but all the remarks went to show

how sensitive Senators of the United States

are of criticism, though they do not hesitate

at any time to inveigh against other people-
particularly the editors of newspapers. Only
a few moments before this point was raised

Senator Hale had seriously criticised the
course of the Journal In behalf of the strug¬
gling Cubans, and had' commended the

course of another newspaper that Is highly
antagonistic to the cause of liberty.
The truth Is that the recent enterprises

of modern journalism have played havoc
with diplomatic usages. Cabinet members,
Senators and Representatives are Inex¬

pressibly shocked to find that statesmen
like Canov&s del Castillo and Emilio Cas-
telar prefer to address the American public
through the columns of a great newspaper
than through the circumlocution office
known as the State Department, from
which nothing ever emanates that reaches
the public eye. Especially has the enter¬

prise of the Journal, with Its signed state¬
ments from the Queen Regent of Spain,
Senor Emilio Castelar, Hl3 Holiness the

Pope and many other potentates and

statesmen, been calculated to Inspire a

deadly fear that sooner or later the news¬

paper will supplant diplomacy and the offi¬
cials of the State Department will have to

get out of the business.
This incident added grave Importance to

Senator Hale's speech, which was other¬
wise wanting in Interest. His criticism of
Senator Sherman will be answered In due
time by that gentleman, because the Ohio
statesman Is always able to take care of
himself. It requires a larger man than
Senator Hale to beat him down. But the
sad result of Mr. Hale's speech is that It
will furnish an excuse for at least six or

sight more post-mortem essays, during
which time the Interests of the Cuban
patriots will languish. It is another evi-

# flence of the great power of publicity, be-
eause the Spanish Minister's protest
through the press is sure to cause at least
1 week's delay, during which the blood¬
thirsty Spaniards can desolate a thousand
Cuban homes and massacre five times that
number of defenceless old men, women and
children.

NOT READY FOR WAR.
"I am not," exclaimed Mr. Hale, "ready

tor war. I deprecate it. I do not believe
.hat the people of the United States de-
lire war. While there Is a good deal of
what is called 'war sentiment' pervading
the country and finding expression and
utterance in the newspapers and in the two
houses of Congress, the sober, common-
sense of the American people (depend upon
It) Is not for war. I do not think we are

prepared for war. I hope we are sufficient-
ly prepared for war to command peace, but
I do not think, Mr. President, that, In case
of actual conflict (war being declared with¬
in three months), the United States would
go Into It with any great advantage.
"I am not In favor of seeking opportuni¬

ties to inflame friendly powers, even under
an attempt to establish the belligerent con¬

dition of a people said to be struggling for
liberty. I am not In favor of Inciting war.

And I do not think the American people
Relieve In It. The struggle In the American
Revolution, and the emergence of the col-
rnles from that Revolution successfully
gave to this country eighty years of peace,
accompanied by a prosperity which was the
exemplar and wonder of the worlcl. At the
end of that time there fell upon the United
States a conflict so vast, so appalling, that
the skeptics who doubted whether the Gov¬
ernment could maintain Itself almost over¬
came In numbers those who believed that

the United States could maintain the In¬

tegrity of the Republic. But out of four

years of destructive ana devastating war

the Republic at last emerged. And that
most mighty and superhuman effort, Mr.

President, entitles the United States to an¬

other eighty years of profound peace.
ALARMED BY THE WAR SPIRIT.

"I for one have been disturbed and made

anxious by the growth of what I may call

the aggressive spirit as shown within the

last year not only here but elsewhere, a

desire to Invite trouble, a desire to make

difficulties with foreign powers.to build

up the Implements and machinery of wafc

rather than of peace. It Is unsound 1n Its

foundation. It Is a danger blast. When
militarism takes possession of the mind and

imagination of a great, powerful, chival¬

rous people, there Is but one result. It

absorbs all other things. The arts of peace
become neglected. And some day or other
a people that is dominated by militarism is

open to the strong hand of some military
chieftain."
The policy of the insurgents was, he said,

not war. It was incendiarism, outrage,
barbarism, savagery. He would give no

vote to aid men in such murderous business
as this. The question how long should this
sort of thing be permitted to continue be¬
fore the United States Interfered was, Mr.
Hale said, the very question that was asked
over and over again during our rebellion.
We were always confronted with the dan¬

ger that foreign governments would Inter¬

vene and recognize the Independence of the

South If we did not suppress the rebellion
ourselves. Whenever the Union troops met

with a defeat that question was asked us.

