Jacksonville, Fla., March 9. A light but

extremely gentr -1 crowd of spectators
viewed the first finish game of ball to-day
between the regulars and second teams of

the New York Baseball Club, In which the

leading men defeated their understudies by
a score of 13 to 7. Both sides were willing
to rest at the end of the eighth inning,
though the pastime was replete with

stirring episode from the outset.

Skipper Gleason set a pace that aston¬
ished the youngsters and Increased the -con¬

fidence manifest by his employer at all
times. The figures following the name of
Gleason in the table of contents at the bot¬
tom of this article should be held up as a

shining beacon for aspiring colts.

There were no outbursts of applause dur¬

ing the contest, for the reason that the
local patrons have not yet selected a favor¬
ite. When the colts won that fragment of
a game on Saturday they were looked upon
as the coming men, but the situation has

changed somewhat since then. The older
hands are in better form, however, and less
addicted to shooting pains brought on by
rushing headlong -Into condition.

Harry Cornish Intends That "Cherry Dia¬
mond" Athletes Shall Have

Every Facility.
Athletics in this city are to receive a

big boom this Summer if the plans of Har¬
ry Cornish, who has succeeded C. Henry
Genslinger as manager of the New Man¬
hattan Athletic Club, are carried out.
Mr. Cornish, in speaking of the club's

plans yesterday, said:
'"The directors have decided to run the

club for the benefit of its members, and
not for the general public. The boxing
shows which have been held in the gym¬
nasium once a month will be continued,
as the mapority of the members are in
favor of them. But for the future tickets
will be sold to members only, though they
will have the privilege of introducing
their friends under certain conditions.
"It is the intention to make the club

an athletic, as well as a social club. We
will make a big bid for the prizes in some
of the amateur athletic events to be held
in this vicinity this Summer, and with the
present track athletes and several more
who are expected to join the club, I think
we will make an excellent showing. The
club has not made overtures to any ath¬
letes, nor will it. We have in the club
already, a number of promising men who
joined of their own will. R. A. Moore, of
the Barnard School, who holds the inter-
scholastic championships at 300 and 220
yards; E. W. Bedford, also of Barnard,
the interscholastic one-mile champion; Al¬
bert E. Beers, of the La Salle School, the
interscholastic champion hurdler; S. A.
Syme, of Princeton, broad jumper and
hurdler; J. L. Hurlbut, the Berkeley pole
vaulter, and Alex Meffert, the ex-champion
amateur swimmer, are some of the men
who will carry the cherry diamond this
Summer. All of these men have been elect¬
ed members, and applications have been
received from a dozen other clever ath¬
letes for membership in the club."
A meeting of the directors will be held

this week to appoint a committee for the
purpose of looking for sites for the build¬
ing of a country home and grounds for the
club. This committee will look around
this Summer for sites, and when It sends
in its report action will be immediately
taken for the erection of a clubhouse and
an atheletic field.
In the meantime Manhattan Field,

Berkeley Oval or Columbia Oval may be
rented.
"It is also the intention to repair the

boathouse on the Harlem River and to buy
several new boats for the use of the mem¬
bers. The club will not take any active
interest in rowing this Summer, but next
year we hope to have several good crews
on the water. We are not going to plunge
into everything right away, but will go
along at an easy gait, and we hope to get
to the front in a short while."

TWO KNOCKOUTS IN HARLEM.

