
Where to Go to Find the Lair of the Speckled Beauty.Jack McAuliffe and "Kid"
Lavigne Cornpeta^-Passing the Ball at Jacksonville.

IMLIFFE'S TITLE
NQT ILL ASSURED.

Lavigne Gave the Lightweight
Champion a Warm Six-

Round Session.

No Decision or Referee Allowed by
Order of Police Inspector

Brooks.

LAVIGNE FINISHED THE FRESHER.

Matched to Meat for the Championship
Before the Eureka Athletic Club,

Roche Refunding Fitzpatrick's
English Guarantee.

The alx-round contest between Jack W«-
Aullffe and "Kid," otherwise George, La¬

vigne, at Madison Square Garden will give
a new impetus to "sparring matches" about
New York. It was one of the most rapid
fights ever witnessed in that amphitheatre.
The loud-voiced gentleman In an evening

suit, with tan shoes and a slouch hat, who
announced the conditions of the contest,
shouted to the assembled multitude of four
or five thousand that A1 Smith, the referee,
had been taken sick, and that the police
had decided to obliterate another referee
altogether, and that, therefore, the specta¬
tors would be permitted to judge for them¬
selves whether McAuliffe or Lavigne v< as

the better man.
The gladiators were announced on tne

programme to fight six rounds. Inspectoi
Brooks stopped the fight at the end of the
sixth round with great impressment, and as
matters stood then, most referees would
have called it a draw. Experts believed,
however, that if it h&d been finish fight
Lavigne would have won.
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Nevertheless McAuliffe made a wonderful
showing for a man who is supposed to nave
been dissipating since his last
than a year ago. He came into the ring
with straps on both wrists, each of which
had been previously injured, and he made
the gamiest kind of a game fight.
The contest was supposed to be governed

by the Marquis of Queensbury rules, but
the six rounds were only about two min¬
utes each in length. ^ f,..The most conspicuous persons in tne Gar¬
den, aside from the fighters themselves,
were Inspector Brooks and Captain Pick¬
ett Two pairs of six ounce gloves were
handed down after McAuliffe and Lavigne
had taken their corners for the inspection
of the official preservers of the peace. In¬
spector Brookes prodded the mittens with
bis thumb, and came to the conclusion that
tliey were dangerous. Two pair of live
ounce gloves, much more deadly in theory,
were tlien passed to him, and he decided
that those would do. whereupon Messrs.
McAuliffe and Lavigne proceeded to batter
each other.
For the first two rounds it seemed as

if McAuliffe got rather the best of it. He
cfHrf to weigh 138 pounds, but if ten
Js more huu been added to that it

w onld have some nearer his actual aver-
dupols. avigne appeared to weigh about
eight or ten pounds less, and he was rapid
in proportion.
After the first two rounds the opinion of

the spectators.aside from McAuliffe's per¬
sonal friends.was that avigne was the
better man.
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The last round was the liveliest of tne
six, and both men were vigorously pound¬
ing each other at close quarters just as
the gentleman with the watch was about
to cull time, when Inspector Brookes ut¬
tered a shriek of terror and demanded that
the contest be stopped.
McAuliffe's right eye was slightly dis¬

colored. and Lavigne's no«e will probably
bo sore for a day or two. Otherwise no
damage was done.

REFEREE AND DECISION BARRED.
"Kid" Lavigne entered the ring, accom¬

panied by Teddy Alexander, of Australia;
Harry Peterson and Sam Fitzpatrick. Mc¬
Auliffe followed with Jimmy Carroll and
Jimmy Nelson. Johnny Dunn announced
that AI Smith, who had been agreed upon
as referee, was ill, and that Sam Austin
had been chosen in his place. He added,
however, that Inspector Brooks would not
permit a referee to go Into the ring or give
a decision. The announcement was greeted
with hisses.
Lavigne looked heavier than McAuliffe by

at least five pounds. The gloves worn
weighed about five ounces. Lavigne's time¬
keeper was Joe Little, of Oceanic, and
Jimmy Colville, of Boston, kept time for
McAuliffe.

