This time hi- is charged with swindling

tenement house dwellers out of small sums
of money by representing that they were
entitled to drawbacks on life insurance
policies. It is said he has served several
terms in jail. He was arrested at the Vin¬
cent Hotel, Forty-third street and Third
avenue, by Central Office Detectives
O'Donohue and Price 011 Wednesday night.
Tiie prisoner while pursuing his plan of

operations would confine himself to the
tenement house quarters. He would knock
at a door and say "Insurance," in a smart
business-like way to the person who opened

fully and make notes in a large book he
carried. In the end he would say:
"You are entitled to dollars, for

which I will give you a check, payable at
the office of the company upon payment
*0 me of 20 per cent." .

The amount he would designate as due
the policy holder wotild be regulated by his
guess as to the sum the victim was able to
pay him. He would accept any sum from
f»0 cents up.
The Metropolitan Insurance Company re¬

potted the following swindles to the police:

Policy holders of the Pruden¬
tial Insurance Company have also suffered.
When the detectives were sent to look

for him they thought it best to make a tour

from his room. That was known to be one
of the swindler's precautions. Another was
never to sleep in the snine hotel two nights
In succession. The detectives found "the
lire-escape man" at the Vincent. Price
guarded the street end of the fire-escape
while O'Donohue went up to the room and
arrested their man. At headquarters he
said he was George Williams, thirty-six
years old. of Hertford. Conn,

in 1880 he was employed as agent of the
Metropolitan Insurance Company, at Som-
erville. Mass. A woman, who averwd that
she was his wife, shot at him. The bullet
passed through his hat. He was dischargedby the Metropolitan.

In 18!M) he .-served two years in prison in
Pennsylvania, then three months in Con¬
necticut. and after that a number of termft
<»f from two to three months each. Some
of his aliases are William MeCalk. W. Mc-
Manus, William M. Holt. Maguire. George
Harris, Pratt. Martin. MeMason, Wi'Uain
McFerrls and William Doherty.

BODY IN A PICKLING VAT.

Authorities, Although Reporting Mrs. Dur-
neal as Doing Well, Had Given Her

Corpse to a Medical College.
Indianapolis, Iud., March 12..Members of

the Benevolent Order of the Western Star
Temple of the United Sisters of Friend¬
ship are greatly exercised over the finding
of the body of one of their sisters in a

pickling vat at the Indiana Medical Col¬
lege. The woman, Mrs. Jane Burnetii, was
taken ill some weeks ago, and was sent to
the hospital, where she remained for some

time under treatmeut. She was childless
and old, and was sent from the hospital to
the poor asylum, where the order continued
to minister to her.
They inquired almost daily over the tele-

phone regarding her condition and uniform-
ly received replies that she was doing well.
This continued till yesterday, when some
inemDciH of the order went to the asylum
to see Mrs. Purneal, and were horrified to
learn that she was dead. They inquired
where she was buried, and after inuch hewi-
tation it was admitted that her body had
been turned over to the medical college.

Tr was also discovered that Mrs. Durneal
died February '27. but her friends had all
this time been told, in answer to their in¬
quiries, that she wan getting along well-
To-day members of the order went to the
college and demanded the body and it was
delivered to them l'rom a pickling vat In
which it bad lain for nearly two weeks.

FIRE EMPTIES THE LION CAFE.

Xenant Who Took to the Fire-Escape Was
Guyed by the Spectators.

Shortly before 2 o'clock yesterday after¬
noon firemen were summoned by two
alarms for a fire in the Clark office build¬
ing, at Ann street and Park row. In a

short time the building and the street were

enveloped In clouds of black smoke.
The fire originated in the sub-cellar and

was confined there by the half-dozen hose-
lines which were soon brought into play.
It is believed that the dynamo which fur¬
nishes power for the elevator started the
blaze The Lion Cafe and the owners ot
the building are the only sufferers by the
blaze.
One of the tenants on the fourth floor

caused amusement for the large crowd by
coming out of the window and scrambling
down the fire escape. He was guyed un¬

mercifully, as he might just as well have
come down the stairs.
