AFRICAN EXPLORATIONS CHECKED.

The Proceedings in the Reichstag Have
Put a Damper on the Government's

Aspirations on the Dark
Continent.

Berlin, March 13..A violent attack on

Dr. Carl Peters, the African explorer, by
Ilerr Bebel in the Reichstag to-day has. un¬

doubtedly settled all future colonial aspir¬
ations of the Government.
Herr Bebel, fully conscious of the truth

of his accusations, spoke in a bitter, indig¬
nant tone, and seemed glad of the oppor¬

tunity of arraigning the Government's ar¬

bitrary methods in public. He chargcd
Dr. Peters, Herr Leist, formerly Governor

of the Cameroons, and Herr Wehlau,
Leist's substitute, with having committed
all sorts of barbarous atrocities. He even

went so far as to demand that Dr. Peters

be tried for murder.
Leist and Wehlau, who had received

light sentences, were guilty, Herr Bebel

said, of far graver crimes than were

brought to the knowledge of the court. He

claimed that the court had shielded them

under instructions from the Potsdam

palace.
At every outburst of Herr Bebei's elo¬

quent sarcasm he was Interrupted by loud

expostulations from jhis opponents.
Throughout his speech the chamber was

the scene of tremendous uproar and con¬

fusion. The Socialists Indorsed Herr Be¬

bei's remarks by shouting stinging denun¬
ciations of the Government's course in
Africa.
The result/of the discussion of the colo¬

nial budget is a disappointment to the many
friends of an aggressive colonial policy and

especially to the Government, which had

hoped to obtain large concessions from the

Reichstag for further African explora¬
tions.
The position of Dr. Kayser, the director

of the Colonial Department, is also shaken
on account of the weak and stupid defence
offered. He seemed unable to refute the

scathing charges against the department.
All he could say, when he was able to

obtain a hearing, was that Dr. Peters had

ouly executed blacks in cases where the

safety of the lives and property of Ger¬

mans required such a course. He was as¬

sured, he said, that the lives of the blacks
iu the German colony were as safe as

those of the white.
His assertions, however, are untenable.

Bebel and Ricbter are determined to force

the resignation of Dr. Peters. They claim

to have indisputable evidence that while

acting as Commissioner at Kilimand¬

scharo, he ordered the hanging of his

black mistress, because she had fallen in

love with a negro.

Prince Hohenlohe Is disgusted with the

whole affair. To a friend he was heard

to refer to all the men connected with
the African service aa "mauvais sujets."
The only man in whom he has anj- confi¬

dence is Secretary Weissman, who seems

to be an efficient and trustworthy officer.

Kaiser Wllhelm was highly incensed at

the proceedings in the Reichstag to-day,
and spoke of Dr. Peters, Governor Leist

and his substitute, Wehlau, as rogues and

fools, who spent their time in sensual en¬

joyments instead of attending to the busi¬
ness for which they were sent to Afrlct.

SLAVE TRADE STILL ON.

All Europe 4ghast at the Immoral Prac¬
tices Reported from the Dark

Continent.

London, March 13..Americans may well

blush for the line of action some Europeans
adopt toward native in Africa.

Unfortunately this scandalous conduct is
not monopolized by any particular nation.
Portuguese, Germans, British, Belgians,
French.all are guilty of unchristian treat¬
ment of the oppressed Barbarians. Despite
this the African affair in Germany calls
everywhere for cries of denunciation at the
gross scandals revealed In the colonies.
Dr. Peters, the chief propagandist of the

colonist enterprise in the Fatheyland, would
be the last man suspected of the disgusting
crimes charged. The explorer Is n well-in¬
formed, scholarly man, with an internation¬
al reputation for honesty and Integrity.
The religious press of the continent teems

with denunciations of the scandals pre¬
vailing in the German colonies and else¬
where, a painful testimony whereto wife af¬
forded by the recent rising of natives In
the Cameroons. Even now the slave trade,
more or less open, ourlshes in the Congo
Free State and In German Africa, where
countless subordinates and oVicials, par¬
ticularly on the West Coast, keep a spccics
of harem.
In South Africa the natives hate the

