
HAD 10 MONEY FOR FOOD
Schutkower Could Find No

Work, and His Wife and
Children Were Starving.

Their Few Household Effects Put on

the Sidewalk Because $8
Rent Was Unpaid.

GIVEN SHELTER BY POOR FRIENDS.

The Mother Was Forced to Ask for Shoes
for Hersolf and Her Little Boy That

They Might Walk to Their
Temporary Home.

For three days a little pile of dingy
furniture and household utensil3, the lat¬

ter very few in number, lay ux)on the side¬
walk in front of No. 135 Suffolk street.
The sight is not .m uncommon one in that

neigLborhood, and the hundreds of people
who pass through the narrow street rarely
give It a second thought.
In this Instance the furniture belonged

to Mrs. Rosa Schutkower, who lived on

the top floor of the five-story tenement.
She has three children, two boys and a girl.
The latter is hardly more than a baby in

arms, while the elder boy is about seven

years old.
On Monday afternoon she was dispos¬

sessed, and her effects were dumped on

the sidewalk by the landlord, who claimed
that a month's rent, $8, was due him.
Mrs. Schutkower is extremely poor, and
when evicted had not a penny in the
world and nothing to eat. Her husband,
Abraham, was at one time a cloakmaker
In a Broadway manufacturing establish¬
ment, but has recently been out of work.
The woman remembered that she had

a good friend in Mrs. Bernard Goldstein,
whom she had known in Wilna, Russia,
In the old days. So she determined to go
there and ask for shelter until she could
find another home. Mrs. Goldstein lives on
the fourth floor of No. 5 Norfolk street,
where she and her husband and their six
children have two small rooms.

HAD TO ASK FOR SHOES.
But Mrs. Schutkower had no shoes, and

the younger boy's feet were also bare, so
she asked a neighbor for shoes. The latter
gave her a pair of her husband's shoes for
herself and a new pair for the' boy. Then
the mother and the three children tramped
off to Mrs. Goldstein's. The latter took
her in at once.
Mrs. Schutkower said that her husband

had gone away that Monday morning and
failed to return in the afternoon, although
she had sat all day by their furniture
awaiting him. He did not come back on the
following day nor on Wednesday, and when
the snow fell on Tuesday it covered up the
wretched furniture in front of No. 135.
On Tuesday the Bureau of Encumbrances
sent officers there, and the furniture was
carted off.
Mrs. Schutkower was found yesterday atMrs. Goldstein's. She is a large woman,with a pleasant face, and the three chil¬

dren are bright-looking youngsters. She
said that her husband had returned to her
that morning and explained his absence bysaying he had been all over the city seek¬
ing work. He had not found it yet, she
added.

NO PLACE TO GO TO.
Mrs. Goldstein said that Mrs. Schutkower

would probably leave in the afternoon, as
the rooms were too small to admit of hous¬
ing the two families. The unfortunate wo¬
man, who speaks English very imperfectly,said she did not know where to go, as she
had no money, and landlords always demand
a month's rent in advance from the ten¬
ants of that locality.

'I'he Vandiord oi No. 135 'Suffolk street Is
B. Fleck. He said yesterday that it was
the second time he had had trouble with
the Scliutkowers. and that the eviction was
unavoidable. Fleck claims that Schut¬
kower did little or nothing toward sup¬porting his wife and children.
The woman was very proud, he added,

and the other people in the house did not
know that Mrs. Schutkower was fighting
against starvation. She never mentioned
her plight to any of the tenants.

ALDERMEN ARE INDIGNANT.

Express Themselves Strongly Regarding
the Approval of the French Bill.

As soon as the Aldermen learned yester¬
day that Mayor Strong had signed the
French bill and mailed it to Albany, they
wired to Governor Morton asking a hearing
on the measure before he decided to ap¬
prove or reject it. They said the hearings
in the Mayor's office were farcical, because
the Mayor admitted that he committed him¬
self to some such measure last December.
Meantime the Mayor has until next Friday
to dispose of the Aldermanic resolution
which accepted the Heine fountain.

REPORT HEARD MILES AWAY.

Terrific Explosion of a Gas Generator at
Goshen, N. Y.

Middletown, N. Y., March 13..An explo¬
sion occurred in Goshen to-day, which was
plainly heard In this city, eight miles
away. A gas generator at the gas plant
was blown up, totally destroying the build¬
ing. The generator was blown through the
roof, the latter falling some distance away.Frank Meilo, who is in charge of the plant,
was in the room at the time. He was
blown through a door, but escaped without
any injury whatever.
The debris caught fire, an alarm was

sounded, and the firemen fought the blaze
for two hours before extinguishing it.
The building was the centre one of three

brick buildings which stood in a row alongthe brook, south of Goshen, ^otli the oth¬
ers were considerably damaged. The shock
broke the windows of all the houses in the
vicinity.

HE ESCAPES THE CHAIR.

Callagero Sentenced to Twenty Years in
State's Prison.

