Phe schools in which the shake-up oe-
curted are: Primary School No. G, which
was untll recently a department of Gram-
war Sechool No. &, docated 22 No. 222 Mott
street. and of which Miss Mary K. McGlll
15 the -principal; Primary Department of
Grammny School No. 20, loented at No, 143
Buxter street, of which Ellen . Ahern is
princlpal, and Primary Department . ef
Grammar Schoel No. 21, Iocated at No..55
Marion street, of which Catherine M. Con-
nor la the prinsipal, ;

Until January last, whes a number of re-
form trustees were apolnted, everything
was harmonlowts In the Fourteenth Ward.
Sinée then, however, there has been consid-
erable frietion, and two triusiees, Dr. James
. Meehan and B, J. Mangan, have been In
the minority, arrayed ngalnst Jemes .
CHiver, president of the Board; Mrs. Charles
Smith, of No. 366 Broome street, aml Wik-
fam R. Stirle, of No. 29 Mnrion street,

Just s soon as Mrs. Smith was appainted
a trustee she began a searching examina-
tlon of the school methods, and began with
her old school In Marion street. She con-
clnded that thie oll method: of sssigning
new and young teachers to the lower grades
and ¢lasses harder to maunage should be
changed. Just at this time the positlion of
general gssistant In primary Ne. 5 became
vagant.

MAS. SULLIVAN DENFEATED.

Lo st of nomes, showlng the proposed
tranafers, wins attached to the resolution,
nér was anything said abeut it. The pext
day, however, President Oliver and Mes
Bwith visited thie schoocls, and made the
“pnaters.

Miss meetings were held, the principals
of the schools tiking the side of tho teach.
€rs. A protest was drawn up, which
everybody signed, or strangely enough, no
ene appeared to be satisfied. This was for-
warded to the School Commlissloners, who
In torn referred it to Clty Superintendent
Jasper. The Iatter, after Investigatlon,
wiote to the trustees denouncing thele ac-
tion, and showing by the rules of the Board
that the schoo! principals were alone re-
sponsible for the administration of the
schoots, so far as teachers snd cducation
were concerned,  This, however, did not
worry the trustees.

Then the Committee on Instruction of the
Board of Educatlon referred the matter
agnln to Superlutendent Jusper with power

to o what he thooght best. He admlited
esterday that be had not slept much shyee.

¢ will be gble to do semething in o few
days, but In the mesnwhile the transfers
are stitl In force, awd thé full Board of
Eduentlon will eventually be called upon to
take action.

After hnlf an hour's shnvelllnf and push-
ing the body finglly appeared. It was llmp
and apparently lifeless, but after restorn-
tives were administered Brill came fo and
hing glnee recovered almost entlrely from
his terrible experfence.

BACILLI AND THE X-RAYS.

Mew York's Board of Health Experts Work-
ing Diligently'to Utilize Professor
Roenigen's QDiscovery,

Dr. Herman Bigzs, clilef of the Division
of Bacterlology, and Dy Bdward W. Martin,
chief of the Divislon of Food Luspection and
Offensive Trades, of the Board of Health,
who on Friday made some highly interest-
ing experiments with X rays, yesterday took
a number of phorographs which, If sugcess-
fuly developed, will greatly sid them In
thelr proposed experiments of exposlng to
the X rays gorma of contaglous and other
diseases. It is thought the X rays may be
muade to ki fhese germs, and to establish
suchh a theory !s the alm of the distin.
gulshed cliemists, A
Dr. Biges and Dr. Martin belleve that the
germs of (iseases can be destroyed by
means of the X rays. It s now an estab-
lished fact that most bhacllll are kilied when

exposed to the light, und as the X rays,
which nre not hormful, easlly penetrate the
flesh, no repson can be advanced why the
rays should not reasch the germs of disease
and destroy them, [
Yesterday Dr. Raynor, asslstant to Dr
Martin, experimented with metal plates of
different thicknesses, The Impresslons will
not be developed untll to-day, and the
megsure of succcss artained cannot now be
gtated. Dr. Martin gald yesterday that to-
morrow he would attempt to photegraph t
flesh from eattle affected with tuberenlosls,
and In that manner ssecertaln whether the
germa of the disease could be located,
