WESTERVELT WANTS RELEASE.

Tf'e Jerseyman Is Still Held in Reserve
by the New York Club.

Huyler Westervelt, the clever twirler, who

the National Board of Arbitration at the
next meeting.
Westervelt played with the New York

Club in 1894 at a salary of $1,800. He says
lie did not sign a regular League contract,
but a paper agreeing to give his services to
the New York Club for the season of 1894.
He also states he was not presented with a
contract within the limit required by the
League after the regular season closed.
He has been offered contracts twice since

this time limit expired, but at a salary of

L. A. W. NATIONALCIRCUIT.
The Amounts Offered* for Cash Prizes

Will Exceed Those Given to Class
B Riders Last Year.

Judging from the small number of appli-
cations that up to date have been filed with
Chairman Gideon, of the L. A. A\ . Racing
Board, for dates in the National Circuit, it
does not look as though the big line will
be as pretentious and lengthy as It was

last season. The cause for all this appar¬
ently lies in the fact that meet promoters
are considering whether they can afford to
offer sufficient money to secure the pres¬
ence of the stars of the professional class.
It Is a certainty that the outlay in cash
prizes will considerably exceed the amounts

paid last year for prizes for the Class B
contingent.
Then, too, the unconcealed attitude of

several of the most extensive manufactur¬
ing concerns toward professionalism and
their declination to support professional
racing teams has caused a feeling oj. uncei-
tainty in regard to what the present season
will brin" forth. The day is not far dis¬
tant when the Racing Board will notpotheritself in arranging circuits, but the t lubs
themselves will form their own line or
meets, similar to the plan now being fol¬
lowed by the trotting associations

circultsUnder present conditions. State circuits
Dromlse to be very much in favor during
the coming season. For several years past
a line of meets has extended across New
York State, starting immediately a^erDecoration Day and continuing during the
month of June. Usually there, havebeen
from a half dozen to twice that numbei
of towns in the circuit, which In only a

couple of instances has been varied by ap.
