Two New York murderers may go scot

^ free and a score of other lawbreakers es¬

cape punishment because the Supreme
Court Justice before whom their oases were

tried was without jurisdiction in New
York City. (
This p!ea will be made by Thomas G.

Farreil, attorney for both criminals at the
proper time before the date set for the
execution of each. The result will be that
the criminals will" at least have their lives
materially extended, if they do not escape
punishment altogether. »

What actio!) will be taken by the friends
of the o.ther offenders who have bean sen¬
tenced by Justice Keogh, the Supreme
Court Justice referred to, ha» noi? been de¬
termined, but some step will undoubtedly
b«' taken.
A dozen attorneys of wide prominence

openly assert that the cause of all this is
found in toe acfion of the well-paid Judges,
who, though really not having enough
work to keep them busy, manage to so

divide it as to render it possible for them
to call in outside aid in the persons of
Judges from other departments.
Justice Martin J. Keogh, of the Second

Department of the Appellate Branch of the
State Supreme Court, has been holding
court in New York for several weeks, and
doing a land oI2ce business. His most im¬
portant cases were those or Louis P. Her¬
mann and Charles Pustalka, v/j^e murder¬
ers. Pustalka's crime was one of the most
brutal in the city's history.a deliberate,
premeditated murder.for which t here was
tor the shadow of an excuse. Those men
are the two who are likely to go free on
the ground .that a man cannot twice be
placed in jeopardy of his life for the same
offence.

NO RELISH FOR HARD WORK.
New York is in the First Department of

the Appellate Division of the State Su¬
preme Court. The Judges have fixed their
periods of duty so rhat rhey will average
about four"hours a day, five days a week,
nine months a year. By a slight extension
of the hours which are devoted to the mat¬
ters that each draws annually $17,500* for
. ctmdlng to, the calendar could be easily
kept comparatively free. Such an idea,
however, the Justices evidently consider
preposterous, and so they "invite," as
they are pleased to term the action, other
Judges to come in and help, at the rate
of $10 per day, all.of which New York
County has to pay. This, too, with a bench
amply r-uSicient to handle all business prop¬
erly. if it cared to do fo. without th?
slightest necessity for outside aid.
Justice Keogh is one of the "invited"

Judges. This is the way his invitation
re^v's:

the Sapreme Court in the First Department,
under the authority conferred upon them
b3- the second section of the sixth article
of the Constitution, and In accordance with
the provisions of section 232 of the Code of
Civil Procedure. <lo hereby assign the Hon¬
orable Martin J. Keogh, one of the Justices
of the Supreme Court, to hold Trial Term,
Part 1., of the Supreme Court, in the First
Judicial District (for the trial of criminal
causes) for the term commencing on the
lirst Monday of February, 1896."
A man who is a recognized authority on

Constitutional law in describing this mat¬
ter said:
"Section 232 docs not seem to have any

bearing upon the question. It confers no

authority to make a special assignment of
an individual Justice to hold a specified
shu.'le term of court. If any section of the
(.'ode o? Civil Procedure applies it Is sec¬
tion 237, which provides:
" 'If a special or trial term of the Su¬

preme Court, duly appointed, is in danger
of falling, the Appellate Division of the Su¬
preme Court in the department in which
such term is to be held, if in session, or. if
not in session, then the Governor, may des¬
ignate a justice or justices of the Supreme
Court, residing in such department, to hold
such term In the absence of the justice or

justices assigned thereto.'
NO EXTENSION OF AUTHORITY.

