CURIOUS EXAMPLE OF JERSEY LAW,

The Girl's Offence, as Alleged, Was Re-
sisting Her Sister, Who Attempted
to Prevent Her from Going
into the Street.

I'he cnse of May Clark, the seventesn-
yeur-old girl, of Plalofield, N. J., who I8
sorving a sentence of thirty days' impris-
oumient in ithe Union County Jail, at Eliza-
heth, for alleged disorderly conduoet, has
nroused widespread comment, and some ex-
eeodingly cauktle expresdlond ean be heard
In ehurch, as well as court eircles, ahout
the mattdr, The charituble ladies of Flaln-
finld are especinlly anxlpus to do what they
ean to have the Court's spntence made less
eevere, but In the meanwhile thelr re-
marks have & ving of Intcnse feeling:

A godd puit of the histery of this Dbright
lttle glrl In eonnection with her lmprison-
ment las been publiglied In the Journul,
bt not all. Just now, the fact that she 1s
forced to spend even & brlef period among
erimingls In a connty jall has stlered the
eitizens of Planfield In a mwapner they
have not experienced in A decade, To
properly understand the present predica-
ment In which May Clark finds herself
throngh the compluint of her father and
sister, It Is best to go back a little into
her previous hlstory.

SHE WOULDN'D OBRY,

Early In the present month Thomas Clark
called on Judge Geprge W. De Meza, the
presiding justlce of the city of Plalnfeld,
and complained to bim that his youngest
danghter, May, was growlng Incorrigible
and refused to obey elther him orp her step-
mother. The father s lhme, and agvanced
thig as an expuge for not following the girl
on the pcepslops he clalmed she had left
bome in the evening to uccompany young
men abont town. The parent could offer
no excuse for having his daovghter brought
into eourt other than his suspicions that
she wis gradodlly deiftlng with ag unde-
rirable elemerit.

Mr, Mark consulted hls wife, whio IsMay's
stepmother, and his ofher daughters, who
dre ber siaters by his tirst wife, and all
agreed to keop the child at home at night.
eyan if force becamie necessary. Moy e
sented thelr efforts, asserting her right to
enjoy the only vecrention she bad, but they
were obidurate, and watched her constautly,
until on March & last a fuss cecurred be-
tween her nnd Julie, an elder sister, The
reports concernlng this trouble all agroe
thiat Moy trled to selge her hat to go out,
when Julln Interfeved, und they fought
down the stalrway. For this May Clark
wis taken before Judge De Meza, and afrer
her Tather and slater testified the Court or-
derdd her commilted to prisen for thirty
duys, Undet this riling the chlild was re-
noyed to the county prlson ar BEligabeth
and Is gtill thare,

SPANKED BY THE JUSTICE

Summary Punishment Visited on
a Lad by'a Perth Am-
boy Magistrate.

Arraignéd In a Court Higher Than
His Own and Held in Bail
for the Grand Jury.

HE CRITICISED RECORDER KANT.

Found a Defect in the Bail Bond, Had it
Corrected and Then Retfussd to
Pay the Recorder His
Fee.

Perth Amhboy, N. J., March 18.—In the
Clty Court this morning the unusual spec-
tacle of s Justlea of the Peace arralgned
at the bar was presented. The prisonar
was Justice H, . Pickersglll, who late on
Saturday had glven bonds for a hearing
thls meorning on a charge of assault and
battery. The charge was preferred by Bt.
Goeorge Kempson, Jr., a fourteen-year-old
boy, who alloged that Pickersgill had
gpanked hlm with force, against the pegce
of the Biate of New Jersey.

Plekersglil 1s a printer and a Justice of
the Pegce. For geveral days last week he
noted as foreman of the Kempson Publish-
Ing Company's establishment In this city.
Of this company §f. George Kempson, Er.,
is presldent, treasurer and general mane-
ger. Pickersgill told the Recorder that
he was snnoyed beyond endurance by the
younger Kempson's praoks, and on the
day of the alleged assault put him out of
the office threo times, The boy finally be-
came nbusive, he suld, and ecalled Plokers-
glll ¥ile names. The foreman admltted that
lie then put the boy over hls knee and
spanked him soundly, Xe then put the boy
out of the oflice and had peace for the
rest of the day.

The boy wus In court attended by his
fatber and a lawyer from New York. The
elder Kempson admltted authorizing lils
foreman to eject the hafn from the office,

but be denled that thls Included authority
to spank him flrst. The Hecorder ordered

the
?100 for his appearunce before the Grand
fury in April. Attaches of the gourt sug-
gested that If Plekersgll had not several
times written His Honor up In the news-

apers he would have been dlscharged. A
nond was furnished st once with Alderman
J. J. Doitehe as surety.

The wunusunl proceeding of a prisoner
drawing his own ball bond was then wit-
nessed, as Pickersgill pronounced the bond
drmawn by the Recorder as defective, Kant
has been Recorder two years, but he con-
sented to the correction of the document a8
dlrected by the Justice.

MAD D06 WAS CUNNING

Three Hillsdale Men Had an Ex-
citing Time Putting Him
to Death.

He Hid Under the Furniture, Refused
to Budge and Finally Got
Behind the Gun,

HIS KILLERS AFRAID TO ADVANCE,

By Strategy the Dog Was Lured Into the
Strest, Whera the Men Poursd
in a Volley and Ended
His Life.

