The Federal authorities yesterday discred¬
ited the rumor that the Cuban filibusters
under indictment for violating the neutral¬
ity law. embarked again on the steamship
Bermuda, to carry out their proposed expe¬
dition, and thus forfeited the $13,CHX) which
they deposited as ball. The trial of General
Garcia is set for Monday, and the belief that
the alleged filibusters will put in an appear¬
ance on that day was strengthened yesterday
afternoon, when Lawyer William M. Ivins
procured a list of the panel of Jurors in th«
Criminal Branch of the United States Cir¬
cuit Court. This action on the part of th»
Cubans' counsel, It was thought, Indicated
that General Garcia, John D. Hart, CaptainSamuel Hughes, Benjamin J. Guerra, CapJ
tain Lawrence Brabazon and Bernardo J.
Bueno will face the accusations againstthem.
For taking part in the Hawkins and Lau-

rada expeditions. General Garcia and Hart
are under bail to appear for examination to¬
day before United States Commissioner
Shields. In the event of their absence
bench warrants will be issued for their aT-
rest and every endeavor made to«Interceptthe Bermuda. ^ j
