MORE GOLD SHIPMENTS PR03ABLE.

They Will Be Light at First.The Heavy
Efflux Witt Not Begin Until Mid-

April.Foreigners Sensitive
to War Talk.

Wall Street, Friday, March 27.
A further advance in sterling exchange

and the bearish, attitude of London caused
a decline in the market to-day, although
transactions -were so restricted that not

much impression was produced upon values.
The opening was lower and weak, as cables
came % to 1 per cent lower from London,
which also sent selling orders. In the
afternoon the sudden advance in Tobacco
and the strength of Baltimore & Ohio stim¬
ulated some coverings of shorts, and prices
rallied. The net declines were consequently
fractional. Louisville & Nashville was

heavy all day under steady selling for
London account, closing with a net loss of
% per cent. St. Paul was heavy for the
same reason.
Ualtimore""& Ohio aud Tobacco were not¬

able exceptions to the general weakness.
The former advanced 1% per cent on the
announcement that the stockholders of the
Pittsburg <!c Western would have to bear a

share in the burden of raising new capital.
It was taken for granted that assessments
might al.so be levied upon the stockholders
of other branch lines, thus relieving the
stockholders of the parent company from
the necessity of bearing the entire "burden
of retoeing its credit. The assessment upon
the Baltimore & Ohio stock will not be,nearly as large as has been currently re¬
ported. The stock, moreover, is

*

still
closely held, and any attempt on the part
of the short interest to cover, moves it up
easily. I
American Tobacco common jumped 3%

per cent without any other explanation ex¬

cept that the insiders were bidding up the
price. The steady upward progress of the
stock from 72 to 87% to-day indicates that
dividends will be resumed on the common
stock. As has been several times men¬
tioned. the insiders assert positively that
,i dividend will be declared next week, but
Vlieir word has not proved trustworthy in
the past. The price of the stock, however,
speaks more emphatically than any asser¬
tions on the part of directors or officers.
The movement to-day drove out the short
interest, so that nothing except persistent
buying for long account can prevent a re¬
action in price.
The advance of % cent in demand sterling

bills brings sight drafts very close to the
-old exporting point, and unless there is a

change in the situation some gold will be
.shipped abroad next week. The shipments,
if any. will be light, and the heavy efflux
of gold will not begin until the middle of
April. Even the calling In of the bond
deposits In Government bank depositories
cannot defer gold exports beyond that

^period. The renewal of liquidation by Lon-
dou only accentuates the situation, and
any news which will intensify the war

feeling abroad will force greater exports of
gold, as the foreigners will sell American
seci-titles, and the vates of money will

DID BARNARD FORGE THEM?

More Worthless Notes Found of the De¬
funct Fort Stanwix Bank.

Rome, N. Y., March 27..The receiver of
the defunct Fort Stanwix Bank has dis¬
covered a number of notes purporting to
have been made by persons in town, whose
names, it is allegeo, were forged by the
late Cashier Barnard. One of these notes,
for $3,545.25, bears the name of Henry V.
Adams, a local business man, as indorser.
The signer purports to be George P. Wil-
ley. Xo such person is known here.
Another note, for $3,217.11, bears the

forged signature of W. H. Lewis, an in¬
surance agent. It is 6aid that alleged
forged and fictitious paper will amount to
$65,000.
To Celebrate .Jefferson's Birtlitlay.
Washington, March 27..A call has been

issued to Democratic organizations affili¬
ated with the National Association to join
in a common celebration of the anniversary
of the birth of Thomas Jefferson. The
President and ail leading Democrats of the
country have been invited to accompany
the officers of the association in an excur¬
sion to Jefferson's tomb, at Monticello. Ex-
Governor Russell, of Massachusetts, and
Senator Daniel, of Virginia, will be the
principal speakers.

SOME BIG LINES OF SHORTS COVER.

Tho Export Demand.Small Speculation in
Cofn and P'rovisions.Operations

in Cotton and Coffee.Ex¬
change Gossip.

On 'Change. Friday, March 27.
There has been smaller trading in the

grain options to-day, and the variations of
the market showed fractional recessions of
prices at the close. The active whfat op¬
tions were Mt and % lower in New York and
% lower in Chicago. The corn options
graded off fractionally, but provisions were
a shade better at the close, with a gain-of
5 to 7Yi points for lard and ribs and 10
points for pork. The total sales of wheat
on the New York Board were 1,545,000 bush¬
els, of flour 9,000 barrels, of corn 135,000
bushels and oats 15,000 bushels.
Liverpool wheat opened % higher for all

options, and % to y? higher for cash lots,
with the millers buying very freely. The
stocks of wheat are running light at all the
principal points in the United Kingdom.
May wheat in Chicago opened at 63>/i and

sold to 63, and then up to 63^ and 64, clos¬
ing at 63^ The early influence was fairj
buying by Armour with the scalping fra¬
ternity tailing on. The "Hot Springs con¬

tingent" bought wheat early, and they were

reported as unloading at the better p-rices
of the later trading.

It was reported that the sudden rush did
not suit Mr. Armour, who is decidedly op¬
posed to too much company in his bull cam¬

paigns, and his brokers probably supplied
the shorts with a good lot of the wheat
they covered, thus easing the strain. This
selling, together with that of the Hot
Springs crowd, started prices on the down
track.
The probable clearances of wheat at the

seaboard during the next three months are
estimated at .$1.500,000 bushels from Bos¬
ton, 750,000 bushels from Baltimore and
150,000 uushels from Philadelphia and New
port News. It is difficult to calculate how-
large the quantity la to come from New
York. Some estimates make the total from
all the seaboard ports from 5,500,000 to
8,0(10,000 bushels.
Clearances from the four ports in wheat

and flour to-day were 91,327 bushels, and
for five days they were 1,209,000 bushels,
of 412,000 bushels more than for the same

date last week. New York stocks of wheat
will probably decrease this week, 4,257,000
bushels, and the visible supply looks like
190,000 bushels decrease.
Exporters took 152,000 bushels wheat. In¬

cluding 88,(XX) No. 1 hard Duluth at 5 cents
over May, f. o. b., afloat; 64,800 No. 1
Northern* Duluth inspection, at 3 cents, f.
o. b., afloat.

