
WHEAT A BIT STRONGER,
Prices Fractionally Better in New

York and Noticeably
So West.

Limited Trading in the Oth&t Grain
Options, but at a Higher

Range of Prices.

NO MARKED FEATURE TO THE TRADING

A Fairly Active Cotton Market for the

Saturday Half-Holiday, with Gains
of Two and Three Points.

Coffee Is Strong.
On 'Change, Saturday, March 28.

The markets have been without marked
feature to-day, and the result of the one-

half dayjs trading is a fractional gain for
wheat, which is reflected in the West
with even larger variations, the net gains
for all the options being more marked on

the Chicago Board. Of course, corn was

fractionally better and provisions shaded
upward, but they wore very dull. The
total trading for the day on the New York

Exchange was 505,000 bushels wheat and
3,000 barrels flour. There were no formally
recorded sales of coru or oats.

Liverpool wheat opened firm and at un¬

changed prices, and closed the same. Paris
wheat and flour were a trifle lower, and
Berlin wheat *4 mark higher for Septem¬
ber. Antwerp wheat was firm at un¬

changed prices. London cargoes, both
wheat and corn, in all positions were quiet
but steady.
In the Chicago market May wheat opened

at 63^4, which was low point for the day;
advanced to 64 and 64%, and closed at 63%
bid, a net advance of % cent. The only
bull card in view to-day came from Kan¬
sas, where they are having sand-storms,
and it is anticipated that these will cause

great damage to the growing Winter wheat.
This has been the case in previous years,
and the news was accepted as of more than
ordinary importance. At all events, the
trade took fright and bought freely.
The Argentine shipments are said to

been been 1,136,000 bushels this week,
against 1,426,000 bushels for the corre¬
sponding week last year. The American
wheat and flour shipments, as given by
Bradstreets are for the week 1,740,000
bushels, oi about 200,000 bushels in excess
of the previous week.
The clearances for the four ports of

wheat and flour to-day were 179,374 bush¬
els; and for the week 1,388,1® bushels; or
473,546 bushels in excess of last week. For
com they were 135,982 bushels, and for
oats 49,270 bushels.

It was predicted on the Chicago Board
that the visible statement on Monday
would show a decrease of 250,000 bushels
wheat.

The Cotton Market.
Cotton was firmer to-day and fair¬

ly active, closing at a net advance
of 2 to 3 points for the day. The
totai sales were 65,700 bales. The general
tone of the market news was of a depress¬
ing sort, especially from abroad. But the
shorts were nervous and their covering
gave higher range to the market.
The receipts at the ports for the week

approximated 8,000 bales, against 8,910
bales last week, 23,030 bales last year and
7,000 bales in 1894. In Liverpool spot cot¬
ton was.dull and easy, with sales of only
6,000 bales at unchanged, but easier, prices.
Futures there were easy from the start
and closed quiet and barely steady at l-64d.
to 2-64d. decline. Spot cotton here was
quiet and steady, witli sales of 550 bales 011
the basis of 7% for middling.
The receipts for Monday at New Orleans

are estimated at 3.000 to 4,000 bales,
against 2,543 bales last week, 4,511 bales
last year and 3,261 bales in 1894.

It was not so very long ago that a well-
to-do New York business man was found
dead in the morning with a bullet in his
brain. The papers said there was no ap¬
parent cause for his suicide. His business
was in good condition. He had recently
sustained some trifling losses, but there
was really nothing serious to worry him.
utterly no reason why he should take his
own life. He had been nervous and irrita¬
ble, and his health had not been of the best
for a short time, but he was not really ill.
