'They
offered free lunches, and At one place on
River streéet the proprietor, without in-
tending, he sald, to reflect on the Common-
weslth of New York, pnt out this sign:

“Lunch for Huugry New Yorkers Served
Froe™

Another saloon keeper expressed the
common gratitude of his fellow busluess
men by writing in white lines on the mir
ror back of his bar:

“Hoboken HBays Hurrah for Platt and
Rnlnes!"

In addition to those who went to Hobo-
ken and Jersey City, there were many
from New York and Brooklyn who went to
Newark, Paterson and other New Jersey
towns to spend the day. The saloons of
Newnrk made partlcular efforts to make
it pleasant for the strangers, and they
threw everything .wide open.

CONEY ISLAND WAS DRY.

Dreary Day for the Saloon Keepers
at the Resort.

From
morning till night its less than 500 adualt
citizens in valn tried the slde doors of the
180 saloons, good and true, which had never

QUAFFED IN NEW JERSEY.

Thirsty New Yorkers and Brooklyn-
ites Go Over the River.

New Jersey began to proflt yesterday by
the restrictlons imposed upon its blg sister
commonwealth by the Ralnes law. Acting
on the theory that It s an Nl wind that
blosys no one good, the enterprising people
on the other side of the North River pre-
pared yesterdny morning to reap a harvest
by throwing thelr saloons wide open and
inviting New Yorkers and Brooklynltes to
enter.

\The places nearest the river's edge did
the blggest busdlness, and It may be of In-
terest to state that the bar closest to New
Xork, at which liguor was openly sold
yesterday, 1s Just 125 feet from the Ho-
boken ferry slip. It Iz a greater distance
to follow the sldewalk and street orossing,
but the thirsty thousands who went to the
Jersey oasis yesterdny took to tlie cobhble.
stones and reached the place where lberty
was on tap with beer as quickly as they
could.

From morning untll mildnight this =a-
loon and many others In Hoboken, Jer.
sey Clty,Newark and Paterson were crowd-
ed with men, who had the alc of New
Yorkers, and who drank often and eagerly
because they had gone to so much trou-
ble to guench their thirst.

BUSINESS IN JERBEY OITY.

In Jersey Olty thers wns a greater effort
mnde to make a sghow of dolng busingss
guardedly than In Hoboken, but still the
only thing required to get a drink was the
price. There are 800 galoons In the elty,
which is s pretty good supply for a place of
180,000 Inlabitants, and the proprietors
stand in no awe of the pollce.

There 18 4 law In the State agalnst Sun-
day selling, but It 18 g6 constructed that
punishment can be Inflicted bnly after in-
dictment by a Grand Jury, and Hudson
County Grand Juries have hitherto lLeen
very lenlent. Bhopld the pollee start a.
erugade, they wotlld have to arrnign vlo-
Intors before o committing magistrate, the
magistrate would hold the accused for the
Grand Jury, and during this period the sa-
loon keepers would, be 6nt on ball doing
business and feellng reagonubly sure that
the Grand Jury would let them go.

As # result, the pollce let the llguor deal-
ers do about as they wish, and the latter
are 50 well plessed with the conditlon of
things that many do not even have slde
doors, As n substitute, they place sareens
in front of the front doors, and (he patrons,
after turning fwo eorners, are at the bar,

A rile at 3 o'clock In the affernoon on
an Anpex ferpybont—the lne Dbetween
Brooklyn and Jersey Clty—indleated that
the peaple of the €ty of Churches were
taking as muell Interest In Jorsey Clty as
wore the'New Yorkers, It wias the first
time tliey hnd been driven from' ‘home for
o drink, and a few on the boat protestpd
vignrously. The majority were good hu-
morul, however, and one jolly Individunl
Bur 1':ecummkrm;m

conslderable throng. Multitudes from New
York and Brooklyn smiled sofily to them-
selves ms they bought tlckets for Coney Isl-
and and thought that there was one green
spot left where beer was on draught. But

She had scarcely opened the door, how-
ever, when a denge volume of smolke rolled
In, driving her back and almost suffo-
cutlng her, Bhe shrieked In her terror, for-
gettlng {o cloas the docor, and then she
became go vonfused aa not to know swhich
way to turn. The smoke hllnded her and
there wans not & gllmmer of light anywhere,
All she could do was to grope her way
ilong by the walls.

Bhe managed to reach the front room,
but It wus only by feeling the leavy cur-
talng that she kiuew she was neatr the
window.

Thirty-five years ago the widow of Rus-
sell Myers was bom. Her maiden name
wias Emellne Kelly. When she was seven
months old she was adopted by Russell
Myers. He was then forty years old and
had been married twenty years. He held a
résponsible position in the Merchants' Na-
tiomn! DBank, fn Weall street,
Emellne was a pretty llttle black-eyed,
black-hanired glrl, and ber foster parents
lowed her nnd brought her up as thelr own
daughies. She was known ns Hmellne My-
ers, onl mever koew that she was not
thel~ reat doerghter untll she was twenty
years ohl

Then she was courted by Pbhillp Bracey
Ville Plgue, a: good-looklng young Bouth-
erner. When thelr weédding day wnaa set
Mycrs told Emellne and her prospectlive
hushand her real mame, They were mar-
ried and lived together untll slx years ggo,
when hér husband died. The widow wias
left In good elrcumstances, with one son.

Eight months later Mrs, Mgyers, who
lived with her husband on Columbus ave-
nue, dled. Myers was then seventy yenars
old, and Widow: Plgue, his adopted daugh-
ter, thirty., Tlree months after Myers was
left a wldower he merried Emellne. On
the day of the wedding the old mnn made
a will leaving sll his property—vnioed at
nbout $10,000—to his young wife.
