Even on Sunday.
£NO WORSE THAN CARRIAGE RIDING.

ilWill Welcome Cyclists to His Church and
Provide for the Care of Their Wheels
Duringthe Services.Club Runs on

Sunday Are Disapproved Of.

The young people of the Westminster
Presbyterian Church, First place and Clin¬
ton street, Brooklyn, are enthusiastic
Wheelmen and have started a movement
for the construction of racks in the church
«difice for the accommodation of those
who desire to ride to divine service on a

Wheel.
The bare Idea may shock a few of the

Btald old members, but as the majority of
the congregation and the pastor, the ltev.
Dr. James W. Gilland, regard wheeling
With favor, the indications are that the
.average wheelman passing the church on
a Sabbath in the near future can take a
rest and drink in some theological truths
at the same time with the assurance that
his "bike" is safe In a rack near the vesti¬
bule door. There was a time when the
Westminster Church was not popular with
the youngeT Presbyterians of South Brook¬
lyn, but that was before Dr. Gilland was
Installed. He soon showed that he believed
In the interests of the young people and
favored every move that had a tendency
toward their happiness and improvement,
fl-'he result is that he is immensely popu¬
lar and wields a powerful influence.
The Westminster Cycle Club was or¬

ganized among tne young men of tiie
church and is now one of tne crack wheel¬
ing organizations of that part of the. city.Parlane Davidson is president, John Dun-
top, vice-president; Bert Goodson, secre¬
tary, and T. E. Jordan, treasurer. The
club makes long runs. There Is one iron-
bound clause 111 tiie by-laws, which pro¬hibits Sunday club runs. The individual
members can ride as much as they see lit
on tbe Sabbath, but the club as an organi¬zation must not turn out, neither must
the uniform or emblem be worn by .tliemembers.
"The subject of Sunday riding is one of

Individual conscience," the Kev. Dr. Gil¬
land said. "Bicycle riding would be wrongIf It deprived an indivluual of privilegesfor which the day was instituted. Manypeople regard Sunday as a day of worshipand otherp as a day for rest and recrea¬
tion. I do not see why bicycle riding on
Sunday should be singled out for criticism
any more than many other matters which
have been perinitteu for years. So far as
Church worship is concerned it does not
Interfere with the service as much as the
trolley cars do.
"As to coming to church on a bicycle, I

do not see that it is worse than oil anyother conveyance. If a man resides within
walking distance he certainly should walk,but if a^man does not live within walkingdistance I think for him to come on his
bicycle is far less objectionable than to come
In a carriage. I should be glad to accommo¬
date all wheelmen at the church."
Dr. Gilland has some excellent wheelmen

among his congregation. Mr. H. Griffin, one
of the principal members of the choir, is an
expert rider. Walter Kipp, Wllmot Moore-
house, John Gray and Asa Randall are
others who have won local distinction on
the wheel. While at the present time a
wheel is seldom If ever seen in the vesti¬
bule of the church on Sundays, on prayer
^neetlng nights It Is different, and on tho
occasion of any special event of the church
during the Summer evenings, wheels about
the edifice are much In evidence.

"I d<f not ride myself on Sundays," Treas¬
urer T. E. Jordan, of the Westminster Cycle
Club, said, "because I have sufficient time
on week days. I live within walking dis¬
tance of the church or perhaps I might ride
there to service.* There certainly can be no
more'harm in It than riding there in a car¬
riage. I think It will only be a matter of
time before we have accommodations for
Wheels at the church."
There Is a growing sentiment in the same

direction among members of other South
Brooklyn churches. The young people of
the Strong Place Baptist Church are begin¬
ning to agitate the subject, as well as a
Presbyterian church in the same location.

FOR SINNING BICYCLISTS.
^Pastor Silleck's Church at Coney Island

Will Draw Its Congregation from
the Cycle Path.

Pastor Sllleck will spread his net this
morning for the souls of sinners who
Xlde the wheel. Pastor Sllleck is in charge
of the Brighton Chapel, a pretty little
bouse of worship, that stands on Coney
Island, about 800 feet from the cycle path.
For some time he has been wondering
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how lie could get the men and women
who ride on the path every Sunday morn-
ing to y;o to church. He spoke of the
matter to Charles 0. Overton, who sug¬
gested the scheme.
A committee of three.Mr. Overton,

George Peterson and A. O. Shaul.was or¬
ganized, and started at once to make ar¬
rangements. Tho basement was measured
and it was found that 300 bicycles could
be stored in It. The committee reported
that they were willing to assume t'he re-
sponslbiUty for the safety of the wheels.
Each rider as he enters tho church will

recei\ e a eheck for his wheel. The ser¬
vice will last an hour. Mr. Silleck will
preach for fifteen minutes, and a glee club
crom some bicycle organization will sing.

Gigantic Structure to Be One of the
Attractions at Bergen Beach

A tremendous wheel, which will be even
superior to the far-famed Ferris wheel
in many ways, is being constructed at Ber¬
gen Beach in anticipation of a crowd of
pleasure seekers this Summer. A small
army of workm_en have been busy for some
days setting up the mighty wheel.

Williams, the president of the Bergen
Beach Company, made some time ago with
