The Giants Ex-Captain-Manager
Figures on the Chances of

Eastern Clubs.

Philadelphia, He Thinks, Will Not
Do So Well Later, and Boston

Needs Pitchers.

NEW YORK ABOUT OUT OF IT.

Mr. Freedman Blamed for Not Trying
Rusie.Other Magnates Are Prob¬

ably Laughing in Th«ir
Sleeves.

Though the baseball season Is Uttle more

than just begun, pennant possibilities have

already become an interesting topic. Here,
in Greater New York we have had a chance,

to see every Eastern team, except Balti¬

more, and rwhlle it is yet too early to judge
of the Western teams, we can now form
some estimate of the relative strength of
.the six teams in the East.
Baseball prognostication Is an uncertain

science, even under the most favorable
conditions, and it becomes especially so this
year, when so many new and unknown
elements hr /e been introduced into the dif¬
ferent teams. It would not he safe to take
the present standing of the clulbs as a

guide., Championship struggles are . like
long distance runs, the winners seldom set
the pace; not that they would not wish to,
but It senis, as a rule, to take them longer
to get started. And yet It may happen, as

with the Baltimores In 1894, that the ulti¬
mate winners jump right off with the lead
and hold it through the season.

Considering, however, only the Eastern
teams, and in the order in which they now

stand upon the record, the Philadelphias
and Bostons are now tiled for first honors.
It was scarcely to have been expected that
the "Phillies" would have made so early
a start. On an average they are big men,
¦most of them veteran players, and naturally
they should reach their best condition later
In the season, and only after considerable
hot weather. But they sem to have started
right off at a pennant clip. It is notice¬
able, however, that they have been winning
so far principally by their heavy hitting.
When the pitchers of the various teams

get Into proper fettle, as Is never the
case until about the 1st of June, then the
big hitters will not hit po hard or so often.
Fielding, base running and general team
work will then count far more In the win¬
ning of games, and there is where the
Phillies are likely to fall away. Their
great batting powers will pull them out of
many a game, and they grill always be
dangerous opponents, but tJoy do not seem

to be strong enough in pitchers, their field¬

ing will never toe more than frfir and their
base running is sure to be the cause of
much anguish to their friends.
PlffixiES HARDLY FENNANT WINNERS.
With a level-headed, experienced and

capabale captain such as Nash^ their team
work should show an improvement, but,
everything considered, they are hardly to

be counted as probable winners. If they
finish as well as fourth they will be doing
all that should be expected.
The Bostons are a more difficult ftfctor to

size up. We did not see them here at their
best. They were minus the services of
Collins, their regular third baseman, and
Bergen, a catcher, both of whom are said
to be brilliant performers In their respec¬
tive positions; and even the fact that, with¬
out the regular team, they won three
straight from New York would hardly
justify us in forming an exaggerated esti¬
mate of their strength.
Judged by last year's team, it is hard to

see where they can be much stronger; from
a playing standpoint. Bergen may be an

addition behind the' bat, but Collins will
have to be an exceptional player to even

replace Nash. There is a reliability and
even temper about Nash that Imparts con¬

fidence to the rest of the team, and more

than compensates for any Jack of strength
at the bat.
Hamilton, who replaces McCarthy in

the outfield, is at present playing a remark¬
able game, but it would not be fair to ex¬

pect him to keep it up. Nevertheless, he is
a great ball player and run getter. But
so, too, is McCarthy, and Boston owes

many a close game in seasons past to the
latter's nerve and quick wit. It is said
that McCarthy's release was necessary to
break up a clique that had formed In the
team. It seems, therefore, that any in¬
creased strength must come from some

such Influence as this rather than any im¬

provement in the general average of ability.
TIIBY PICK BOSTON TO LAND TIIH FLAG.
A great many good judges already pick

Boston to win, and they should certainly
be in the race to the finish. But they have
had one serious weakness for the past two

seasons, and unless they have strengthened
there, they will never finish first. A lack
of pitchers has discouraged and beaten
them heretofore, and nothing has yet shown
that they have reinforced themselves in
this department.
Nichols is as' good as ever, which means

as the best, but one pitcher cannot carry

tjie load the entire distance. Another man

like Nichols would give them a splendid
chance for the pennant, but, unless some

one or more of the new men turns in to

give him a hand, it is hard to see how
they can win. Even so, however, the team
that does win will probably have to reckon
all the time wth Boston.
Washington comes next on the record,

and, strange to say, is right up with the
leaders. But the strangest part of it is
that they are where they are, not by any
fluke, but by .earnest, clever, legitimate
play. They put up a game against the
Brooklyns at Eastern Park last week that
would win against any team. They are

strong in catchers, have several good pitch,
ers, one. Mercer, a star, and the rest of the
field seems very evenly balanced.

