Tawyer W. J. Foster, of Long Inland
Clity, wil appear before Judge Gaynor, In
the Brooklyn Supreme Court, this morn-
1:1&. to argua a writ of prohibition restraln-
ing Judga Bartetson, of Queena County,
from punishing City Treasurer Lueclen
Kaapp: of Long Island Cliy for contempt

of conrt.

The writ !s the resuit of a judgment of
£41,000, which was entsred agalnst Long
Isiand City shortly befors the retirement
of the Sanford sdminlstration. The story
of the judgment dates back to the Spring
of 1874, when certaln lands, known as the
Asforia Park, were set aslde on the map
for park purposes.” The eity, however,
naver took possesslon of the property, and
In 1890 g speclnl act was passad, by which
to the olty was given the privilege of tuk-
Ing the property within a certain time, or
it wounld revert back to the original owners.
A commission was subsequettly appointed
under the aet to fix the amount of dnm-
ages sustnined by the owners, Mra, W. R,
Taylor, Mrz, Henry Trowbrldge nod oth-
ors, who were kept out of the nse of thelr
property for so mAny years. This pommls-
slon estimated the dnmnges at $41,000,

On April 80 jast, Lawver Chirles Ben-
ner, counszel for the lnndowners, obtalned
an order fram Judge Garretson directing
Tronsurer Koapp to make-a payment of

STRICKEN MOTHER CARRIED HOME.

The Messanzer Who Brought the News
Told the Tiuth—Peter Clark, the
Son, Fell Dead in His Kitchean
from Heart Disease.

Bt. Patrick’s Catholle Qhurch, on Classon
aveénne, Brooklvn, was the scene of an
eplsode both dramatle and pathetle,
church was partly filled with women and
children, assembled to hear mnass.

An nged, whire-haired matron entered
the edifice and wilksd to a pew In the
middle anlsle, 8She knelt and bowed her
venerable head in prayer,

Ten minutes Inter a messenger tintoed
up to the pew of the woman, who was
Mrs, Clark, of No, 207 Graham street. The
messenger bent over and whispered thls
terrible message: .

“Mrs, Clark, your son Is dead!"

The nged worshipper dropped her beads
to the floor; then she rose slowly and
nttered n plercing ery, that resounded
through the chureh and startled the wor-
shippers. The woman f2ll' back uneon-
sclous In the pew.

Two men who were seated near the door
hurried P Mrs. Clark's pew and carrled
ler to the vestlbnle. One of the assistant
priests wits simmoned from the rectory
anil he adminlstered the last rites of the
Chureh to the woman, who appeared to be
{n the lnst thrbes of death. Bhe was then
removed to her home.

The incldent caused Intensa excltement
in the church and Interrupted the cslebra-
tlon of mass,

The man who bhrought the measage hai
told the truth. Mrs. Clark’'s son, Peter
Clark, was dead. He had dfed at his home,
No. 102 De Kalh avenue. Mr. Clark, who
was about: thirty-nine years old, lived at
that address with his wife and family. He
ratired late Monday night 1n apparent good
henlth. His wife, Ella, arose sbout 6
o'clack yesterday morning and wept to the
kltshien to prepare breakfast. & found
her husband )¥ing on the floor there. She
knclt down and shook “him, supposing he
was nelesp.  But, to her borror, she discoy-
gred that he was dead.

An ambulince surgeon who was som-
moned from the City Hospital sald he had
been dead aeveral hours, Heart dlsease
had killed him.

Mrs. Clark thlaks he aross during the
nlght and started for the kltchen to get a
drink and fell dead.

Tt Is feared that his mother cannot sur-
vive the shock caused by the mews of her
son's death.

Dr, Corman reported the death to the
Henlth Department, and malled a letter of
Information to the Coroner’s effice.

The undertaker's’ asslstant could not tell
the whereabouts of the body.

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EMBALMER HOLMES
ATTACKED HIS SISTER

Threatened Her Life and Demol-
ished Furniture in His Home
in Williamsburg.

The Aged Man Arrested After a
Struggle and Held for
Examination.

HAD ACTED QUEERLY OF LATE

A Well Known Character Who Made a
Fortune During the War by Embaim.
irig the Bodies of Wealthy Union
Officers Who Were Slain

For the past forty years Dr. Thomns H.
Holmes hag conditcted a drug store at the
corner of Broadway and Marcy avenue,
Willlamsburg, He 8 npow elghty-two
years of age and & well-known charaeter,
He was taken shortly before noon yester-
day from hls home, back of his place of
business, at IMvizsion and Marcy avenues,
and on ecompleint of hia slater, the wife of
Theodlore Dowd, In the Leo Avenue Pollce
Court he was commltted by Justlee Goet-
ting for examination as to his sanlty,

Dr. Holmes became very violent shortly
after his lrenkfast, and drove hls slster
and a vislitor Into the yard, threntening
to kill them, and was demollshing with
an axe the furniture In the pavior when
Pollcemen Lott and Furgeson, of the Lee
Avenus Precinct, placed him under arrest,
though not without a struggle.

Dr. Holmes 18 well known among the
nndertakera of thia eclty and Brooklyn.
During the war he made several hundred
thousand dollars followlng the Unlon Army
and embaiming the bodies of the dead
whose relatives were in good clrcumstances
in the North. Among the hundreds whom
he claimed to have embalmed and shipped
home were the bodles of Brigadler-Generals
H. Farnsworth, J. C. Rice and Stephen-
mon: Major-Generals John Burford, John
Hays and Bedgwlek; Majors Boyle, Pryer
nnd Acton, and Colonels J. Rlcher Jones,
H. S8trong, J. Mullan and Putnam and
O'Menra.
