CAUSES OF THE SUDDEN SHIFT.

Favorable News from the Transvaal, As¬
surances from Spain, Rain in th®

Wheat Belt and Burlington
Dividends Among Them.

Wall Street, Wednesday, May 13.
The stock market was intensely dull to-

3ay, but strong in tone. There was little
stock offering, and efforts to buy were

Immediately followed by higher prices. The
advances ranged from % to 1%, fhe latter
being in Louisville and Nashville. London
changed front on American securities to¬
day and bought stocks freely. This change
was actuated by favorable advices from the
Transvaal, a feeling that the McKlnley
scare had been overdone and the assurance
that Spain would extend every courtesy to
the United States In the Competitor af¬
fair.
Reports that rain had fallen In the wheat

belt and the declaration of the reg¬
ular quarterly dividend by the Burlington
directors had their share In creating a bet¬
ter feeling. It is difficult to see why the
declaration of an unearned dividend by the
Burlington should be regarded as a bull
factor. A veductlon of the dividend m'ght
have given the bears an excuse for de¬
pressing the market for a moment, al¬
though It is doubtful whether the ultimate
value of the Burlington stock will be Im¬
proved by the policy pursued by the man¬
agement. All of the internationals were
strong, with Louisville & Nashville lead¬
ing, on account of the short interest ac¬
cumulated during the past week at home
and abroad.
Sugar and Leather preferred stocks were

In demand on account of the improvement
In the markets. The American Sugar Ke¬
nning Company officials do not regard the
slight increase In the export bounty favored
by the German Reichstag as a menace to
the American market for refined sugar.
The sugar refiners are in no danger from
competition abroad, but little will be heard
on this subject until after the adjourn¬
ment of Congress. There is a steady ac¬
cumulation of Sugar stock at current
prices and a considerable short interest,
which may find difficulty covering with¬
out a loss.
The special orders for gold from Berlin

were evidentlv given afresh this week, as

t1,500.i)00 gold was withdrawn from the
ub-Tieasury to-day for shipment to-mor-

iow, notwithstanding the decline in ster¬
ling exchange. To the municipal and State
bonds sold abroad will be added a por¬
tion of ft $3,000,000 Pittsburg, Cincinnati.
Chicago & St. Louis 4 per cent loan, which
is to be floated simultaneously at home and
abroad. The gold export of the season will
be reduced in proportion to the percentage
of this loan placed abroad. The weakness
of foreign exchange .was expected, and the
downward tendency points to a light ex¬
port for the next ten days.

GOOD TRADING IN WHEAT.
The Volume of .Business Was Fair, and

Prices W«re Lower at the
Close.

On 'Change, Wednesday, May 13.
The net result of the speculation in

wheat to-day is a fractional reaction of
% to % cents in this market and % to %
on the Chicago Board. The volume of
bnsiness was fair. The sales of wheat were
2,035,000 bushels, of corn 180,000 bushels,
of oats 40,000 bushels and of flour 7,000
ban-els. This may be described as a
fair days' business.
Liverpool wheat opened quiet at un¬

changed prices and closed quiet, with July
and September *4 lower. London cargoes
of wheat were firmer, but not active; Mark
Lane wheat was steady and flour dull.
Paris wheat 5 centimes higher and flour
firm.
The Berlin and Antwerp markets were

both fractionally better. The weather in
England is hot and very dry, and rain is
very much needed. The Paris cables to¬
day said the wheat crop looks fine, hut the
protracted hot and dry weather will cer¬
tainly curtail the yield unless there Is rain
in the near future. This seems to bo the
situation not only In England, but all
over the Continent.
The test case of the Board of Trade vs.

Nelson, in the Supreme Court of Illinois,
was decided to-day in favor of the Board,
and tho directors of the Board took im¬
mediate advantage of it and declared the
different elevators owned and controlled by
Mr. P. I). Armour as Irregular. This ac¬
tion was made known before the opening of
the Board and there was a rush of fright¬
ened shorts to cover at the start, carrying
prices to the top point of the day. Mr.
Armour gave notice that all holders of re¬
ceipts of grain In his houses would he
transferred to any "regular" house desired
by the owner. free of charge. This gener¬
ous and manly offer served to allay the
fright among the July shorts, and the price
dropped back into the old rut it has been
in for several days. These elevators, de¬
clared irregular, contain 4.500.000 bushels
of wheat and 1,500.000 bushels of corn.
This action of the Board will not affect the
figures In the visible supply statements In
the future.
Early in the session this feature was

paramount In influencing prices, and the
continued bad reports of hugs nnd Hessian
flies in the Southwest and backward seed¬
ing in the Northwest was entirely over¬
looked by the trade In th^lr anxiety over
the disturbance with Mr. Armour.
In Chicago July wheat opened at 64*4e.(H!

64%c., which was high, and then turned
weak on Mr. Armour's offer to transfer
wheat free of charge to regular houses,
touching 63V4c. and closing at 03%c. bid.
Then1 was no shlppinir demand for corn

and tho futures were sold liberally by ship¬
ping and receiving honses. The shipping
demand for oats was unusual and receipts
were light.
Provisions were dull and easier, but the

volume of trade was light.

Will Be Accepted or Re¬

jected To-Night.
THE EQUITABLE'S BUILDING PLANS.

Will Erect Only a Pour-Story Structura on

tli© Old Clearing House Sit«, but
Hopes to Acquire More Land

and Build Higher.
The University Cliib has practically de¬

cided to buy as a site for its new club¬
house the half-block front at the northwest
corner of Fifth avenue and Fifty-fourth
'street. This is a part of the old St. Luke's
Hospital site. A meeting of the club has
been called for to-night, when action will
be taken on the proposition to buy this
corner. As the ^lub council has given its
unanimous approval to the purchase, there
seems no doubt that the club will favor it.
For some ^ime the University Club has

found its quarters at Madison avenue and
Twenty-sixth street inadequate, and a com¬
mittee has been busy looking up a suitable
site. The Fifth avenue and Fifty-fourth
street corner seemed the most desirable,
and negotiations for Its purchase have been
made thrqjigh Brokers Douglas Robinson
& Co., who are agents for the St. Luke's
property. The price asked for 100.5 feet
on Fifth avenue and 125 feet on Fifty-
fourth street Is $725,000.
George Macculloch Miller, treasurer of St.

Luke's Hospital, said that the University
Club has an option ou this corner, which
expires at noon to-morrow.

It is the intention of the club to erect a
house that will cost about $100,000.
With this sale all of tlie old St. Luke's

site will be disposed of, save the southwest
corner, similar to the one now negotiated
for, and some of the extreme westerly lots
on Fifty-fourth and Fifty-fifth streets.
