The entertalnment offered to the peopls
Is, without a doubl, likely to be one of the
mozl Interesting points In the programme,
Nothing ke It Is ever seen Inany part of
the world, Mlles of tables are prepared on
the Khodinsky Fleld, oulslde the clty
gates, from which sweetmeats and other
luxnries will be distributed to the publle.
In addition, handsome iron gobleis will be
presented free to all visitors, and the num-
ber is lkely to amount to over 400,000
When the visltor has reccelved hld mug he
can go off to any one of the tweniy-three
enormous sheds close by and regale himself
with beor and mead, ailthongh he ls appar
ently lmited to one allowance.

The arrangements which have been made
this time for the entertalnment of the peo-
ple are, 05 a matter of fuct, on a far' less
extenslve senls than those st the corona-
tion of Alexander II., when unlimited
wine and ronsted sheep, ducks, chickens
and hens. were distributed to whoétver
eared to partnke of them, The innovation
15 #ald to be due to the economlcal turn of
mind of the present Czar, aithough I fancy
the outlay om general decorations and ilu-
minations will inerease the Bill which' his
predecessor had to pay by at least 20 per
oent.

-The religiolis ceremony will dotbtless be
imposing—the pageants of the Greek
Church alweys are, since its rellglous ser-
vices are far and away the most lmpres-
sive of any form of Christlan worship now
extont nnd admirably barmonize with the
natlonal taste for symbolism, poetry aod
display.

Capetown, May 15.—A private message
from Pretoria, which was shown to Ameri-

baplshment, but the Executive Connell 1s
inclined to make the perlod one year In the
case of the latter.

A profound sensatlon bas been ecaused
throughount the country te-day by the news
of the suleide of Fredorick Grey, a reform
prisoner, who eut his throat with a razor
this moralng, e Mad been melancholy
the ‘whole week, and at times completely
\nsane. FHis fellow prisoners on Thursday
urged the nuthoritles to take knives and
razors from ljm, but the latter replied
they thought that Grey was shamming.

He was found this morning in a colosat
huoddied on the floor, with a big gash in his
thront, and a razer wns st his side, He
expired a fow minutes aftor removal from
the fall to the hospital. The event cast a
gloom over the other prisonars,
