Wall Street. Monday, May 18.
The stock market was narrow and with¬

out significance to-day. Prices declined in
the morning and rallied in the afternoon,
closing with net fractional gains for the

majority of stocks.
The weakness in the morning was due to

lower Loudon cables and small selling or¬

ders from abroad.
In the afternoon a prominent bear oper¬

ator who has been obstreperous over the

terrible results of McKinley's candidacy,
covered a large line of stocks. His ccser-

lng was accompanied by a vague rumor

that McKlnley would announce himself this
week on the currency question. Little at¬

tention was paid to this rumor, hut the

small bear traders deemed It prudent ,to
follow their leader.

As the stock declined the negotiations for
a consolidation of the gas companies were
declared to have been broken off. As the
stock rallied the negotiations were declared
to have been practically concluded.

shown a faculty for wabbling about within
a ten-point range with the greatest ease.

cago and the West.

On 'Change, Monday, May 18.
The decline in wheat options continues,

and It was more marked in Chicago and
the West to-day than in New York. The
net changes here were % to % lower at the
close, and in the West the same options
were % and 1% lower. The volume of
business was only fair on the New York
Board.1,745,000 bushels wheat, 220,000
bushels corn, 10,000 bushels oats and 7,000
barrels flour. The prices for other grains
and the hog products were lower in tone,
generally in sympathy with wheat. Corn,
however, was only fractfonally lower, 14
#nd %., oats, \ and %. The Western quo¬
tations for the hog products were 5 lower
for May lard and 2% lower for the other
options; 2% lower for ribs and 5 cent#
lower for pork options.
Liverpool wheat opened quiet and un¬

changed, prices closing irregular for August
and September and lower, with the bal¬
ance of the options unchanged. London
cargoes of wheat were inactive, with noth¬
ing doing. Paris wheat and flour fraction¬
ally higher. Berlin wheat higher foi May
and lower for September, and Antwerp
wheat weak.
