Murphy, Kaiser and Wheeler
Going to Break Records

Abroad.

They Will Probably Meet Another
Team of American Racers in

the Contests at Paris.

TO MAKE WHEELS IN FRANCE.

Stearns, the Syracuse Manufacturer^ Who
Is Sending the Men, Wil|»Establish a

Factory Which Can Turn Out
10,000 Wheels a Year.

A number of prominent cyclists were

present to witness the departure of the
crack racing men who sailed for Europe on
the St. Paul yesterday morning.
The team Is composed of Charles M. Mur¬

phy, of Brooklyn, the five-mile national
champion; Harry Wheeler, of Orange, N. J.,
at one time known as the Cash Prize King,
and Earl Kaiser, the speedy Buckeye young¬
ster. The team is under the management
of Willis B. Troy, who was Zimmerman's
trainer when the latter captured everything
in France in 1894.
Upon their arrival in Europe the men

will go immediately to the south of France,
where they will finish their training. They
will then begin their campaign against the
French cracks, Murphy being scheduled to
ride a match race with Morin, who de¬
feated John S. Johnson on Sunday last.
With this new racing contingent and Tom

Eck's combination of Johnson and McDon¬
ald, the competition abroad this season

should prove most interesting, as each man¬

ager will endeavor to secure the largest
share of the money offered by the French
race meet promoters.
Mrs. and Miss Elsie Troy accompanied the

party.
E. C. Stearhd, the Syracuse manufactur¬

er, who Is sending the team across, said
yesterday: "They have gone abroad with
the firm deteimlnation of breaking all
European bicycle records, and will carry
off most of the trophies at the Grand Prix
Tournament in June.
"We shall build a factory in the suburbs

of Paris capable of turning out 10,000 bicy¬
cles the first year, with provisions for a

larger output as necessity suggests. This
will require the employment of 600 men,
most of whom will be Parisians. The ten
heads of departments will be sent from our

Syracuse factory in September, and Mat¬
thew Van Wagener, now in charge of our
Toronto branch establishment, will be in
executive charge.
"We have not the slightest anxiety about

the success of our new enterprise. Two
years ago I astonished the Parisians with
a seventeen-pound machine, which I rode
to their amazement. This wheel created
such an impression on the boulevards that
I considered it worth its weight in gold,
like the fair Lillian's."

The most important
CVClma. matters in connection

tvith tfce Natlooa! Meet
at Louisville, the question of railroad rates,
has been settled on terms very favorable to
the League of American Wheelmen. The
Central Passenger Committee, representingall railroads west of Buffalo and east of St.
Louis, has officially notified Colonel C. P. At-
more. chairman of the Transportation Com¬
mittee. that a rate of one fare for the round
trip has been made, tickets good coming the
9th and 10th and returning until the 17th of
August. The other passenger associations
have not yet notified Colonel Atmore as to
what the rate will be, but it is very likely
they will make the same rate as the Central
Committee. The '!»6 Moot Club Transporta¬tion Committee will now take up the question
of carrying bicycles. It is pretty safe to
predict that all railroads will handle wheels
free during the meet.
A cycle concert and carnival, which will

embrace novelties that will appeal to everyenthusiast of the wheel, will he held at Mad¬
ison Square Garden during the second week
of June. There will l>e grand cycle* paradesfor ladies and gentlemen, manoeuvres in
which Police and Fire Department men will
take part, and contests for letter carriers,
soldiers,, Indians and scouts. There will also
be eight open races for amateurs during the
week.

sicnal Ranks, Including Ray McDonald
Others Are Suspended.

Chairman Gideon's Racing Board Bulletin
of the League of American Wheelmen con¬
tains no very startling -information thla
week.
The most important items are the trans¬

ferring to the professional class of Iln.vMcDonald, of this city (who is now racingabroad), and the dates of the State1 Circuit.
A number of other riders join the "pro"class voluntarily, including Carroll Jack,

the speedy rider of the Quaker City. Manyracing men are suspended, while others who
had previously been "blacklisted" have had
their suspensions removed-
Nestor de Iliston. Robert Guarlng, Jaims

Collins, A. B. Harris and W. Wilson, of this
city, arc suspended for three months, from
May 14. for competing in unsanctioned
races. There is a Ions list of sanctions,which predicts a promising racing season in
cycling.
The dates for the Xew York State RacingCircuit have already been published in these

columns.
Race meet promoters must send to the

official handlcappers all entries for novice
races, as they come under the head of class
races. Riders must send correct and neces¬
sary information on their entry blanks for
handicapping, else they will be thrown out.
Should any part of a road race be ridden
on a track, every rule regarding track race®
will be enforced.

Rcicincr °* the Metropolitan Ab-
eociation of Cycling

Clubs, states that 173 entries have been re¬
ceived for the Irvlngton-Millburn road race
to be ran on Decoration Day. The entry of
Alexander McDonnell, the Rochester crack,
has been refused, as he turned professional
last Saturday by competing in a race for
money at Philadelphia. This rider holds the
twenty-five mile road record of 51 minutes
65 seconds, and was confidently expected to
capture the time priie and possibly establish
a new record for the historic course, the old
one at the present time being 1 hour 11
minutes 18 seconds made by A. H. Barnett
in 1894. The entries this year are larger
than ever before, there being but 157 en¬
tries last year, and 153 the year previous.
Among the men entered yho will probably
be placed near the scratch are: Monte Scott,
the winner of last yvar's time prize; E. W.
Pierce and L. X. walleston, the two Boston
cracks, the latter with a twenty-five mile
record of 1 honr 59 seconds; Charles T. Earl,
Long Island's champion of 1894; Harry Mad-
dox. the "Asbury Park Fisherman;" ''Gene"
Boflnger. the war horse of the Riverside
Wheelmen, of this citv; J. W. Oonklin. the
100-mile champion of Jersey: "Monte" Paige,
of Brooklyn, and Rirht, Standeven, Roelir
and Smith, who finished In the order named
In last year's race. .

Som^ excellent sport Is promised at the
bicycle meeting of the Intercollegiate Ath¬
letic Association at Manhattan Beach track
next Wednesday. This will lie the first time
In the history of the association that an ln-
<k>pendent bicycle meet will be held. A num-*
ber of the fast men of Columbia track are
already at the track, Ruppert, Ottman and
Fearing showing up particularly well. By
next Saturday, all the teams will be at the
track which is "swept by the ocean breezes."
The athletic meeting to be held on the
following Friday and Saturday Is such «n
open one that the bicycle races in all prob¬
ability will decide a winner of the cham¬
pionship.
Jay Eaton, the Jersey professional, wa«

nearly the cause of a riot at the races re¬
cently held In Chicago. It appears that the
referee disqualified the Jerseyman for what
seemed to the crowd an unavoidable error,
and for fully ten minutes the crowd yelled to
give Eaton the race\ With the alternative of
either reversing his decision or having the
meeting end in a row. the referee chose
the former course, and he awarded the race
to Eaton.
In the three days of National Circuit

racing at San Francisco there were 477 en¬
tries. of which 330 started in the^events.The. total value of prizes given at tre three
days' meeting was $1,512. of which 5910 ws«
in good IViele Sam's gold for the professional
riders.
