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PICKNICKERS KILLED
BY A CONSTABLE,

Two Inoffensive Citizens Shot to!

Death by a Quick-Tem-
pered Officer.

Apologized for What He Had Done,
and Then Ran, Followed by
an Angry Mob,

ONE VICTIM CLUBBED AFTER DEATH.

Outing of the East Side Checker Club of
Pawtucket Terminated inan Unex-
pected Manner—The Murderer
Roughly Used.

Providence, R, 1., May 24.—A double
tragedy oceurred just over the State line
in Madsachusetis te-day. It was at the old
Robinsen Homestead, nenr Broadway, 'n
Attlebora.

For some time past thers have heen com-
plaints that the Pawriucket toughs were
oroasing the line from Rhode Teland and
desecrating the Sabbath. The Belectmen
orderad the town eonstables to see that
the lnws were enforced, and last Bunday
they started to weed out the law-bredkers.
Early lust week the miembers of the East
Bide Cheeker Clitb, of nPwincket, abtalned
permission from George G. Parker, the
prosent occupant of the Homestead, to
hold ot elam bake on the farm to-day. The
clab I8 composed of Pawtucket Hanor deal-
ers, and has never borne n bad reputation.

This morning about seventy people drove

ont to Attlebgro, They carried all the ma-

terial for the bake, inclnding seven barrels
of beer, The company then amused thems
g¢lves until 2 o'clock, when the bake was
served, and at 4 o'cloek all, with the excep-
tlon of n fow Inte ocmers, left the table.

Just at that moment fwo wen wers seen
emerging from the wooils apnd were recog-
nized ag  specinl officery, Officer John
Néarey wag in front and Officer Briggs was
cloge belilnd.  As they crossed the fields
to the grove Danlel Mountaln, a saloon-
keeper on Norton street, Pawtocket, and
Michnel, or “Muxsis"” Conners., of No. 24
Water street, Pawincket, advanced to meet
them, while .seventy others hurried up to
witnesg the resull of the Interview, The
stovy of the tragedy that fololwed iz told
by George T. Flsheér and James K. Tyler,
both of whom are given a good name by
the Pawtuckel police. 1

THE FIRST BULLET FATAL.

They say that Mountain ordered the off-
cers to leave, as they bhad the vight to nse
the property, and that Oficer Neary, with-
out other provecntion, pulled his revolver
ond shot twlee-ut Conpers, who had not
spokeén a word, The fivkt bull went direct-
Iy throngh his heart, and as he fell Nearey
sent the olher bullet through the top of
hls head, while the other oficer, not con-
tent with what bad Deen done, fdrew his
pocket bily and began to poumd the dead
man on the head,

In & moment thers was an uproar. The
erowid gurronnded ibe ofcers and Tyler
soleed Nedrey's plstol hand at the wrlst.
He giabbed him wlse around the neck and
syecoeded In plling Kim te the ground.
There the men fought ke demons, Tyler,
as bie enys, baving no other Intentlon than
to prévent further bloodshed. Twice Nearey
pressod the mugzzle of his plstol against
Tyler's abdomen and ecach time Tyler wins,
iuick enongh to prevent bim from palling
the trigzer. At last Tyler mannged to get
the muzzle of the pistol between the first
and pecond fingers of his hand, and 1t was
In this posltion when Neavey monaged to
pull the trlgger thres tlmes, The first shot
dtritck Dun Mountaly in the abdomen gud
he died almost without a struggle. At this
Tyler freed Nearey, and us the lutter arose
and Jooked at the two dead bodles, he sulil:

“Gontlemen, I"m sorry, but I 1okt control

of my temper.'”

He then turned and ran op the hill, the
crowd eclose at bls heels, throwing stones
after the thoroughly frightened officer.
