II DOSE OF SENSE,

The Ohio Man of the Frozen
Tongue Not Such a Buga¬

boo as Before.

Feeling That the Gold Standard Will
Prevail, Despite Any

Individual.

A BULL MOVEMENT INAUGURATED.

Sugar and Manhattan Stocks Quickly Feel
the Influence and Rain in the

West Booms the Granger
Railroad Shares

The past week has seen a subsidence
of the wave of McKinley fright that was

besetting Wall Street. The "dose of sense"
that was prescribed as a cure for this
malady had its usual soothing effect, and
while there are still remnants of the craze

left, speculators have wisely come to the
conclusion that the clouds will continue to
form rain and the earth to produce its
bountiful crops even if an Ohio man with
a frozen tongue poses as a silent statue on

a pedestal with a front of gold and a back
of silver. The vigorous endeavor of cer¬

tain agencies to inculcate the fear in the
minds of moneyed men that the earth is

likely to stop giving forth its fruits and
the wheels of commerce to stop moving if
McKinley does not open his tightly closed
lips, had produced some impression, but
the fact that the great retail establishments

' are still thronged to the doors and that
the butcher's and grocer's- bills come in

Just as regularly as ever, has removed the
fear that the result of any political con¬

vention is going to destroy the values of
the stocks of railroads that are carrying
more passengers and freight than any
time in three years.
Six months ago the gold-fevered specula¬

tors were praying that the national conven¬

tions might show a leaning toward gold.
New that, it is made almost certain that
the Republican convention will do more

than grant those prayers by a blunt declara¬
tion for a single gold standard, the same

men have been lying awake nights because
a candidate with a yearning desire to se¬

cure a job worth $30,000 a year pi-efers
delegates to manliness. But Wall Street
has suddenly realized that the men behind
McKinley are gold men and have Interests
In common with the other moneyed men,
who are so fearful of a silver standard.
Assurances have come by word of mouth,
by letter and by messenger during the week
to leading men in Wall Street that "Mc¬
Kinley is all right on the money question."
Many of the men who are powers In Wall
Street have become convinced through these
private sources that no fears need be en¬
tertained regarding McKinley, but the
small fry who are always last to gain the
true significance of passing events still con¬

tinue to emit howls about McKinley, ac¬

companied by sales of stocks. On Tuesday
the small bears suddenly discovered that
the market had a bottom, and a hard one at
that. Without any ostensible reason efforts
to cover short contracts wove not possible
with profit, and speculators began to pause
for .reflection and wonder whether McKin¬
ley as a bear wand with which to conjure
disaster and lower prices for progt's sake
had lost Its power. It had. not lost its
power to induce foolish speculators to sell
stocks, but it had been waved by the big
men as a hollow wand which could produce
nothing but wind. A quiet but-steady buy¬
ing of stocks began, which showed its effi¬
cacy the moment any determined effort
was made by the "Street" to buy any par¬
ticular stock. As one member of a lead¬
ing house said Saturday: "The market has
been In* the hands of the Philistines for a
week and their name is mud."

DOWNFALL OF THE BEARS.
His remark translated into intelligible

English signified that the bears had ap¬
parently had the market to themselves and
their efforts had only resulted in a situa¬
tion that promised heavy losses. It was
very obvious on Friday and Saturday
that the bears were Very nervous
and only needed a decided movement in
ind stock to run to (fiver for dear life. They
ran like a herd of frightened animals in
Sugar and Manhattan at the first mani¬
festation of a buying movement. The
former jumped 5 points in three days and
the latter 7 points. The upward movement
had already begun in Manhattan when the
court decision killing the rapid transit
scheme came to hand. That only hastened
the retreat of the bears.
Xo great activity in the market is ex¬

pected at the present. /Two events must be
consummated before speculation will assume
any animation.the adjournment of Con¬
gress and the Republican Convention. Priv-
at information in Wall Street is to the
effect that without unforseon developments
Congress will adjourn in about two weeks.
The bull campaign In Sugar is based to a
certain extent upon this information and
In a measure upon the anticipated nomina¬
tion of McKinley. He has always been a
friend of the trusts and monopolies, and an

obstreporous 'building of the industrial
sto<5)*s is certain to result from his nopilna-
tion. There Is a confident belief that the
Sugar management will distribute a por¬
tion of its surplus next month if Congress
adjourns before the dividend meeting.

