WENT CRASHING
10 THEIR DEATH,

Between Fifty and Sixty People
Drowned in British
Columbia.

Electric Car Crowded with Passen-
gers Runs Off the Track on
a High Bridge.

SEVENTY-FIVE FEET INTO THE WATER.

The Unfortunate People Wers on Their
Way to a Sham Battle, One of the
Features of the Queen's
Birthday Celebration.

Viectorla., B. C., Moy 28.—The most ter-
rible aecldent thiat ever took place in this
vieinity occurred thls afternoon, when an
electrie car fell through the Polnt Ellee
Bridge Into an arm of James Baoy.

A gham battle at MacAuley Polnt was on
the programme to-day as a part of the cele-
hration of the Queen's birthday, and nenrly
the whole of the populatlon of the city had
goue out to witness lt. The day was proe-
tleally o holiday ‘in the elty.

The electrle cars running out to the scene
of the baitie had been overcrowded all {he
forenoon. Every ¢ar was full not ouly In-
side, but as many as could do so clung on
the outside as well. The ear to which the
aceldent happened contalavd about elghty
pergons, Even the roof was occupled, In
erossing the Point Ellice Bridge It left the
track, orashing through the rnilings and
fell Into tho water, seventy-five fest below,
The full was so sudden and unexpected that
all the paszengers were carried with It.

The car floated for a moment, apd then
was carried down by the welght of the
metal attdched to It. Those Inslde were
unable to escape, and were drowned ke
rats In & trap, Some of thosé on the cut-
Bide emcaped by swlmming, but mauy,
stunned hy the fall, or unable to swim.
were drowned,

Between fifty and sixty persons were
drowned.

It will probably be seversl days before
the real extent of the disaster can be
lenrned,

As s0on as .possible the work of repov-
ering the bodies was begun.,
