Sent Adrift from a Baby Farm the
Beilevue Hospital Author¬

ities Think,

CLOTHES NEW AND EXACTLY SIMILAR

Twelve of These Boys and Four Girls.
Mrs Raskel's Practices Recalled.
Recent Terrible Revelations in

the Dyer Case in London.

The authorities of Beilevue Hospital will
to-day ask the police to try to locate a

baby farm which they are sure is in exist¬
ence, from which they say scores of chil¬
dren are being removed and abandoned,
leaving them to be cared for by the city.
During the present month sixteen Infants
have been picked up by the police and
taken to Beilevue Hospital. In addition to
this number many have been found by the
park police.
This would not have been regarded as in¬

dicative of baby farming had not all the
children been dressed exactly alike. The
clothing in each case was of cheap quality
and new. It looked as though it had just
come from the store and had not been
washed since its purchase, the fresh gloss
remaining on the cloth.
Last night Policeman Frank Lewis, of

the West Sixty-eighth Street Station,
walked into the hospital carrying a baby
In his arms. It was a male child which
he had found in the vestibule of the build¬
ing at No. 302 Columbus avenue. The
child was turned over to Mrs. Smith, the
night matron. As she looked at it, she ex¬

claimed:
"Why, this baby is dressed exactly like

those that came in yesterday."
Superintendent Thomas F. Murphy heard

the remark, and then looked carefully at
the child's clothing. The skirt: was made
of jaconet, a variety of cheap muslin.
The gloss which the cloth had received at
the factory was still upon It. The cap
upon the child's head was of muslin and

-b/_ edftehp lace, and was also new. Woven
through the lace and used to tie the cap
was a narrow pink ribbon. Aside from the
skirt and the cap, the only clothing was a
small knitted jacket, also new and of cheap
quality.

EVERY BIT IDENTICAL.
The clothing taken from the foundlings

Is always saved at the hospital, and Super¬
intendent Murphy at once sent to the store¬
room and had the garments found recently
wrapped about other babies, brought to his
office. The skirts were of the same kind
of cloth, made In the same way, and on
each was the factory gloss. The little caps
were alike, save that in some of them the
ribbon interwoven with the lacework was
blue instead of pink. Not all of the chil¬
dren had knitted jackets. Those found on

warm, fair nights had nothing but the skirt
and cap.
When the clothing was piled in the Su¬

perintendent's room it looked as though it
might all have been purchased at the same
store at one time or have come in a job
lot from a factory.
Superintendent Murphy began a search

through the records to And how many ba¬
bies had been picked up and turned over
to the police in the last few weeks. Aside
from the children found by the Park police,
the record of which is kept separate, six¬
teen had been found from May 1 up to last
night. The record on the hospital book was
as follows:

The record was a startling one, as it in¬
cluded only those children whose clothing
was similar. Superintendent Murphy at
once wrote to the Commissioners of Chari¬
ties asking them to have the police begin au
Investigation.

MRS. RASTEL AND MRS. DYER.
"It is Impossible that this can be a mere

coincidence," said Mr. Murphy, last night.
"If the babies were not being abandoned
by the same people they would not be
dressed this way. When persons desert
their offspring an old shawl or apron is
usually sufficient to wrap it in. At any rate
al lthe people who want to get rid of their
children would not select the same kind of
clothing. Besides this, nearly all the ba¬
bies have been sent to us from the police
precincts in the neighborhood of Central
Park."
The case is regarded by the hospital au¬

thorities as very similar to the one which
resulted in the discover} of a baby farm
operated by Mme. lias tel. at Fifty-second

, street and Fifth avenue, some lifteen years
ago. Attention was attracted to her by the
fact that many foundlings were picked up
dressed alike. Upon investigation it was

found that she had received thousands of
babies, most of them from wealthy persons.
When she was arrested an adopted son,
who had been ignorant of the source of her
wealth, commiued suicide. Mine. Kastei 1»
now said to be living in l'uris.
Mrs. Dyer, as the coniesseu murderess of

SOO children, is looked upon in Kngland as
the most heartless woman who ever lived.
Crowds watched tin; London police drag
the Thames for the bodies of the little vic¬
tims, which were raked from the river bot¬
tom and identified by the mothers. She ad¬
vertised that she was dearly fond of chil¬
dren and wanted to adopt a baby. To
those who answered her advertisements she
wrote that she would bring up the little
ones not for money's sake, but for com¬
pany. and cal lthem her own.
Palmer, the son-in-law of Mrs. Dyer, is

said to have carried a carpet bag in which
the bodies of victims were borne to the
Thames.
When the ferry boat Hudson City, of the

Pennsylvania Line, arrived at Jersey City
her 10:80 trip, from Desbrosses street

¦;t night, a boy baby was left in the wom-
's cabin by one of the passengers. It was
>ut a month old aad well dressed.

