[Fallaway., who represented the Manhatian
Rlevated Rallway Company at yesterday's
feeting of the Rapld Transit Commls-
slon, foiled to present the ultimatum
heretofore insisted upon by Mr. Sage, that
rlaime for damages to property along the
mew lines of the company should be waived,
0 the contrary. they expressly stated fo
the Commission that no such demand wounld
Le made, and that shey stood ceady to car-
ry put & broad plan of extension snd im-
provement for the “L' system, without
pledge or guarantes of any sort from the
clty, as soon as their project sbould be en-
diorsed by jthe Comimlssion.

Mr. '‘Gould, as spokesiuan for the com-

Y pany, sald that counsel had advised him
(that the clty could pet legally guarantee
sieh exemptlon, and that the cowpauny
woulll be sutigtied If the Influence of the
Commission and of the publle men Inter-
exted In the extension of the gystem were
sxerted to obtaln Individual waivers from
jproperty owners along the proposed new
routes. Alr. Sage never sald a word. This
soncession, which weére announced early
in the meeting, obviated controversy and
the délibarations were harmonlous,

Mr. Gould made the announcement: that a
change of motive power would be made on
the elevatod system within a short thue,
The compaiy Is Investiguting, he sald, both
ecloetrielty and' compressed alr, and wonld
make Its declslon as soon as experlmesdts
now In progress were fnlghed. It was

\House Ways-and Means Committee Agrees

ANTI-BOND MEASURE LOST

to Report the Senate Bill
Adversely.

Washington, June 4—Ths Hougze Ways
and Means Committes thls mornlng voted
to report to the House ndversely the Sen-
ate Antl-Bond billl. Only two votes in its
favor were tecorded.

When the Commlittes met this morning a
motion, made yesterday by Mr. Wheeler, to
report the blll favorably to the House, was
pending. Before action was token on this
motlou Mr. Dingley, the chalrman of the
commlttee, read to the members a report
which he had denwn on the bill in anticlpa-
tion of to-lay's meeting. It was In efféct a
eritioism of the sdminlstratlon for it in-
slstence that the present tarl® law will
fufulsh sulficlent revenme for the necessity
of the Governmment. -

When Mr, Dingley finished Mr, Grosvenor
moved to amend Mr. Wheeler's motlon by
substituting the wdrd “‘adversely" for "fa-
vorable."" The two negntive voted were
cast by Messrs. Wheeler and MeMiilin,

My, %lngley‘s majority report ls still in-
complete In some ?nrticulm’s. amnd for this
reasin the hill will not be reported to the
Touse until to-morrow, and possibly not
until Baturday. Mr. Wheeler will present
the report, giving the views of the minorlty.
It will epen by quotlng section 8 of the

President to pzerclse the power which the
framers of the Constitution conferred on
Congress nlone.

Hitherto Genearu] (lollls iag been the only
clty official who hesitated In providing
the Improved light, and hls objections
were based solely on the ground that there
was no money for the work. By com-
mendable economy in the adminlstration
of another bureauw, however, snough will
be saved to furnish the funds for lighting
the Boulevard, and General Collis an-
nounces his willlngnggs to use the money
for that purpose. Eiig letter to tho Mayor
is a8 follows:

COCHARIO DOOMED BY THE ORDER.

He Saysin the Fulfilment of a Vow They
Attempted to Slay Him, but Killed
Serio, for Whose Death
He Is Held.

Another chapter wns ndded Iate Wedness
day night to the strange story of a Sicllian
vendetta, by the arrest of four men, who,
it Is helieved, huve been commissioned by
the Mafia with a work of revenge, o
part of which is the murder of Glovanul
Cocharlo. Cocharlo [8 a prisoner In the
Kinga County Jall, echarged with the
murder of- Salvatore Serlo, In a saloon at
No. #2 Unlon street, Brooklyn, on the
evenlng of May 20,

The men are nominally held as witnesses
of the erlme. They are Antonlo Cineotta,
Vinceneo Prosclts, Gluseppe IMsarua and
Glovannl Virbl. With tliese men was ar-

resited Poter Costa, a; barber. The first
four were surprised while pilaylng cards.
The pollee are stlll searchlig [or An-
tonlo T'ristljacomo whom they belleve to
be the chiel agent of the Matln, IHe Is
from Boston, amd came to Brooklyn only
8 few days before the killlng of Serio.
Within ten minutes affer the muprder he
disatipeared,

Giovann! Cocharlo and Salvatore Serio

were friends In Slelly In childbood and
married cousins. After they reached mans
hood they came to Amerler, Cocharlo set-
tling in Boston and Berlo, or (Calcerlo, as
his real name was, making hls home in
Brooklyn. Both men were barbers.

Cocharlo cama to Brooklyn and sought
refuge with his friend, Serio, who owned a
barber shop at No. 260 Hamllton avenue,
One dny Inst month he saw Pristlfacomo
f83 the place aud look In, That night
Serlp charged Cocharld with belug d traltor
and said he would take him to a place
where there were men who declared they
conlil prove It

Serlo led the way to the saloon of Joseph
Catan)aro, of No. 82 Union street. As tE\B
two men entered Cocharlo saw five men
senfed at a table playing cands. One of
these men he says he rocognized as Prig-
tijnoomo. . The five men rose from thelr
sealg and drawlng revolvers begun firin
at him. Serlo fired back ‘nt them as dl
Cochiurio, Twenty or twenty-five shotd
were exchanged. Then Serio fell to tho
floor, dead. When the smoke clearved away
the five men had dlai\}npt-nred. Uaohario
wias arrested and ocbnrged with the murder.

much exelted talk Serlo went out and came
hack with Coclinrlo. As he entercd the
roont Qloncotta sald Serlo exclaimed:

“Here's Cocharlo.  Tell blm th his face
wlhial you sald to me'*

“You're the traltor!" Pristilacomo Is then
gald to have shouted, he And his friend