Mr. Hale's speech was listened to by a

numerous Senate and by great crowds in

the galleries (the diplomatic gallery being
also well filled with Ministers and attaches).
As soon as he concluded, and as it be¬

came apparent that the Cuba question was

to be laid aside for the day, the crowds

dispersed.
Mr. Sherman, who is In charge of the con¬

ference report, Inquired as to the dispo¬
sition to be made of it. Mr. Mitchell, who

is in charge of the Delaware election case,
Insisted upon that as the unfinished busi¬

ness, and a3 presenting a question of the

highest privilege.the right of a State to
be represented in the Senate.

him to the ground. The crowd was afraid
to go near the man, and, reloading, La-

pointe resumed firing, shooting right and
left promiscuously.
For fully twenty minutes he owned the

town. People rushed into stores and
houses, calling for weapons, and presently
a fusllade was opened upon Lapolnte, who
continued shooting. His next victims were

S. Slagg, a butcher, and Thomas Devereux,
a member of the paid fire brigade.
Lapolnte then ran across the street to a

grocery stroe kept by Mrs. Murphy, but this
did not suit him, aDd he .walked Into the
street again. A young man who saw that
the constable was Injured took the police¬
man's revolver and, repairing to an upper
story, fired at Lapointe, bringing him to his
knees.
Wounded a second time, Lapointe showed

wahderful vitality. He quickly raised him¬
self, and .turning around, fired through a

store window, smashing it to atoms, at the
crowd In the place. He then fell on the
roadway, and was taken to the police sta¬
tion and placed in one of the eels.
The excitement was Intense, and the

crowd was almost paralyzed by the terrl-
tle tragedy. Had anyone taken the Initia¬
tive the murderer would have been lynched
on the spot.
Lapointe is about forty years of age, and

resides about eight miles from the town.
He is an expert shot, and spends most of
his time hunting. He has been In trouble
many times before, and has the reputation
of being a generally worthless fellow. A
few months ago he came into town with a

gun and threatened to shoot his brother
Ely. He was arrested and served two
months in Jail.

His Resolution Places Pacific
Railroads Under Gov¬
ernment Control.

TERMS OF THE PROPOSED BILL.

The Supreme Court of the District of
Columbia to Have Jurisdiction of

Government Liens on These
Bonded Roads.

Under the resolution introduced
by Senator Morgan (which resolu¬
tion is given below) the Committee
on Pacific Railroads is ordered to
report a bill Tritli the following
provisions:
The Snpreme Court of the District

of Columbia to have jurisdiction in
cases involving Government lieu-
son these bonded railroads.
To provide for the refunding of

th.e debt of the roads at 3 per cent
for thirty years, with Government
option to settle at the expiration of
ten years.
The roads to be turned over to a

board of Government directors.
The present directors to be ejected

and to suffer fine and imprisonment
on failure to transfer to the Gov¬
ernment directors all deeds, x»apers
anil contracts.
Tlie Government directors to linve

full authority to operate the roads.
The stock: to be reduced to the ac-

tual vulues of property.
Vnd a declaration made that the

Government will run the roads
until the debt is lifted.

Washington, D. C.. March 9.-The Senate

to-day was the scene of a quiet little move
to balk the expected action of the Com-
mittee oft Pacific Railroads. It has long
been evident that any bill reported by -the
majority of that committee will be such as
Mr. Huntington and his associates can sup-
port without loss of the self respect that
comes of consistent cupidity. To-day an at-
tempt was made to take the matter out
of their hands, in so far as leaving them
any discretion Is concerned. To this end
[Senator Morgan introduced a resolution, the
result of his examination of the various
witnesses before the Senate Pacific Kail-
roads Committee, embodying his views as
to the settlement of this question. It pro¬
vides that the Committee on Pacific Kail-
roads report back to the Senate, with such
amendments as they see proper, a bill pre¬
viously Introduced by Senator Morgan on
the same subject.
The committee Is further Instructed to

report in connection with this bill an
original bill, or amendment to this, which
will embody substantially the following
provisions:
A provision for refunding the outstanding

bonds held by bona fide owners who are not
Indebted to the United States on legal or
equitable demands that have been here-
tofore issued by the United States to the
Union Pacific or any of its various lines,
or to the Central Pacific or branch roads.
And also for refunding the first mortgage
bonds held and owned in like manner that
are first liens upon the railroads or
branches thereof, or r.ny other property
of the roads.
Another provision provides that said bonds