Lively Boxing Characterized the Opening

The first special bout was of six rounds

at 117 pounds between Benny Leon, of the
Nonpareil A. C., and Danny Baugh, of Har¬
lem. Little work was done in the first
round, but both got to work in the second
and landed hard blows on each other. The
third round was full of fast work. Leon
sent, a hot one on the chin that made the
Harlem lad groggy just as the bell sound¬
ed. Baugh came strong in the fourth and
landed a left on Leon's eye that cut a big
gash over it. Leon came back and landed
right and left, sending Baugh to the ropes.
Leon drew the blood from Baugh in the
ruth. Both were fu in the final, though
Leon was the stronger and landed oftener.
¦The referee decided the contest a draw.
The second boot was between Darby Mc¬

Gowan, of the Nonpareil Athletic Club, and
Alike Streeben, of the Pastime Athletic
Club, at 120 pounds, six to eight rounds.
This was a hurricane fight from the start.
McGowan knocked Steeben down in the
second round with a left swing. Streeben
had all the best of the third, fourth and
fifth rounds. McGowan forced the work
in the gixth, and had Streeben all but
finished. In the seventh round McGowan
forced Streeben all around the ring, landing
hard body punches and after one minute
and fifty seconds sent his right on the jaw,
knocking Streeben down and out.
The final bout was between Billy Gibbons, of

this city, and Dick Behrens, of the NonparPil
fL',_P' Gibbons was the aggressor from the
third round, and after some hard fighting nut
Behrens to sleep in the seventh.

"FITZ" MAY BE THE REFEREE.
He Will Be Asked to Officiate at the La-

vigne-McAuliffe Bout.
There was a lively scene between Dick

Roche, the well-known bookmaker, and1
Sam Pitzpatrick when they met at the St.
James Hotel last night to select a referee
for the Jack MeAuliffe-George Lavigne con¬
test, which will be decided at Madison
Square Garden to-morrow night. Dick
Itoche, usually calm and unruffled under
the most trying circumstances, lost his self-
control when Pitzpatrick proposed aban¬
doning the service of a referee altogether
and favored the idea of leaving the public
to judge for itself between the two men.
Mr. Roche stated that it is looked upon

by the sporting fraternity as a real cham¬
pionship contest, so far so that the result
will enable defllhite liqes to be drawn be-'
tween the comparative merits of the two
men, and the question had now narrowed
down to the point of "no referee, no con¬
test."
He then submitted the names of Mike

Donovan, of the New York A. C.; A1
Smith, of this city, and Jimmy Colville, of
Boston, adding that these were three of
tb** best judges of boxing in this country,
and that any one of them would be accept¬
able to McAuliffe.
Pitzpatrick finally agreed to have a ref¬

eree, but refused to accept any of the
names submitted by Roche, and proposed
Ed Roth, Tim Hurst and Sam Austin.
Roche would not agree to any of these
three, but on the suggestion of Bob Fitz-
slmmons's name, jumped eagerly at it, as
also did Fitzpatrick. They both agreed to
see the champion and endeavor to prevail
upon him to accept the position of referee.

SARATOGA'S ADVANTAGES,
The Lake Course for College

Oarsmen Considered by
Ex-Stroke Ostrom.

Possible for Thirteen Crews to Row
Abreast with No Chance

of Fouling.
WHY SPRINGFIELD WAS ABANDONED.

River Current Gives Advantages to Boats
Drawing the Westerly Position, and

Curve of the Stream Mis¬
leads Judges.

The Famous Cornell Stroke of '75, '76 and '77.
Concerning the coming race between Cor¬

nell. Columbia, Harvard and Pennsylvania,
I have noticed frequent misstatements (from
college men who are not Interested in the
event except to discredit it), tending to show
that the race is impracticable, because so

many crews cannot row on a course without
fouling.
To disprove this it is only necessary to

refer to the College Regatta at Saratoga in
1875 and 1876, when all the colleges of any
standing whatever on the water rowed
abreast in one- heat, side by side. The
course was divided into lanes 100 feet wide
by a line of flags one-eighth of a mile from
start to finish down the three-mile course.
The rules of the association were that a

crew should be immediately disqualified as
soon as it left its own lane. Although each
boat was steered by the bow oarsman
with his foot, not one of *ali the 'Varsity or
freshman crews ever failed to keep in its
lane. With coxswains, as present races are

rowed, it would be still easier to keep in
line.
Since T rowed in the last four races of,