THE BOUT BY ROUNDS.
Round First.As the men were called to

the centre of the ring, it was seen that
McAuliffo was the taller and he looked
very fat. When time was called McAuliffe
led with the left. Rapid exehauges on the
neck and body followed. Jack missed a
right hand swing, and the "Kid" smashed
him on the neck. Two wicked left handers
reached Jack's mouth as time was called.
Round Two.'Lavigne swung the left,

landing lightly on the ear. Jack retaliated
with astiff left on the chest. Jack made
a vicious swing for the jaw, and the
"Kid," turning quickly, smashed him twice
with the left on the neck. McAuliffe's
left rested on the "Kid's" stomach, and
they got to close quarters, landing with
both hands on head and chest. Lavigne
had slightly the better of this argument,
When they broke away. Jack made an
awkward lead, and the Western lad landed
a left upper cut on the face and sent in
two more in rapid succession on the mouth.
McAuliffe rushed, planting a stiff right
hander on the stomach and another on the
lmrt ribs as time was called.
Round Three.QMcAuliffe set the pace
d got in a good, stiff, left hand hook onI mouth. He got in another a second

r, and then crossed the "Kid" on the
o>f the head with the right. Lavigne

i angered, and rushed at his man, but
tne latter clinched. In breaking away he
received a right hand upper-cut. but count¬
ered hard on the stomach. An exchangeof short-arm blows followed, and just be¬
fore th ;ong sounded Lavigne landed a
stiff left-hander on the mouth. Jack
looked tired.

BOTH FOUGHT HARD.
Round Four..McAuliffe planted his left

la the "Kid's" face, but the latter went
after him like a mad bull, swinging rightand left, though none of the blows tookeffect. Jack smashed the "Kid" viciouslyin the face, but received a stiff left-hand
swing on the ear. McAuliffe missed with
both hands, and the Michigan boy straight¬ened hliu out with a stiff left-hander on the
mouth. They were fighting hard at close
quarters as the gong sounded.
Round Five..Both appeared tired. Jack

landed his left on tke face, and: the "Kid"
chased him around the ring. Jack then
put his left glove In Lavlnge's face, while
'ie latter made several wild swlugs for hisjaw, lauding once. Infighting followed,both landing effectively 011 face aud neck.Jack received a left-hand hook in the faceand another in the stomach before time
was called.
Round Six.McAuliffe landed hard left

aud right handers In the stomach, and
lucked a left lead. The "Kid" also got
away from a wicked right-hand swing.
Jack swung for the jaw, and landed hard,
staggering the "Kid." The latter rushed
Ills mau, and in t rapid exchange both
landed hard. McAuliffe clinched, and when
he broke away received a stiff left-hander
I11 the face. McAuliffe again landed theright, and another short-arm rally followed.
Just before the gong sounded, the "Kid"landed thre^ good blows, and Johnny Dunn,
at the command of Inspector Brooks, who
8teppe<J In the ring, stopped the bout.
After the bout "Dick" Iioche, McAuliffe's

backer, handed Sara Fit.zpatrick a check
for $500, saying: "I think McAuliffe is a.
better man than Lavigne, and want him
to meet the "Kid" before the Eureka Club.
This check will recompense you for the
$500 you have sent to the National Sport¬
ing Club to insure your man's appearance
in the ring against Jim Burge. McAuliffe
is the light-weight champion of the world
and is entitled to recognition."
Fitzpatrick accepted the offer.
When at 8:30 o'clock "Johnny Dunn," in

evening dress, announced that Billy Suf-
frich and Tommy Sweeney, local light¬
weights, would uieet in the opening bout
of four rounds, there were over three thou¬
sand people in the Garden. Many men
who have attended all the big battles in
this country within the last twenty years
were strolling in through the Madison ave¬
nue entrance. Not a few women, however,
occupied seats in the boxes.

THE PRELIMINARY BOUTS.
The bout between Sweeney and Suffricli

proved of little interest, despite the fact
that Sweeney three times was sent to the
floor. The boys displayed little science
and handled themselves like novices.
Au exhibition bout between Tommy Rus¬

sell and Jack Kenny, of Harlem, which
followed, caught the house by storm.
Johnny Dunn announced that the boys
would, in the fourth round, show how Ma-
her was knocked out by Fitzsimmons. Af¬
ter three slashing rounds, they swashed
each other, hammer and tongs, for about
a minute and then Kenny, catching Russell
on the jaw, sent him to the floor like a log.
It was a clever fall by Tommy.
Harry Peterson, of this city, and Harry

Toumey, of Newark, were pitted against
each other in the third bout, but the latter
gave such a sorry exhibition in the first
round that Billy Vernon, of Haverstraw,
was substituted.
Charlie and Florie Barnett were the next

pair to try conclusions in a friendly bout,
which proved highly interesting.
Johnny Banks, the colored boxer, who

has been in the ring "for the last century,"
and Paddy McGuigan, of Newark, put up a

very clever bout for lour rounds. Banks
keeping the spectators roaring with laugh¬
ter by his antics.

SHAMROCKS THE WINNERS
Montreal Team Defeated in the "Play

Off" Game by a Score of Two
Goals to One.