very name of the Portuguese and the

Boers. The lntter, perhaps, are more acute¬

ly detested:
The report of Sir John Kirk, the special

Commissioner sent to investigate the rising
of the black natives of West Africa In Jan¬

uary, 1805, has just been published to¬
night. It throws an ignominious light on

the action of certain British officials. These

natives are bold cannibals, although in

constant communication with the European
traders, and while in this case their rising
is unjustified and Induced by the closing
of certain markets, the following evidence,
on which Kirk's report is discreetly silent,
may serve to show the infamy of disgust¬
ing practices not all on one side. Let it

be remembered that thi3 evidence Is from

an offislal inquiry. I give It textually, as

an example of the grossly Immoral prac¬
tices of seme Europeans. The evidence

was, moreover, corroborated, I may add,
by Mr. Wallace, who is the Niger Com¬

pany's active general agent at Akassa.
A girl named Beber states that she for¬

merly lived at Akassa, but now at Nimbe.

Her master lived also at Akassa. She was

mistress to a clerk at Akassa, being sent

there by her mistress from Nimbe.
When the clerk M as going home he wished

her to accompany him, but the Christian

European beaclimaster at Akassa sent

word to the captain of the ship, who sent
her back. The beachmaster then took her
into a store and coal-tarred her in the

presence of another white man. After this
she went back to Akassa. She did not re¬

port the matter to any one, as she feared
further maltreatment.
Mr. Wallace says that the beachmaster

left his post nearly three years ago and is
now at Sierra^Leone.
ENGLAND'S BIG GRAB GAME,

Venezuelan Government's Report Places
Viscount Gormanston in an Awk¬

ward Position.
Washington, March 13..The Venezuelan

Commission held Its regular meeting to¬

day, all the members being in attendance
for the first time in several weeks.
The British Blue Book and the com¬

plete official correspondence collected by
Venezuela were formally laid before the
body.
The Venezuelan Minister has been noti¬

fied by his Government that the first in¬
stalment of official evidence for the con¬
sideration of the High Commission is due
to arrive in New York next Tuesday. The
documents relate exclusively to the period
near the close of the eighteenth century,
taken from the Royal Spanish Archives,
and are not quoted in the English Blue
Book. They are put forward to demon¬
strate the inadmissibility of Dutch claim
to any territory west of the Essequibo.
The agents of Venezuela have presented

to the Commission an official report of the
Ministry of the Interior at Caracas, cover¬
ing the advances of the British Colonial
officers into the disputed territory, follow¬
ing the discovery of gold, from 1885 to
1890. The report shows that as late as
1883 no British settlements existed, even
as far west as the Pumaron Kiver. As late
as 1888 the settlements are referred to by
the English as the "recently acquired dis¬
trict."
These documents, and especially those re¬

lating to Venezuela's formal protest against
the' usurpation, seem to place Viscount
Gormanston, Governor of British Guiana,
in the light of suppressing the facts, al¬
though it is shown that he was in con¬
stant communication with Lord Salisbury.Testimony is adduced to demonstrate
that the British authorities were most gen¬
erous to the Indians, thereby securing ac¬
cess to the gold districts in the interior
deserted by Venezuelans, who were at¬
tracted by British blandishments to the
coast settlements. '

The publication has been submitted
without argument, Venezuela relying alto¬
gether upon the simple statements of
facts.
The expedition sent by the Venezuelan

Government to gather the data from which
the report was made was sent out because
Venezuela became alarmed lest the British
should attempt to seize the entire Orinoco
Iliver and prevent the Republic from using
the stream in any way Viscount Gormans¬
ton had pushed his personal explorations
incognito as far as the Venezuelan city of
Angostura, or Cuidad Bolivar, two hundred
and fifty miles up the Orinoco, and was
most energetic in establishing military out¬
posts through the Interior.
The chief of the commission. R. F. Reijas,

formerly Venezuelan Mi uister to England,
found everything to confirm the most seri¬
ous fears of his Government, and only
through his energetic protests to the colo¬
nial Governor and the activity of Venezue¬
lan Ministers abroad was the policy of
boundary extension temporarily allowed to
rest by Lord Salisbury.
DEGREES FOR ENGLISHWOMEN.