Le Bruto Callagero, the Italian who
killed Salvatore Marsali, escaped the death
chair, but will spend the next twenty years
of his life at hard labor in State I'rison.
Callagero had been indicted for murder

In the first degree, but tbe jury found him
guilty Monday of manslaughter in the
first degree.
Justice Smyth in sentencing the Italian

yesterday complimented his attorney. Will-
lam F. Howe, for the manner in which he
had conducted the defence. The Justice said
that, in his opinion, the evidence would
have justified the jury in bringing in a
verdict of murder In the first degree.

Food Given to the Poor.
The Monte Relief Society yesterday sup¬

plied nearly 400 poor families with food
enough to last them for a month. The
distribution took place at the LexingtonAvenue Opera House. Mrs. Sophia Monte
Loebinger, founder and president of the so-
cioty, superintended the giving out of the
provisions.

A ROPE FAILED TO SAVE.
It Burned in Two While Men Were Fishing

for an Unconscious Woman in a

Blazing House.

Charleston, W. Va., March 13.-The
house of John Johnson, of West Charles¬
ton, burned at 10 o'clock this morning.
When the fire was disoceverd Eunice John¬
son was seen lying on the hall floor, evi¬
dently alive. A hook was thrown over
her and she was dragged to the front door,
when the rope burned, and it was impos¬
sible to rescue her.
The origin of the Are is unknown. Miss

Johnson was the only person in-the house
at the time. She was subject to tits and
had oiice before fallen into the lire.

HE CONFESSED TOO SOON.

Thinking De..th Was Near, Morris Admitted
Murder ana Now Must Hang.

Xenia, Ohio, March 13..A verdict of
murder in the first degree was tetumtjd
this morning against Charles Morris, a

colored man. charged with the murder of
a farmer named Douthert and his ^ ife,
near this place, more than ten years ago.
The house in which the couple lived was

burned and in the ruins tlicir remains were
found with unmistakable evidence of mur¬
der upon them. Morris, who had formerly
worked for Douthert, was suspected, ar-
rested and tried, but acquitted.
Several years later Morris was sent to

the State Prison for another offence, and
not long ago, when very sick, and thinking
he was going to die, he confessed that he
killed Farmer Douthert and his wife.
He recovered, however, and the defence
tried to prove that the alleged confession
was made in delirium. A stock buyer,
however, identllied money found in Mor¬
ris's possession after the murder as having
been paid by him to Douthert for stock,
and this and other evidence led to his con¬
viction.

ABSCONDED FROM GERMANY.
*

An Alleged Swindler Held to Await Extra¬
dition Papers.

Philadelphia, March 13..Ernest Goetze,
an alleged absconder from Germany, was
committed to prison without bail by United
States Commissioner Edmunds, this after¬
noon, to await t'~e arrival of the necessary
extradition papers from the Fatherland.
There is a double charge against him,

that of forgery and embezzlement, and by
these means he is accused of having robbed
his employer, S. Bleichroeder, the well-
known banker of Berlin, of 105,500 marks
($26,000). With this money Goetze is al¬
leged to have fled to this country with his
wife. Charles H. Meyer, the German Con¬
sul at this port, was notified by the Ger¬
man authorities, and from information re¬
ceived he traced the couple to Chesilhurst,
N. J. But when Mr. Meyer arrived there
he was too late. The couple had disap-
neared
Goetze, however, was captured last night

at Bethlehem, Pa., and is now in custody
of the United States Marshal here.

CORNICE MAKERS ON STRIKE.

They Object to Working Nine Hours a Day
for Mr. Ringer.

All the cornice and skylight makers and
tin and sheet iron workers on the big Siegel-
Cooper building, Eighteenth street and
Sixth avenue, were ordered on strike yes¬
terday. They had been compelled to work
nine hours a day. The union hours are

eight a day.
About fifty in all quit work, and if any

attempt is made to replace the strikers by
non-union men a general strike, involving
about three hundred men in various trades,
will be ordered. The strikers were em¬

Pa-rlc to Wipe Out Plague Spots.
The Board of Street Opening yesterday

discussed the location of a small park on
the lower East Side, provided for by the
Gilder, or Tenement House Commission,
bill. Rev. John B. Devius, actiug for a
majority of the Citizens' Advisory commit¬
tee urged the acceptance of the fehenfi-
Pitt street site, which will wipe out the
notorious "Bone Alley." He claimed its
assessed value was only about $<40,000,
while the site recommended by Dr. lvim-
ball was assessed at $1,000,000. Mr. Max
Moses asked the Board to reject both the
above sites and condemn the block between
Essex and Ludlow, near Delancey street.
He contended this was the filthiest part of
he East Side, and the object of the park
was to abolish just such spots.

Dut?s to Be Reduced.
The Governing Committee of the New

York Stock Exchange proposes the fol-
lowing amendment to the by-laws of the
iixchauge, which will be voted upon by
the members March 18:
"Each member shall be credited annual¬

ly in reduction of his dues, his proportion
of the surplus income of the Exchange,
after a sum determined by the Governing
Committee has been set apart. AV hen the
deaths exceed fifteen in any one year, the
trustees of the gratuity fund shall paythe treasurer of the Exchange the net
income of the fund, during the year, less
necessary expenses; and each member of
the Exchange shall be credited with his
proportion of the amount, in reduction of
his payments under this article."