"This does not exactly hit the case, be¬
cause, although the Appellate judges ap¬
pointed a Criminal Term for the month of

February, they did net assign any justice
to hold it, consequently there was not,
literally speaking, any absence of the jus¬
tice appointed to hold it. The Important
point is that, even in an emergency, the
Legislature confines the Appellate judges
in their selection of a justice to their own
department.
"If It should bo considered that section

237 does not apply, then we are relegated
to section 2 of article 0 of the Constitution,
which is the other authority cited In the
order assigning Justice Keogh to duty In
this department, and to which, after all,
we must turn, as it is the supreme law.
The Legislature evidently had this consti¬
tutional provision in view when it enacted
section 237 of the Code of Civil Procedure.
It is as follows:
" 'The justices of the Appellate Division

in each department shall have power to fix
fhe times and places for holding special
and trial terms therein, and to assign the
justices in th« departments to hold such
terms, or to make rules therefor.'
"If the justices of the Appellate Division

in any department are to have power to
reach out into any part of the State for

'justices to hold court in such department
the constitutional provision is emasculated.

CHAOS A PROBABLE RESULT.
"Besides that, confusion.not to say

chaos.might result. There is not, and Is
not to be, any concert of action between the
justices of the Appellate Division in the
various departments. Each department is
to act independently. That is evident. A
moment's consideration will show the pos-
sibiiity of absurd results if the Appellate
justices can go recruitiug into other de-
partments than their own. A justice of the
Supreme Court might find himself assigned
to four different counties, in four depart-
mentsT-on the same day. Which assign¬
ment would he be bound to respect?
"Judge Barrett says, or is reported to

have said, that Justice Keogh was only 'in¬
vited' to hold court In this department, and
that his doing so is a matter of 'judicial
comity and courtesy.'
"His assignment to duty hero does not

read like an invitation. If it had been di¬
rected to a justice residing in this depart¬
ment it would not be considered an 'invita¬
tion.' It would be a valid order, authorized
by the Constitution, for failure to obey
which, without excuse, the Justice could
be disciplined.
"Any one who will read the debate In the

Constitutional Convention on this provision
will see that it was intended to make each
branch of the Appellate ^Division responsi¬
ble for the proper administration of justice
in its ort-n department, and to confine each
branch to it3 own department In its opera¬
tions. The assignments are to be made
either by personal designation of the jus¬
tices or by formulating rules from which
the justices can tell when and where they
are due for duty. How can the justices In
one department make rules that shall be
operative' in another? Vet, If they can go
outside of their department with their 'as¬
signments.' they can do "so with their 'rules.'
The Constitution makes no distinction be¬
tween the two methods.
"The justices of the Appellate Division in

the First Department have adopted both
methods. They met in December and per¬
sonally designated thejustices to hold speci¬
fied terms during the present year. Later, on
the 27th of December, they promulgated a
'rule' by which it can be ascertained, in the
absence of certain designated justices, what
other justices shall take the places of the
absentees. That is the limit of their power.
The Appellate Division is not a Court of
general jurisdiction. As a separate tri¬
bunal, it has no power or authority except
such as is in terms conferred by the Consti¬
tution, or belongs to it inherently because
necessary to the exercise of the powers con¬
ferred.

JUDGE BARRETT'S ERROR.
"Judge Barrett is mistaken when he says,

as he is reported to have said, that the Con¬
stitution gives every Justice of the Supreme
Court the right of holding court in any
county in the State. To be exact, the Con¬
stitution never has said so. The words, 'in
the State' never were in the Constitution
in this connection.
"The Constitution of 1846 did provide

(art. 6. sec. 6.):
" 'Any one or more of tiie justices ^nav

hold special tfrms and circuit courts, and
any one of them may preside in courts of
Oyer and Terminer in any county.' This
provision was left substantially un¬
changed when a new judiciary article was
adopted in I860.
"The convention of 1S94 made a signifi¬

cant change so that the provisions now is
(art. 6, sec. 6):
" 'Any justice of the Supreme Court, ex¬

cept as otherwise provided in this article,
may hold court in any county."
"There is much virtue in tiiat exception,

yet it performs no function whatever un¬
less it be to restrict the justices to their
respective departments, in conformity with
section 2. There is no other direction In
which the exception can operate, and by a
familiar rule, the fact that the-jurisdiction
is limited by way of exception, and not by
way of proviso, destroys the presumption
of competency in Judge Keogh's case.
"In other words, it is incumbent on him

to show that he is not withiu the exception.
The objector to his jurisdiction is not bound
to prove first that he is within the excep¬
tion."
Recently two more "up country" justices

.Justices Davy and Russell.were "in¬
vited" to come to New York and sit in this
department. The ostensible reason for Jus¬
tice Davy's "invitation" was to fill the
place of Justice Truax, who was recently
married. There is no special reason given
for the "Invitation" to Justice Russell.