Hillgdale, N. J., March 16.—Thomas Clin-
ton Demurest, the newly elected Township
Committeeman and an cmploye of the New
York Custom House, hud a lively expe-
rlence Here last nlght about 11 o'clock try-
lng to exterminate his pet black and tan
dog, Prince, which was taken with ra-
bles while quletly enoozlng under the stove
In the kitchen of Mr. Demarest’'s house.
The family was awakened about 11 o'clock
by & pecuollar oolse In the kltchem, and
when Mr. Demarest |nvestigated he saw the
dog tearlng around the room, biting and
snapplog at everythlng Io its reach. He
saw at once tbat the dog wes mad and
called to Richard Johnson, & New Jersey &
New York Rallroad grainman, who boards
with him, to get up #nd get the gun.

Demarest ran back In the bedroom and,
wrapping a shawl about him, put & blanket
over the back of a chalr and pushing that
in front of him sallled forth to kill the dog.
By this time the spimal had crawled under
the lounge. He refused to budge when his
master tried to coax him out. Deinorest
get upon him and beat him until he was
nearly exbansted. The dog finnlly derted
for the other corner of the room, where
the gun was kept, and then Demarest snd
Jobnson were in mnother dllemma. They
could not get at the gon for fear of belng
biften. ]

Demarest pounded on the floor to arouse
John F. Winters, the store koeper, who
slept on the next floor below. Mr. Winters
eppeared on the scene with & gun and re-
yvelyver, and after 8 long time and by using
conslderable strategy the dog was made to
leave his corner, und started for the stalr
door lending to the street, with Demarest,
Johnson and Winters in hot pursuit, each
aroed with gun or revolver,

Trenton, March 18.—Ex-Judge J. Fronk
Fort appeared before the Senate Commlt-
tee on Rullroads and Canals, on bebalf of
this Delawate, Lackawanna & Western Rall-
road, In opposition to the bill Introduced the
other day for the purpese of giving the
Unilted States Plpe Line equal rights with
the Standard Ol Company. He argued
egainst the bill on the ground that it gave
too much power, allowed the company In
whose interest It wss drafted to take soy
property it chooses, and sweep aside the
riparian rights of the Siate. This law
would not prevent the Standard Oll Com-
pany from bonding Innumerable dompanies,
He doubted If the United States Company
was acting in good .tui:h.

Though Evidence Against Her Was
Strong the Girl's Wrongs Aroused
a Telling Sympathy.

SOLD TO HER HUSBAND FOR $250.

Her Lifs Mada Missrable in the Home
with Her Husband and ths Woman
She Was Accused of Killing.

Ricbhmond, 8, I, March l6.—Antounietin
Pinte, the girl wife of Carmine Pinte, who
was charged with strangling her saged
mother-in-law on Bunday, Japuary 26, is
free. The Grand Jury which was swomm
In at the opening of the March term of the
Supreme Court at this place this morning
falled to find an Indletment against the
girl, and upon motlon of DINstrlet-Attorney
Pinney she was discharged from custody.
The actlon of the Grand Jury was a gen-
eral surprise, as there was strong clreum-
stantlal evidence agalnst the girl, and it
{s believed that symputby for ber had con-
glderable influence on the result. It Is
undegrstood that the wote stood 11 to 6 o
favor of an Indictment for murder o the
first degrée, and that a vote upon sn indlet-
ment for murder in the second degree wos
the pame. As twelve votes sre Decessary
for aa iodictment the girl was saved by
one voie,

The testimony agalnst Antonletta brooght
out before the Coroner's jury gnd tle com.
mitting Maglstrute wns that ghe and her
mother-In-law, Maria Pinte, were left slone
at the shoe shop of Curmine Pinte, on
Second strect, New Brighton, on the siter-
noon of Sonday, Jeouvary 26. Between 5
and 7 o'clock three Italams, who had
tooms in the house, returned to find the
door fo the Finte apartments locked and
the girl greatly excited and afixious to
keep them awny from the Led whers the
old woman lay dead. The autopsy proved
that deuth had been caused by strunguls-
tion and a canvas strap was found covered
with blood and skin of the same width as
the nbmlm‘s upon the dead woman's neck.
Tt was proved that the girl and the
old woman were coustantly quarrelling and

woman only a week before, when Justice of
the Peace Van Vechten, who had been
called, found the old woman cronched in
a corner and the girl brandishing a poker
and erying: “T will Kill her!” All of the
witnesses examlsed at the preliminary
hearings were before the Grand Jury.
Sympathy for the girl was aroused by
her story, aud by the story of nelghbors,
who declared that the girl wifs had been
terribly abuosed by  Pinte snd the old
woman. It la alleged that Pinte always
took sides with his mother, and not only

while the old woman plled ths lash.

The girl's story was one of great wrongs,
When only thirteen years of age her father,
Antonlo Bpeninelll, of No. 112 Mait sivect,
New York, had sold bher to Plnte for $250,
compelling her to marry the man she bad
aever geen more than twlce In her life, by
threats that he would kill her. She had
twice left Pinte becauvse of his Il-freat-
ment, gnd had been forced to return to
him. It was also proved by the autopsy
that the old womun ecould not have lived
two months longer.

After her discharge Antonletta wis In-
terviewed by & reporter. The gir]l said
that she was golng to New York with Her
mother, who accofmpanied her, and wonld
never llve with Plnte again, Bhe declared
that she had been confldesnt of acquitial, as
she koew, noililng as to the cause of the
old woman's death, The girl epeaks extel-
lent BEnglish, has an attractive face, and
gays thit she 18 now elghteen yvears of age.