.

Charters were made in Chicago late yes¬
terday by Milmine for 150,000 bushels
wheat. This is in addition to the 350,000
wheat chartered and previously reported.
It is all Armour business and makes the
charters for two days 500.000 busbels.
The market for both corn and oats was

stubborn at the close, but there was no

business of importance. Provisions were
Inclined to a higher range at the opening,
but shaded off slowly toward the last, clos¬
ing at net gains of 5 to ly^ points over
yesterday. .

Thq Cotton Market.
The cotton market opened 4 to 5 points

lower on disappointing cables,' but recov¬

ered and advanced 5 to 6 points on heavy
buying by a local commission house whose
purchases aggregated 20,000 bales. The
market held firm at the advance, until the
last half hour, when realizing by local
traders on the heavy port receipts, and
large interior movement caused a relapse,
and prices closed at a net advance of only
one point on the near months, and a de¬
cline of one to two points on the next crop
option, compared with last night.
The total receipts of^cotton for the week

approximate 82,000 bales, against 69,000
bales last week, 116,0Q0 bales last year, and
41,942 bales in 1894. The total interior re¬
ceipts point to 31,000 bales, against 25,000
bales last week, 54,000 bales last year, and
23,000 bales In 1894.
Secretary Hester, of the New Orleans

Cotton Exchange, figures the total amount
of cotton brought into sight for the week
at 99,493 bales, against 72,000 bales last
week, 128,000 bales last year, and 56,385
bales in 1894, when the crop was 7,500,000
bales.

THE SUNDAY MARKETING.
Good Things and the Prices at Which

They Can Be Procured.Poultry
and Game Plentiful.

Tho demand for fruit and fancy vegeta¬
bles shows great improvement over that
of a few days ago; Southern and hothouse
vegetable® are selling especially well, and
as a rule are more plentiful and cheaper.
North Carolina strawberries are expected
to be on sale in about a week's time.
Southern and Western grape fruit is in bet¬
ter supply, but holds its former high price
of $1.50@$G a doz. Pineapples are scarce
and move but fairly well, choice fruit sell¬
ing at 35c.; small fruit at 20c. each. Cali¬
fornia oranges are in smaller supply, but
selling steadily at 45(400c. per doz. Mes¬
sina oranges, however, are plentiful, but
small, worth 25<tt35c. per doz. Choice
grapes' are much called for, but hard to
find; inferior quality grapes are fairly
plentiful, but sell slowly, Malagas at 20@
35c. a pound.
Hothouse cucumbers are moving freely

at 20c. each. Considerable inquiry is made
for Southern corn, but none is expected in¬
side of ten days. California watermelons
will probably be in the market about the
first of April. Georgia Pinto peaches are
late this year, but will probably be on
sale before the middle of next month.
Southern string beans and green peas can
be had for 20c. a quart; French sprouts,
30c. a pound; mushrooms, 90c. a pound,
and parsley, 5c. a bunch. Choice aspara¬
gus continues high and scarce, although in
good demand, sales being made at 75c.
a bunch.
In the way of poultry and game, broilers

are in much more demand than during the
past few days, and bring from $1 to $1.50
per pair. Fowl are plentiful, selling at
12@14c. a pound; turkeys are worth 17@
18c. a pound; geese, 10(al8c.; Spring chick¬
ens and Spring turkeys, 20c. a pound;
capons, 23c.. and Winter chiekcns, 20c. a

pouud. Dark squabs retail at $2@$2.50 a

doz.; light squabs, $3<y.$3.50 a doz.; prairie
chickens, $2 a pair, and partridge, $1.50 a

pair.. Quail move but fairly well at $3@
$3.50 a doz. Yellow leg snipe are in much
demand, but still too high to sell freely,
last sales being made at $4 a doz. English
snipe can be had for $3 a doz.: wild
pigeons, $3.50 doz.; blackbirds, 50c.; fancy
reed birds, $1.25; ordinary frozen birds.
75c., and grass plover, $2.50 doz. Upland
plover are worth $3 doz.; golden plover,
$4 doz.; Scotch grouse, $1.75 pair; English
pheasants. $3 pair; ptarmagins, woodcock
and dowbirds, $1.25 pair.
Canvasback ducks are more plentiful and

cheaper, now selling at $4.50(f/$5.50 pair.
Iledheads are also in better supply, and
bring from $2.50 to $3.50 pair. Brant, mal¬
lard and black ducks sell at $1@$1.25 pair,
and teal ducks, 75c. a pair. Partridges are
in rather light supply, and range in price
from $1.25 to $1.G5 a pair.
In the way of fish, shad are probably

chief in demand; choice large roe shad sell
at 50@60c. each, and buck shad at 40c.
each. Striped bass, per whole lish, bring
20c. pound. Shad roe is plentiful, and sell¬
ing very freely at 30c. a pair. Codfish
tongues are rather scarce, but move well at
15c. pound. Smelts are inclined to drag,
small going at 6@10c. pound, and choice
large green smelts at 15@20c. pound.