WASHINGTON'S CItUCIAL TEST.
Joyce, who is at present acting as mana¬

ger ,and captain, seems to have instilled
much of his own earnest, hustling spirit
Into the entire team. Their crucial test
will come, however, when the first real
serious streak of ill-luck overtakes them.
If they give up under the strain they will
soon settle down to a position among the
tail-enders, but if some one can manage
to keep up their courage so that they will

»t lose confidence in their own strength
t«re will be a good chance ior the Wash-

lngton team of '96 to do considerably better
than any of Its predecessors.
After arousing the hopes of all their

friends the Brooklyns were beaten two
out of the three on the home grounds.
Heretofore It has been the rule that this
team could beat the world at Eastern Park,
but was very easy away from home; but
as it had already shown an ability this sea-1
son to win on foreign fields there seemed a

good chance for a higher position in the
race.

Well, there is no reason yet to change this
opinion. The team is undoubtedly strong
In every departmeut of the game. It lacks
In aggressiveness, which accounts for its
poor showing on the road, where It feels
the absence of home support and incentive.
But McCarthy's presence will add strength
in this respect, and when the pitchers get
to working the team will put up a \ ery
strong game.

GROOMS' UNIFORM TOO CLEAN.
There is one fault with the Brooklyn

team. Their uniforms are too clean.
Whether as an effect of the "ladles' day"
or a result of aesthetic surroundings the
men always look just a little bit too pretty
to win hard games. It is a noticeable fact
that winning ball players are seldom pret¬
ty.
There was another feature last season

that unless corrected this will prove a

source of weakness, namely, a failure to
clearly define the separate spheres of man¬

ager and captain. Where a captain on the
coach line Instructs a player to do on6
thing and a manager on the bench directs
something different, there is apt to be
more or less confusion in the player's mind
as (to just what he is expected to do.
The champion Baltlmores, who are next

to last among the Eastern teams, have
had a serious time of It so far. With Mc-
Graw out of the game entirely, Robinson
injured, Hopper not well and the other
pitchers not yet In winning form, the team
has made a bad start. But, unless they
shall have fallen too far behind, when the
men are all In good shape again, they will
be hetard from regularly and often.

ORIOLES STRONGER THIS TEAR.
With Doyle on first, the team Is stronger

than last year and when once they start
they will come with a rush. On last sea¬
son's form, Boston Is their only really
dangerous competitor In the East.
Of the Giants, who, up to date have so

faithfully guarded the rear, It is impossible
to phophesy. The material is surely there
for better results, but whether It is to be
developed and unified and properly directed
or hampered and suppressed Is something
which it would require a Roentgen ray to
discover.
The team, at Its present gait, cannot

cope with the majority of the others. Even
at Its best it would not be any too strong,
yet the club foolishly persists in a refusal
to add such strength as it might.

THE GIANTS NEED RUSIE.
The president of the club chooses to

humble local pride and give the national
game a set-back in the chief city of the
country rather than recede one Inch from
a position in which he was at best only
questionably right in the beginning.
In justification he points to letters of

commendation from the presidents of other
clubs. Unquestionably the coure of the
New York management Is a> source of much
gratification to other clubs, and for various
reasons. It will certainly make their own
work in signing their players at reduced
salaries an easier matter.
But there are also other reasons \vhy

certain astute gentlemen are pleased. Were
the relations between them not already in
such a strained condition, the New York
management would doubtless receive assur¬
ances from several other prominent mag¬
nates. It's great fun, as well as satisfac¬
tion, sometimes to stand off and cry: Sic
'im, Tige!"
So that, as no one on the outside can tell

what the composition of the team is to be,
no one can yet safely mako and forecasts
as to its strength.
As Umpire Hurst sagely remarked when

questioned by the club president as to his
opinion of the team's prospects: "With
Rusie, they might finish about fourth;
without Rusie, it's banl to tell where they
will finish."