-^'0 one knows how much money the
American Sugar Refining Company makes.
Since the last Democratic Congress began
Its assault upon the Sugar Trust the man¬

agement has steadfastly declined to make
public any report, of its earnings. When it
did publish annual reports, however, they
were but a poor'guide. Not very long aftc*
this corporation had declared an extra divi¬
dend of 10 per cent on its common stock
In the market once, or twice, or three times,
a comparatively small surplus, came the
panic of 1803. And yet in that panic, when
banks and millionaires were in straits, that
corporation loaned seventeen millions of
dollars in Wall Street. Since that time the
surplus has been piling up, unfil none can
imagine how much money it controls. It
Is unquestionably the greatest money-mak¬
ing corporation ever in this country, not
excluding the Standard Oil Trust, and it
Is perhaps the best managed corporation.
It is always a source of much wonder why
a stock which pays YZ per cent dividends
annually and earns perhaps more than
double that amouut should sell on such a
low level of value. It suits the insiders.
They make their little twenty-point turns
in the market once or twice, or three times,
a year, and fear to frighten off speculation
by putting the stock on too high a level.
The manipulation of the stock In the mar-
set. Is as clever as the management of the
uslnfss. The Insiders never try to ruin

the shorts in the stock. They give them
ample opportunity and warning to get out.
with losses, of course, but not sufficiently
great losses to cripple a professional ele¬
ment that is extremely useful to the in¬
siders. When the insiders have sold their
stock they kindly leave it to the mercy of
the bears, who drive it down 15 or 20
points, and probably more than recover
their former losses. But where does the
public come in?

NO SUGAR FOR THE PUBLIC.
The public doesn't come in at all; The

public always loses money in Sugar, and its
constant plaints about Sugar, as much as

any other cause, keep investors aloof from
it. But even cautious Investors cannot
avoid the attraction of a stock which Sas
paid regularly for years a 12 per cent divi¬
dend, and there is more of the stock now

in the hands of investors than at almost
any period In the history of the Sugar
Trust.
The court decision killing the under¬

ground railroad makes clear the prospects
of the Manhattan Railway. The public will
be forced to grant it extensions on practi¬
cally its own terms. The transfer system
of the cable roads, which permits a pas¬
senger to go from one point to almost any
other point in the city for one fare has
drawn away the backbone of the elevated
railroad patronage. The Manhattan needs
cross-town branches, loops and various ex¬
tensions, which it will now get. A portion
of the patronage lost to the cable road will
thus be recovered and the stock again fixed
upon a certain 6 per cent dividend basis.
It is almost superfluous to speak regard¬

ing the crop situation, which, after all, is
the principal factor in determining the
value of railroad securities. Heavy rains
have been falling throughout, the whole
country for two weeks, with the exception
of a strip of coast occupied by the North
Atlantic States. As moisture is the main
ingredient in the success of crops, a boun¬
tiful yield of all of the great staples ap¬
pears to be assured, unless there are unto¬
ward developments later.

Illinois, Kansas, Missouri, Nebraska and
California appear to be particularly blessed
in the way of a prospective wheat yield,
and as harvesting will begin in a few weeks
in Kansas, Missouri and California, posi¬
tive inferences can be made that the rail¬
roads traversing those States will have a

large Summer tonnage. In the Northwest
the rains have been too profuse and seed¬
ing has been delayed in the upper portion
of Dakota. This section, contrary to
the belief of some speculators, is not
touched by the St. Paul Railroad. The
crop along that road and the Northwestern
road also promises to be even better than
the phenomenal yield of 1895. But there
is nothing really new in the crop situa¬
tion except slightly better prospects.
The important development in the wheat

situation during the past week was the
revival of the fon-eign demand for our

wheat. The lack of demand for cash wheat,
both foreign and domestic, has been a

painful feature in the wheat market. The
price of wheat has been declining for this
reason. On Friday the spot sales of wheat
for export amounted to nearly 350,000 bush¬
els. The closing of the exchanges abroad
over the Whitsuntide holidays makes it im¬
possible to judge whether this sudden de¬
mand is a little spurt or the beginning of
a big export movement until the new crop
begins to arrive. Precedent is rather against
the theory that it Is a spasmodic demand.
The rush of European grain to market con¬

sequent upon the opening of navigation
usually terminates about May 20, and then
both England and the Continent have to
call upon our reserves to meet the week¬
ly requirements for consumption. It has
been notable that the world's shipments
of wheat during the last live weeks have
fallen far below the average of former
years, promising an unusual export move¬

ment for the season, if the foreigners are

going to buy our wheat at all before their
own wheat is harvested this year. Any
marked export demand will force much
higher prices for wheat. It will also have
an -effect upon the financial situation, as

reducing the Summer export of gold pro¬
portionately. The dry weather in France
and the United Kingdom has diminished
the wheat prospects in those countries, and
if the drought continues the demand for
American wheat will be much stimulated.