WHAT TORNADOES ARE,
Weather Observer Ouirm Tells Jotmr=

eal Readers About Them.
New Yorkers often confidently say: "We haven't any cyclones here." Hut we have cy¬

clones right here, and eight or ten of them a year. Hut while we have cyclones here, we are

comparatively free from tornadoes. There is a very specific difference between a cyclone uud a

tornado. The cyclone covers from 500 to 1,500 miles, and. owing to its diameter, the territory
nt its exact centre is comparatively calm. The currents of the cyclone are comparatively uni¬

form. They blow at the rate of from forty to ninety miles an hour, but there is a steady, rotary
motion around the storm centre, white the progressive motion of the wind is from twenty-flve
to thirty-live miles an hour.

And here arises the distinction between the eyclonejind tornado. The tornado covers a rela¬
tively small territory, but it is the most terrible of all storms. It may be from 20 to 200

yards in width, and travel a distance of from 50 feet to 200 miles. Its great power is in its
centre.

While cyclones may and do occur here frequently, a tornado may hot visit us once in ten

years. We had a tornado here in July, 1880, which destroyed the gas tanks in South Brooklyn
aud did other damage. La^st year, too, on the 13th of July, a tornado struck Cherry Hill, in

New Jersey, doing considerable damage, and at the same time another tornado made its ap¬

pearance at Woodhavell. L. I.
There may exist at the same time and place a number of local tornados. Tornados form

and disappear rapidly. Eight or ten of. th;m may appear in a bunch, and you might pass be¬
tween two of them and not be affected by either. Of course, the tremendous force of the tor¬
nado can only be estimated from inference. We know what it can accomplish, but we caunot
measure its power. No instrument has yet been devised which is strong enough to do that.

A few words as to the cause of cyclones: From the Gulf of Mexico to tb^ North Pole and
from the Great Lakes to the Rocky Mountains there is a vast stretch of territory, crossed by no

mountain ranges. This territory, including the Middle or Central States (in the United States),
is the so-called "cyclone bolt." No other level plain so large exists on earth. Its size offers

every opportunity for the formation of these storms.
Cold air, being heavier to the square inch than warm air, the cold air from the North coming

in contact with a warm current from the South always predominates and forces the warm air
into the upper currents. The real cause of the cyclone, or tornado, is the meeting of a head
wind from the North with a head wind from the South. The warm current undermines the
colder current, and in seeking an outlet causes a general upsetting and consequent whirling of
the atmosphere.

In the formation of the tornado or cyclone there is not merely the collision of these differ¬
ent air currents; there must also be a very great difference in the respective atmospheres. When
the atmospheres become equalized, the storm course disappears; in other words, the flow of air
currents does not have a chance to get into formation.

Fortunately the whole territory east of the Alleghany and west of the Hocky Mountains is

singularly free from serious tornadoes.
This is because the air currents are forced upward by the mountain ranges, thus preventing

the peculiar conditions which result in tornadoes.
There are, of course, many local signs of tl:e approach of a tornado. The predictions of the

Weather Bureau for the Missouri for Wednesday, the day of the awful cyclonic, were as follows:
"Severe thunder storms this afternoon and to-night. Showers Thursday; cooler; southerly

squalls." f
This was accurate. It shows that only the general conditions favorable to the formation of

a tornado can be predicted.
New York need not fear the tornado. It may, however, at any time expect a visit from a

cyclone. >

The advance of the tornado is heralded by a loud, cracking noise, which gives a general
warning. Its advance is very rapid, and once tue outline of the funnel-shaped cloud is observed,
It is safest to run to the southward for protection.

Tornadoes are invariably attended by lightning, hail and rain fall. Tornadoes are most fre¬
quent during April, May, June and July, but otiv is occasionally noted during the other months of
the year. After the storm clears away the atmosphere seems strangely light and exhilarating,
probably due to an excessive amount of ozone. The St. Louis disaster was, of course, the work
ol' a tornado, not a cyclone. K. B. DUNN.

A GROSS SECTION OF A TORNADO.
A tornado is caused by the presence of a layer of warm and therefore light, air near the

surface of the earth, under a layer of cool, and therefore heavier, air. This condition is un¬
natural and must, adjust itself. The light air when disturbed, will force its way up throughthe heavy air, until the light air is on top, just ns a layer of oil woul.l, if disturbed, force its
way through an overlaying layer of water. As this layer of light air rises, it must take on a
whirling motion. This is illustrated by the motion of water escaping from a wash basin or bath¬
tub. Neither air nor water, owing to the "fluid cohesiveness" of its particles."can sink or rise in
an absolutely straight line. The friction of its surrounding particles makes It whirl. Ilcnce the
tornado.