shall be refunded nl bonds to the United
States to mature after thirty years, at the
option of the Government, and subject at
any time after ten years to be called in and
paid by the United States, with interest not
to exceed 3 per cent ped annum. The bonds
so refunded are to be taken and held in the
Treasury, and be registered as the same
are substituted by bonds issued under this
act, said bonds to be excanged dollar for
dollar. The bonds so taken up to remain
secured by and attended with all liens and
privileges by which their payment and the
Interest thereon are now secured. A sink¬
ing fund shall be provided for the payment
of the principal of the bonds, at the rate of
6 per cent, payable quarterly. This sinking
fund shall be derived from the income of
the two companies over and above the ac¬
tual expense of operating, repairs and sal¬
aries of officers and the Interest paid to the
Government. If the Interest on the bonds
issued under this act is not paid out of the
Income of the railroads as it falls due, and
a deficit remains, it shall be paid out of the
Treasury of the United States.
To Take Possession of the Roads.
The treasurer of each of these companies

Is required to file a sworn statement
quarterly at the Treasury Department of
the money In his custody. He Is also to
provide further for directing, in accordance
with the act creating the Pacific Railroads,
for taking possession of the whole line of
road and telegraph, with rolling stock, fix¬
tures and property of every kind belong¬
ing to and being part of the road and the
equipments of every sort, that were built
under the provisions of the act of Congress,
Including lands granted to either company
that have not been conveyed to bona fide
purchasers for the use and benefit of the
United States, and until Congress shall
otherwise direct, the said property of every
kind and description shall be held and con¬
trolled as property of the United States
to be administered in conformity with the
several uses for which isald railroads were
Instituted, the President to create for said
railroad companies a Board of Directors to
control and manage both companies, who
shall supersede the existing boards of di¬
rectors and substitute In place of such
directors In full direction and control there¬
of and in the exercise of all the power*,
heretofore conferred upon the directors.
This Board shall consist of nine citizens

of the United States, to be appointed by
the President, by and with the advice and
consent of the Senate. They shall be
competent business men, four of whom
shall reside in States lying east of the
Mississippi River, and four in States west
of the Mississippi. The President of the
United States Is to designate and commis¬
sion one of the said appointees as presi¬
dent of the said Board of Directors, and he
may be appointed from or reside In any
part of the United States.

Duties of the Hoard.

The members of such Board shall hold
office for four years, subject to removal at
any time by the President of the United

States, and no person shall be qualified ^ ho
is now an officer, director, employe or

stockholder in either of the said railroad
companies or member of Congress, officei
of the United States Government, or an

officer, employe, or stockholder in any other
railroad company or transportation com¬

pany by land or water, or in any telegiaph
or telephone company, or in any telegraph
cable company. The President, by and
with the advice and consent of the Senate,
shall appoint a general treasurer for each
of these companies and business men, one

of whom shall have his office and reside at
San Francisco, and the other at Omaha.
They shall give suitable bonds to the Sec¬
retary of the Treasury aud be under the di¬
rection of the Board of Directors, provided,
however, that as to any money that either
of said general treasurers shall be liable to
account for or pay to the Lnited States
under this act, they shall discharge their
duties under such rules and regulations as

the Secretary of the Treasury may pre¬
scribe.
The general direction and control of both

said railroad companies and all property
hereof is confided to a Board of Directors
instituted in this act. who will manage the
same as one through line of transportation,
including all branch roads belonging to
either company between the Eastern anu
Western termini of the roads, and foi
this purpose shall have power, subject to
law, to fix and regulate rates ot freight
and passage over any part of such lines o
railroad and to apportion the Income as
between said companies according to jus¬
tice, when such income is der ved from
freights or passengers transported from one
of said railroads over any part of the line

°TheCbranch lines that belong to either of
the said railroad companies, or in &
either of them holds the majority of the
stock thereof and has the right of control
at the date of this act, are to be subject to
the authority of the Board of Duectois
constituted by this act.