the old College Rowing Association I have
a tolerably clear idea of the varied condi-
tions under which the races were rowed.
At Springfield, in '73, eleven colleges

rowed on the Connecticut River. Owing
to a sharp bend, just above the starting
point, the current is diverted to the west,)
shore, and a sand bar is thrown up on the
east shore. The rj,ver was just wide
enough to allow the eleven boats to start
abreast; but the crews on the west side
bad the current, and those on the east

seems to me that Saratoga Lake Is the
most suitable place for the coming race for
at least two reasons: It has the best hotel
accommodation in the country for the visi
IunSJnn the course is a shallow lake that
can eabily be buoyed into lanes. Being a lake
course, furthermore, every crew- has an

equal chance, as there is no current. Now
a river course cannot be found where the
current will not give advantages to the
crew drawing it, and it would be impracti¬
cable to buoy It owing to the current drag¬
ging anchors more or less
The Hudson has a tide that would pre¬

vent buoying it properly, and it is much
too deep for that purpose. Resides the fast
steamers and tugs throw dangerous wash
for light shells. On Saratoga Lake there is no
navigation except for small pleasure boats
and these are always kept in the rear. The
only objection to Saratoga Lake seems to
be that it is scarcely long enough for a
four-mile course; but I am not positive that
a four-mile course could not be laid out
there. I am Inclined to believe that by
going to the extreme upper end and row¬
ing into the neck four miles could be
covered.

I do not think that this drawback should
bar the course, for it would seem to me
better to row a three-mile race. It would
be as fair for one as for the other. Of
course, the undergraduates should select
the course, according to prevailing senti¬
ment, for without sentiment It would not
be a college race. There seems no good
reason, however, why an old college chap
should not offer a suggestion or two.

CORINTHIAN SKIPPERS DEFINED.

Many Opportunities Afforded for the
Special Classes, and the New

Half-Raters to Test
Their Merits.

The special meeting of the Yacht Racing
Union of Long Island Sound was held last
night in Parlor P of the Fifth Avenue
Hotel. The principal business of the ses¬
sion was the presentation of the report of
the council relative to the allotment of
racing dates for the various clubs, which
were unanimously adopted, as was also the
rearrangement of classes for both schoon¬
ers and single masted vessels and yawls.
Oliver E. Cromwell presided, Frank Bowne
Jones acting as secretary.
The date (June 27) allotted to the New

Rochelle Yacht Club conflicted with that of
the Seawanhaka Club, and was referred
back to the council. The council was in¬
structed to prepare a uniform entry blank
for all clubs, and a resolution instructing
the regatta committees to provide addi¬
tional starting signals for other divisions
of racing yachts was unanimously carried.
The Council submitted their new set of

racing, rules for the consideration of the
delegates, and expressed the hope that all
clubs represented would adopt the new
rules iu full, or so amend their existing
rules that they would conform in the main
to the union rules.
The rules as submitted contain little orig¬

inal matter, the phraseology of the laws
governing the larger clubs being used as
far as possible, it being deemed unwise to
introduce any radical change in the exist¬
ing regulations.
The following definition of a cabin yacht

was adopted:
A vessel to be considered a cabin yacht must

have a substantial cabin, with accommodations,
forming a part of the permanent structure of the
yacht.
In an effort to eliminate a hope of gain

among the metnbers in the races to be held
this Summer the following rule was adopt¬
ed:
Ko person who follows the seas as a means of

livelihood, or who is by occupation a shipwright,
sailmaker or rigger, or who has accepted a re¬
muneration for services iu handling or servingon a yacht, or who is a professional in any other
sport shall be considered a Corinthian yachts¬man.
The Committee on ltules advised that all

clubs send to the Racing Committee be¬
fore May 1 a list of all yachts, with full
particulars as to length, rigging and owner¬
ship, in order that the Racing Committee
may allot to them their letters and num¬
bers, by which they shall be designated in
all races. The letter shall stand for the
class and the number for the boat.