Five hundred spectators witnessed the
final "play off" game of hockey between
the Shamrock and Montreal teams at the
Ice Palace last night, and applauded the
green-jerseyed team to the echo, when the
final goal was made and they were pro¬
claimed victors.
For the first ten minutes the Montreal

team forced the "puck" into the Shamrock
territory, and but for the brilliant stops
of Goal-keeper Drysdale they would have
scored several times. MacKarrow finally

shot the su'bber through the posts, after
a brilliant run, the entire length of the
rink, by Murphy.
The Shamrock team took the initiative

when the rubber was placed in the centre
of the rink, both teams having agreed to
play five minutes longer, and Dave Brown,
getting the "puck" in a scrimmage, nursed
it down the line and sent it through the
Montreal's goal posts, the score standing
2 to 1, in favor of the Shamrock team.
The line-up on both, teams and officials

CYCLISTS DO NOT SURRENDER.

Mass Meeting Called to Push the Arm¬
strong Baggage Bill Along.

When the Bicycle Baggage bill comes up
for a hearing March 18 before the Railroads
Committee of the Senate at Albany, Chief
Consul I. B. Potter, of the New York State
Division, L. A. W., will again argue the
cause of the wheelmen in their contention
with the railroads. Mr. Potter desires that
representative wheelmen throughout the
State be present and express their senti¬
ments on the measure.
Yesterday there was forwarded to the

State capital a list of petitioners that ag¬
gregated 31,000 in number, making
the total who have signed the division lists
over 125,000.

It was expected that the Railroads Com¬
mittee would yesterday report the Arm¬
strong bill to the Assembly.

Hall, No. 27 West Forty-second street, a
mass meeting will be held by wheelmen
who are in favor of legislation that will
make it compulsory on the part of the
railroads to carry bicycles free as baggage.

|AFTER THE WARY TROUT,
Where and When the Early

Angler May Go for an Out¬
ing on a Stream.

Queens County Offers the First
Opportunity for Casting the

Artificial Fly.
BAIT FISHING MOST EFFECTIVE.

A Take-Down Reel and a Carry-MI Basket
Are the New Things in Tackle,

but Good Outfits Come
Cheap.

With half the streams of the State
choked with ice, the snow swirling over

the north cost and budding Spring distant,
seeming leagues away, the early stream

angler has already gone down Into his

sporting trunk and dug out the outfit that
has been laid away siuce last autumn.

Already the feather oil has got into the
reel bearing?!, the new flies been tied and
the old lines unwound and tried. About
town the tackle store windows have be¬
gun to show the Spring tide of new sport¬
ing goods, and they display outfits that
make a crank's eyes glisten.
With the coming of All Fool's Day

State; Monticello and the Neverslnk coun¬

try. Three hours will take the sportsman
to Sullivan County, and a basket will re¬

ward him under anything like fair condi¬
tions. The country is supplied wi'th sports¬
men's inns and at any of the stations along
the line of the New York, Ontario &
Western there are cheap and comfortable
accommodations. Good streams cross the
line of the road every few miles after the
mountains are reached, and the angler
can make his own choice.
Just a bit later in the season, the 1st

of May, to be accurate, the famous streams
j>f Pike County, Pennsylvania, are thrown
open, and the New York angler finds
there his paradise, the best trout fishing
this side of Maine. One can take a Dela¬
ware & Lackawanna train out of New York
any night, travel not more than four hours
to the furthest points, get a day's fishing
and reach home with the loss of but one

day. Sport is good there from the first
day, as the streams do not carry so much
water as the New York brooks, and the
sport lasts all summer for the reason that
the streams are spring-fed. Many of the
Pike County streams have been stocked
with the California trout. Last year all
the well-known places gave good returns,
Saw Creek and the Little Bushkill taking
the palm for the size and number of the
catches made in the county. Either of
the crack streams mentioned can be
reached from the Delaware & Lackawanna
station of Bushkill in a short while. A
dozen other streams can be found in the
same neighborhood.

NEW TROUTING OUTFITS.
Every Spring finds an array of new

things in fishing paraphernalia, but not one

Queens County wos the sportsman, and
no matter what the weather or the condi¬
tion of the water the Long Island trains
take out a big contingent of rod lovers
for the opening. Very few fish reward
even the most expert in the early days,
but it is some satisfaction to have heard
again the swish of a wet line and the sing
of a reel and to have felt again the thrill
which comes to the delicate artist who
knows how to drop a fly over a given
spot the size of a dollar at forty feet.
Mayhap one may not get a rise to the
most seductive make-up in his kit, but
then he has been fishing and that is some¬

thing.
TAKE THE BAIT BOX.