A Recommendation That Cambridge Uni¬
versity Should Follow Harvard's Example.
London, March 13..Dr. Besant has Issued

a circular to the Senate of Cambridge Uni¬
versity, advising them to Imitate the ex¬

ample of Harvard University and found a
women's university which may confer de-
drees upon women.
As the matter stands now, as the result

of the action of the Senate yesterday in re¬
jecting the proposal to appoint a committee
to consider the question of conferring de¬
grees upon women, the proposal is virtually
shelved, temporarily, at least.

HAS FRANCE GIVEN HER CONSENT?

Whether or Not Other European Powers
Have Been Consulted.The Magni¬
tude of England's Designs Can-

not Be Over-Estimated.

London, March 13,-The topic of all-con¬

suming Importance here to-night is the con¬

templated Egyptian advance up the Nile to

Dongola, for it undoubtedly foreshadows
military operations of a serious character,
which may change the whole future of

Egypt and react on Europe in a manner

whose consequences it is Impossible to fore¬
cast.
There is no doubt whatever that for se^

eral months past there has been some sort

of understanding between Great Britain and

Italy, probably of a very indefinite charac¬

ter, with respect to joint action in the

Soudan. I say Great Britain advisedly, be¬

cause it should be remembered that al¬

though few British troops may figure in the

coming campaign-for such it really will be

-it is the Cabinet at St. James's which

really pulls the strings that set in motion

the regiments of Egyptian soldiery.
There is reason to believe that the plan

for reconquering the Soudau is not confined

to Great Britain and Italy. It has been

often stated, and the facte adduced bear

out the statement, that the Congo State is

also in this understanding.
It is perfectly true that the Belgian E or-

eign Minister recently absolutely denied

any knowledge of such plans, but then, the

Belgian Government is not the Congo Si.ate,
moreover, for month* past the British pub¬
lic has been watching with interest and

curiosity, not unmixed with concern, the

advance of a mysterious but strong force

of Congolese troops to the reaches of the

upper Nile, on the extreme northeast bor¬

der of the Soudan and the Free State.

Nothing is exactly known as to the in¬

tentions and objects of this force, but it

is certain that the State officials of Bel¬

gium have been recently sending great
quantities of arms and ammunition to

Africa with manyoffic ers, so these facts

cannot at the present juncture be wholly
disregarded. They are not, however, of

prime interest at the present moment, it

being rather the question on everybody's
lips "Will the British troops be engaged,
and' where? When this advance is once

initiated where will it end!
The position of the Italians after the dis¬

astrous reverse near Adona makes a reply
difficult. Had Baratleri driven Menelek
back to the Interior of Abyssinia this would
have liberated the Italian troops in order
l0 extend the area.of conquest further in

the direction of Kassala. This is now

hopeless. The Italians are themselves in a

more or less critical position. They have

lost prestige, and they are utterly unable
to act on the offensive. Little can, there¬

fore, be expected from them.

They hold Kassala, but its position is

somewhat precarious. Still, despite un¬

founded rumors now current, it is certain
that the garrison still holds out, and is

likely to.
ITALY WAS CONSULTED.