NOT IN NEED OF AID.
The payment of judges Is a peculiar feat¬

ure of the law. The old Superior Court
and Common Pleas judges In New York
County no<V receive $17,500 from the
county, and this is why they are not to
leave the county. Other Supreme Court
judges get $6,000 from the State and such
sums from the county as the Supervisors
see fit to allow./In New York County the
sum of $11,500 is allowed.
In Erie County justices get $6,000 only

the State salary, and nothing from the
county. In the Second Department, where
Justice Keogh belougs, the salary, outside
of the $0,000 allowed by the State, varies
according to the liberality of the Supervis¬
ors of the county to which the Jnsti<te be¬
longs. When Justice Kcogb or any other
Justice outside of this department is "in¬
vited" here, this county pays him $10 a
day in addition to his regular salary.
These "invited" justices, however, almost
Invariably sit In Special Term. They re¬
serve decisions in ail cases, take them
home, and in the course of a few weeks
or months send down their opinions. They
draw $10 u day from New York County
during the whole period of their cogita¬
tions over the cases before them, just as
if rhey were sitting on the bench here.
To give a practical illustration: Justice

Stover, of Amsterdam, heard the case of
the old Police Justices in the early part of
July in this city. He Went home and it
took him nearly two months to render his
decision.at $10 a day, chargeable to the
taxpayers of this county.
A Justice of the Supreme Court, in com¬

menting upon "invitations" to Justices
in other departments to come here, saitl:
"We have seventeen Justices here and not
enough work for them. Yet the Appellate
Division sends to Rochester and other
places for 'help' which we do not need.
You wish to know the reason? Jud«e
Barrett says that it is a matter of 'com¬
ity.' "

aqd Plenty of Food

the PJext Day,
The queerest hotel In the United States

has just been opened In New York.
The beds are all In one room, and there

are no cards, with the law protecting keep¬
ers of Inns printed thereon, posted In con¬

spicuous places. But for all that the Hotel
White has attained a popularity that is not
only lasting but bound to extend dally.
The Hotel White Is the floating lodging

house for tramps and other Impecunious
Individuals that rests on the waters of the
East River at the foot of Twenty-sixth
street.
New York has a multiplicity of strange

Institutions, but this plan to woo the hobo
to a place where a certain degree of cleanli¬
ness prevails was so unusual that It
roused my curiosity. Weary Walker has
so marked an antipathy to water, either
outwardly or inwardly applied, that 1
couldn't help wondering how he would look
upon an abiding place that actually floated
on the hated element.
So I resolved to become a hobo myself.

at least In appearance.and that Is why,
last Thursday night, dressed in a suit of
cast-off clothing, wearing no white shirt,
and looking as if a Turkish bath would do
me a world of good, I wended my way up
First avenue in the direction of Twenty-
sixth street. It was evident that some¬
thing unusual was transpiring in the vi¬
cinity by the presence of many whom the
Elder Weller called "gentlemen the vorse
for vear," who, it was apparent, intended
applying at the Hotel White for shelter for
the outer, and something "filling" for the
inner, man.

It was'a frightful night. The wind blew
at the rate of fifty miles an hour, and the
snow and sleet came in gusts that made
fny face feel as if in constant contact with
Tin electric battery.