RETURN OF THE TRITONS.
The Champion Eight-Oared Crew Come

Back to the Harlem River to
Their Club.

The dull threatening weather yesterday
and the occasional showers had the effect
of dampening te ardor of the pleasure oars¬
men to a large extent, but It had no effect
whatever upon the men In training for
the Decoration Day regatta of the Harlem
ltlver Rowing Association.
Probably the greatest disappointment

along the river was the failure to see the
eight-oared shell go out from the Atalanta
Boat Club house, manned with their fa¬
mous old champion senior eight. About this
time two years ago the crew left the Ata¬
lanta and oined the Trltore Boat Club, of
Newark. The prodigals have decided to re¬
turn to their first love, In order to meet
the present champion, First Bohemians, in
the Harlem regatta. The Tritons reportedfor duty at a seasonable hour yesterdayready to take their first trial spin on the
Harlem River; however, they were unable
to obtain a coxswain and their trip had to
be abandoned. They will be entered from
the Atalanta Club and will row under their
colors on Memorial Day.
The First Bohemians have trained harder

this Spring than any other club on the
river. A1 ltheir men were on the water
yesterday and their junior and senior
eights attracted no little attention. Their
senior four and gig crew are also looked
upon as likely winners, although they will
have no easy time of It, as the Atalantns
have q four that will be hard to beat, and
the same may be said about the Metropoli¬
tans and Vruna crews, all of whom are
showing great speed.
Fred Hawkins, who will row with Jack

Neagle, of the Harlem Club, in the senior
double event, is rowing every day on the
Saratoga Lake, and will not commence
training on the Harlem with Neagle until
about ten days before the regatta. Neagle
rowed double with Mahr yesterday, and
will continue to row with him until Haw¬
kins arrives. The Harlem Rowing Club
will be well represented in the regatta, for,
Independent of the senior single and
double, Captain John Hearlty, who was out
in his shell yesterday, will row in the
intermediate singles. Armon and Man will
row in the lightweight double and the jun¬
ior and intermediate four-oared gig crews
will be started in to training this evening.
The intermediate four will probably be
Mase, Mahr, Armon and Benton. The junior
four may be Frelr, La Roue, Fannig and
Fitzsimmons.
The junior eight of the Nassau Boat Club

took their usual exercise on the river and
are doing well. Davis and Carter have been
rowing a great deal together and, if they
qualify, will be entered in the senior double.
The Metropolitans have disbanded their

intermediate four-oared gig crew and their
light-weight double. The only men they
have in training now are the junior four-
oarde shell crew and their senior four-oared
gig crew. The juniors are doing admirably,
and, if they continue their present form,
will also be entered in the intermediate
four-oared gig race.
The Wyanokes had out their junior dou¬

ble, four-oared gig and four-oared shell
crews, but Captain Smith has hard work in
getting them to do a sufficient amount of
training during the week.
An intermediate four-Oared gig is all that

the Nonpareils will have in the regatta this
year. Tney were out yesterday and their
work in proving very satisfactory. They
are a strong team and row well together.
The junior and intermediate four-oared

gig crews of the Union Boat Club put in a
good day in practice, as did the Junior four-
oared gig rcew of the Dauntless Club.
The lightweight double and junior four-

The amateur lines are very strictlyand very clearly defined this year byChairman Gideon, of the L. A. W. Rac¬ing Board, and it is not unlikely that therewill be a healthy increase in the metropoli¬tan district in the number of those who
will compete for money. Of the presentcontingent of professionals hereabouts,with Zimmerman practically out of the
reckoning, Charley Murphy appears to be
yards faster than any of the others, with
possibly the exception of Harry Wheeler.
What the Orange boy will do this yearunder the experienced handling of WillisB. Troy yet remains to be seen, but, judg¬ing from the reports that aie coming from
Savannah, pcpular Harry may ride this
season as he never rode before, and his
work abroad was of a superior sort. Pos¬
sibly "Zimmy" may decide to try his
speed again, but there are manv who fear
that the "Skeeter" has finally joined the