CRUISERS TO DRILL AT SEA.

The North Atlantic Squadron Will Be in
Action To-day

White cruisers of the North Atlantic
Squadron at anchor off Staten Island will,
this morning, if the weather bo fair, pass
through tho Narrows on their way to sea.
The ships will depart just as they would
were they called upon to defend New York
from an enemy, except that; they will not
be stripped for action. The squadron for¬
mation will be maintained under the
watchful eyes of Real-Admiral Bunce and
his staff officers. There will be drills of
different kinds and the ships will steam
about in single column, by twos and in one
solid rank of four.
Only four ships will be in Ihe squadron

because the others are laid up in port for
repairs, but will join the fleet in a few
days, wljen there will be more drills.
The ships which will leave the harbor to¬

day are the flagship New York and the
cruisers Raleigh, Cincinnati and Mont*
gomery. The Ammen ram Katahdin, use¬
ful only for harbor defence and not for
quick handling in a sea way, will be left
behind. The battleship Indiana, the moni¬
tor Terror and the cruiser Newark, now at
the Navy Yard, are not ready for service.
A triangular space on the ocean has been

charted. It lies between the steamship
lanes to the northward and southward and
within one hundred miles of the coast.
"Within this space there will be no aunoy-
ance by passing vessels, It is believed, and
no danger of collision.
The ships are to be kept within signalling

distance of the telegraph station at Sandy
Hook, and Roar-Admiral Bunce will be
within reach by telegraph of the Sec¬
retary of the Navy, should it be necessary
to recall the ships.
The programme provides for drills at

sea, lasting for two days, after which the
ships are to return to their anchorage.

HIS SONG BETRAYS HIM.

Harry Davis Warbles "Just Tell Them That
You Saw Me" and Is Arrested.

Harry Davis is a negro whose form resem¬
bles an attenuated lath and whose one-time
occupation has earned for him the sobriquet
of "Lamplighter." It is difficult, in more

ways than one. for Davis to get clothing
that will fit him. Six months ago he saw an

overcoat built on the same plan that he is.
In ten minutes the coat had left the cloth-
ing store of Joseph Goldstein and Davis had
left the neighborhood.
In a day or two Davis was arrested,

charged with stealing the coat. The only
evidence of his Innocence was the coat
itself, which, he said, had been made to
measure. The Magistrate in the Jefferson
Market Court looked at the remarkable di¬
mensions of the coat and believed Davis's
Story, releasing him on parole to find the
tailor who built the clothing. Davis has
presumably been hunting for the tailor ever
since, for he did not return to court.
Thinking the coat episode was forgotten,

Davis came back to the city Saturday. Lik¬
ing the fit of the clothing kept by Goldstein,
he wandered by the latter's store. While
he was inspecting the stock displayed In
front he began to warble, "Just Tell Them
That You Saw Me." Goldstein saw him
and hurried to tho West Twentieth Street
Police Station to do the telling part of the
command.
As a consequence Davis was in the Jeffer¬

son Market Police Court, yesterday. Magis¬
trate Simrus recognized him, and feeling
that his confidence had been violated, held
him in $300 bail.

ASKED BREAD AND MEANT BEER

James Bruen's Mistakw in the Word Gets
Him into Serious Trouble.

James Bruen begged for bread when he
meant beer. He was given the bread and
later on was also given a term on Black-
well's Island. Now he has made a mental
resolve never again to ask for bread.
Bruen was thirsty Saturday night and

lacked money for beer. So he started along
Second avenue on a begging expedition.
He met Jeremiah Sullivan, actor and poli¬
tician. of No. 116 Second avenue.
"Sir." said Bruen "appealingly to Sulli¬

van, "will you not, out of the goodness of
your heart, buy me a loaf of bread so that I
can keep my poor wife and children from
starving. They are crying for something
to eat, and, alas! I am penniless."
Sullivan was touched and escorted Bruen

to a bakery where he bought a loaf of
bread. This he gave to Bruen. who thanked
him and started off. Sullivan followed.
Bruen went into the first saloon he came

to and tried to trade tho bread for beer.
He did not succeed. He tried another place
and was kicked out. Then he tried beg¬
ging, but his possession of the bread caused
him to fail in his attempt.
At last, getting desperate, he tried to

shove the bread into a contribution box
outside. As he did so Sullivan seized him
and called a policeman. Yesterday Bruen
was in the Essex Market Police Court and
Sullivan and tho bread appeared as wit¬
nesses against him. For some days he will
get ail the bread he wants at the Work¬
house.