TWO SCHOONERS GO DOWN
One Strikes a Ncrth Riv2r-Stake Boat,

Another Is Sunk by a Sound
Steamer.

For more than twelve lio«rs yesterday ft
water-logged schooner, with about eightfeetof her mainmast and three feet of her
stern above the waves, drifted on the bay,
about midway between the Battery and
Liberty Island, a menace to navigation. The
vessel was the John M. Broomall, of Far
Rockaway, William It. Chaffer, owner and
captain.
The schooner left Peekskill late Wednes¬

day night with gravel for Far Rockaway.
Off Weehawken the boat struck a stake
boat that was at anchor, i>nd a hole was
stove in the starboard side of the schooner.
While the captain and his crew of two
men, Peter Kelly, the mate, and James
Dalian, the deck hand, busied themselves
shovelling gravel overboard, the schooner
capsized and the three men were thrown
into the river. They were rescued by a yawl
from the coal barge General McClellan,
and landed in Hoboken.
The schooner was worth about $1,500

and the cargo about $00. Captain Chaffer
lose a gold watch and chain and a bull
dog that was drowned.
Another schooner loaded with oysters,

011 her way from Bridgeport to Far Rock¬
away, was run down and sunk in the East
River off Catharine Ferry slip about 11
o'clock yesterday morning. As the steamer
Nutmeg State was leaving her pier at the
foot of Market street the schooner Henriet¬
ta, Captain H A. Van Micklin, and owned
by Smith & Pcarshll, came sailing down
the river. Before the steamer could turn
she struck the schooner head on on the
starboard side. The schooner keeled over,
and as the steamer backed away she
righted, began to sink and drifted down
the river until just below Catharine Ferry,
where she gave a lurch and disappeared.
Five men were on board the schooner.

Captain Van Wicklln, his brother, Charles
Wicklln, the mate: and the crew. John and
Richard Van Wicklln and Charles Rein-
hart. The mate and the crew clambered
aboard the steamer and the captain sprang
into the yawl.
The Nutmeg State continued on her way

to Bridgeport, stopping at Long Island City
to put the shipwrecked crew ashore. Cap¬
tain Van Wicklin was brought ashore by
the tag boat Three Brothers. The schooner
wus valued at $3,000,

HAINES FOR MORTON ONLY
Senator Replies to McKinleyites That He

Cannot Have a Second
Choice.

Canandalgua, N. Y., May 28..1The Mo-
Kinley supporters of this Congressional
District, who recently held a mass meeting
at Auburn and drew up a petition, which
was afterward signed by 2,000 Republicans,
asking Congressman Payne and Senator
Jhihn Raines, as their elected delegates, to
support McKinley for second choice at the
National Convention, have heard from Sen¬
ator llaines.
"As men of honor," Senator Raines

writes, "you would understand that the
instructions to use all honorable means to
secure the nomination of Governor Morton
was an instruction to support him faith¬
fully, not to give support coupled with
'ifs' and 'ands' and 'huts.' I so interpret
those instructions and shall abide by them.
"I shall not play the traitor to Governor

Morton nor to the Republican party, whose
commission I bear, b.v declaring for a sec¬
ond choice. Should the contingency arise
when it will be necessary to declare a sec¬
ond choice, I believe I shall come at least
as near to representing the sentiment of
the Republicans of this district as did ilie
honorable gentleman who first presided
over the Auburn meeting, when he voted
for the nomination of Mr. Hayes, though
every Republican in his district was for
Blaine or some other candidate than the
man for whom he voted. It was not nec¬

essary that certain gentlemen should sm'i
to exploit themselves by procuring the Cir¬
culation of petitions for Major McKinley,
in order that I should be fully informed
that he would be a most acceptable candi¬
date to the Republicans of this district. I
have the pleasure of a long and personal
acquaintance with Major McKinley. I re¬

spect him and hold him in high esteem.
"I am reminded that the Lieutenant-Gov¬

ernor has lately said something about his
being amazed that Republicans should fur¬
nish poisoned arrows to be used against
men who are liable to be the nominees of
the party, and as the honorable gentleman
is most competent authority on the effect
of the use of poisoned arrows.

Eight Lamps Allotted by Super
intendent McCormick to

Each Block.

His Report to Be Passed on by a

Board Favorable to the Im¬
provement.

THREE BLOCKS NOW ILLUMINATED.

Consolidated Gas Company to Continue
the Test Which Won the Approba¬

tion of City Officials Last
Wednesday Night.