After the Land Grunt.
The lands granted to each of the said

railroad companies and remaining unsold,
and all lands acquired by either of said
companies aud held by them under legal
title or any equitable right, shall be set
apart and the proceeds thereof, when sold
or leased, shall constitute a fund to be ap¬
plied to the betterment of the railroads or

to the building of such other lines or
branches as Congress tshall authorize to be
constructed to intersect tlie main lines 01
the s; id railroads. -No dividends shall be paid to the holdeis
or owners of any stock in either of said
companies until such stockholder shall reg¬
ister such stock in books kept for the pui-
pose, and shall sign an agreement to be set
forth in such book that the excess of such
stock above the percentage that it t>eais
to the value of all the property belonging
to such company, and to the whole sum ot
stock issued by such company, is surren-
dered.
The entire property, less the unsecured

indebtedness, of each of the said railroad
companies shall be valued by the Boaid of
Directors bv December 1, 18SX5. and shall be
compared with the amount of stock issued
and outstanding by said companies, respec¬
tively, and the whole amount of stock in
each of said railroad companies shall be re¬
duced to correspond to the whole value oi
its property of every kind and condition,
so ascertained and determined. A\ hen cer¬
tificates of stock heretofore issued are sur¬
rendered new stock shall be issued for the
amount to which the holder is entitled un¬
der this act. and no other stock shall be
recognized as being valid for any other
purpose.

Suspending: Present Officers.
The office of president, vice-president and

treasurer, as they now exist in each of
said companies, are suspended as to the
present incumbents and as to all their
functions, and the president of the board
of directors and the general treasurers, as

provided In this act. shall exercise re¬
s',tectivelv such duties as belong by law, or
bv the bv-laws of said companies, to suchpresidents, vice-presidents or treasurers
and the board of directors are empowered
to alter said bv-laws. All otaer employes
of cach of said "companies appointed by
authority of said corporations respectively
are continued In office and employment
until they are removed by authority de¬
rived from this act, and tile president of
the board of directors is empowered to re-

g(An books,papers, documents and letters
belonging to the business or direction of
each of said railroad companies, and all
contracts or deeds relating thereto, and a
money rights, credits, notes, drafts, ex¬
change or other assets of either of said
railroad companies, in the custody, or un¬
der control, of any person holding posses¬
sion thereof, as a bailee of either of said
companies or in any judiciary capacity
shall be turned-over to the president of the
Board of Directors, or to the general treas¬
urers of the company to which the same
belong. Any person who shall wilfully re¬
fuse to so deliver such property on demand
shall be guilty of a misdemeanor, and oil
conviction thereof in any court of the
United States having jurisdiction of like
offences shall be fined in a sum of not less
than $300, and shall be imprisoned for not
less than thirty days for each offence.

After the Documents.
And If any such person who has In his

or her keeping, as the agent or officer of
said companies, any book, record, paper,
letter or document filed or kept as belong-
in0- to said company, shall wilfully and
corruptly alter, deface or destroy the same,
he shall suffer such punishment as is pro¬
vided bv law for those who commit a sim¬
ilar offence with documents belonging to
the Treasury Department. .

The Board of Directors appointed under
this act shall heve all the powers con¬
ferred upon the directors of either of said
companies under any laws or acts of Con-
dress that now apply to either of said com¬
panies or shall hereafter apply to them, but
thev shall preserve the corporate rights
aud property of each of said companies
and the income and all expenditures for
account of each company distinct from the
other They shall have separate head¬quarters and separate books of accountingand separate report shall be made for each
company.

To Enjoin Dividends.
No stockholder in either of said railroad

companies shall receiVe any dividend on

his stock until the debts of such company
the payment of which is not provided for in
this act shall have been paid, nor shall such
stockholder receive any dividend on his
stock In cither of said companies until the
interest is paid which falls due as provided
in this act upon all bonds for which the
United States, or the compauy thas issued
the stock, is liable, and until the sinking
fund is fully paid for the fiscal year in oi
for which such dividend is declared.

Under Government Control.
The Government of the T nlted States

hereby declares that it Is seized and pos¬
sessed in Its own right of all the property
to which this act relates, the control and
administration of which Is provided for in
this act, and the laws which aie herein
amended. That it holds said property as a
means ahd instrumentality of national gov¬
ernment and of interstate and interna¬
tional' commeicc; that It is necessary in
the present condition of said pioperty and
tor the extension of the original purpose

the grants of property, ciedits and
nowers to the Union Pacific Railroad < ¦om-
panv and the Central Pacific Railroad ( om-
nanv that the said companies should be
hereafter consolidated and conducted as a
through line from the terminus of the
Union Pacific to the Pacific Ocean, or in
such manner as Congress hereafter pro¬
vides" that it is necessary for the accom¬
plishment of these purposes of gov¬
ernment and the welfare of the
people that the authority of the.
United States over said through line of
railroad shall be maintained as It has here-
tofore existed and enlarged and confirmed
by this amendatory act That the Govern¬
ment will preserve, as far as Is consistent
with jus;i; c and the general welfare, this
property tor the payment of all lawful de¬
mands of the creditors of either of said
railroad companies, and when the same Is
free from debt wH admit the owners of
stock in each company to share therein
according to the first value of said property
and in proportion to the stock held by sucu
shareholders, after the same has been ad¬
justed in the manner provided in this act.
And when these said companies are con¬
solidated. equal justice shall be done, as
far as may be. all shareholders in each of
them.