The coming opening will find the streams
cloudier than usaal on account of the heavy
snows and the freezes of March, and the
man who wants trout must deny himself
the fly for yet a little while, and go back
to the primitive and less aristocratic worm.

In the dark waters of early Spring the
fly is almost useless. Take with you this
April a box of those manure-heap worms,
the short, light-colored variety, and you
may again know the feel of a respectable
trout on your six ounce. The manure worm

is tougher than the ordinary red angle
worm and a little of him goes a long way
in a day's work on a swift sream. The
ordinary worm is quite as effective, but
you will be kept busy baiting with him.
If you insist upon the fly, take along the
plainer varieties like the professor and
brown hackle. If neither of these will
get a rise it is the worm or minnow.
The Queens County streams are numer¬

ous, and some of them fnrnlsh good sport
until late in the season. The best pub¬
lic waters can be found about Patchogue
River, Amityville, Carmen's, Smithtown
and Millneck. Innkeepers at all these
places watch the streams during the closed
season and protect them pretty well. The
waters can be reached with ease from
any of the railroad stations men¬

tioned. At Oakdale, Islip, Babylon,
Locust Valley and Cedar Brook are streams
and lakes belonging to individuals and
clubs. Permits may be obtained for some

of them, but the early angler will get
quite as good fishing in the public streams
near the stations first mentioned. Any of
the streams can be reached from the city
within three hours and one can easily get
a day on them and lose only that day from
business. The time consumed in making
the journey is little and the railroad fares
small.

SULI.JVAN COUNTY'S ATTRACTIONS.
Outside of Queens County the New York

streams remain closed until the 18th of
April. Then the heglra begins to Sullivan
County, the choicest fishing district in the

contrivance in a hundred ever comes into
general use. Your trout fishing friend is
fond of his own and clings to the rod
and reel of other days in the face of
recognized improvements in the new-

models. The tackle goods houses offer one

really good thing in the reel. Its extreme
simplicity of construction, strength, light¬
ness and durability are among its points,
but its best feature i a simple mechanical
contrivance by which a twist of a thumb¬
screw releases every part and permits the
reel to be taken to pieces and restored to
working order in a moment. Every man

who has wofrled through n day with a
clogged reel and spent half a night in
cleaning and oiling it will appreciate the
new "President," as it is called. Clean¬
ing and oiling the parts is a matter of
minutes only, and the care which can bo

flven it makes it practically a lifetime af-
air. The "President" cdmes in all sizes,
and costs from seven to nine dollax-s ac¬
cording to size and finish.
Two new flies are recommended to the

early sportsman. One is the ''Preston,"
a rather flash-looking bird with a nickel
body, bright red hackle and a jungle-cock
feather. It is among the expensive flies,
the cock feather from India beng not a
small item in its make-up. Last season sev¬
eral experts tried-out in the waters ad¬
jacent to New York the "red tag palmer,"
a quiet fly with a peacock body, brown
hackle and a tiny red bunch near the
curve in the hook. It was the most suc¬
cessful "tail" fly used last season and is
being put into almost every good book in
New York. It will take a place along with
the "red ibis," "coachman." "professor,"
"king of the waters" and "brown hackle"
as a regulation fly.
From far California comes a new trout

basket which will recommend itself to the
methodical sportsman who likes a place for
everything and everything there. The
new creel is an ordinary willow affair
with an aluminum lid. The lid is divided
into sections of sizes and shapes to fit a
book of files, coil of line, leaders, loose
hooks and bait. Every bit of an outfit,
save the rod and the reel, can find a
place In the basket lid, where nothing can
be lost and where it is instantly and easily
available on the stream. The weight is no
more than that of the ordinary basket, and
its convenience inestimable. The new bas¬
ket is likely to be generally adopted. A
nicely finished one of fair size will cost
five dollars, but there are cheaper grades.
"When the amateur contemplates a trip

to the streams the proenring of an outfit
Is often a matter of great expense, some¬
times unnecessarily so. The sporting goods
houses can furnish them at almost any
price, but for the purposes of the average
city sportsman an outfit costing not more
than five dollars is all that Is necessary.
An old and ardent angler who has dropped
a fly into almost every good pool in the
State says this is what ther beginner or
the occasional fisherman wants: Split bam¬
boo rod, nine feet, three joints, extra
tip; reel, rubber and nickel; forty yards
silk line; three leaders; one yard
mdsit, colored; dozen assorted files;
dozen plain hooks on mist gut; box
split shot; basket and strap. Every article
mentioned can be had in good quality for
five -dollars. That kind of an outfit will
catch and land just as many and just as
big fish as the silver mounted follies oost-
ing into the hundreds.