The Duke of Sermoneta, the new Italian

Foreign Minister, has just had a long and

important Interview with the British Am¬

bassador at Rome on the subject of English
and Italian Interests in Africa at which

the latter was assured that the Rudini
Cabinet had no intention of abandoning
Kassala. By acting strictly on the defens¬

ive, and, although burdened with several

hundred wounded and fugitives from the
battle of Adona, Major Hidalgo, who com-

mauds, is likely to hold the place against
all attacks, and it is very unlikely that he
will retire. If he did so, his force would

be certainly cut to pieces.
There are, it Is true, 20,000 to 30,000 Der¬

vishes in the vicinity who, inspired by the

news of Italian reverses, are desirous to

emulate the Abysslulan success, but more

plunder and easier resistance is to be ob¬

tained by raiding in the district stretcflng
right away down the country to Wady
Haifa. This is the outpost of the Egyptian
troops, and here occur the occasional bor¬

der fights one of which a few months ago

caused considerable losses on each side, but
ended in the retreat of the Dervishes.
There are ample signs of recrudescence| of Dervish activity and it is noticeable

that Lord Cromer in his usual annual re¬

port on Egypt, compiled long before the
Italian reverses, foreshadows further trou¬

ble in his remarks, which are now very

interesting. They are as follows:
"With the exception of a small raid on a

village in the Wady Hrfifa District and
au insignificant incursion into the Nokar
Delta against Dervish forces in the im¬
mediate vicinity of the Egyptan advanced
posts, although they were of considerable
strength, have maintained a strictly de¬
fensive attitude. I fear raids similar in

character to those which took place last

year must from time to time be expected.
'I may mention telegraphic communication

has been established between Korosko and
the Wells of Murad, which are situated
half way to Abu Hamed.
The British Government accordingly

deems the present moment propitious to

partly aid the Italians to release Kossala,
and still more to suppress Dervish agita¬
tion, and at the same time to reconquer
its portion in the Soudan, all the while
keeping in view as an ultimate goai any
forward movement on the all important
town of Khartoum.

A WELL-TRAINED FORCE.
For the present it is uncertain whether

an actual advance will be made beyond
Dongola, though this place cannot be seized
without serious fighting, of which, how¬
ever, the Egyptian troops should be fully
capable. They are well trained, led and
officered by Englishmen, and possess con¬

fidence in themselves and their command¬
ers.

At the same stime, however, it is more

than probable that some slight force of
British troops will accompany them, as

this will be the first serious encounter 3lnee
their reorganization in which they will
have to take a leading part.
The presence of Lord Wolseley at the

Cabinet Council early this week related to
this matter, and it is possible that addi¬
tional troops will be conveyed to Egypt.
The members of the Cabinet are, of

course, unanimous on this matter, Mr.
Chamberlain being particularly opposed to
the evacuation of territory in Africa.
To-morrow will see the Continental press

very uneasy, excited and for the most part
hostilely disposed toward the action of
Great Britain in this matter. There is
bound to be much opposition, but It must
not be overrated that those who desire the
welfare of Egypt gnow that Dervish occu¬

pation of the Soudan is a standing peril
to the prosperity and safety of the country.
A Dervish war is not an agreeable pros¬
pect to face. The Egyptian campaigns
have cost Great Britain enough in men and

money, quite apart from the effect on

Egypt, and the Parliament should think
twice before embarking on another serious
one, besides other European countries
might have a word to say, although in a

matter like this interference would be
mistimed and misplaced.
Some assert that the Government has al¬

ready concluded a sp*ecles of arrangement
with France on the subject. This is im¬

probable, but nevertheless it is certain
that from a European standpoint of view
the magnitude and importance of the reso¬

lution just taken by the authorities cannot
be overestimated.

It should also be remembered that the
.Egyptian army is only 13,000 strong, and
one serious disaster would be almost ir¬
reparable, but nobody expects this.

I anticipate that American readers will
be told that Salisbury has been plan¬
ning this affair to recoup himself, as his
diplomatic prestige has been shattered in
recent months. Such a suggestion in this
case is more ingenious than accurate.

THE MASSACRE AT BIRIJIK.

Christian Women and Children Carried Off'
to the Homes of Moslems.

The Armenian Relief Association has re¬
ceived from Constantinople the following
reliable information concerning the mas¬
sacre at Birijik, which was reported in the
Journal as having occurred some time ego.