MISERY LOVES COMPANY.
Thinking that company would be a valu¬

able adjunct to my experience, I ap¬
proached a short, stout man. who was

standing on the corner of Twenty-fifth
street and First avenue, and engaged him
in conversation. In a short time we were
fast friends, for gentlemen in distress do
not stand on ceremony, and good-fellowship
was promoted by a visit to a neighboring
hostelry. The fact that I had money made
me very popular with my friend, who told
me that he was Archibald Murphy, of Har-

risburg, Ta.; by profession a color bearer, I
suppose, for he said he was "carrying the
banner."
As I surmised, Mr. Murphy was bound in

the direction of East Twenty-sixth street,
where the floating lodging house was made
fast to the Charities Dock. My new ac-
quaintance had a friend whose name was
Gillies, who joined us in several libations.
Then we adjourned to the entrance of
Bellevue Hospital, where the tickets for
admisssion to the lodging house were given
out. The custodian of the tickets was a
gateman dressed in uniform, who gave us
the desired passports after a hasty scruti¬
ny, which evidently satisfied him that we
were deserving.
The lodging house was moored 1o the

south side of the dock. It is an old hay
barge, containing three decks, and has been
so remodelled as to se^we in a capital man¬
ner for the purpose ror which it is used.
Going down the gangway, we were piloted
to a little window, behind which were two
clerks, and were required to give our
name, age, birthplace, residence and last
employment.
Humorous Mr. Murphy gave hi3 residence

as being on Madison avenue, his occupation
as a designer of ladies' gowns, and his last
employment as infiator of balloons. Mr.
Gillies claimed Buffalo as his home, and
state dthat his profession was that of a
pedestrian.
As we registered each received a brass

check, with a number stamped thereon,
which was attached to a string. We were
told not to. lose these if we desired J'> re¬
ceive our wardrobes in the morning. Then
we were conducted to what was once the
hold of the craft, where the baths are lo¬
cated. The baths are shower baths, and
are well forward on the side of the boat
next to the dock. Opposite the shower
baths are a number of large bags made of
netting, into which the clothing of the
guestts of the establishment Is placed.

THE HOBO'S IIORROIt.
Here we were obliged to strip and in¬

dulge In a shower bath, a proceeding that
seemed both unusual and appalling to
some of the guests. Croton water is used,
and the heating arrangements are such
tbat the bathers can use the water at al¬
most any temperature desired.
After the baths were over and our cloth¬

ing had been placed in separate bags, num¬
bered in correspondence to the numbers
on the brass checks, each of us was given
a clean night shirt and a pair of slippers,
which we immediately put on. The night
shirts were clean, sweet and comfortable.
Then we were marched to the upper deck
and assigned to beds which were numbered
in correspondence to the brass checks and
the netting bags which held our clothes.

I have slept in many hotel beds less
comfortable than those on the floating
lodging house. They are made of Iron,
with woven wire springs; have good mat¬
tresses, clean sheets and pillow cases and
two woollen blankets each. These beds
are placed in tiers running the length of
the vessel and are about a foot apart.
Mr. Gillies remarked that It was the

best "graft" he had run up against for
three months, and Mr. Murphy averred
that the softness of his bed reminded him
of the last time that he was a guest at
the Waldorf.
As it was about 10 o'clock at night and

the institution closes at 12. the beds were
nearly all filled. At 12 o'clock the lights
were extinguished, except two on deck, one
at each end.
At 5 o'clock In the morning every¬

body on board the houseboat was astir.
Each guest found his clothes in the net¬
ting bag. they having been thoroughly
fumigated during the night. After a,l! were
dressed faces and hands were bathed and
then all ^hands reported in the dining room,
which was a portion of the lower deck
opposite the shower baths.