EDISON AND TESLA LIGHTS
D. McFarlane Moore Demands That They

Be Shown in Public as He
Shows His.

The controversy as to who possesses the
best vacuum-tube light, now going on be¬
tween the friends of Edison, Tesla and
Moore, will, It is believed, soon be set¬
tled. Within a day or two Edison will
show his light and Tesla will probably ac¬

cept the Wizard's challenge, and also ex¬
hibit his. Mr. Moore's lights are being
shown, and the standard by which the re¬
spective lights will be gauged will be by
the Moore rubes.

_

D. McFarlane Moore, the inventor of the
light that bears his name, speaking of the
Tesla and Edison lights, says:
"Tesla five jrea."s ago made a few ex-
eriments and prophesied a great deal,
ut what has he done? I think I have
made a gigantic stride in lighting a whole
lecture hall, a photograph of which by
the vacuum tube light Is better than one
by daylight.
"Tesla and Edison are stirred up now

and announce that they have not given up
the race, but have also made advances and
can produce a bright light. Rut they do
not show their light. The high rate of
vibration Tesla claims is nothing new, be¬
cause he claimed the same thing several
years ago.
"It is now stated that he can make a

light of 250 candle-power. This is a
vague statement nnd needs confirmation.
He cla'ms it has 10 per cent efficiency,
therefore the rest of the energy must ho
heat, and his small bulb must get im¬
practicably hot. These are vital short¬
comings. because the new light must prop¬
erly resemble daylight.that is an intense
light in a small bulb is most decidedly
not wanted and cold light is not only
wanted but must be attained or the system
will be very costly to operate.
"For a number of years Edison has

fought the idea of a new light, but lately
has got much interested. Last Saturday
he visited my booth at the show; to-day
he claims to be able to produce a bright¬
er light than either Tesla or myself, and
says he will not do as Tesla does, but will
show his light at the exposition. I hope
he will."

AN EAST SIDE BREAD FAMINE.

Owing to the Strike Loaves Are Scarce
and Costly.

Bread was scarcer in the Hebrew districts
of the East Side yesterday than it has been
for years. Loaves were sold at a premium
and cake was an expensive luxury. This
was the result of the general strike of the
Hebrew Bnkers' Union at the latter end
of last week. The bakers who settled with
the strikers on Saturday did a brisk busi¬
ness and raised the price of the bread with
every fresh customer.
One-cent loaves at first were sold at two

for three cents. Then the price was raised
to two cents each, two-cent loaves were
four cents and the higher priced "breads,"
as they are called on the East Side, were
advanced in proportion. As the supplies
became shorter the bakers only sold to
favored persons. The shortage In the mar¬
ket was most apparent in Stanton, Essex,
Ludlow and adjacent streets. Every bake-
shop with loaves to sell was surrounded
by hungry crowds in the forenoon.
In Christian bakeshops bread was plenty,

but the Hebrews did not want it. Those
who could not get loaves, regaled them¬
selves with home-made bread.
Before night fifty bosses had settled with

the union. That left 400 strikers still out.
There will be a Hebrew bread famine If
the rest of the bosses do not settle soon.

KILLED HERSELF AT LAST.

"I Will Be Sure'to Make a Good Job of It
This Time," She Wrote.

Mrs. Catherine Loewinger, of No. 56 East
Fourth street, tried to kill herself a few
months ago by taking poison, but was pre¬
vented by her husband. Yesterday while
her husband and daughter were away Mrs.
Loewinger hung herself to the transom of
the bedroom door with a clothesline. Af¬
ter she had adjusted the rope she stepped
from a chair. Her daughter Rose found
her dead.
Mrs. Loewinger left a letter to her hus¬

band. in which she recalled her former at¬
tempt at suicide.

"I will be sure to make a good job of it
this time." she wrote.
The unfortunate woman had suffered in¬

tensely from neuralgia.

"WHISKERS" SMITH IN PERIL.

A Tipsy Man Rips His New Uniform with a

Cotton Hook.
Policeman Smith, of the Charles Street

Station, better known as "Whiskers," ar¬

raigned William Holge, of No. 741 Green¬
wich street, in Jefferson Market Court yes¬
terday on a charge of intoxication and dis¬
orderly conduct.
Smith found Holge lying in the gutter in

front of No. 84 Bedford street. With the
aid of a citizen he lifted Holge to his feet
and told him to move on. Holge drew a
cotton hook from his belt and, with two or
three blows, tore Smith's new uniform in
two places and ripped two buttons off the
coat.
Jn court Holge was sober and sorry. He

was fined $3.