In addition to placing twin burners on

the Western Boulevard lamps, thereby
doubling the illumination and making it a

safe cycling thoroughfare, the city offi¬
cials have concluded that there should be
more lamps. To And out where the lamps
should be placed three men were sent ont

yesterday, and when they complete their
worM» Superintendent McCormick, of the
Bureau of Lamps and Gas, will prepare a

report for the Mayor.
It was concluded that the additional

lamps are needed because in the three
blocks on which the test is being made
there are eight lamps to the block, while
in many other of the Boulevard blocks
there are but sis or seven. Superintendent
McCormick, who is the expert 011 lighting
for the Department of Public Works, con¬
cluded that to perfect the lighting of the
popular highway each block should have
the complement of eight lamps. He thinks
there are about 100 missing, and as they
cost but $8 each, he is taking steps to have
them put in place.
"If we are going to light the Boulevard,"

he said, "we might as well do It right,
and to do this there must be new lamps.
It will cost but little more, and as each
lamp is put in place it can be equipped
with the new burners."
When these lamps are in place, there will

be in each block three on a side, and one at
each end of the grass plot. On account of
the rain yesterday afternoon the inspectors
were unable to finish the work of ascer¬

taining where new lamps should be placed,
but they will probably be ready to report
to-day.
"After the report is made," Mayor Strong

said yesterday, "and Superintendent Mc¬
Cormick completes his estimate of the cost,
I will call a meeting of the Lamp and Gas
Commission and we will doubtless take im¬
mediate steps to have the Improvement
made. I ani anxious to have it done as

soon as possible in order that bicyclists will
have the advantage of the new lights during
as much of the season as possrble."
C. C. Simpson, of the Consdlidated Gas

Company, who has«charg? of the new lights
between Seventy-fifth and Seventy-eighth
streets, said last night that he will proba¬
bly let the new burners remain in order to
demonstrate the superiority of the lights
over the old ones.
"The lights are better than electric lights

would be," he said enthusiastically.
"Wheelmen could not ask anything better,
and I know what I am talkiivg about, for 1
am a wheelman myself."'

MAYER'S POSTHUMOUS DAUGHTER.

Born a Month After His Death, and
Now It Is Asserted She Is a Bor¬

rowed Infant.Old Mrs.
Mayer's Will.

Marguerite Mayers is only nine month»
old, and, of course, is blissfully unconsciou»
of the stir her advent has made. She lia«
upset the partition of au estate and given
the lawyers work and worry i» a manner
befitting a miss who is heiress t» something
like $80,000. But even as she tontentedly
dined from a bottle yesterday, she was in
the shadow of a grave charge. All of the
tenants of No. GOO Flushing avenue, Brook-
lyn, were talking about it, and the heiress's
mother, Mrs. Annie F. Mayers, whorls the
landlady of the premises, was it a great
state of mind.
The genuineness of the heiress has been

challenged. Charles A. Flammer, of this
city, declares that she is the child of some
unknown person, substituted in tils ca»«
with intent to deceive and defrauti.
Mrs. Elizabeth Mayers, the baby's grand¬

mother, w as 'eighty-three years old when
she died in May, 1S94. She left all «f her
estate, consisting of houses in Brooklyn
and this city, to her only son, John Fer¬
dinand, and his heirs. John died five
months before his mother passed away, but
she did not change her will. Shortly j-fter
her death letters of administration vere
granted to Charle* ^ Flammer. The 'at-
tfr's brother, William, was a son-in-law of
the old woman* He is a widower now ana
the father of two children.
As her portion of the estate Mrs. Anrfe

Mayers was given a life lease of the Flush¬
ing avenue house, where she and her hus¬
band, John, had lived since their marriage,
twenty-three years ago. When this ar
rangement was made no one had the re¬

motest idea of little Marguerite, and It was
accepted that John Mayers had died with¬
out an heir.
Marguerite was born early In the morn¬

ing of August 23, 1895, just eight months
after the death of her father. Mrs. Nich¬
ols, of No. 88 Steuben street, and an old
friend of the mother, was there ,at the
time. .

Dr. Haskell, of Bedford and Park ave¬

nues, attended the mother on the third
day. No one, however, reported the birth
to the Board of Health until March 20 of
the present year, when a representative of
the 6xecutor of the estate had a certificate
filed. The Flammers were sued for an ac¬

counting of the estate, and in his answer

the executor declares that Mrs. Annie
Mayers is not the mother of the diminutive
claimant.
"The child is all right," said the mother

yesterday. "Regarding the delay in regis¬
tering the birth, I didn't know anything
of Such matters; neither did Mrs. Nichols,
the nurse, and the doctor did not ask me

about it. He probably thought it had been
done by the person who attended me

first."
The Flammers interested in the case are

nephews of the police magistrate of this
city.