DID MRS. GOLDEN
MUSE HIS DEATH ?

Little Charles Schukstulsky Died
Three Weeks After She

Struck Him.

He Was Knocked Down a Flight of
Steps by a Blow from a

Broomstick.

CEREBRAL MENINGITIS SET IN.

Together with His Brothers He Annoyed
Mrs. Golden by Kicking Her Apart¬

ment Door and Making a

Noise in the Hall.

Mrs. Catherine Golden, of No. 148 Forsyth
street, was arrested yesterday and held for
examination In Essex Market Court on the
charge of having caused the death of
Charles Schukstulsky, six years old, who
lived in the same house with her. The
warrant for her arrest was issued by Mag¬
istrate Deuel on testimony given by the
dead boy's parents, some of the neighbors
and Dr. Mulberg, of No. 31 Delanccy street,
who attended the boy.
Mrs. Goldin is thirty yea»s old and lives

with her husband, George Golden, a cutter,
in the front apartment, on the third floor
of the house. They have no children. On
the same floor, in the rear, lives Abraham
Schukstulsky, his wife and four children,
three of whom were boys. The women of
the two families have never got along well
together on account of the noise the Schuk¬
stulsky boys made In the hallways and
about the house. About four weeks ago,
according to Mrs. Heruion, the housekeeper,
Mrs. Golden tried to drive the boys out of
the house and a quarrel followed, in which
Mrs. Schukstulsky struck Mrs. Golden.
Mrs. Schukstulsky was arrested, but the
complaint was either dismissed or with¬
drawn.

STRUCK THE BOY WITH A BROOM.
A week later the three Schukstulsky

boys, of whom Charles was the youngest,
were playing in the hallway, when, it is
alleged, Mrs. Golden came out into the
hall with a broom in her hand. She struck
at the beys right and left, but the older
ones managed to escape with only light
blows on their shoulders or arms. Charles
was not as quick as the others in getting
out of the way, and received a blow over

the head from the small end of the broom
handle.
Mrs. Schukstulsky, who says she saw

Mrs. Golden strike her boy, also says that
the boy was near the head of the stairs
and that the blow knocked him down, caus¬

ing him to fall to the next lauding. After
being picked up and carried to his room
the boy was found to have a big lump on

the back of his head. The lump disap¬
peared in a few days, but the boy soon

began to complain of headaches.
riis suffering Increased, until ten days

ago Dr. Mulberg was called. He diagnosed
the case as cerebral meningitis, and told
the family that the boy was likely to die
from it. He said that the meningitis had
undoubtedly been caused by a blow on the
head, but whether it was from a fall or

not he could not tell. A week ago Dr.
Mulberg told the SchukstulsL* i that their
boy would die, and he also told Mrs.
Golden of the seriousness of the boy's in¬
juries.

BOYS WORRIED MRS. GOLDEN*. '

Mrs. Golden seemed much distressed, and
declared that she had no other intention
than to drive the boys away from her
door. She said they had persistently an¬

noyed her by kicking on the door and run¬

ning away'when she came to open it. She
did not believe the injury to the boy's head
had been caused by a blow from the broom¬
stick.
Young Schukstulsky died Saturday night,

and on Sunday Magistrate Deuel issued the
warrant for Mrs. Golden's -arrest. The
warrant was not served until late yesterday
afternoon, and the examination was post¬
poned until to-day. Mrs. Golden was com¬

mitted to Essex Market prison, as the- case

was not a bailable one.
Mrs. Golden is spoken of in the highest

GLEASON AFTER THE ENEMY.

As a Grand Juror He Begins Investigating
the Old Excise Board.