Birijik is situated on the Euphrates, al¬
most due east of Aleppo. It was a famous
city in ancient times, and is still a place of
some importance. The Christian population
m,W,wJ^out l-000- The Mussulman
population J,000. After the massacre at
Ourfa on October 27, 1895, the Armenians
were disarmed.
On January 1, the news of the massacre

of several thousand Christians at Ourfa
oy tlie soldiers appointed to guard them
incited the troops at Birijik to do the same,
liio assault on the Christian houses com-
nienced at about 9 o'clock in the morning
and continued until nightfall. The soldier?
were aided by the Moslems. The object at
first seemed to be mainly plunder, but after
the plunder had been securer! the soldiers
killed those who were unwilling to accent
Mohammedanism. *

In one case the soldiers fouud some
twenty people, men, women and children,
who had taken refuge in a cave. Thev
dlagged them out and killed all the men
and boys, because they would not become
Moslems. After cutting down one old man
who had thus refused, the.v put live coais1
upon his body, and as he vhb writlilU" in
torture, they held a Bible b-fore him and
ftsked him mockingly to read them souie of
the promises in which he had trusted.
Others were thrown into the river while
still alive, after having been cruel ly
wounded. The women and children of this
party were loaded upon the backs of porters
and carried off to the houses of Moslems.
Christians girls were eagerly sought after
and much quarrelling occurred over the
question of their division among their can¬
tors. Every Christian house except two
claimed^ to be owned by Turks, was plund¬
ered. Ninety-six Christian men are known
to have been killed. The others have be¬
come Mussulmans to save their lives so
that there is not a single Christian left in
Birijik to-day. The Armenian Church has
been turned into a mosque.

Cliangrinar Their Constitution.
The committee appointed by the Repub¬

lican county organization to revise the
constitution has nearly completed its work,
and a report will be made to the County
Committee at its meeting next Thursday
night. The changes recommended will not
be so radical as many imagined, but the
pledge that is required before a man is
permitted to enroll will be much stronger
than the present one. The basis of repre¬
sentation will also be changed, and an ex¬
tension of power granted to the Committee
on Organization.

TO BE MAX
LEEAUDFS DEATH,'

His Brothers Wanted to Bring
the Blackmailers to

Justice.

As Civil Parties to the Action Robert
and Jacques Only Claimed One

Franc as Damages.
WORRY KILLED THE MILLIONAIRE.

Annand Rosenthal's First Attack Was Not
Brutal, but Insinuating and Per¬

fidious and Was Followed by
an Explosion of Pathos.

Paris, March 13..Public Interest In the
Lebaudy blackmailing case slightly fell off
to-day and the small courtroom of the
Correctional Chamber was not so crowded
as usual.
Maitre Bouchea addressed the Court as

the representative of Wiliiam, Robert and

Jacques Lebaudy, who, as civil parties to
the action, claimed one franc damages. The
counsel explained the position of Max Le¬
baudy, who, out of a princely fortune of
thirty million francs, or §6,000,000, had

squandered twenty millions in a few
months. Maitre Bouclicz then described
the young millionaire as having been aban¬
doned by the law, which did not think he
was prodigal enough, and by the military
authorities, who did not believe him to be
sufficiently ill. The result was he died, and
his brothers had come forward, without re¬

gard to any money compensation, in order
to enlighten the Court as to the proceed¬
ings of those who had brought the ill-fated

young man to the tomb.
The counsel concluded by saying that he

left the case to the legal representatives
of the Government, who would know how
to deal with it.
M. Pezons, acting for the procureur de la

republique, next addressed the court for
the prosecution. He said that the ease

submitted to the jurisdiction of the tribunal

resolved Itself into a wild dunce around

the golden calf. When Max Lebaudy eu-

tered into possession of his fortune he was

at once surrounded by persons like the

Ciorys and Cesti, who in order to exploit
him took advantage of his desire to escape
military service. Thus the young soldier
was led from station to station and hospital
to hospital, until he died at Amelie les
Bains on December 24, 1895.
Here the prosecution read from a report