A LIMITED BUT HEALTHFUL MENU.
Two rows of long tables made of pine

wood ran lengthwise of the vessel, and
on both sides of each table were long
wooden benches. Breakfast consisted of
coffee and bread. I have drank worse cof¬
fee in restaurants, and the bread was
clean and wholesome. There was no lack
of material, and every man ate until he
was fully satisfied.
After breakfast all the guests who ap¬

peared to be able to work were assigned to
different tasks. The majority of the guests
were put to work shovelling the snow from
the paths of the grounds of Bellevue Hos-«
pital, which was near at hand, others

carted the snow away ill barrows, while a
few shovelled coal into the barrows and
wheeled it on board the barge.
Mr. Gillies and myself were assigned to

the snow squad in the hospital grounds,
while Mr. Murphy was forced to join the
coal gang. Three hours is the regular
period of labor required from the guests
of the institution, although if the work is
unfinished at the end of the three hours,
the laggard must labor until his task is
done, unless he seems physically unable to
continue.
When the work was finished all hands

were called on board the barge, where hot
soup was served. The soup was excellent;
there was plenty of it, and it was heartily
en-joyed by the hungry men who lined the
tables. Then we were free to go where
we wished. Myself and my two friends
did not indulge heartily either at break¬
fast or at the second meal. The food was
not particularly inviting to me, and I told
Messrs. Murphy and Gillies that if they
would save their appetites we would all
three have a good breakfast together.
My friend;; received this Information

rather sceptically, but they more than
half believed in its genuineness, for they
ate very sparingly. We repaired to a res¬
taurant on Third avenue, between Twenty-
secoud and Twenty-third streets, where a
large porterhouse steak, hot coffee, toast
and fried potatoes were ordered. Mr. Gil-
lies never said a word from the time he
began eating until the last mouthful o{
steak disappeared, and Mr. Murphy sus-
pended his gastronomic feats only occa¬
sionally in order to tell me how glad he
was that he hud met me. When tiie meal
was finished the two guests were glad¬
dened still more with genuine all tobacco
cigars. It was only natural that they
should wouder who their host really was.
A man dressed In old and dirty clothes
who solicited the hospitality of a free lodg¬
ing house and the next morning bought
porterhouse steak and cigars was a mys¬
tery to them. I partially satisfied their
curiosity by stating that I was a wealthy
philanthropist and was at present devot¬
ing my time to the solution of practical
charity.
Colonel White, tiie superintendent of the

lodging house, is a man who is apparently
unusually well fitted for this position.
Ordinarily, a man occupying a position
similar to his suggests one personality
when a reporter Is interviewing him, but
Is an entirely different man when that
same reporter is an apparent vagrant and
is only one of the many who are under
his directions. This was ">ot the case with
Colonel White, for at all times he was
genial, pleasant and considerate. The con¬
duct of employes on the floating lodging
house, who are gorgeous in uniform, gilt
braid and brass buttons, is, as a rule, all
that could be wished.

GUARDING AGAINST IMPOSITION.
The Charities Commissioners keep a list

of the applicants for shelter, with their ref¬
erences. Bach reference is carefully
looked up, and if John Smith has given a
false reference, the next time John Smith
applies at the lodging house he will be re¬
fused. No elaborate research is made into
an applicant's past history, and all the
Commissioners do is to satisfy themselves
that a man is honest and willing to work
when he has an opportunity.
By the rigid ^enforcement of this system

unfortunate and deserving men, of whom
there are a legion in this city, will be
sifted from the crooks and bums and be
allowed opportunities to better their condi¬
tions vvhich at present do not exist.

It is better on many accounts for a

lodging-house of this kind to be on a barge
than in a building. The expense alone is
ti matter of 110 slight consideration. The
annual rental for a building in a desirable
location would be nearly as much as the
first cost of a barge, and in addition to
this the fact that it is on the water,
where the air is pure and invigorating,
will have much to do with the health of
the inmates. Although the idea of a float¬
ing lodging house appears to be a novel
one, as a matter of fact New York City
is over a decade behind the times in this
respect, similar lodging houses having
been in successful existence in Europe for
more than ten years.
In all probability there will be a num¬

ber of these institutions along the river
fronts within a short time, and if they
are all conducted as fairly and as properly
as the Hotel White they will lend mate¬
rial aid in solving the important question
of practical charity. J. R.