Mayor Gleason is a member of the Grand
Jury of Queens County, which began its
March session yesterday at the Court
House, Long Island City. He announced
sometime ago tliat he intended making It
hot for some of the members of the late
administration.
Some twenty saloon keepers were sum¬

moned to appear before the Grand Jury
yesterday, all of whom claimed to have paid
for licenses which they never received from
the late Excise Commissioners. Mayor
Gleason claimed that there Is a discrepaucy
of $1,000 between the amount certified by
the clerk of the Board of Excise to the
County Clerk as having been received for
licenses and the amount received by City
Treasurer Knapp from the treasurer of the
Board, ex-Conimissioner Joseph Cassidy,
expressed his determination to have the
lateer indicted.
Ex-Commissioner Cassidy said he did not

fear any investigation by Mayor Gleason or
the Grand Jury, as he turned over every
cent he received as treasurer of the Board
of Excise to tho City Treasurer, and that
any apparent discrepancies in the clerk's
report and books were purely due to cleri¬
cal errors. The fact that certain saloon
keepers did not get their licenses, although
having paid the fee, was probably due to
their failure to call and obtain them from
the clerk of the Board.
Joseph Rourke, clerk of the Board, said

that he gave receipts to all applicants for
licenses who paid their fee, and that a num¬
ber of licenses which had been made out
before January 1 had not been called for
bv their owners up to the time he turned
over his books to his successor.

Journal, and his animadversion upon the
cruelties of the Captain-General-and the
Minister said he had been tempted to con¬

template a diversion, to consist In the re¬

production of orders of General Sherman
concerning the burning of Atlanta, and of
his letters defending the humanity of mak¬
ing war so terrible as to put a stop to it,
and to start these papers from Havana,
for the benefit of the American press, at¬
tributing them to the pen of General Wey-
ler. Would they not have caused a com¬

motion?
BUTLER'S TACTICS IN NEW OIILEAXS.
Suppose the orders of General Butler, is¬

sued at New Orleans, had also been
searched for instances of severity.even
toward women? The Spanish Minister
smiled decidedly as he passed these possi¬
bilities through his mind and clothed them
in decorous language. Then, of course, he
had too much that was very seri¬
ous to deal with to venture upon
the organization of a practical joke. He
had merely considered the humorous phases
of such an object lesson amusement,
and I trust he will have forgiveness for
not omitting this applicable decoration
from his valued conversation.

I must give His Excellency credit for
another flashing suggestion, which was

apropos of the advocacy of the annexation
of Cuba, as one of the States, to the
United States. He did not think the
greater difficulty In governing the island
under that system, if such experiment
ever was to be made, would be found in
the Inhabitants at present in the cities and
on the soil.
"The tropical Yankee would be the

trouble!" The Spanish Minister should
have credit for that phraseology. He add¬
ed that the tropical Spaniard was one
whose original qualities were exaggerated,
and the "tropical Yankee," as he would be
developed in the West Indies if planted
there as a ruling class, would not be the
most agreeable persoD, even to his own
countrymen. The "tropical Yankee" would
be artificial and should not be cultivated.
As to the misgovernment of Cuba there

were abuses, especially among the lower
grades of civil officers. It had been noticed
.had it not?.even in the United States,
that great cities fell Into the grasp of
Tammany societies and the like, and that
even States had been badly served, the
people wronged, public resources misap¬
plied and the scandals noticed by the
press.

SPANISH CLEVERNESS SHOWN.
As the Spanish Minister talked, I was

Impressed by a remark which a very dis¬
tinguished public man in Washington men¬
tioned incidentally, that the Spanish mon¬

archy is served in this country with dcided
cleverness. Several times in Havana I had
the hard task of attempting to explain to
Cubans, who were almost breathless with
anxiety, what the United States would do
about Cuban affairs, what was meant by
what was said by Senators Cameron and
Call, and above all by "the great speeches
of Senator Morgan, of Alabama." Whether
Senator Morgan did or did not speak the
views of the Administration; whether his
words were in substance and effect the
words of the President; above all, could or
would something be done right away?"
The most acute feeling was about the

effect under our form of government of a
"concurrent resolution" by Congress.
Would the resolution be the same thing
as a law? Therefore, would the President
have to veto the resolution or would the
Constitution compel him to obey It If he
did not?"

HEADLONG FROM A SCAFFOLD.

A Workman Missed His Footing and Fell
Thirty-five Feet to His Death.

Thomus GUI, thirty-two years old, was in¬
stantly killed yesterday by falling from a

scaffold, put up in the rear of August Mall's
silk ribbon factory, at No. 235 Lynch street,
Williamsburg.