which states that Lebaudy did not die
from chronic bronchitis, but from typhoid
fever, brought on by anxiety and preoccu¬
pation, which weighed on his mind. He
was also injudicious enough to place him¬
self under the treatment of a country
doctor instead of allowing himself to be

prescribed for in a military health sta¬

tion.
M. Pezons, having referred to the im¬

mense sums squandered by the unlucky
youth in a few months, said the articles of
the press which appeared after Ledauby's
death and a question on the subject asked
In the Chamber of Deputies decided the
Minister of War to reveal certain matters,
which led to legal proceedings. Ledauby
had undoubtedly been a victim of chant¬

age, or blackmailing, by the De CIvry
brothers, who lived, the counsel said, by
their wits, one of them, Ulric, alleging him¬
self to be a descendant of the Duke of
Brunswick, obtained money on that account
from the City of Geneva. The two had a

3tormy past, and after Qne of them had al¬

ready plucked the young millionaire, they
both joined with De Cesti in fleecing Le¬
dauby. Both were guilty of blackmailing
that young man, who declined to put $20,-
000 in their paper. On account of that re¬

fusal they wrote he was only shamming
illness. They Informed General De Ser-
met that he was overstaying his leave, and
did everything In their power to prevent
his obtaining any privileges from his mili¬

tary superiors.
As to Cesti, only one act of blackmailing

had been proved against him.that of de¬
manding $1,000 after Max Lebaudy had de¬
termined to throw him over as a false
friend and traitor.
The Prosecutor glided gently over the

case of the Corsican, Chlarisola, whom he
seemed to consider more sinned against
than sinning.
There were no doubts about De La-

bruyere's guilt, and the same might be
said as to Rosenthal (Jacques Saint-Cere),
who was in the habit of writing two sets
of articles, one before and the other after
payment.
The attack was not brutal, but insinuat-

ing and perfidious, and then came a sudden
change of front In the explosion of pathos.
M. Pezons pointed out that It was clear

from the evidence of Mile. Marsy and De
Cesti that Rosenthal received 7,000 francs

paid by Lcbaudy's secretary to an un¬

known woman, from whom the person

disbursing; the jtahount was told to require
no receipt. It was also clear that Rosen¬
thal asked for 40,000 francs in order to
communirate with the Russian Embassy.
There was a letter from Lebaudy to Mile.
Marsy to prove that.
As to Carle Des Perrleres, he, too, was

undealably guilty of blackmailing, although
he souht to prove that he only threatened
the millionaire for the purpose of getting
back his bills.

GONE DAFT OVER X RAYS.
Thinks Everybody Is Trying to Sea

Through Him by Means of the
New Photography.

Richmond, Va., March 13..Robert GMbb,
of New York, who has In the last few
days created great excitement in hoteis
of Virginia, is now in jail at Newport
News, this State, where he is said to be
crazy on the subject of X rays. He was
arrested in the latter place because of his
suspicious conduct. The officers soon
learned that Glibb's mind was impaired.
Giible arrived in Richmond on Wednes¬

my hotel bill," he said. "Everybody here,
in fact, is trying to photograph me. Look
at the rays plqayiug on me now. I didn't
mind the hotel proprietor, but it is too
much to be subject to Inspection by all the
guests. I'm no fraud."
Glibb would not eat any more supper. He

went to his room, where the clerk found
him talking to himself aud to imaginary
people about X rays in a manner that
.showed that he had given introphotography
a grec^ deal of study. Then he told this
story:
"For years I have been pursued by people

who have been trying to photograph me.
My family began it. They drove me from
home. My friends also tried to photograph
me, and I left them. I went among stran¬
gers, and they have Ijeguu it. I came to
Richmond and some of them followed me
as far as Washington. Even here, your peo¬
ple tried to photograph me."
